The presiding judge in
the 914 District Court found
that the allegations in the
State’s Motion to Revoke
Community Supervision of
EDITH ELAINE KLEINER, age

of methamphetamine. In
the revocation proceedings,
Kleiner was facing a maxi-
mum period of confinement
of 18 months.
