Together Against Drug Abuse kicks off Friday, January 9, 2004 at 
2:30 p.m. at the High School Auditorium. Together Against Drug Abuse 
is a Masonic program to help young students make correct choices when 
confronted with the temptation to use alcohol, tobacco, prescription or 
hard drugs. With the help from teachers, parents, law-enforcement offic-
ers, local and state community leaders, local masons and Masonic lodges, 
and the local business community, we can help them fight a program 
they cannot fight alone. 

The program brings leaders from the business community, local law-

Online Courses at Ranger College

This is a 2 
credit hour WECM course designed to teach basic computer skills. 

In all three of these courses, students are required to attend class 
on the Ranger Campus four times for orientation and testing.
