Beating The “Low-Carb Blahs”

(NAPSA)—The recent contro-
versy swirling around the appro-
priate amount of saturated fat in
low-carb diets such as Atkins has
led many consumers to look for
creative ways to reduce fat intake
without compromising their low-
carb diet. At the same time, many
dieters are developing a case of
the “low-carb blahs” as they ad-
here to a strict regimen that offers
limited food options.

A recent survey by Kellogg's
Morningstar Farms highlights the
significance of this shift, showing
that the combination of low-carb
foods coupled with reduced fat was
important to more than half (56
percent) of low-carb dieters.
