The Panthers moved to the Wildcat 1 yard line after a fumble on the 
Santo 9 but fumbled the ball away. From there the Wildcats went the 99 
yards in nine plays with Keaton Mata scoring from 2 yards out with 9:36 
left.

COW CALF CLINIC SET FOR NOVEMBER 7TH 

It is becoming a tradition, every fall producers expect to hear the latest 
in beef cattle production, management and outlook and they get this infor-
mation at the annual Cow Calf Clinic or CCC. Extension Livestock Com-
mittees in Brown and Comanche counties have worked together this year 
to develop a clinic that focuses on managing cattle in the drought, nutri-
tion in low forage conditions, cow culling, when to buy back, a beef cattle 
situation and outlook for 2007 and a look at protecting yourself from for-
eign animal diseases. 

The Comanche Cow Clinic or CCC will be held on Tuesday, Novem-
ber 7, 2007 at 6:00 p.m. at the Comanche Livestock Exchange on High-
way 377 next to Gore's AgriService Center in Comanche. The CCC will 
begin with a great barbeque meal followed by the program inside where 
the livestock auction takes place. To pre-register producers can call the 
Brown County Extension Office at 325/646-0386 or the Comanche County 
Extension Office at 325/356-2539. 

Individuals with disabilities who require an auxiliary aid, service or 
accommodations in order to participate in this program are encouraged to 
contact Texas Cooperative Extension in Comanche County at 325/356-
2539 by Friday, November 3, 2006 to determine how reasonable accom-
modations can be made. 

The CCC will feature three (3) Extension specialists that work closely 
with the livestock industry and they are based in the Stephenville area so 1111 
they understand the problems faced by West Central Texas cow men. Dr. 
Ron Gill, Extension Livestock Specialist, is the featured speaker. He is a 
long time livestock specialist who also has his own interest in a cow/calf 
operation and fully understands what drought has done to producers. Dr. 
Gill will address the issues of what to cull and why, if you have already 
culled when and what to buy back, cow nutrition when there is very little 
hay, cow condition and much more as he helps producers understand what 
to do in this devastating drought. 

Dr. Jason Johnson is the Extension Economist for this area but he was 
formerly economist in the San Angelo area. He understands drought and 
its affect on producers. Dr. Johnson will address both the new insurance 
program for pasture and range and the livestock assistance program from 
TDA. Dr. Johnson will also look into his crystal ball and provide produc-
ers a livestock outlook looking at current trends and their impact on future 
prices. 

Last on the agenda is the issue of foreign animal diseases and their 
impact on the livestock industry. Dr. Tamilee Nennich is the Extension 
Dairy Specialist in Stephenville and even though this issue may have a 
potentially greater impact on confined animals there are real issues that 
could face the beef industry if there were a disease outbreak. No matter 
where it comes from all animals would be quarantined and this could com-
pletely devastate a local industry. Dr. Nennich will address the potential 
for a foreign animal disease outbreak, the kinds of diseases and what you 
can do to protect yourself from this threat. 

Make plans now to enjoy this important educational program for live-
stock producers. Extension livestock committees plan programs such as 
this to better educate local producers.

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Emergency Farm Loan 
Applications Being Accepted 

Applications for emergency farm loans caused by drought on Janu-
ary 1,2006 and continuing are being accepted at the Farm Service Agency 
(F$A) office located in Anson, Richard G. Young said. 

Eastland is one of 46 contiguous counties in Texas recently named 
by the Secretary of Agriculture eligible for loans to cover part of actual 
production losses resulting from drought on January I, 2006 and con-
tinuing. 

Richard G. Young said, Farmers may be eligible for loans of up to 
100% of their actual losses or the operating loan needed to continue the 
agricultural business, whichever is less. For farmers unable to obtain 
credit from private commercial lenders, the interest is 3.75% percent. 

As a general rule, a farmer must have suffered at least a 30 percent 
loss of production to be eligible for a FSA emergency loan, Richard G. 
Young said. Farmers participating in the Federal Crop Insurance pro-
gram will have to figure in proceeds from those programs in determin-
ing their loss. 

Applications for loans under the emergency designation will be ac-
cepted until May 29, 2007 but farmers should apply as soon as possible. 
Delays in applying could create backlogs in processing and possibly 
over into the new farming season, Richard G. Young said. 

FSA is a credit agency of the United States Department of Agricul-
ture. It is authorized to provide disaster emergency loans to recognized

Food Manager Certification 
Training Course 

Statistics indicate that food borne illness continues to be a health issue 
in the United States. Each year, 1 in 4 Americans will become sick, 1 in 
1,000 will be hospitalized, and 5,000 will die due to a food borne illness. 

During the past legislative session, a statute was amended that allowed 
the Texas Department of State Health Services (DSHS) to require each 
food establishment to have one certified food manager. 

Recently, the Texas Board of Health adopted rules to implement this 
statute. Many of you have already received a letter from the Texas De-
partment of State Health Services regarding this. Under these new rules, 
each food establishment permitted by the Texas Department of state Health 
Services must have one certified food manager. New food manager cer-
tificates will be valid for 5 years. 

Texas Cooperative Extension in Erath County is offering a one-day 
food manager certification training course. This protam will be offered 
for $65.00 per person on November 6, 2006 at the Texas A&M Research 
and Extension Center located at 1229 North Highway 281 in Stephen-
ville. Cost includes materials, the training session, and the State food man-
ager certification examination. 

The program is designed to not only prepare food service managers to 
pass the certification examination; it will provide valuable education re-
garding the safe handling of food. Almost 50 cents of every dollar Ameri-
cans spend on food is spent on meals prepared away from hothe. There-
fore, careful attention to food safety will help keep customers safe and 
satisfied. 

Food borne illnesses are estimated to cost thousands of dollars in lost 
wages, insurance, and medical bills. With these statistics, knowledge of 
how to prevent food borne illness is essential. The benefits of improved 
food safety include: 

** Increased customer Satisfaction 
** Improved relationships with health officials 
** Prevention of bad publicity and law suits due to food borne illness 
By attending the course, food service managers Will learn about: 
** Identifying potentially hazardous foods and common errors in food 

handling 
** Preventing contamination and cross-contamination of food 
** Teaching and encouraging personal hygiene for employees 
** Complying with government regulations 
** Maintaining clean utensils, equipment and surroundings 
** Controlling pests 
Food borne illnesses can be prevented by following simple food safety
