Process Begins For Heavy 
Equipment Operator Training 

A cooperative partnership between the West Central Texas Workforce 
Center, the Cisco Development Corporation, Cisco Junior College, and 
the Eastland Development Corporation has made possible the introduc-
tion of a 6-week training course in Heavy Equipment Operation. Upon 
successful completion of this course, students will have a basic knowl-
edge of equipment operations, equipment safety, preventative maintenance. 
and job site safety. Operation of a skid steer loader, backhoe/loader, dozer, 
excavator, and rubbertire loader will be included in the training. At the 
conclusion, students will receive a certificate of completion from the Texas 
Engineering Extension Service, as well as an OSHA-recognized safety 
certification for heavy equipment operators.

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A Missed Opportunity On Energy 
High energy costs have a tremendously adverse impact on our 

economy and our daily lives. Studies have shown that each time oil 
prices rise by 10 percent, the negative effect on our national economy 
results in the loss of 150,000 American jobs. In addition, the U.S. De-
partment of Energy estimates that by 2030, the United States will con-
sume 28 percent more oil than we do today. Unfortunately, the U.S. 
Senate recently missed an opportunity to confront our growing depen- 

• dence on foreign oil by passing an energy bill which does nothing to 
ease high gas prices or increase our energy supply. 

The high cost of foreign oil is the largest single contributor to the 
record gasoline prices we are experiencing this summer. Over 60 per-
cent of our petroleum comes from overseas—almost all of it from mem-
bers of the OPEC cartel or third-world nations ruled by dictators who 
are hostile to America and collude With state sponsors of terrorism. 
Common sense says that we must control our own energy supply and 
not leave it to the whims of foreign despots who seek to harm us. 

Thankfully, there is a. way out of this trap. America is a land of 
abundant natural resources and immeasurable ingenuity. We must be 
willing to tap both these assets to increase energy production within our 
own borders. The Alaskan National Wildlife Refuge (ANWR), for ex-
ample, could potentially provide I million barrels of oil per day—a 20 
percent increase over current domestic production—but short-sighted 
policies have blocked exploration there for decades. And, even though 
the Outer Continental Shelf has enough natural gas to heat 100 million 
homes for 60 years and enough oil to drive 85 million cars for 35 years, 
the Senate voted down amendments to end a 25-year ban on expanded 
production there. Some Senators cited environmental concerns, but 
neglected to mention that ANWR is the size of South Carolina and the 
area that would be explored is smaller than DFW Airport. In addition, 
advances in modern technology allow us to explore for the energy we 
*need with very minimal ecological impact. 

This.bill also failed to address a dangerous lack of refining capacity 
in the United States. A new refinery has not been built in America in 30 
years, but our demand for gasoline and petrochemicals continues to rise. 
As we painfully experienced in the aftermath of Hurricanes Katrina and 
Rita, refinery setbacks can inflate energy prices enormously. The noto-
riously bureaucratic federal licensing process has dissuaded many com-
panies from building new facilities, yet the Senate voted down an amend-
ment I co-sponsored to remove these regulatory roadblocks. 

Rather than encourage domestic energy production, some Senators 
attempted to amend the energy bill with provisions that would have 
burdened our oil and gas industry with approximately $29 billion in 
new taxes. The last thing we should he doing is discouraging domestic

ral residents obtain adequate 
housing and to reduce the level of 
delinquent payments among bor-
rowers . 

"These grants will help com-
munity- and faith-based organiza-
tions reach out to rural residents 
in need of safe, affordable hous-
ing," Conner said. "Rural Devel-
opment helped nearly 43,000 
families become homeowners in 
2006.

Half of the money will be tar-
geted to five states with high le \ - 
els of rural poverty and substan-
dard housing and states that were 
severely impacted by major natu-
ral disasters.

The re-
mainder of the money will be 
awarded through a national com-
petition. No more than one grant 
per state will be awarded. Non-
profit and community organiza-
tions are eligible for grants up to 
$100,000.
