the highway. It is hard to under 
stand just how these things hap-
pen. Could it have been their 
training at home? I hope not. 
There are always a few who will 
follow the crowd regardless - but 
this should not excuse their ac-
tions. To me it showed coward-
ice because there were five to 
seven in the car. I understand 
you were about the same age as 
these boys. I cannot help but 
wonder if they would have the 
same feeling if you were to share 
a fox-hole with them. 

To the young men in the car -
once more, I wonder where I, 
as a citizen and businessman of 
Gorman, failed you. I know I 
have failed as a so-called Chnist-
ian because I have only invited 
one of you to attend my church. 
However, the doors of my °filet? 
have always been, and will al-
ways be open to you. 

I konw that idle hours hang 
heavy on young people, especial-
ly Sunday afternoons. Some of 
us have tried to open a recrea-
tion center but so far have been 
unable to achieve our goal. 

Mrs. Maupin was working by 
the side of her station when this 
Negro boy ran into her yard ask-
ing for help. She gave him sanc-
tuary and also paid his bus fare 
to Eastland where he could go 
on to his destination in the cotton 
fields of West Texas.
