Neugebauer Appointed Deputy Ranking
Republican on Financial Services Committee

Congressman Randy Neugebauer announced Friday that he will serve
as the Deputy Ranking Member of the House Financial Services Commit-
tee, a job that will require him at times to fulfill the duties and responsi-
bilities of the top ranking Republican during hearings and legislative de-
bates.

"The House Financial Services Committee will face a number of im-
portant issues during the 110th Congress," stated the committee's Rank-
ing Member Rep. Spencer Bachus. "During my service on the committee,
I have gotten to know Congressman Neugebauer very well. He is a top-
notch legislator who will perform his new duties with integrity, thought-
fulness, and energy."

Neugebauer will also move into the Republican leadership on the Ag-
riculture Committee after being selected to serve as the Ranking Member
of the panel's new Subcommittee on Horticulture and Organic Agricul-
ture. This subcommittee's jurisdiction includes fruits and vegetables,
marketing and promotion orders, and plant pesticides.

"It is an honor to be selected to leadership positions on these two im-
portant committees,” Neugebauer said. "From writing the next Farm Bill
to strengthening small businesses and local financial institutions, these
positions will enable me to promote all sectors of the 19th District's
economy."

Neugebauer, who begins his third term on the Agriculture Committee
this year, will be a voice for 19th District farmers and ranchers during the
Farm Bill negotiations.

"With provisions of the current Farm Bill expiring this year, 2007 will
be a big year for agriculture and for rural America," Neugebauer said. "I
look forward to our work in the Ag Committee as we craft the next Farm
Bill and put in place agriculture policies that help producers in Texas and
across America succeed in the global marketplace."

Neugebauer will also serve on the House Agriculture Subcommittee
on General Farm Commodities and Risk Management whose jurisdiction
includes cotton, cottonseed, wheat and crop insurance.

In addition, Neugebauer has been selected by Republican Leader John
Boehner of Ohio to serve on the House Republican Policy Committee, a
group of lawmakers that focuses on important issues ranging from tax
reform to national security.

Neugebauer, who served on the Science Committee during his first

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Tax Deferral Available For Over 65
Residential Homestead Owners

Section 33.06 of the Texas Property Tax Code requires the followinbg
information concerning the Deferral of Certain Property Taxes to be pub-
licized.

Property taxes on the residence homestead property of those persons
sixty-five (65) years of age or older may be deferred or abated if they
satisfy the requirements of the Texas Property Tax Code.

The property owner must (in most cases) occupy the residence on which
the tax is being levied or on which a suit has been filed for collection of
delinquent taxes.

To obtain a deferral, the individual must file with the Chief Appraiser
of the Appraisal District in which the property is located: an affadavit
stating that he or she is sixty-five(65) years of age or older and that he or
she does own and reside in the residence that the tax is being levied on.

[f a suit has already been filed with the proper authority, the individual
mus file with the court in which the suit was filed the same type of affida-
Vit.

By filing the affidavit with the proper authority, the payment of the
taxes or forced collections through suit is postponed until the person fil-
ing the affidavit no longer owns or occupies the property as a residence
homestead. :

It is emphasized that the tax is only deferred: it is not cancelled. A tax
lien remains on the property and interest in the amount of eight (8) per-
cent per year will continue to accrue dunng the period that the collection
of taxes is deferred.

Post-Traumatic Stress Disorder
Among Military Veterans

“During the Civil War, Dr. Decosta, a U.S. Army surgeon, reported
high levels of tension, fast heart rate, inability to sleep, and fear about
returning to combat. This response to combat was called “soldiers heart.”

During World War I this same phenomena was called by a more famil-
1ar term, “Shell Shock.” The think of the medical professionals at that
time was that tremendous shelling caused small blood vessels in the brain
to burst. The symptoms included running amok, jumpiness, irritability,
trouble sleeping and physical tremors.

World War II brought us “Battle Fatigue™ a term which started with
the U.S. forces in Tunisia, North Africa. The battlefield medical person-
nel found that rest, food, and returning soldiers to their units helped them
to deal with their emotional and physical problems related to combat.

In the Korean War, the term “Gross Stress Reaction™ was used to de-
scribe the emotional turmoil that was a result of combat and being a pris-
oner of war.

State of the Union Address: What to Look For

Preside%l Bush will deliver his seventh State of the Ufmn Address on
Tuesday, January 23. I.encourage eyeryone to tune in and listen carefully
to his speech, which will air live on most news stations at approximately
