. (NU) - When fire ants invade,
these aggressive insects can in-
flict pain on people and pets with-
opt warning. Similar to a waspor
hornet sting, the fire ant’s wrath
can cause pain, itching and
swelling, and in some cases,
death.

Every year, more than 10,000
people seek medical attention for
fire ant stings.

The best way to prevent fire
ant stings is to eliminate these
dangerous insects. Identify fire
ants by their reddish-brown-to-
black color, their size — measur-
ing one-eighth to one-fourth inch
long, and their stingers.

Fire ants build mounds of soft
soil, which can be more than 15
inches high, 15 inches in diame-
ter and up to five feet deep. Each
colony can contain one or more
queen ants and between 100,000
and 500,000 worker ants.

When anything disturbs their
mound, fire ants become very ag-
gressive, inflicting hundreds of
stings in a matter of seconds. Al-
though these fierce ants began
wreaking hayoc in the South, they
have migrated across the country.

Homeowners can choose
from a few different methods to
destroy fire ants. Many insecti-
cides are “broadcast products,”
which cover a wide area and un-
fortunately kill beneficial insects
in addition to fire ants. Local re-
tailers offer several chemicals, in-
cluding bait compounds and
drenches, which are often envi-
ronmentally unfriendly. Check
the labels, since most chemicals
may be harmful to pets and chil-
dren if ingested.

Somé natural alternatives in-
clude using dry ice or lye soap;
however, patience is essential as

A comprehensive eye exam
can detect vision problems like
nearsightedness, farsightedness
and others that could hinder per-
formance and lead to injuries.

- Ensure that your child has cer-
tified protective eyewear that will
protect against injury and ultra-
violet radiation. Sports-related
eyewear is tested to meet rigid
standards, and some have been
independently verified and have
received the AOA Seal of Accep-
tance.
