Fire Safety and Awareness 
Beneficial To All In County 

Now that we are deep into a fire season that shows no sign of rain relief, I thought 
that some ideas of fire awareness and safety would be beneficial. The Texas Forest Ser-
vice (TFS) has great website and many printed materials that give good information 
about fire danger awareness. The TFS website is hitwatiforealseraceLtanauschi . TFS 
is a vital partner to fire suppression in Eastland County. They supply bulldozers and air-
craft to assist our local fire departments when the incident threatens to overwhelm our 
resourdes. 

Many of us live outside a city where the nearest city fire department is the first 
responder for a fire call. If you live the country like this, there are some actions recom-
mended by the TFS that you can take to reduce the fire danger and give yourself more 
time for the nearest fire department to respond to the emergency. Five elements are to 
be considered: fuels near your home, slopes and canyons, construction and materials of 
you home, access by roads/bridges, and family evacuation plans. 

Fuels around your home will be what burn as a wildfire gets close. The TFS rec-
ommends a 30-foot clearance of flammable vegetation around your home. Tree limbs 
within 10 feet of the chimney or stove pipe can ignite by sparks. Remember your pro-
pane tank and keep the flammable material at least 15 feet away. If you home is built 
near a slope or canyon, the flames will run much faster up the slope, acting like chimney 
for the fire and smoke. 

The construction and materials of your home make a difference in fire resis-
tance. Sparks and radiant heat can cause some exterior sidings to burst into flame as 
the fire gets close. Other materials such as brick, stone, metal and solid logs are more 
resistant. Roofing materials of metal, tile, and composition shingles are fire resistant. 

Identification of and access to your home is very important. Is your 911 number 
posted by your main entry? This is how first responders will be notified by dispatch of 
the location of a fire. Can a large fire truck get to your home or will a narrow culvert or 
light bridge prevent access in an emergency? Most fire operators that I have seen a re 
conducted with several small brush trucks actually suppressing the fire and one or tow 
large tankers supplying the water. All of these trucks may have to use your driveway to 
stage, attack, and resupply water. 

Finally, do you and your family have an evacuation plan in the event that you 
must leave? Your plan should be written to include what you will talce with you, where 
you will go, and how you will get there if several roads are blocked with smoke or fire 
apparatus. If you home is in danger and you must evacuate, planning will prevent leav-
ing behind vital items such as food, medicines, pets, clothes, cell phones and chargers 
and family records. If the rush to leave, a checklist may prevent an important item from 
being forgotten. 

If hope that this information has gotten you to think about your particular situ-
ation in the event of a wildfire. If you want specific answers to your questions about 
wildfire awareness, please contact your nearest fire department. Thank you.

(NU) -'Spring is a time of re-
birth and rejuvenation. Invigorat-
ed by warmer weather, many of us 
make our way outdoors to soak up 
the new found sun. But despite the 
cheerfulness outside, spring can of-
ten bring unwanted critters indoors 
- by hitching a ride on our pets. 

Before people take their pets 
for hikes or nature walks this 
spring, they should consider pre-
cautions to protect their pets - and 
themselves - from fleas and ticks. 

A flea or tick infestation is no 
fun for the whole family. Flea sali-
va can cause anemia, dermatitis 
and transfer tapeworms - a dan-
gerous internal parasite. Worse, 
fleas reproduce quickly and can in-
fest whole homes, requiring pro-
fessional extermination. Perhaps, 
more harmful than fleas, brown,  
dog ticks and Lyme-disease-car-
rying deer ticks typically enter 
homes through pets as well. Once 
in the home, they can begin lay-
ing up to 5,000 eggs at a time. 

There is no need for pet own-
ers to lock their dogs and cats in-
side all spring and summer. In fact, 
the National Pest Management As-
sociation, a 75-year-old non-prof-
it organization committed to the 
protection of public health, food 
and property through proper pest 
management and homeowner ed-
ucation, offers these tips to Amer-
icans hoping to protect their pets 
and- their homes from fleas and 
ticks: 
- 	Avoid tick habitats such as low-
growing, brushy vegetation along 
the edge of the woods or a trail. 
- 	Check your pet thoroughly af-
ter you have been in potentially 
tick-infested areas. Finding and re- 

(NU) - Your teen has just 
passed driver's ed and received 
their license, but is he or she re-
ally ready to hit the mad? Mach-
ing your new driver safe vehicle 
operation is crucial. But some-
times, safety overshadows other 
considerations, like the impor-
tance of routine vehicle service. 

"Many people fail to realize 
that poorly maintained vehicles 
can be safety hazards, not just for 
teen drivers, but for others on the 
road as well," said John Nielsen, 
director, AAA Approved Auto Re-
pair Network. "And driving with 
worn out vehicle components not 
only increases the chance of a 
crash, it reduces fuel economy." 

Before you hand the keys over 
to your teen driver, make sure 
they are aware of at least two 
maintenance operations every dri-
ver should practice: 

Tire pressure. Teen drivers 
should know that proper tire in-
flation is critical to safe vehicle 
operation. Underinflated tires de-
grade handling and may overheat 
and blow out. 

The proper tire-inflation pres-
sures for a vehicle can be found 
in the owner's manual or on a tire 
information decal usually affixed 
to the driver's door jamb. Teach 
teens to check pressures when the 
tires are cold, such as when the 
vehicle hasn't been driven for at 
least three hours. Use a quality 
gauge. not one built into the air 
hose.

Withdraw the 
dipstick and, holding it level, 
check the oil-level line on the 
stick. If it's between the high and 
low marks, you're good to go. If 
it's below the lower mark, add oil 
to raise the level to within the safe 
range.
