The History of Arbor Day

The 1dea for Arbor Day originally came from Nebraska. A
visit to Nebraska today wouldn’t disclose that the state was once a
treeless plain. Yet it was the lack of trees there that led to the found-
ingrof Arbor Day in the 1800s.—

Among pioneers moving ‘into the Nebraska Territory in
1854 was J. Sterling Morton from Detroit. He and his wife were lov-
ers of nature, and the home they established in Nebraska was quickly
planted with trees, shrubs and flowers.

Morton was a journalist and soon became editor of Ne-
braska’s first newspaper. Given that forum, he spread agricultural
information and his enthusiasm for trees to an equally enthusiastic
audience.

His fellow pioneers missed their trees. But, more impor-
tantly, trees were needed as windbreaks to keep soil in place, for fuel
and building materials, and for shade from the hot sun.

Morton not only advocated tree planting by individuals in
his articles and editorials, but he also encouraged civic organizations
and groups to join in. His prominence in the area increased, and he
became secretary of the Nebraska Territory, which provided another
opportunity to stress the value of trees.

Arbor Day’s Beginnings

On January 4, 1872, Morton first proposed a tree-planting
holiday to be called “Arbor Day™ at a meeting of the State Board of
Agriculture. The date was set for April 10, 1872. Prizes were offered
to counties and individuals for planting properly the largest number
of trees on that day. It was estimated that more than one million trees
were planted in Nebraska on the first Arbor Day.

Arbor Day was officially proclaimed by the young state’s
Gov. Robert W. Furnas on March 12, 1874, and the day itself was ob-
served April 10, 1874. In 1885, Arbor Day was named a legal holiday
in Nebraska and April 22, Morton’s birthday, was selected as the date
for its permanent observance.

According to accounts from the Nebraska City News, April
1885, the City celebrated Arbor Day with a grand parade and a
speech by J. Sterling Morton. Students of different grades met at their
respective school rooms in the morning for the purpose of planting at
least one tree. Each tree that was planted was labeled with the grade,
the time planted, and was to be specially cared for by that grade.

When the plantings were completed, 1000 students formed
a line to begin the parade from the various schools to Nebraska City’s
opera house. In the parade, each class carried colorful banners made
of satin with silk lining and trimmed with gold fringe. The letters on
the banners were painted in oil colors. By the time the parade reached
the opera house the throng numbered well over the 1000 as towns-
people joined the march. Every available foot of space in the opera
house was occupied, the students having the front seats and gallery
while the older persons stood. At 11:00, the throng of celebrants was
addressed by the founder of Arbor Day, J. Sterling Morton.

Mr. Morton was listened to with much attention, and loudly applaud-
ed at the close of his address. At the conclusion of the ceremonies,
the students sang “America,” and the large audience was dismissed.

This ended the first celebration of Arbor Day as a legal
holiday, and, as reported by the newspaper, “... to say that it was a
complete success but faintly expresses it. A celebration of this kind
results in good to all, and is worthy of imitation by every school in
the state.”

During the 1870s, other states passed legislation to observe
Arbor Day, and the tradition began in schools nationwide in 1882.

Today the most common date for the state observances is
the last Friday in April, and several U.S. presidents have proclaimed
a national Arbor Day on that date. But a number of state Arbor Days
are at other times to coincide with the best tree planting weather,
from January and February in the south to May in the far north.

Arbor Day has now spread beyond the United States and is
observed in many countries of the world.

The 100-Year-Old Four Leaf Clover
By U.S. Sen. John Cornyn

One hundred years ago, the beginnings of 4-H in Texas started
sprouting in Jack County, the idea of an extension agent named Thomas
Marks. 4-H clubs have been thriving ever since, helping convey to young
people the values that have made our state great.

.. Marks had been trying to promote new agricultural techniques
to area farmers. Frustrated with the response, he declared, “Next year |
will work with the pups.” He founded the Jack County Boy’s Corn Club
in 1908 to teach 25 young men about modern uses of the land and tradi-
tional values. *

Within a short time, inspired volunteers founded pig clubs and
beef calf clubs in Coleman County, girls’ tomato clubs in Milam Coun-
ty, and a vegetable garden and poultry club for black youth in Waller
County. It all eventually became 4-H, a phenomenal four-leaf clover that
today counts more than 625,000 members statewide and some 40,000
adult volunteers. The Texas program is the largest in the United States.

This centennial year i1s a good time to highlight the contribu-
tions and transformation of Texas 4-H. The 4-H Pledge spells out each of
the H's in its clover emblem: *I pledge my Head to clearer thinking, my
Heart to greater loyalty, my Hands to larger service, my Health to better
living. For my club, my community, my country, and my world.”

In 4-H, young people across Texas learn practical lessons that
help make them successful in life, including leadership skills, communi-
cation and public speaking. More importantly, the clubs stress values that
are the foundation of good citizenship—honesty, hard work, individual
responsibility and service to the community. In competitions, 4-Hers
learn to lose—and win—with grace. The organization builds character,
the most important lesson of all.

