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A Look at the Dispute Resolution Center at the Connelke Hotel 
The new dispute resolution center located at the Connellee Hotel will be an important regional and statewide facility for the 

resolution of conflicts and lawsuits from around the area, and around the state. Thursday, Judge McCloud remarked on this 
new enhancement to the Fastland area. The Connellee Dispute Resolution Center will be part of a facility that will be available 
for attorneys to conduct a wide variety of legal activities, including depositions and events. The facility also has total wireless 
communications capability. 

Judge McCloud: "The idea of mediation is to bring parties who are in conflict into a non-adversarial setting, to try to reach a 
mutual agreement for the resolution to conflicts, by letting 
each side to understand the position of the other." 

"Some district judges now require a mediation session 
before a trial is to take place. Somewhere around seventy-
five per cent of cases mediated is now settled through 
the process. Many attorneys are starting to see that they 
would like to try mediation and are becoming advocates 
of the procedure. It's a good process." 

"With only fourteen courts of appeals and eighty-two 
appeals judges in the state, the courts are very busy. In 
Texas, these courts handle both civil and criminal appeals. 
The 11th Court of Appeals here in Eastland is receiving 
cases from all over the state to ease the dockets from the 
more populated counties." 

"The public should know that there is a difference between arbitration and mediation. Arbitrators hear evidence and make 
a decision. The parties usually agree that the decision will be final, by agreement. Mediators, on the other hand, facilitate the 
arrival of an agreement between the two parties." 

"Many people want to solve the conflicts and get on with their lives, without going through the full cycle of litigation, a 
process that can be unpredictable." 

'The facility has multiple moms to allow various seating arrangements, and there are nice accommodations of a coffee 
bar and a break room. Once the Bar learns of this, it should be well used. There are five, mediations already set. I continue to 
applaud the leadership of the Fastland, for fatilitating this complex and other enhancements to the community." 

Purple Martins Arrive in Texas; Scout Reports Logged Online 

While generations of Americans have hosted purple martins — the 
custom adopted from Native Americans who hung out nesting gourds —

.specific techniques to help a colony thrive emerged in the past decade, 
based on research conducted by the PMCA and landlords in the field. 

Among innovations are deeper compartments to protect nestlings 
from rain and aerial predators such as owls, specially-shaped entrance 
holes designed to admit martins while restricting starlings — and unique 
pole guards to thwart ground predators: rat snakes and raccoons. 

Because purple martins are birds of the open sky -- catching 
insects on the fly -- the PMCA's number one tip: place housing in the 
most open space available, but where the colony can be enjoyed and 
monitored. 

More information about purple martins can be obtained from 
the Purple Martin Conservation Association — which is focused on aid-
ing martins and landlords -- including a products catalog and informa-
tion booklet, with advice on attracting and managing a colony, and data 
sheets to participate in "Project MartinWatch" a national effort in which 
participants monitor nests and mail information to the PMCA at season's 
end.

In the birding world, few species generate inure excitement 
than does the "Purple Martin." a swallow that is arriving now in Texas, 
with reports of "scouts" logged almost daily online. 

Purple martins, the largest olthe swallows in North America, 
are totally dependent on man-made housing and faithfully return to the 
same locations each year, so it's understandable that human "landlords" 
anxiously await the return of "their" birds from wintering grounds in 
South America: 

Some of the earliest arrivals to the eastern U.S. occur in south 
Texas and dates/locations are watched by martin enthusiasts nationally 
on an online database — at www.purplemartin.org -- maintained by the 
Purple Martin Conservation Association (PMCA), a nonprofit conserva-
tion organization.

Fastland County Courthouse. The 11th Court of Appeals 
is one of 14 Appeals courts in Texas and has a long and 
distinguished history in Fastland. 

The earliest arriving martin recorded in Texas this season oc-
curred Jan. 19 in Port O'Connor. Among other early arrivals: Jan. 23 in 
Alvin; Jan. 29 San Antonio and Jan. 30 in Houston. 

While the south coastal areas tend to get a few arrivals in Janu-
ary, purple martins begin returning to central Texas after about Feb. 1, 
according to a PMCA migration map. Migration is drawn out with new 
arrivals continuing into March. 

The first wave consists of so-called "adult" martins — those two 
or more years old, with adult males sporting full dark-purple. color. Fe-
males are a bit drab, with a gray breast. One-year-old martins — called 
"sub adults" -- arrive 10 to 12' weeks later than the older birds — well 
into April. These younger birds are more easily attracted to new housing 
locations. 

Purple martins prefer to nest in colonies in gourds hung from large 
racks and in multi-compartment birdhouses. The birds nest throughout 
central and eastern Texas with the greatest populations east and a gradual 
absence in West Texas. 

The PMCA recently analyzed long-term data from the North 
American Breeding Bird Survey (BBS) and found that — thanks to de-
voted men and women who erect and maintain housing — purple martin 
populations overall are holding steady in North America — with excep-
tions in some states -- and appear to be increasing in Texas. 

However, despite relative abundance in Texas, many people 
try 'for years to attract purple Martins without success, or their colonies 
disappear. Hobbyists may be unaware that problems such as competition 
from invasive non-native birds -- European starlings and House Spar-
rows -- or predation caused abandonment.

TYPE 2 DIABETES 
Do you feel like you need to 

know more about how to take care of 
your Type 2 Diabetes? If you were 
recently diagnosed or you have had 
diabetes a long time, you can benefit 
from learning the latest things about 
taking care of yourself so you can 
reduce your risks for complications, 
such as reduced vision or nerve 
pain. 

An important tool for man-
aging your diabetes is your glucose 
meter. Some people avoid checking 
their blood glucose because pricking 
their fingers for a sample hurts too 
much. Some people were taught the 
best place to get a blood sample is the 
central part of their finger tip, which 
is actually the most sensitive part of 
the finger tip. Pricking your finger 
there is going to hurt more than the 
side of your fingertip. Learning how 
to test on the side of the fingertip 
instead significantly reduces pain. 
Furthermore, today, most meters 
and strips allow you to check your 
blood glucose in other sites, such as 
on your arm between your elbow and 
wrist. New lancet sets allow you to 
reduce the depth of the needle prick 
and to use a thinner needle because 
smaller drops of blood are required 
to get a good reading. Many people 
report their pain and discomfort are 
reduced to almost nothing once they 
get new equipment and learn how to 
use it properly. 

Have you heard about insu-
lin pens or new insulins that control 
your blood glucose with no peaks 
over a 24 hour period? Just what is 
rapid acting insulin, and shy do so 
many people like to use it? There are 

• many new oral medicines, too. Do 
you really have to use alcohol when 
you prick your finger or give your 
insulin injection? 

Do you understand what your 
doctor is telling you when she says 
your hemoglobin AIC is too high? 
Is 8 percent too high when less than 
7 percent is the recommendation by 
the American Diabetes Association? 

While taking care of your 
diabetes is not easy, you might be 
surprised to learn that there are many 
new tools and methods to help you 
keep your blood glucose in the rec-
ommended ranges.

The 
board then, on the recommendation of Superintendent Perry, extended the 
contracts of Rick Panter, Mary Reeves, Laticia Hampton, and Paul Talbert 
through the 2009-2010 school year. The meeting then adjourned at 9:30pm. 
All board members were present as well as Superintendent Perry, Principal 
Panter, Counselor Hampton, and AD Talbert. Principal Reeves was absent 
due to illness. Our guests were Denver Rainey and Beatrice Ramirez.
