Should Food Waste Go
Down the Drain?

(NU) - Americans hoping to
live “greener” lives often tackle
the Kitchen first — after all, sepa-
rating the recyclables seems casy
enough. But proper waste dis-
posal can be more complicated
than tossing cans in a blue box.

What's the best way to get rid
of table scraps? Should the food
waste go in the trash bag? The
compost pile? Or down the
kitchen sink?

Putting food waste in the trash
means it will be trucked to a land-
fill. Trucking food to landfills
generates diesel fumes and emis-
sions. And as food decomposes in
landfills, it releases methane, a
greenhouse gas.

Composting is a good option
but not always practical for peo-
ple who live in high-rise build-
ings or in colder climates. Plus,
experts advise against compost-
ing certain types of food, like
meat and dairy.

Numerous independent stud-
ies show using a garbage dispos-
er is an environmentally respon-
sible option. More than half of
American kitchens have a dis-
poser. On average, they cosl less
than 50 cents a year in electrici-
ty to operate and account for less
than one percent of a household’s
total water consumption. Recent
advances in disposer technolo-
gy, including the InSinkErator
Evolution Series, make it possi-
ble to discard virtually any Kind
of food waste without concern
about clogs or loud noises.

Once food waste cnters
wastewater treatment plants, it

Those scraps are 70 percent
water, which makes it ecasy for
disposers to pulverize waste and
send it through sewage pipes.

(NU) - Checking mirrors and
seat belts every time you get in
your car might seem overly cau-
tious, but driving experts say that
what you do before you tum on
the ignition may mean the dif-
ference between life and death.

“So many accidents can be
traced back to bad decisions be-
fore you even get behind the dri-
ver's seat,” said Jeff Purner, a
professional driving instructor for
Porsche Cars North America.

Routine maintenance is criti-
cal to your safety. For example,
under-inflated tires are the pri-
mary cause of tire failures and
can adversely affect your car’s
handling and fuel mileage. Check
your tires, including your spare,
at least once a month.

You should check your wiper
blades monthly as well. Worn
blades impact visibility and cre-
ate glare on the windshield, even
when they are not in use,

What you bring with you into
your car could be the most criti-
cal decision of your day. Cell
phones are one of the most dan-
gerous items to use in your car.
Anytime you're talking, texting
or using GPS applications, you're
not paying attention to the road.
Purner says that using cell phones
while driving, especially to text
message, 1s as dangerous as dri-
ving under the influence of alco-
hol or drugs. Do yourself a favor,
and turn your cell phone off.

just your seat belt. The lap belt
should rest low across your waist,
and the shoulder strap should
come over your shoulder and
across your chest. Never put the
shoulder strap under your armpit.

Before tuming on the ignition,
adjust your rear-view and side-
view mirrors. According to Pum-
er, too many drivers set their mir-
rors to reflect the outside of their
own car instead of the road.

“You already know where
your car is; you should be con-
cerned about where the other cars
are so that you can avoid them.”

When positioning your hands
on the steering wheel, hold the
wheel at 9 o'clock and 3 o’clock.
In this position, you can turn the
wheel the furthest without your
hands crossing over. This hold
also allows for a better “feel™ and
faster response tume.

The federal government ex-
panded the scope of a tax credit
program that rewards homeown-
crs for energy-efficiency im-
provements, giving homeowners
a prime opportunity to increase
their homes" efficiency.
