Eastland County CrimeStoppers will feature a Sep-
tember burglary in Gorman as its Crime of the Month.

This is an opportunity for someone to earn up to

Gounty Gommissioners To Evaluate and
Develop County Wide Fire Services

In County Commissioners Court, Monday, October 26th,
as County Judge, I was given the task to appoint a committee to
evaluate and develop the most effective and sustainable way to
provide funding for county-wide fire suppression. I am going to
chair this committee and appoint six others which will give good
representation in an effort to build a mechanism of funding that
allows the individual fire departments to operate now and in the
future. This committee will explore all options for funding fire
fighting efforts, seeking the one that best fits our County with its
combination of volunteer-only fire departments and departments
with paid firefighters, incorporated cities and unincorporated ar-
€as.

By state law, a county shall provide emergency services
to the unincorporated areas of that county. This many be accom-
plished by a county forming its own fire department or this man-
date may be satisfied by a county contracting for these services
with municipalities or incorporated volunteer fire departments. At
a meeting Monday afternoon with fire chiefs from across Eastland
County, this plan was explained and was well received by all pres-
ent. Paraphrasing one chief, he sincerely hope that an agreeable
method to fund fire suppression could be found to reduce tension
between individual fire departments about funding and services.
To that end, memorandums of understanding (MOUSs) between
Eastland County and each city or fire department will be prepared
and presented for execution. These MOUs will become the fund-
ing agreements for the current fiscal year.

Finally, Eastland County has, in my opinion the finest
group of fire fighters and emergency responders in Texas. When-
ever there is an emergency incident in our county, we have profes-
sionals who respond with excellent training and excellent equip-
ment. As the county judge, I want these professionals to have the
proper level of funding to get their job done.

Oren Lee Hogue, 56, formerly of Cisco, Texas, is now an inmate awaiting transfer to state
prison to serve an (10) ten year sentence for the felony offense of Driving While Intoxicated, Third
Offense or More.
