“Letter To The Editor”

This letter is meant to be a warning to area pe
concerning the Texas Commission on Environment Qu
(TCEQ). This could happen to you.

I am a widow lady 81 years old, my late husband and
[ moved to Desdemona in 1981. My husband and I put in
a new sewer system at that time, which has been great until
lately. I called 2 different plumbers. I was told the 2nd sec-
tion of the drain line was stopped up. They said they are not
allowed to repair it without getting the EPA involved, but that
the homeowner could do it. My son-in-law put in another line
same place and connected it. As he was covering the line, here
came the TCEQ lady from Abilene.

I was told a homeowner is not allowed to do any re-
pair to their line. Now I have to pay a large fine, and get a
permit, and she told me I will have to put in a complete new
system.

The EPA’s rule book says that the homeowner can not
do any repair or upgrading to his own system without the EPA
involved, which will mean in most cases a complete new sys-
tem.

I had my water well tested on October 15, 2009, and
it proved to be good, they found no problems at all.

Another problem I have with them is that they refuse
to say who complained, thereby causing people to want to ac-
cuse neighbors.

This sort of thing has happened earlier here causing
problems. The TCEQ lady said they are working 14 active
complaints here in Desdemona at this time — it seems like
someone is vindictive about something.

If all the problems with TCEQ were not enough for an
elderly lady living on social security, imagine my embarrass-
ment to see the large sign in front of Porkers Cafe here in Des-
demona saying “Did Mrs. Patty get a permit? Call TCEQ"

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Emergency Farm Loan
Applications Being Accepted

(11-13-09) Applications for emergency farm loans for losses caused by Drought,
Above Normal Temperatures and Associated Wildfires on January 1, 2009 and Con-
tinuing are being accepted at the Farm Service Agency (FSA) office located in Anson,
Texas, Richard G.Young said today.

Eastland County is one of 136 in Texas recently named by Secretary of Agricul-
ture, Tom Vilsak eligible for loans to cover part of actual production and physical losses

resulting from the Drought, Above Normal Temperatures and Associated Wildfires.

Richard G.Young, said farmers may be eligible for loans of up to 100% of their ac-
tual losses or the operating loan needed to continue the agricultural business, whichever is
less. For farmers unable to obtain credit from private commercial lenders, the interest rate
1s 3.75 percent.

“As a general rule, a farmer must have suffered at least a 30 percent loss of pro-
duction to be eligible for an FSA emergency loan", Richard G.Young, said. Farmers partici-
pating in the Federal Crop Insurance program will have to consider proceeds from those
programs in determining their loss.

“Applications for loans under this emergency designation will be accepted until
July 2, 2010, but farmers should apply as soon as possible. Delays in applying could cre-
ate backlogs in processing, with possible delays into the new farming season', Richard G.
Young said.

FSA is a credit agency of the U. S. Department of Agriculture. It is authorized to
provide disasater emergency loans to recognized farmers who work at and relay on farming
for a substantial part of their living. Eligibility is extended to individual farmers who meet
U.S. citizenship requirements and to farming partnerships, corporations, or cooperatives in
which U.S. citizenship requirements are met by individuals holding a majority interest.

The FSA office in Anson, Texas is open from 8 a.m. To 4:30 p.m., Monday through
Friday. Additional information regarding Disaster Assistance Programs may be found on-

line at http://disaster.fsa.usda.gov .
2009 Livestock Forage Disaster Program

The deadhine for applying for benefits under the 2009 Livestock Forage Disaster Program
1s Jan. 30, 2010.

LFP provides payments to eligible livestock producers that have suffered livestock graz-
ing losses due to qualifying drought or fire. Fire losses apply only to federally managed rangeland.
Eligible livestock under LFP include beef cattle, alpacas, buffalo, beefalo, dairy cattle, deer, elk,
emus, equine, goats, llamas, poultry, reindeer, sheep and swine. For losses due to drought, qualify-
ing drought ratings are determined using the U.S. Drought Monitor located at http://www.drought.
unl.edu/dm/monitor.html.

In order for an LFP applicant to qualify for program benefits, the applicant must have pur-
chased insurance coverage through FSA’s Noninsured Crop Disaster Assistance Program (NAP) or
the Pasture, Rangeland and Forage Insurance (PRF) program offered through the Risk Management
Agency (RMA). '

Producers who meet the rcqummt,ma of a socially disadvantaged, limited resource, or
beginning farmers or ranchers, as defined in the Food, Agriculture, Conservation, and
Trade Act of 1990, Section 2501 (e) (7 U.S.C. 2279(e)), do not have to meet this Risk ‘
Management Purchase Requirement (RMPR) and, therefore, are not required to have paid lht‘:’buy-in
fee.

LFP program applicants should note that in addition to risk management provisions, cer-
tain payment limitation and adjusted gross income eligibility requirements must be met in order to
qualify for livestock disaster program benefits.

FSA County Committee Elections Begin

Ballots for the 2009 FSA county committee elections have been mailed to eligible voters.
Producers must return ballots to their local FSA offices by the close of business on Dec. 7, 2009.
Newly elected committee members and alternates take office Jan. 1, 2010.

FSA county committees help administer federal farm programs at the local level. Commit-
tee members make decisions on conservation programs; commodity price support loans and pay-
ments; disaster assistance payments; and other agricultural issues.

County committees consist of three to five elected members who serve three-year terms.
Committees may also have one or more female or minority advisors to further represent the local in-
terests of women and minority farmers and ranchers. Each year, one-third of all committee members
are elected across the country. More than 8,000 county committee members serve in more than 2 300
local FSA offices nationwide.

FSA county committees provide producers with the opportunity to help implement federal
farm programs in their communities. It is vital that all farmers and ranchers, especially women and
minorities, participate in the elections process to ensure the opinions expressed in committee meet-
ings reflect an area’s agricultural sector.
