DRAWS RIVER AUTHORITY ADVISES CUSTOMERS OF SYSTEM-WIDE STAGE 1 DROUGHT PRECAUTIONS 
Waco, TX — December 6, 2012 -- The Brazos River Authority has informed all customers accessing water from the BRA System 

of reservoirs that a Stage 1 Drought. Watch has been declared for the reservoir system including lakes Possum Kingdom, Granbury, Whitney, 
Aquilla, Limestone, Helton, Stilihouse Hollow, Granger, Georgetown, Somerville and Proctor. This notice also applies to lakeside residential 
and commercial use water permit holders. 

The goal of the Stage 1 Drought Watch is a voluntary reduction of five percent of the water use that would have occurred in the 
absence of any drought contingency measure and to raise awareness of the developing drought situation. 

The BRA has requested that customers who obtain their water supply from any BRA System reservoir consider the following ac- 
tions: 
• Activate their individual Drought Contingency Plan 	 • Increase public education efforts on ways to reduce water use, 
• Notify customers of actions being taken, 	 • Any other actions appropriate in their individual situation. 

The BRA's Drought Contingency Plan (DCP) provides for several lake level triggering criteria, based on four levels of potential 
drought conditions. Should Stage II triggering criteria be met, both BRA customers and the general public will be notified, and customers will 
be asked to reduce water consumption by ten percent or more depending on conditions at that time. 

The BRA is required by the Texas Commission on Environmental Quality (TCEQ) to prepare a Drought Contingency Plan and to 
Mr  update that plan every five years. The DCP outlines steps to ensure there is sufficient water available to meet all needs of those receiving water 

through the BRA during times of drought. The BRA Board of Directors approved an updated DCP in October. The new DCP includes four 
stages: Drought Watch, Warning, Emergency and Pro-rata Curtailment. Each stage is marked by trigger points measured either by a lake level 
or by the water storage capacity. The System's Stage 1 is triggered when the combined storage capacity reaches 1,514,536 acre-feet (af). 

The purpose of the Stage I Drought Watch is to alert the public of the current drought situation and promote careful use of water. 
Should the current drought conditions continue, it is likely that a Stage 2-Drought Warning will be issued early,in 2012. Stage 2 is triggered 
when the combined storage capacity reaches 1,140,639 acre-feet. 

Should the reservoir system reach Stage 2 triggering criteria, Drought Warning Conditions are initiated and a 10 percent or more 
reduction in water use is recommended for both Authority customers and the general public. 

The Authority continually monitors weather forecasts, streamflow and lake levels throughout the Brazos River basin. While not all 
reservoirs have reached trigger levels as laid out in the DCP, the Authority asks that everyone keep in mind the extreme conditions are affect-
ing the majority of the state and conservation is recommended for all areas. For information on water conservation, visit www.brazos.org/ 
conservation.asp.

HDi Plastics signs development agreement with Eastland 
Economic Development, Inc. to develop 50,000sf — 150,000sf 
plastics recycling and manufacturing facilities in the Eastland In-
dustrial Park Eastland, Texas, December 10, 2012: Today, HDi 
Plastics, Inc., headquartered in Minneapolis, Minnesota, signed a 
"development agreement" with Eastland Economic Development, 
Inc. (EEDI) for the construction of a plastics recycling facility 
(phase 1) and potential manufacturing operation (phase 2) in the 
Eastland Industrial Park located on Interstate-20. 

HDI Plastics, Inc., collects plastic waste products and 
reprocesses plastics into pellets for sale to manufacturers. The firm 
expects to construct a 50,000 square foot facility expandable to 
150,000. An estimated $4 million will initially be invested, includ-
ing an estimated $2.9 million in machinery and equipment. 

In addition, the facility will have estimated taxable 
inventories of $300,000 in the first year and increasing to $1.1 
million in ten years. Further, the firm expects to initially hire 75 
workers at the facility and 235 workers within ten years. Average 
annual salaries are expected to be in excess of $24,000. 

Kenneth Brimmer, Chief Executive Officer for HDi 
Plastics, Inc., stated: "We have been working on this project for 
over a year and I believe we are now on the fast track. Developing 
and locating a project such as this is a costly and highly compli-
cated process. We are progressing well, however, all of the details 
have not been finalized. We will continue to work with the Jerry 
Conner, the EEDI Executive Director, and various State of Texas 
development agencies to acquire other sources of funding that will 
be required to make the project viable. However, we thought this 
would be a good time in the process to memorialize Eastland's and 
HDi's intent through a development agreement. We look forward 
to the construction process and start-up hiring. We estimate first-
phase construction could start as early as mid-2013." 

