SAN ANTONIO, March 11.—For­

warding to C6l. Walker Sayles fur­
ther reports of brutalities among 
the guard’s on the state prison farms, 
:Vlrs. J. E. King, today said she had 
been informed of mistreatment of 
prisoners at a farm maintained for 
Mexican prisoners.

One letter to her Mrs. King said, 
charged mistreatment even to the 
extent of guards setting on prisoners 
faces. The letter to Mrs. King said 
in part “ We have been treated like 
muies. He (referring to one of the 
officers of the farm) is the worst 
of all. First he is always drunk and 
he beats us in the fields with a water 
hose until he leaves us half dead, 
for the simple reason that a man 
can’t keep up with the squad. t

There are men working here who 
are sick and need medical attention 
but they are all working. The state 
doctoi' comes out about once a month 
and he is the same way. He tells 
you that if you ain’t got fever, you 
ain't sick.”

Referendum Vote Over

Stir A m o n g  Leaders

WASHINGTON, March 11.— The 

senate judiciary committee decided 
today to appoint a subcommittee to 
consider the pending Pill for the 
modification of the prohibition law.

The sub-committee would decide 
j whether the beer hearings should he 
i held, and would report to the cbm- 
i mittee which would make the r' inal 
i decision.

The prohibition question now is 
looming up as one of the big issues 
in congress, especially so since the I 
newspapers have begun to take a 1 
referendum vote on the subject. Pa­
pers scattered in all the states from 
the Atlantic to the Pacific and from 
Canada to the Gulf of Mexico are 
taking a straw vote.

It is one of the most expensive 
referendums ever held in the United 
States, as well as one of the most far 
reaching.

OR FACE MUSIC

WASHINGTON, March 11.— The 
United States government in an 
agreement with other protocol pow­
ers, has decided to intervene forcily 
in the Chinese situation unless China 
immediately removes the mines from 
Taku channel and other obstructions 
to foreign shipping.

Unless China meets these demands 
which is considered probable, joint 
naval action by the United States and 
other foreign Asiatic fleets to open 
Tienstin harbor, is inevitable.

In a joint note to the Pekin gov­
ernment and military commanders 
made public by the State Department 
here today, the powers protested 
against such shipping obstructions as 
a violation of the 1901 treaty, and 
threatened ^protective measures to be 
applied against either party without 
discrimination.

REPUBLICAN 
TARIFF TO BE 

REAL ISSUE

WASHINGTON, March 11.— Re­

publican leaders in congress have de­
cided to accept the democratic chal­
lenge to fight out the next congres­
sional elections on the tariff issue.

Arrangements were made in the 
senate today whereby Senator Robin­
son, democratic floor leader, may ob­
tain adoption of his resolution speci­
fying that the finance committee con­
duct an investigation of the flexible 
provisions of the present republican 
tariff and the way it is being ad­
ministered.

Senate republicans led by Chair­
man Smoot of the finance commit­
tee are confident the investigation 
will furnish food for their side, as 
well as for the democrats and they 
are content to let the resolution go 
through.

The republican argument is that 
republican business has been built up 
to a period of prosperity behind the 
republic tariff wall and that to cut 
it down would open the flood of for­
eign CQ-aipetition upon American 
Manufacturers.

The democratic appeal will be 
made to.the farmers, on the ground 
that most industries with the excep­
tion of agriculture, are protected un­
der the present system.

The inquiry may be begun within a 
few days as both sides are anxious 
to clear up pending charges.

Under authority of the Robinson 
resolution the committee will inquire 
into the regulations and procedure of 
the tariff commission with processes 
used to determine the cost of pro­
duction of commodities in the United 
States as compared with competing 
countries.

On the evidence both sides will go 
to the people in November.

Daughter Aids 
Reconciliation of 

The Stillman’s;
NEW YORK, March 11.— The re­

conciliation of James A. Stillman and 
his wife after years of litigation 
“ just worked out itself,” according 
to their daughter, Mrs. Henry P. 
Davison, who arrived home with her 
husband from Paris on the White 
Star liner, Majestic, today.

“ When we left mother and father 
in Paris they were happily reconcil­
ed,”  the former Anne Stillman said.

“ The first we knew of the recon­
ciliation was when we received a 
radiogram from them aboard the 
Olympic while we were in Egypt. 
They asked us to meet them in Paris 
and we hurried there to see them.” 

Asked whether she had any part 
in bringing the couple together, Mrs. 
Davidson said she had tried for a 
reconciliation a few years ago, but 
was unsuccessful. The recent re­
union was a complete surprise to 
her, she said.

Serious charges of mismanagement 
of the City-County hospital at Ran­
ger and tht» i*evelation of the fact 
that the board of directors of the in­
stitution has not met since the hos­
pital opened its doors featured a ses­
sion of the commissioners’ court of 
Eastland county in the courthouse 
yesterday afternoon.

A delegation of six ladies, Mmes. 
Jack Sivalls, W. E. -Mitchell, L. C. 
Gorton, George Armer, Gifford 
Clegg, George Bohning and Philip 
Pettitt, from Ranger, appeared be­
fore Judge Ed S. Pritchard and the 
commissioners to lodge serious accu­
sations against the manner in which 
the hospital is being conducted.

Discourtesy to the public, lack of 
consideration for patients, an un­
willingness to receive charity cases, 
favoritism for orie or two doctors, 
excessive charges—these were some 
of the allegations hurled at the man­
agement of the hospital.

