HAMONUNE 
OFFICE HIT.

Fine almost destroyed the general 
office building of the Wichita Falls, 
Ranger and Fort Worth Railway, be­
tween East Main and and Hunt 
streets. Ranger, early Sunday morn­
ing. At least, one-half of the build­
ing is a total wreek and the other 
half is badly damaged by smoke and 
water.

A bolt of lightning is held respon­
sible for the fire, which played much 
havoc, with the south end of the 
building. A mart saw the flash of 
lightning and thought, that it struck 
in' the vicinity of the Hamon-Keli 
porperty and in a very few seconds 
afterwards, he. saw the roof burst into 
flames. He turned in the alarm at 
once. The department had answered 
the alarm! four times during the 
storm, due to freaks of the lightn­
ing- when the fifth alarm came, did 
not wait to throw on the signals, 
but left the fire hall at 7:10 and 
at 7:45 had the fire under control 
and was gathering up their lines. The 
department did some splendid work 
in checking the fire and saving many 
valuable records for the company.

The building is a long- frame one, 
with a composition roof, and walls 
of beaverboard, it is a miracle that 
■it did not all go.

The first started in the office of 
the chief dispatcher, J. A. Hillis Sr., 
who was crossing the Texas & Paci­
fic tracks to go to his office when 
the truck passed him.

The night watchman had just left 
the grounds a few minutes before the 
alarm was turned in.

The north end of the buildir- 
which houses the auditor’s office was 
not badly hurt. The flames were 
kept out of it, so that all the damage 
done was by smoke and water. Prac­
tically. all of the most valuable rec­
ords were in the big vault /at the 
north end of this office and were not 
hurt in the least. The roof in the 
cashier’s office fell in, but th  ̂ big- 
safe and it contents are intact.

The Hamon-Kell Company handles 
all of its business by telephone, 
the dispatchers office was a minia­
ture telephone exchange and the mul- 
titudte of wires evidently proved a 
strong magnet for the lightning that 
was playing around so promisciousl > 
Sunday morning.

According to travelers who were 
on the Bankhead Highway early in 
the morning the force of the storm 
itself around Millsap and Weather­
ford; Many trees were blown down 
and it is reported that the drivers 
of the big busses, had to get out and 
remove many fallen trees from the 
road before they could pass. Some 
houses were reported deroofed and 
porches torn from-them.

WASHINGTON, March 21 .— The 
United States supreme court today 
granted two of E. L. Doherty’s oil 
companies a review of decisions ob­
tained by the government nullifying 
the leases to the Elk Hill California 
naval oil reserves, given by Secre­
tary of Navy Denby.

The two defendant companies, the 
Pan-American Petroleum & Trans­
portation company and the Pan- 
American Petroleum company, in 
their appeal argued that the navy sec­
retary had the power to lease and the 
transactions were valid.

The companies denied fraud in 
making the leases.

These were two of the cases that 
brought heaps of criticism on the 
heads of Secretary of Navy Denby 
and then Secretary of the Interior 
Fall of Now Mexico. They aroused 
the ire qf the nation and created 
quite a sensation at the time the 
leases were exposed. The cases were 
fought hard by both the government 
and Doheny. The decision gives the 
Doheny companies several rich oil 
fields on the coast.

Other litigation is pending on the 
Teapot Dome cases in which Fail is 
invovlved.

FRANKLIN WITHOUT 
POWER A|4D IS CUT OFF

FRANKLIN, Pa., March 22. — 
Franklin was without power and 
communication was practically cut 
off when the ice jam beyond the 
big rock bridge moved out this aft­
ernoon. The jam was reported to 
have moved two and one-half miles 
down the Alleganey River, overflow­
ing the river banks and carrying 
telephone pojes and wires in its wake. 
The ice and water has covered the 
Pennsylvania tracks practically block­
ing transportation.

SI BRADFORD
NOT GUILTY; 

NEW RECORD
“ Not guilty” was the jury ver­

Testimony closed at 1:30 this 
afternoon, Bradford being the last 
witness., He testified that as he 
entered the dark room he saw 
Grandtham and ordered him to 
hold up his hands. Instead, Gran­
tham turned, leveling his pistol, 
and Bradford fired one time. The 
only words spoken by Grantham, 
were uttered after the shot. “ You 

have killed me,” the defendant said.
Arguments were brief.... County 

Attorney Barnes consumed only 
about two minutes and L. H. Flew- 
ellen, counsel for the defense, 
about the same amount of time. 
Attorney Barnes told the jury that 
he thought he knew what they 
would do but it was his duty to lay 
all the evidence before them.

The' trial is thought to. hav§ 
established a new record in East- 
land county murder cases and it 
consumed less than four hours 
from the time the first witness was 
put on the stand until the case 
went to the jury.

FINANCIAL
PROGRAM
APPROVED

PARIS, France, March 22.—

Premier Aristide Briand, today ap­
proved the financial program of the 
Financial Minister Peret, upon which 
the administration will- during its 
'tenure of office in the chamber of 
deputies.

