Quality cannot  be bought
because the marketing makes it im-
possible to stock fresh-picked vege-
tables on order. They are bound to
been out of the garden for
some hours at best when they are

! sold to customers.

It is likely that, computed in dol-

lars and cents on a working time
basis, the amateur gardner might
find that he saved no money on

Tilden strong physical powers were
his greatest assets in {wo  terrific,
matches against little Bill Johnston,
the frail Californian, and ‘his en-
durance as much as his marvelous
tennis .enabled him to save the intetv-
national team championship for the
United States in the recent matches
against 'France when he beat Boro-
tra in a match that lasted almost
three hours.

The world’s champion had said be-
fore the indoor championships that
she glare of the footlights had im-
raired his vision and his intimate
friends knew that he was worried
over the failure of a show in which
he had invested nearly all hiz money.

Tilden was off his game when he
was defeated by Borotra and La-
coste but Borotra said—“That was
not the real Tilden.

There were 20,771 more customers
at the end of 1925 than at the begin-
ning of the year. Twelve hundred
and thirty-five miles of gas pipe line
was laid in Texas in 1925.

Most of the gas used in Texas is
natural gas, all of the larger cities in
Texas except four being served from
gas wells. During 1926 Houston will
change over to natural gas and pos-
sibly one or more of the other cities
that have been using manufactured
gas.

The use of gas in industry is in-

creasing in Texas and this state has
stood at the head of the list during
1925 in point of volume of natural
gas used. as fuel by electric .public
utility plants.
Natural gas is being discovered in
new areas and the prospect for con-
siderable extension of the service of
natural gas is good in North, North-
west and Southwest Texas.
