Today, however, finds the Ameri­
can nations facing an increasing 
complexity of political problems. 
Whether or not it would be wise to

hardly spoken but none the less real, 
thought in the minds of the delegates.

Charles Evans Hughes, former 
secretary of state of the United 
States, heads the delegation from 
the greatest republic of the two 
Americas. He is, in addition, to be 
surrounded by what many believe 
tc be the most distinguished group 
ever sent by the American govern­
ment to an international meeting.

The other members are Henry P. 
Fletcher, American Ambassador to 
Italy, who has held diplomatic 
posts in Cuba, Mexico and Chile; 
Oscar W. Underwood, forme*’ Demo­
cratic senator from Alabama and a 
prominent contender for the Demo­
cratic presidential nomination four 
years ago; Dwight W. Morrow, Amer­
ican ambassador to Mexico; Noble B. 
Judah, American ambassador to Cu­

Stanford University; and Dr. Leo S.

MANILA.— Store shoes and shiny 
flivvers have given the wild men of 
the Philippines a new way to be wild.

If 
they want a bit of cannibalism or 
headhunting they will have to ride 
on past Manila to find it.

American ideas, in short, have 
for one reason or another taken root 
so firmly throughout the archipelago 
that seekers for adventure had better 
see Chicago first and seekers for col­
or might well look into their home 
town Chinatown.

Some of the American ideas have 
been swallowed whole with avidity 
Some have been taken a good deal 
more reluctantly. The people of the 
Philippines are varied, speaking many 
different dialects and entertaining 
many different ideas.

As the educated Christian Filipinos, 
are more than anxious to point out, 
the “ wild man of the Philippines” so 
frequently portrayed abroad is not 
typical icf the Islands.

GENEVA— The gold standard con­

stitutes the best remedy for unem­
ployment.

This is the conclusion of the inter­
national labor bureau here after a 
world-wide study of the whole prob­
lem of unemployment as it has ex­
isted ever since the close of the war.

The investigation has demonstrated . 
that employment and unemployment 
follow closely changes in the general 
price level. When the general price 
level goes up, unemployment de­
creases.

These fluctuations of the general 
price level depend largely, the inves­
tigation demonstrated, on the sta­
bility of the currency of each coun­
try.

In those countries, where the gold 
standard has either been maintained 
or restored, or where the govern­
ments have been able to maintain 
their exchange with the American 
dollar, fluctuations in the general 
price level have been few and unem­
ployment consequently smaller.

This law has been demonstrated 
especially in the United States, Eng- , 
land, Germany, Austria, Hungary, 
Czecho-Slovakia and Russia.

The onlv countries with a stable ! 
currency that presented exceptions 
are Holland. Ireland and Canada, but1 
here other important factors altered, 
the situation.

On the other hand countries like ! 
France, Italy, Denmark, Norway and; 
Japan where _ the gold standard has 
not been maintained, have suffered, 
heavily from a constant fluctuation 
of the general price level and result­
ing unemployment.

WASHINGTON.— Well, anyway,
Secretary of Commerce Hoover 
won't have any competition in the 
race for the Republican presidential 
nomination from other members of 
the Co'Cilidge cabinet.

From some of the secretaries, he 
will receive consederable support.

At the end of the Wilson regime, 
the Democratic lists were full of 
hopeful members or ex-members of 
the Wilson cabinet and some of them 
were taken quite seriously, but if you 
were to suggest the present cabinet 
roster as a list of presidential possi­
bilities, omitting Hoover, you would 
only be greeted by derision.

There is, of course, Mellon of the 
'Treasury Department. Someone 
whispered to me the other day that 
Mellon was taking himself seriously 
as a possibility, lout that seems in­
conceivable.

Mellon is very old and ho makes 
a poor speech— even worse than 
Hoover— and he is wickedly wealthy 
and there are other things tending 
to disqualify him. despite the high 
esteem in which many of his country­
men hold him.

1926, marketing the crop at the then 
prevailing low prices. Experiments 
have proven conclusively that grain 
sorghums when fed to cows, hogs and 
poultry brings to the producer sev­
eral times as much income as when 
sold on the market. Californians 
have discovered this fact. In one 
year, one California poultry center 
shipped from Amarillo, Texas, more 
than 600 car loads of grain sorghum 
and then turned around and shipped 
back to Amarillo more than 60 cars 
of eggs which sold for more money 
than 600 cars of feed cost them in 
Amarillo. Col. Penick and the West 
Texas Chamber of Commerce com­
mittee hope to convince West Texas 
farmers that they should feed their 
crops on thqir own farms, save the 
freight haul now being paid to Cali­
fornians, and command the great 
markets available to the territory.

A West Texas _ Chamber of Com­
merce representative recently visited 
Pyote, a new oil field town in West 
Texas. His investigation revealed 
that eggs produced in Kansas were 
being served by cafes and sold m 
stores in that town. The same situa­
tion is said to exist in many Texas 
cities. Texas alone affords a mar­
ket for several times the surplus pro­
duction the committee expects to 
bring about this year.

Creameries Needed.
Creameries and ice cream plants 

supplying the Texas trade in numer­
ous instances ship their milk, butter 
and cream from other states because 
Texans do not produce the raw ma­
terials needed in quantities sufficient 
for their needs. Texas dairy prod­
ucts factories are handicapped in ex­
panding their trade because there is 
not sufficient production of raw ma­
terials to enable them to go after out 
of state business. One big cheese 
manufacturing plant has been lo­
cated in a West Texas city. Another 
smaller concern has located in an­
other town of West Texas and still 
more such concerns are known to be 
seeking West Texas openings if pro­
duction can be assured.

Cream checks received by West 
Texas farmers in a large measure 
made up for the losses resulting from 
the 1926 cotton crop. In many towns, 
cream checks circulated as currency 
and constituted a large percentage 
of the cash receipts of many business 
houses. Business men, bankers and 
farmers of West Texas became con­
vinced of the value of this industry. 
The West Texas Chamber of Com­
merce hopes to increase production 
to the point that more manufactur­
ing plants can be secured in its ter­
ritory in order to broaden the market 
for dairy products and prevent a col­
lapse of the market from any over­
production which might occur.

W hiteker to Assist.
The committee plans to go about 

its work in an orderly and business­
like manner. The co-operation of 
local chambers of commerce, banks 
and business men will be solicited. 
Harmony and better feeling between 
the producer and buyer will be fos­
tered. Every effort will be man to 
narrow the margin existing between 
consumer and producer, with sound 
economics forming the basis for the 
committee’s work.

B. M. Whiteker, agricultural man­
ager of the chamber, who recently 
visited California to study poultry 
and dairying development in that 
state, has been assigned by Mr. Wade 
to work with the committee, and a 
large amount of Mr. Whiteker’s time 
will be spent in carrying out the pro­
gram to be adopted by the commit­
tee at the Wichita Falls meet. Since 
the committee meeting is scheduled 
for the day following the director’s 
meeting at Fort Worth, Jan. 19, it 
is expected that almost a full at­
tendance of the committee will be 
registered.
