Fifth Army Men
Seize Port In
Italian Drive

American And French
Troops Converge On
Siena, Inland Town

ROME, June 28 (AP) —
American troops of the Fifth

army seized the port of

Plombino without opposition
yesterday, thereby gaining a
valuable advanced supply
base for continued thrust up
Italy’s west coast, while both
American and French troops
converged on the inland town
of Siena, Allied headquarters
announced today.

Pressing afler the enemy,
whe was bompelled to evacuate
Plombine to aveld enclrcle-
ment, American infaniry and
tanks stabbed within five miles
of Suverelo and within 38 miles
of the important port of Leg-
horn, Plombine Is almost di-
recily opposite the capiured la-
land of Elba.

Farther inland the Germans
rolled back upon the aspproaches
to Siena from three directions.
French troops, meanwhile, ad-
vanced on the west side of the
River Ombrone, 20 miles due
south of Slena. At the same time
other French forces approaching
from the southwest took the town
of Castigliona Dorcia and the wvil-
lage of Rocea Dorcla, 25 miles
from Siena.
