Home of Roy Munger Jr. Un­

der Guard, Letter Demands 
Heavy Ransom,

Adrift 56 Hours on Ice in Lake

DALLAS, Jan. 27.— The home of 

Roy Munger, Jr., prominent Dallas 
business man, has been under police 
guard during the past 24 hours as a 
result of a threat letter demanding 
heavy ransom sent to Munger, chief 
of detectives, Charles Gunning, re­
vealed today.

The letter was typewritten and 
bore the names of three men, Jen­
nings said. It threatened destruc­
tion to members of Munger’s family 
unless the money was delivered in 
specified denominations he said.

Police laid a trap last night and 
waited throughout the night for the 
writers of the letter to appear. 
Gunning said.

Members of the Munger family re­
fused to discuss the affair.

ed To Ascosta 
il Sentence

NEW HAVEN, Conn., Jan. 27.—  

Bert Acosta serving five days in jail 
for reckless driving on the aerial, 
highways of Connecticut today faced 
another charge, unique in aviation. 
A warrant was brought here from 
New York charging him with theft of 
his airplane.

To add to Acosta’s worries it was 
his own plane that he is accused of 
stealing. Acosta was sentenced in 
Naugatuck yesterday for low flying 
over that city in violation of a state 
law. The case against him was made 
in Cleveland by the charge of wit­
nesses that he apparently intended 
to fly under a bridge in the city.

The trans-Atlantic aviator was in­
formed that New Jersey authorities 
were sending after him as a fugitive. 
His plane a Splitdorf had been at­
tached by the Splitdorf Electrical 
company of Newark to satisfy a 
claim o f several thousand dollars. 
While it was in the sheriff’s custody 
at Teterboro, Acosta climbed into 
it and flew away.

Only One Boy Out of Thirteen 
In Texas is Member 

of Scouts.

DALLAS, Jan. 27.— A campaign 

to extend the program of the Boy 
Scouts of America to 239.750 farm 
boys in Texas, Oklahoma and New 
Mexico was started here today.

The program was launched follow­
ing a meeting of more than 200 lead­
ing business men of the three states 
here last night with James E. West, 
chief scout executive of the United 
States.

It was pointed out at the confer­
ence that while California has one 
boy out of every six in the Boy 
Scouts, Texas has but one out of 
every thirteen, due to the large num­
ber of boys living in rural districts.

A financial program of $100,000 
was named and Rufus Scott, Jr., Pa­
ris, named chairman of the commit­
tee to complete plans for extending 
the benefits of scoutdom to the rural 
boys in the three states.

Last year 98 counties it; the three 
states were organized to tvain scout 
executives and to advance the work 
among the boys. There still remains 
76 counties in Texas to be organized 

j this year.

The L, E, Bourland No, 1, drilled in this week by Lew Teat­

sorth, Eastland oil operator, three miles southeast of Eastland 
and more than a mile from the Parsons shallow pool, and first 
Sported at approximately 150 barrels, was the feature of the 
activity in Eastland county during the week,

Trouble with tubing has developed at the well and scouts 
reported the well making only 15 barrels Thursday. However, 
it'is ^ p e e le d  that the daily production will greatly increase 
within the next few days.

The Bourlamd well is producing from the Ranger sand at 
the 3,550-fool level, It is a mile from the Parsons shallow pool 
and approximately the same distance from any deep produc­
tion, Eastland.

marks the second pool that Teatsorth 
has discovered in the last year. The 
other pool discovered by Teatsorth is 
the shallow pool about a mile and a 
quarter east of Eastland.

DALLAS, Jan. 27.— If the Demo­

cratic party nominates Al Smith for 
president it will mean another defeat 
for the party, Edith E. Wilmans, 
candidate for the democratic guber­
natorial nomination said in a state­
ment issued here today.

“ There are many states who, after 
voting against any wet candidate 
will, if a wet is nominated, bolt the 
party,”  the statement said.