At first, 4-H was mostly about farm life. Just eight years after
the first club started, according to 4-H history, the “Texas Farm Boys’
4-H Special, an eight-car train, traveled 5,000 miles in 16 days carrying
125 farm boys through the best agricultural sections of the United States
and Canadla for a thorough study of agriculture.”

As Texas has changed and become more urban, so has 4-H.
The organization prides itself on adapting to the evolving interests and
needs of young Texans.

All of Texas’ 254 counties have 4-H programs. Two of our most
populous counties, Harris (Houston) and Bexar (San Antonio), each
have more than twenty 4-H clubs.

About 70 percent of 4-H members now live in cities, suburbs
and towns; 23 percent live in smaller towns or non-farm areas; and seven
percent live on farms.

More than half of the members are female.

High school programs remain popular, but 4-H starts early. More
than 62,000 Texas kindergarteners are enrolled in 4-H programs.

Operation Military Kids reaches an important part of our state,
more than 14,000 young people.

Today more than half a million 4-Hers participate in science,
engineering and technology projects. Members of the 4-H statewide
Tech Team, for example, use satellite technology to map walking trails,
historical sites and, in coastal areas, evacuation routes. Young people in
the 4-H “Kidz with Biz Ideaz” program learn workplace skills and even
start small businesses.

The organization benefits from its status as the youth devel-
opment program of the Texas AgriLife Extension Service under Texas
A&M and Prairie View A&M Universities.

Through the years, as 4-H has helped young people achieve
their goals and become better citizens, the entire state of Texas has been
the beneficiary. The next time you see a Texas 4-H member or one of
their adult volunteers, tell them to keep up their great work. Let's make
certain the second 100 years of 4-H is as successful as the first.

Sen. Cornyn serves on the Armed Services, Judiciary and Bud-
get Committees. In addition, he is Vice Chairman of the Senate Select
Committee on Ethics. He serves as the top Republican on the Judiciary
Committee’s Immigration, Border Security and Refugees subcommit-
tee and the Armed Services Committee’s Airland subcommittee. Cornyn
served previously as Texas Attorney General, Texas Supreme Court Jus-
tice and Bexar County District Judge.

Ranger Drug Dealer Shutdown

ARNULFO REYES CERROS, 42, formerly a city of Ranger
resident, is now an inmate awaiting transfer to state prison to serve a
20-year sentence for possession with intent to deliver a controlled sub-
stance, Methamphetamine, 4 grams or more but less than 200 grams
and possession with intent to deliver a controlled substance, Cocaine, 4
grams or more but less than 200 grams

Cerros was arrested for the offense on June 11, 2007 after
Ranger Police Officer Jeremy Vandergriff on routine patrol in the City of
Ranger observed a silver Ford truck initiate a right turn without using a
turn signal for the proper distance. Upon making contact with the driver,
Vandergriff observed a white powder substance in the open ashtray of
the vehicle. Vandergriff placed the occupants of the vehicle, passenger
Arnulfo Reyes Cerros and the vehicles’ driver in handcuffs and searched
the truck finding three baggies of drugs containing .12 grams of cocaine,
82.37 grams of methamphetamine and 28.39 grams of cocaine. The
driver of the vehicle is still awaiting trial.

District Judge Steven R. Herod presided over the proceedings
and sentenced Cerros to twenty years in the Institutional Division of the
Texas Department of Criminal Justice in each case.

Criminal District Attorney Russ Thomason expressed appre-
ciation for the efforts of Officer Vandergriff and the Ranger Police De-
partment in shutting down another drug dealer in Eastland County. Fred
Franklin of Brownwood represented Cerros.

PRISON TIME FOR CREDIT CARD ABUSE

On January 28, 2008, Alan Walter Bress, 40, of Mineral Wells,
entered a plea of guilty and was sentenced to serve twelve months in the
State Jail Division of the Texas Department of Criminal Justice. Bress
faced a maximum sentence of two years and will do his time day for day
without a chance for early parole. Additionally he was ordered to pay
$804.11 in restitution. Bress had used a credit card stolen in a burglary
that took place in Mineral Wells on or about October 14, 2007. The card
was used here in Eastland County and the offense was investigated by
the Ranger Police Department. Presiding Judge Steven Herod sentenced
Bress who was represented by defense attorney Gary Peak.

RANGER MAN NETS PRISON TIME FOR CRIMINAL MISCHIEF

Timothy Howard Wood, 45, of Ranger, is now an inmate await-
ing transfer to state prison for the offense of Criminal Mischief - $1,500
or more but less than $20,000. The incident occurred at the Austin Acres
Housing Authority in Ranger and stemmed from water damage sustained
due to Wood having broken a water line to a toilet in a vacant apartment
in order to use them on a toilet in an apartment where he was staying
Wood entered a plea of guilty and was given nine months confinement
in the State Jail Division of the Texas Department of Criminal Justice
and ordered to pay $10,284.45 in restitution for his participation in the
criminal mischief. Presiding Judge Steven Herod sentenced Wood who
was represented by defense attorney Gary Peak.