Dana Olson, Site Location Consultant for HDI stated: 
"We have met with several cities in several states searching for 
the right location. We found Eastland's offer competitive and the 
manufacturing site and geographic location attractive. The State 
of Texas offers excellent development incentives that will serve to 
enhance our location to Texas. The leaders in Eastland and Ea 
have been great to work with and we look forward to a long 
profitable relationship." 

Terry Jones, President of Eastland Economic Develop-
ment, Inc., stated: "Although EEDI has recently met with several 
industrial prospects searching for a location, it became obvious 
during our first meeting that HDi Plastics was the one we wanted 
in Eastland. HDi will be a wonderful anchor facility in our newly 
developed 92 acre industrial park." 

A Letter To The Editor 
About Serving a Sentence in Chard

A judge in Oklahoma has sentenced a 

seventeen year old boy to ten years in church 
for manslaughter. The boy, Tyler Aired, was 
driving recklessly when his friend, John Luke 
Donn, a passenger, was killed. Judge Mike 
Norman could have sent the boy to jail but 
he sent him to church instead. 

Tyler Aired will have ten years in a 
church pew for reflection and meditation. 
He may even hear something worthwhile 
from the pulpit and it is possible that God 
may speak to him. 

Chuck Colson's experience in jail is 
instructive. From being part of President 
Nixon's team that broke into Democratic 
Headquarters, Colson got religion, became 
a missionary in prison, wrote more than thir-
ty books and became the most famous Jail 
inmate/preacher/writer since Saint Paul. 

When I was pastor of the Shellman 
Baptist Church in Georgia, a young man got 
into trouble and was sentenced to attend 
church for several weeks. I don't claim that 
he heard anything transformative, but when 
I was fired by congregational vote he did not 
cast a ballot for me. He went into military 
service and was killed in Vietnam. I can only 
hope that he had heard from me a word of 
encouragement that enabled him to die 
well. 

In the final analysis I suspect that 
whether Tyler Alred's ten years in church is 
a good thing depends upon the preacher in 
the pulpit I hope he will preach the forgiving 
grace of God and the hope of redemption for 
a life of goodness and freedom. I also hope 
he will do some praying for others who are 
unfortunate. He could start with the victims 
of civil war in Syria, the storm Sandy on our 
East Coast, and the w9unded veterans run 
over by a freight train. 

All of this would be good for tale whole 
congregation and the rest of us who ap-
proach the Christmas season with hope and 
expectation.

District 8 Farm and Ranch Seminar (Multi-County CEU Event) 
A Multi-County Central Texas program for farmers and ranchers conducted by the Texas A&M AgriLife Ex-

tension Service in District 8 is scheduled forThursday, December 13, 2012. The District 8 Farm and Ranch Seminar will 
be offered at 12 locations across District 8. The majority of the program will be presented through the Internet with live 
interactive streaming video allowing Extension to utilize speakers from across the state. 

Private applicators license holders must obtain 15 hours of CEU's every five years to renew/recertify their 
license. These hours must be from 2 hours of Laws and Regulations, 2 hours of Integrated Pest Management (IPM), and 

any mix of these and Generals hours to equal the required IS hours of CEU's. Licensed commercial and non-commercial 
applicators are required to recertify every year by obtaining five continuing education credits with one credit each from 
two of the following categories: Laws and Regulations, Integrated Pest Management or Drift Minimization. 

The District 8 Farm and Ranch Seminar to be held on December 13th will provide participants with the op-
portunity to receive up to eight (8) CEU's. Of these eight (8) hours, five (5) hours will be in General, one (1) hour in 
Drift Minimization, one (1) hour in IPM and one (I) hour in Laws and Regulations. Licensed commercial and non-com-
mercial applicators will be able to obtain their required five (5) hours within the first five (5) hours of the program.

An SOS to Stop Outrageous Spending 
On January I, 2013, current tax rates will expire and automatic, across-the-board defense cuts will go into 

effect. The two events will have a dramatic impact on the U.S. economy, and are being jointly referred to as the "fis-

cal cliff." President Obama and Democrats in Congress continue to focus on raising taxes on the top 2% of earners. 

But I'm concerned that we're missing a fundamental truth: America does not have a tax problem, we have a spending 

problem. That is why, earlier today, I announced on my website a week-long initiative to draw attention to this out-of-

control, wasteful government spending. 

Not only is our debt massive, but it's growing at an alarming rate. The U.S. currently holds $16 trillion in 

debt and 2012 marks the fifth consecutive year the country has run a deficit greater than $1 trillion. And the Adminis-

tration is asking taxpayers for a raise so it can keep spending irrespOnsibly. 

I hope that by calling attention to this outrageous spending, we can start talking about how to rein it in. I 

will be highlighting examples throughout the week via Facebook, Twitter, and my website. I encourage you to join in 

and help turn the conversation into an honest dialogue about wasteful spending that is putting us on an unsustainable 

fiscal path. 