Not Represented.
There was no one preseht repre­

senting the management, consequent­
ly there was no reply to these 
charges.

It was developed at the meeting 
that the term of the hospital board' 
of directors— in whose hands is 
lodged control of the hospital— expir­
ed in the fall of 1924> nearly two 
years ago, but that the city commis­
sion of Ranger and the county Com­
missioners, who jointly have the 
power to name new directors, were 
unable to agree and consequently no 
directors have been selected.

Judge .Pritchard has called a joint 
meeting of the Ranger commission 
and the commissioners’ court to be 
held in Eastland at o’clock tomorrow 
morning for the purpose of agreeing 
on new directors. The meeting is 
open to the public.

Mrs, Philip Pettit of Cisco, who 
attended the session yesterday, stated 
that she was appointed as a director 
of the hosoital in November, 1922, 
hut that, when two years had elapsed, 
she presumed that she was rio longer 
a director as no notice of rd-anooint- 
ment was given her. It is believed, 
however, that, technically the direc­
tors named nearly four years ago by 
Judge C. R. Starnes are still direc­
tors as the general rule of law is that 
an officer holds his place “ until his 
successor is elected and qualified.”

No Directors.
No notice of a meeting of the di­

rectors since the hospital was opened 
two years or more ago has ever been 
received by Mrs. Pettit, she said. The 
law is that the board shall meet once 
a month, according to the statute as 
read at the meeting yesterday.

Mayor Hodges of Ranger is on the 
goard of directors and he was quoted 
yesterday by one of the delegation 
from Ranger as having declared no 
meeting of the hospital board had 
been held since the institution was 
opened. Another member of the 
board has moved from Ranger to 
Abilene, it. was stated.

Secretary of Agriculture W. M. 

Jardine sounded the bell of warning 
in his address before the Southwest­
ern Cattle Raisers’ association Wed­
nesday when he advised th e p ro ­
ducers of beef and meat animals to 
improve their herds. The old slip­
shod pioneer methods! will not do. 
The outlook for the beef producer 
is bright. The prospects for the 
farmer who raises his own meat and 
meal are bright. The prospects for 
the man who raises mutton and goats 
are bright. However, they must use 
scientific methods to improve their 
herds and increase production.

The past few years have seen a 
general decrease in the supply of 
meat animals. In cattle it wai due 
to the heavy marketing of ©alves 
and she stock. The advent of the 
man with the hoe on the plains and 
in the Panhandle as well as in West 
Texas caused the decrease. The 
world’s population is increasing. Fi­
nancial and other reports show that 
more men are employed now than for 
several years.

Those men and their families must 
have meat. Texas is the breeding 
ground for the best beef, mutton and 
ghats in the world. This has been 
demonstrated at the international ex­
position in Chicago, the Royal show 
at Kansas City, and the Foi't Worth 
exposition.

The past week has demonstrated 
that Eastland flocks of poultry can 
hold their own with , the rest of the 
world.. To maintain that place, sci­
entific methods must be used and the 
slogan should be the best is none too 
good for Eastland county.

— The people of all the Rio Grande 
Valley are watching with keenest 
interest the development of the tract 
of land which was awarded last year 
to C. D. Whitman, graduate of the 
A. & M. College of Texas in 1922, 
by the American Rio Grande Land 
and Irrigation Company.- Twenty 
acres were given Mr. Whitman as the 
award which was offered a graduate 
of agriculture from the College by 
the Company, in order to demon 
strate to the farmers of that district 
the possibilities of the land when 
farmed by experts, using scientific 
methods of agriculture. The land 
was selected by a committee of A. 
& M. College officials, from the 
finest holdings of the company, in 
the vicinity of Mercedes1. Carrying 
out the conditions of the grant, Mr. 
Whitman will live on the land and 
develop it personally for a period of 
five years, engaging particularly in 
the production of vegetables, poul 
try and citrus fruits.

When Mr. Whitman took posses­
sion of the land it had been cleared 
by the company and prepared for 
irrigation, and was ready for cultiva­
tion. The amount of work and im­
provement that has been accom­
plished in the short space of a year 
is remarkable, according to Dean E. 
J. Kyle of the A. & M. College of 
Texas, who recently visited the larm.

“ The development of this project 
will be of tremendous importance to 
the rapidly developing Valley region,’ 
said Dean Kyle on his return after 
a tour, of the Valley to select the 
tract of land which will be awarded 
by the company to an agricultural 
graduate of the college this year.

Up At Fort Worth

FORT WORTH, March 11.— An­
nouncement that a meeting of the 
legislative committee of the Texas 
highway commission is to be held in 
the near future to consider the effect 
of the recent decision of the United 
States supreme court in the Archer 
county road bond case was made 
Wednesday by W. T. Wheeler, secre­
tary of the organization.

Official call for the meeting is to 
be issued by Leonard Tillotson of 
Scaly, chairman of the committee. A 
large number of leading citizens rep­
resenting .--every pai't of the state will 
be invited to meet with the commit­
tee.

The supreme court’s decision in the 
Archer county case, Wheeler said to­
day, involves approximately $100,- 
000,000 of distinct road bonds and 
will tie up completion o f a large num­
ber of miles of highways which are 
now under construction. It also will 
prevent, he believes, the starting of 
other highway projects, which means 
that highway building in the state 
will be materially handicapped until 
the situation is remedied.