The most important details are 
the increase in the tax on business 
turn overs from 1.30 to 2 percent; 
a varying toll tax of 40 to 1,000 
francs.

Increase in the tax on tobacco, 
post telegrams and telephones.

The alcohol tax which had previ­
ously been rejected by the Chamber’s 
finance committee.

The proposals, and especially the 
business taxes, are expected to seri­
ously damage, the government;

A hard fight is expected to be 
waged in the Chamber of Deputies 
when the propositions are submitted. 
There may be another wholesale 
resignation. However, in the mean­
time, the franc is sinking in value.

Unloads Gruesome Find 
Near R i v e r  C a s e s  
Open Show R e s u l t s

MARTINSBURG, W. Va., March 

22.— A market which contracted for 
the disposition of unwanted babies' 
was believed responsible today for 
the death of four babies’ bodies, who 
were found in a suit case and hand­
bag in an abandoned house 14 miles 
west of here.

The gruesome contents of the two 
bays were discovered by a garbage 
hauler, who went to the house to 
clear the refuse from the attic. The 
man loaded the grips into the wagon 
and hauled them to the city dump 
near the river. As he unloaded the 
wagon, the suitcase fell to the 
ground and burst open revealing the 
skeletons of three infants.

The second bag dropped into the 
river and floated down the stream a 
half mile before it was recovered. It 
contained. the body of a six-months- 
old infant.

The house formerly was occupied 
by James Rone and his family of 
three daughters, who are reported to 
have moved to Cumberland, Md. 
Rone had lived there 20 years, the 
police reported.

The police and county officials 
are making a thorough investigation. 
Every available clew will be run 
down to get at the bottom of the 
mystery. It is planned to send for 
Rone and his family to get a state­
ment from them.

GERMANY’S
WITHDRAWAL

BERLIN, March 22.— German na­
tionalists' today demanded in the 
Richstag that 'Germany withdraw her 
application for membership in the 
League of Nations.

Count Westharp, the nationalist 
leader replied to Foreign Minister 
Stressman’s explaination of the fail­
ure of Germany to gain admission 
into the league last week in a speech 
which the nationalist leader said that 
a lack of -confidence in the cabinet as 
well as in the league was the cause 
of the Germany’s failure to get in.

Westharp said that Germany could 
not becorhe a member'on equal foot­
ing with other members until uni­
versal disarmament had been achiev­

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Tarleton Tells 
More About Egg 

Laying Contest
Special Correspondence.

STEPHEN VILLE, March 22.— 
John Tarleton Agricultural college 
will start an egg laying contest Nov. 
1, 1926, as previously announced. 
This contest will be known as the 
Tarleton international egg laying 
contest.

In working up the rules quid regu­
lations for this contest every effort 
lias been made to give contestants the 
same advantage that any other con­
test could offer. The.final rules are 
in line with the leading contests of 
the United States. The hardest point 
to yield was the requirement of a 10- 
bird pen instead of a five-bird pen. 
But after due consideration the; 10- 
bird pen has been adopted for the 
following reasons.

1. Every contest of any size and 
reputation in the United States is go­
ing to require -10 birds per pen, be­
ginning Nov. 1, 1926, unless limited 
space prevents.

2. When 10 birds are used and 
these make a good record the breeder 
may use this pen as a breeding pen 
the following year, while five birds 
would hardly be worth while.

3. In selecting 10 birds for a pen 
a breeder will come nearer selecting 
a pen representative of his flock than 
would be possible with a five-bird 
pen.

4. In a 10-bird pen two alternates 
are allowed; this gives the breeder a 
chance to lose two birds and still 
keep the pen intact. A loss of two 
birds in a five-bird pen would prac­
tically destroy the pen, as far as pen 
records are concerned.

5. A poor layer in a 10-bird pen 
will not affect the pen records nearly

! as much as would be the case in a 
! five-bird pen.

6. High individual records, as well 
as pen records, are worth striving for, 
and a 10-bird pen gives a much bet­
ter chance to get more such birds.

7. The records of a 10-bird pen 
will give more weight; to your adver­
tising than would the records of five- 
bird pen.

8. As long as space is available 
i each breeder may, if he desires, enter
two pens and thus have the advan­

tage of filling a house with his own 
birds.

9. A 10-bird pen costs more, but

the above statements show that even 
this is a financial advantage, since 
the breeder receives proportionately 
more for the money invested.

10. The experiences of the older 
contests show that the 10-bird con- 
tset is more desirable for the breeder 
than is the five-bird contest.

Drifting Snow
Causes Static In 

Broadcasting
By United Prew

LONDON.— Drifting snow has 
been discovered by a German scient­
ist to carry electrical charges that 
interfere materially with the recep­
tion of radio broadcasting.