Commenting on reports that e f­
forts may be made to nominate Gov­
ernor Dan Moody for vice president 
on a ticket with Smith, the statement 
said:

“ Mr. Moody as governor of Texas, 
has 100 per cent more power to as­
sist in the enforcement of the pro­
hibition laws, both state and federal, 
that he would have as vice president, 
and yet he has made little headway 
in remedying the situation in Texas, 
with every power 'at his call. How 
can he as vice president of the Unit­
ed States, with no power at al, re­
tard or hinder the power of a presi­
dent who is all wet?”

“ I hope M'r. Moody announces as 
a candidate to succeed himself. I be­
lieve I will be able to show7 the peo­
ple of Texas I an7 better qualified, 
both from the standpoint of exper­
ience and age, as well as ability to fill 
the office he now holds.”

A week or so ago 
he developed pneumonia and was 
taken to the sanitarium for treat­
ment.

The entire morning however, was 
taken up by the defense in a fruit­
less attempt to fill the panel.

During the morning the defense 
used four challenges in removing 
three women and one man from the 
jury box.

Although progress of the examina­
tion of the prospective jurors was 
dull and tiresome Hickman began to 
show a livelier interest in the ques­
tioning.

STINSON PLANE IS DUE
IN DETROIT TODAY

Marshall Ratliff must spend 
the rest of his life in the state
penitentiary for his participa­
tion in the robbery of the First 
National bank of Cisco, Dec. 
23, the jury in the case report­
ed to Judge George L. Daven­
port at 2 ;50  o’clock this after­
noon.

When Judge George L. Dav­
enport received the written 
verdict from J. R. Harbin, fore­
man of the jury, he asked ev­
ery juror to stand and ques­
tioned him as to whether the 
verdict was the one he had 
agreed to, He read:

“ We, the jury, find the de­
fendant guilty as charged in 
the indictment and sentence 
him to confinement in the state 
penitentiary for a period of 99 
years,”

Ratliff appeared nervous 
when the jury which was to 
decide his fate marched into 
the courtroom. He twitched 
his hands and rubbed his face.

When Judge Davenport 
started reading the verdict he 
raised his eyes and looked the 
judge in the face. At the word 
“confinement” his eyes drop­
ped and he seemed relieved. 
His face indicted that he felt 
he would receive the death 
penalty.

Ratliff’s mother sat directly be­
hind him and started crying the min­
ute the first juror entered the court­
room. She let out a mournful sob 
when the verdict that sent her son to 
the penitentiary for rest of his life 
was read.

The reading of the verdict was 
delayed somh 10 or 15 minutes in or­
der for the' court to receive papers 
in the case that had been moved to 
the old high school building, where 
offices of the courthouse are being 
moved.

Judge Cearley, defense attorney, 
said before the jury came in that he 
had not had time to think about 
asking for a new trial or making an 
appeal in case the jury’s verdict was 
not favorable to the defendant.

The courtroom was crowded to the 
two doors. Crowds of people had 
been waiting for the verdict to be 
reached and when word was passed 
around that a decision had been 
agreed upon the corridors and the 
courtroom quickly filled. Everyone 
was quiet and the verdict was clear­
ly heard by those on the outside of 
the courtroom.

At 1 o’clock, near twenty 
hours after they received the 
case, Judge Davenport called 
the jury to the 91st district 
court room and in the pres­
ence of the state and defense 
attorneys and with the consent 
of the defendant, who was 
present, permitted a brother of 
Jess Harbin, one of the jurors, 
to talk over a business proposi­
tion with Harbin. This conver­
sation was at the jury box in 
the presence of a deputy sher­
iff as well as in the presence of 
the rest of the jurors, the de­
fendant and attorneys.
At this time Judge Davenport ask­
ed the jurors if they had reached a 
verdict in the case and Juror Harbin, 
who appeared to be foreman, an­
swered, “ We have not.”

Ratliff Bothered.
Before permitting the juror Har­

bin’s brother to talk with him, the 
court told the defendant that the re­
quest had been made, asked him if 
his attorneys had explained it to 
him, and if he had any objections to 
them talking, to which Ratliff an­
swered very promptly, “ That is all 
right.”