PROBATION REVOKED

Steven R. Herod, presiding judge in the 91st District Court re-
voked the probation of Nicky Loyd Hollis, 20, Monday afternoon. Hol-
lis, formerly of Cisco, had previously been placed on six years proba-
tion on August 28, 2006 for Arson and five years probation in 5 other
cases for burglary of a building. The Court sentenced Hollis to 10 years
in prison for violating the terms and conditions of his probation in the
Arson case. Hollis also received 18 months confinement in the State
Jail Division of the Texas Department of Criminal Justice in each of the
burglary cases. Criminal District Attorney Russ Thomason stated: “The
Community Supervision Office and its personnel made extraordinary ef-
forts to rehabilitate Hollis, which he failed to take advantage of, leaving
no choice but to seek his imprisonment.”

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P-16 Summit Slated At CJC

CISCO, Texas — The West Central Texas Rural P-16 Council
will host a P-16 Summit Feb. 13 from 9 a.m. until 11:30 a.m. at Cisco
Junior College in the Student Union Building on the Cisco Campus. The
Council is made up of representatives from local public schools, Ranger
College and Cisco Junior College.

P-16 is a student-focused, comprehensive and integrated sys-
tem that links all education levels from Pre-K through post-secondary.
Under this umbrella, programs are being developed to arm students and
parents with the information and the understanding needed to make a
successful transition to higher education.

“With the creation of a P-16 initiative, Texas joins more than
35 other states that actively work to create an environment that encour-
ages post-secondary education with all students,” said Amy Dodson,
CJC director of student success.

According to Dodson the summit will give school administra-
tors, counselors and curriculum directors an opportunity to discuss P-16
initiatives and state mandates stemming from these initiatives.

“We need students across Texas to recognize that high school
shouldn’t be the end of their education,” Dodson said. “Some studies
indicate that almost 60 percent of today’s jobs require more advanced
training than secondary schools can provide. We need an educated citi-
zenry, and to accomplish this goal, we need to begin bringing together
all levels of educators, our parents and our business communities. This
summit is a starting point for our area.”

The study, Crossing the Great Divide, suggests that fundamen-
tal changes in the structure of the economy and the workforce put a much
higher premium on academic achievement. In 1959 only 20 percent of
workers needed at least some college for their jobs. In 2000, the number
had risen to 56 percent. Becoming a high-level generalist is especially
important in a fast-paced global economy where workers must continu-
ously upgrade their skills.

Topics to be discussed at the summit will include summer
bridge programs, college readiness standards and vertical alignment,
cultural/educational awareness and career development. Some discus-
sion will also focus on how the P-16 council and business community
can assist service area school districts. In the future, additional summits
may include parents, community and business leaders.

DWI Defendent Receives Eleven Year Sentence

Marvin Leroy Retzloff, 44, formerly of Ft. Worth, Texas, is
now an inmate awaiting transfer to state prison to serve an (11) eleven
year sentence for the felony offense of Driving While Intoxicated. Ret-
zloff was apprehended on January 28, 2006 by a DPS Trooper on a rou-
tine traffic stop. The Trooper began to follow Retzloff’s vehicle on In-
terstate 20 after noting him to cross over the right white fog line with the
vehicle’s left tires and travel on the improved shoulder for a considerable
distance. After activating his emergency lights, the Trooper noted that
as Retzloff’s vehicle pulled on the shoulder of the roadway there was a
deer that had already been hit and Retzloff did not attempt the miss the
deer as it came to a stop at the 343 mile marker.

Retzloff had been previously convicted three other times for
DWTI; in Hill County in 1989 and in Tarrant County in 1997 and 1998.
He also had been arrested twice in South Dakota for DWI. Because the
Tarrant County DWI conviction was a felony offense, the District At-
torney’s Office caused the Eastland County charge to be enhanced from
a third degree felony to a second degree felony.

Presiding Judge Steven Herod adjudicated the probation of
DAVID LEE WILLIAMS, age 19, and found him guilty of Possession of
Controlled Substance Methamphetamine, Less Than One Gram. Mon-
day morning in the 91st District Court. Williams, an Eastland County
resident, had previously been placed on five years deferred adjudication
on May 4, 2005 for the drug offense. An amount less than one gram is
a mandatory probation case unless the defendant had previously been
convicted of a felony. The Court sentenced Williams to two years in the
State Jail Division of the Texas Department of Criminal Justice suspend-
ed with community supervision for an additional five years and ordered
confinement in the SAFTE program for drug offenders as a special term
and condition of community supervision.