Report Finds Fannie & Freddie Senior Employees Are Paid Over $200,000 
Perhaps one of the most egregious examples of wasteful taxpayer spending has been the bailout of Fan-

nie Mae and Freddie Mac, the government-sponsored enterprises (GSEs) that have cost the American taxpayers over 

$150 billion, Now, a report by the inspector general of the Federal Housing Finance Agency (FHFA) studied the pay 

for 2.000 senior employees at Fannie and Freddie. The study reports that employees at the "vice president" level have 

median annual salaries between $205,300 and $388,000. 

Last year, my subcommittee on the Financial Services Committee found that taxpayers were paying the le-

gal expenses for top executives at Fannie and Freddie in civil lawsuits in which the executives were accused of fraud. 

As a result of my subcommittee's investigation into these legal fees, the FHFA made significant changes to increase 

oversight of Fannie and Freddie's expenditures and reduce taxpayer waste. Fannie and Freddie should focus on be-

coming less dependent on the government, rather than using taxpayer dollars to give its employees higher salafies or 
pay its executives' legal fees. I will continue to fight wasteful spending, and focus on getting Fannie and Freddie off 
the government dole and back on its feet. 

National Guard Celebrates Its 376th Birthday 
This Thursday, the National Guard will celebrate its 376th birthday. Since 1636, the National Guard has 

played a critical role in the United States' Armed Forces. Comprised of citizen-soldiers and airmen, the Guard has 

helped protect communities from natural disasters and provided relief from their aftermath. National Guardsmen de-

ploy to faraway countries to defend American interests abroad. I am proud to know many members of this prestigious 

group, and continue to pray for them as they devote their lives to helping others and serving their country.

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Reform the Tax System 
Pundits, economists, politicians and Americans from every walk of life have been discussing the 

rapidly approaching fiscal cliff that the country is poised to go over on January 1st. People are understandably 

both scared and frustrated. 

Recently, I wrote about the effects of higher tax rates on the small businesses we depend on to create 

new jobs. Raising tax rates on these job creators would be bad for our ailing economy and depressing news for 

the more than 20 million Americans who are seeking full-time work. 

Fortunately there's a better way. 

It has been proven time and again that lowering taxes for everyone results in higher revenues. If we 

enact lower, flatter tax rates for everyone, we would accomplish the goal of a fairer, simpler tax system, which 

would be a catalyst for faster economic growth. Small businesses have historically invested in their companies 

and grown their businesses - resulting in increased hiring. 

The facts about the effects of lower tax rates on economic growth seem to have been forgotten during 

the past four years. In fact, every major tax reduction program since the Kennedy Administration's tax cuts has 

been followed by a substantial increase in revenue and solid economic growth. During the Reagan administra- 

tion, when income tax and capital gains tax rates were reduced dramatically, not only did our economy 	• 

rapidly (more than double the rate of the previous four years), federal tax revenues increased by 60 percen

is 

 

the same time, the share of federal taxes paid by the top 10 percent of incomes increased. 

Likewise, the 2003 Bush tax cuts were followed by 52 consecutive months of healthy economic 

growth and generated a massive increase in federal tax revenue. From 2004 to 2007, federal tax revenue in-

creased by $780 billion (44 percent), the largest four-year increase in American history. 

Four years after the start of the worst economic meltdown since the Great Depression, we are teeter-

ing on the verge of returning to recession, and the threat of higher taxes is partly to blame. Survey after survey 

of business owners and managers in the past year revealed that they are holding back on expansion and new 

hiring because they don't know what to expect from Washington, and they're afraid that much higher taxes are 

what's coming. 

Nevertheless, President Obama's plan is to increase taxes by $1.6 trillion over the next decade with 

much of this new revenue to be taken from smaller businesses. 

The president says he's willing to talk about fundamental tax reforms ... later. But he is insisting 

on immediate tax increases on small businesses and those who make more than $200,000 ($250,000 for joint 

filers). 

Most Americans understand that raising taxes is bad for economic growth. Members of Congress 

understand this, too. Earlier this year, Congress considered President Obama's 2013 budget plan which was (no 

surprise) based on raising taxes by about $1.6 trillion. The surprise was that not a single Member of Congress 

in either political party voted for the president's budget. 

The president is now trying to force a false choice on Congress and our country. Either Congress 

votes to raise taxes right away on those making more than $200,000 - including small businesses - or he will 

allow higher taxes to take effect for everyone on January 1st. This would help to lock in historically high lev-

els of federal spending for years to come. Unfortunately, it would also be a major setback for our real critical 

national priorities - the economy and out-of-control deficits. 

There's still time for the president and Congressional leaders to avoid taking the country over a finan-

cial cliff. This is also the right moment for a fundamental restructuring of our tax system that will energize our 

economy. But the window of opportunity for boosting economic growth is closing quickly.