Experiments conducted in the 
Swiss mountains demonstrated that 
while there was a barely perceptible 
interference caused by steadily fall­
ing snow, drifting snow blowing 
across the surface of the ground 
caused very noticeable interference. 
An investigation is now in progress 
to discover why drifting snow should 
become more highly electrified than 
falling snow.

Me and the old bronc have 
been right out among the blossoms, 
nibbling the buds, picking off the 
petals, saying “ she loves me— she 
loves me not” and all that. And we 
have yet to find one little peach 
blighted.

Ail of which means Eastland coun­
ty has prospects of one of the biggest, 
best fruit crops in its history. Unless 
tonight or the “ Easter storm” kills 
the crop.

Easter, this 
year falls on the first Sunday in 
April. That is because the moon gets 
full next Monday— one week from 
today. And the moon does get full 
even in' Eastland county, the eight­
eenth amendment to the contrary 
notwithstanding! But that's all that 
does get full! Oh, maybe at Thurber 
— but -^hy get personal? Thurber 
isn’t in Eastland county anyhow!

To tell when Easter comes, wait 
till March 21, and look in your 
almanac. See when the moon gets 
full. The next Sunday after that is 
Easter. Why, when they made the 
Christian calendar, they gave Christ­
mas a fixed- date arid made Easter- 
dependent on the moon, I don’t know. 
But that’s the how of it.

Neither do I know why or whether 
there must be an equinoxiai storm or 
an Easter storm. Or why or whether 
you should plant potatoes in the dark 
of the moon and in the morning and 
not the evening. All us poor scient­
ists like me and the old bronc know, 
is that the moon has a big influence 
on this iittle old mud ball we are 
living on, called the earth— so much 
that it pulls the waters of the ocean 
way out when it gets in a certain po­
sitions— makes high tides. If it can 
draw water up and out like that, why 
shouldn!t it draw the air too and- 
cause flurries in the big ocean we 
call our atmosphere?

And let us 
hope that each and every farmer or 
townowner of an ‘orchard will start 
in right away to imitate those Hall­
mark and Oak Grove farmers and 
poke fun at any who carry home fruit 
in cans from the store when they can 
can it at home. And let us hope those 
bankers, IionS, Rotarians, chamber of 
commerce fellows and all will in­
clude in* their program, good visible 
rewards and awards for the girl who 
cans the most fruit, or some such 
thing.

(Of course you know Christmas is 
celebrated by Christian people as the 
birthday of Christ, and Easter as the 
day of His resurrection.) And some 
of you know that when the sun gets 
farthest north so you’d make that 
round shadow 23 Vs degrees north of 
the equator at noon day, that is call­
ed summer solstice day and when it 
gees way down south so you'd have 
the sun right overhead at noon 23 % 
degrees south of ’the equator, that is 
called winter solstice, etc. But hang 
it all, me and the old bronc aren’t 
going to tell it all. Leave something 
for the school teachers to tell. But if 
we’re on this range next summer, bet­
ter keep your dogs unchained or we’ll 
be nibbling something juicier than 
blossoms!

Gasoline Tax 
Is Being Fought -

By Texas Cities

DALLAS, March 22:—The suggest­
ed increase of tax on gasoline to 
three cents by the thirteenth district 
commissioners at Wichita Falls in 
February has caused an active move­
ment among Texas cities to have the 
tax removed.

According to M. M. Murray, pur­
chasing agent for the city of Dallas, 
■gasoline consumed by the government 
motor vehicles should be free from 
all tax, and that the oversight in this 
legislation creates a “ tax on tax.” If 
an exemption cannot be _ obtained 
Representative George C. Puri has 
announced he will ask a special leg­
islature ruling exempting city and 
county governments from this tax.

Since; this movement was started 
three weeks ago, Murray has receiv­
ed many communications from city 
officials and purchasing agents all 
over the state pledging their support 
and endorsing the, action of the city 
of Dallas.

BERLIN PLANS 
TO MODERNIZE 

STOCK YARDS

BERLIN, March 20. —  The city 
fathers of Berlin believe that the 
hour has arrived to modernize the 
antiquated municipal stock yards. Be­
fore starting this job, however, they 
are sending a delegation to Chicago 
to study at first hand the methods, 
applications and the aromas of Amer- j 
ica's greatest slaughter house, already i 
well known to Europeans by the pub- | 
lications of divers more or less fa- j 
rnous writers.

However, the rulers of Berlin de­
cided not to follow blindly the ex­
ample set by the Chicago -packers, 
but to avail themselves of American 
methods only to an extent compatible

with the conditions prevailing in Ber­
lin and, above all, in accordance with 
the m,oral standard of the Berliners.

Grave doubts have already been 
voiced as to whether American 
slaughtering methods are inhumane 
and therefore ethically objectionable; 
there is every hope that German cat­
tle will continue to be "^rmitted to 
die in a dignified, esthetic manner,' 
until the day when anaesthics are 
introduced— and death becomes a 
real pleasure to them.