Judge Davenpoi't told the jurors 
that he hoped they were comfortable 
and told them to return to the jury 
room.

Ratliff, who has borne up well un­
der the long trial, appeared just a 
little bothered when the sheriff 
brought him into the court room at!
1 o’clock. His mother, Mrs. Rilla Car­
ter, and his sister and aunt were 
present in the courtroom and greeted 
him when he came in. With the per­
mission of the sheriff each of the 
three women kissed Ratliff before 
the sherfif started on the return trip 
to the jail with him.

Just as Ratliff and the sheriff 
started to leave the courtroom Rat­
liff ’s mother placed a handful of 
mints into Marshall’s hand and as 
she did so said, “ Give some of them 
to Robert (evidently meaning Robert 
Hill)” . No mention was made of 
Henry Helms.
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Thar She Blows

OUR DISTINCTION.
Eastland county, together with 

its neighboring counties, Stephens 
and Palo Pinto counties should be 
proud of the distinction recently con­
ferred upon them by the United 
States department of agriculture. The 
department recently designated these 
three counties as leaders among the 
poultry producing counties of the 
United States.

We, probably among a great many 
others were delightly surprised to 
learn of this distinction, which was 
emphasized in an address recently by 
Cyrus B. Frost of Eastland in ad­
dressing a Rotary luncheon at Ran­
ger.

If this immediate section of Texas 
holds that distinction now what 
might be expected of it a few years 
from now when farmers begin to ac­
tually realize the value of poultry 
farming? We have serious doubts if 
Eastland county today is producing 
enough poultry products to supply 
the needs of the county. At least, 
there are a great many people in the 
county who are eating almost daily 
cold storage eggs, while the county 
is supply a considerable outside trade 
with fresh eggs daily.

.Eastland county today is producing 
only a very small per cent of the 
poultry and eggs that its farms, both 
large and small are capable of pro­
ducing. If you don’t believe this 
statement, just drive out over the 
country some afternoon and count 
the farmhouses where you do not see 
a single chicken. You will be sur­
prised to find that many farm homes 
do not raise their own poultry.

This distinction should spur East- 
land county on to greater strides in 
the development of the poultry indus­
try here.

And Eastland county and its neigh­
bors are just as well adapted to the 
development of the dairy industry as 
they are to the poultry industry. The 
farms of Eastland county can be 
made to produce enough dairy prod­
ucts to supply a large part of this 
state, but today it is falling far under 
the bare necessity of feeding itself.

STILL AT IT.

The reckless automobile driver is 
still at his work of killing and crip­
pling up the people of this state. Dur­
ing the week ended Jan. 15, there 
were a total of 32 accidental deaths 
in Texas and of this number 21 were 
from automobile accidents.

Think of it— nearly three-fourths 
of all the people killed in the state 
being killed by automobiles. In ad­
dition 93 persons were injured dur­
ing the same week through automo­
bile accidents.

If you will follow the statistics a 
little further you will find that dur­
ing the first 15 days of this year a 
total of 60 persons were killed by au­
tomobile accidents in the state. That 
is an average of four persons every 
day or 1,460 persons for a year of 
365 days.

Can anything be done to stop this 
wholesale slaughter of the people of 
this state. We are not alarmists, but 
we believe that any disease or ail­
ment that cost an average of four 
lives every day in this state, year in 
and year out would i'e regarded by 
the public as extremely serious. Yet 
we go out onto our highways every 
day where there are countless irre­
sponsible drivers.

Until the irresponsible, careless 
and reckless driver is checked, we 
might not expect much let-up in the 
automobile death rate of Texas.

The meeting, which, was presided" 
over by R. L. Poe of Cisco, chairman 
of the dairy committee of the Cisco 
chamber of commerce, was held in 
the auditorium of the chamber of 
commerce at 2:30 o’clock. It was 
well attended.

The advantages o|f establishing 
“ Bull Circles” as a method of build­
ing up high grade dairy herds, were 
discussed, and' at the closing of the 
meeting a committee charged with 
the duty of purchasing net less Than 
ten high grade bulls, was named.

The plan for the “ Bull Circles” is 
to/ouy a number of high grade bulls 
to be placed in various communities 
and which are to be at the service of 
each farmer or dairyman, who- has 
contributed tci the purchase price. 
When a bull has served his purpose 
in one community he is exchanged 
for one in some other community and 
in this way the bull is made useful 
for a numbber of years-. Different 
■plans for purchasing* may be adopted. 
In some instances funds will be pooled 
and the animal paid fer, while in 
others one or two men may buy the 
bull and charge a fee to other farm­
ers or dairymen for his services.

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DREAM OF TOMORROW’S AIR 
LINE TRIP HOLDS THRILLS
The Experiences Described Here May Be Ac­

tually Had Before the Close of This Year
By H. J. LOF-TUS-PRICE 

(United Press Staff Correspondent} 
(Editor’s note: Herewith the sec­

ond article of the United Press series 
from Europe, outlining plan of Eur­
opean aviators to equal the records 
set by American airmen in 1927. In 
this article the correspondent de­
scribes life aboard an air-liner of the 
future, as suggested by the plans of 
Louis Bleriot, pioneer English chan­
nel flier. On Monday this paper will 
carry plans of English aviators to 
contribute their share toward the 
advancement of aviation in 1928.)

PARIS.— France’s bid for honors 
in the world of aviation during 1928 
will not be confined to speed, alti­
tude, endurance, or long-distance non 
stop records. Foremost among her 
aims is to be the first to establish a 
regular trans-Atlantic air passenger 
service. , t , „

With this object in view, especial­
ly since the successes registered dur­
ing 1927 in tfans-ocean flying, the 
best aviation authorities in the coun­
try have been diligently studying the 
project from every point of view.

Now, following the statements 
concerning the plans of M. Louis 
Bleriot, who first flew the English

Channel in 1909— and other French 
airplane designers and constructors, 
no great effort is needed to picture 
the air passage from Paris to New 
York of the future. For instance:

We enter the booking office. A 
clerk steps forward.

“ What is your flying list for the 
first week in August?” we ask.

“ Well, sir, there are the Bleriot 
A-PANY and A-NYPA leaving on the 
fourth. They are land planes. Then 
there is the CGT-20 hydroplane leav­

ing  on the fifth. The hydroplane is 
taking the short route between Havre 
and New York harbor the airplanes 
making landings at the Azores and 
probably Bermuda,” replies the clerk.

“ The difference? Mostly in price. 
You see, the Havre-New York direct 
is the shorter, only 40 hours, as com­
pared with 44 or 4G for the southern 
route, not including the journeys to 
and from the aerodromes at each 
end.”

Madame, who has been silently co­
gitating during this outburst, inter­
rupts . . . “ Just a second, dear. I 
see the hydroplane leaves Havre at 
2 a. m. on the tenth, arriving off 
42nd street at G p. m. on the elev­
enth. That just suits me, because I 
.half promised Essie that I’d dine 
with her at 7 :30 at the Biltritz on 
the eleventh. Let’s take the direct 
route.” That settles that.

Arriving at le Havre, what do we 
see? Snugly lying in a specially con­
structed dock, the platform of which 
is level with the door in the fuselage, 
is the giant five-motored CGT-20. 
Two miles out to see, and two miles 
apart are two giant beacons marking 
the sea corners of the two miles 
square taking off basin, and also 
flooding the ripleless water with ar­
tificial sunlight.

We step aboard— the customs for­
malities, of course, have already been 
gone through— and are met by a un­
iformed attendant. “ Your ticket, 
Sir?” he asks. “ Ah, ‘Port 10f.’ An 
excellent cabin, sir. (They always 
say this, anyway) Straight down the 
fuselage, turn to the left and the 
bedroom steward will show you to 
your cabin.”

We walk 20 yards on soft springy 
Turkish carpeting, turn to the left 
for ten yards, enter the cabin, and

stand open-mouthed with wonder. 
Everything that is needed is there 
even as on a giant ocean liner. Two 
large square windows give us an un­
interrupted view ahead, and allow the 
artificial sunlight to enter.

Madame, woman-like, continues 
her questioning. “ But— er, how— er, 
what part of the hydroplane are we 
in? Why does the bunk slope the way 
it does? I cannot sleep with my feet 
in the air that way.” .

The steward reasures her. “ You 
are right inside the wing, madaxne. 
right over the main-spar, the strong' 
est part. Have no fear. The beds slope 
now because the hydroplane is not in 
flying position. As soon as we take 
off— by the way, I must hurry, we’h 
be off in a fe.V minutes— and are 
flying level, so will the bed become 
horizontal, and you will sleep undis­
turbed.”

He wandered away with the part­
ing injunction that “ the shower to\ 
let” was the third compartment on 
the right.

We began to make ourselves com­
fortable, and then realized that the 
hydroplane was vibrating slightly, 
and learned from the steward, who 
was passing by, that the motors were 
being “ tuned” up. “ Come outside epd 
listen for a moment,”  he said. I did. 
I knew that airplane motors as a. 
rule made a deuce of a racket, but 
for sheer unblemished noise just lis­
ten to five 400-horsepower engines 
being ‘tuned’ up, especially when 
surrounded wit^ a dozen so hang­
ars and other buildings bunt of con­
crete which echoed every sound a 
thousand-fold.

How I thanked the stars that the 
cabins had been built sound-proof.

I returned to the cabin, and a few 
seconds later the vibration increased 
greatly. Then there was a sudden 
jerk. We rushed to the window and 
saw the sea gently slipping under us. 
Out towards the seawall we rushed. 
Would we clear it? The same thought 
apparently went through Madame’s 
mind for she clutched my arm, and 
barely breathed. Ten yards away and 
we still seemed to be making straight 
for the wall, when Madame happen­
ed to look down instead of ahead. 
“ Why, we are in the air,” she ex­
claimed. We were. Without per­
ceiving the movement we had left 
the seat at least a half mile from the 
wall, and were now 300 feet up.

What need to dwell on the trip it­
self? After the first few moments of 
uncertainty we settled down to a 
comfortable sleep, to be awakened at 
8 o’clock with a nicely served break­
fast in the cabin. The morning was 
spent in reading, and strolling 
through the corridors now and again 
the automatic stabilizer keeping the 
ship on an even keel. Lunch— all 
meals were served in the cabin—

die more than one thousand fortun- 
ates were two women, ‘ both from 
Topeka. Both of them, it was learn­
ed later, were successful in staking 
claims.

To the south of Guthrie was anoth­
er dot on the map, which at night­
fall would be the bustling town of 
Oklahoma City only silghtly smaller 
than Guthrie and settled in the rush 
from the southern border of Okla­
homa and the overflow from ' the 
north. Other dots were Kingfisher, 
Norman, Edmond and Stillwater.

The train which left Arkansas Citv 
hortly after nine o’clock was timed 
to reach the northern border of Ok­
lahoma as near to noon as possible. 
Flat cars were filled up with plank 
seats, and for these the lucky tick­
et holders were offered many times 
their cost, for the train would arrive 
tn Guthrie far ahead of the swarms 
who would thunder down on cr be­
hind their horses.

Near the stage coach station of 
Hennessey, Pawnee Bill Lillie’s big 
•olonv of Boomers stretched along 
the Oklahoma line and waited for 
he stroke of noon. Across the line 
frcm them, cavalrymen were posted 
at regular intervals. It lacked just

Mr. Dameron, 
who was reared on a Texas ranch at 
Mertzon and has a broad practical 
knowledge of Texas ranching condi­
tions, is a graduate of the University 
of Wyoming, having specialized in 
wool under Dean John A. Hill, a na­
tionally recognized authority on this 
subject. His work during the past 
year is evaluating wool and mohair 
fiber under the general supervision
