OPENING OF THE TIMES COOKING SCHOOL

Mrs. Chitwood Demonstrates Making of the Rare
“Danish Paste’” at First Session Monday

At American

The largest crowd of women that
has ever attended the Ranger Timeg
cooking schools, heard Mrs. Ida Chit-
wood lecture on how to make perfect
pastry and pies, on the opening day
of the school bemg held at the Ameri-
can Legion club rooms, Ranger. Ad-
ditional seating accommodations had
to be provided for the more than 125
women at the first session.

The chief, culinary product that
Mrs. Chitwood made on the opening
day of the cooking school was Dan-
ish paste, a'crust that one of the
leadmg' chefs in the Hotel Pennsyl-
vania of New York brought back the
recipe for from FEurope. Mrs. Chit-
wood also made the famous Sunshine
Pie and French tarts. The recipes for
all of Mrs. Chitwood’s works are giv-
en at the school each day and she
urges that the women bring their
notebooks and pencils to copy them.
During the school, which will last
one week, Mrs. Clntwood will follow
every line of foodstutfs and will give
lectures on correct diet and balanc-
ing meals.

Mrs. Chitwood brought out yester-
day that the important element in
any pie is the crust.

“Pie crust is made light and flaky
by the expansion, in the heat of the
oven, of cold air incorporated be-
tween the particles of shortening and
the flour that makes the paste. In
mixing the paste, therefore, the oli-
ject is to mcorporate as much air as
possible, and, onee having incorporat-
ed it, not to press it out by too heavy
handhng,” Mrs.  Chitwood said.

“Air is incorporated into pastry by
cutting the shortening into the sife-
ed flour and salt. The ordinary way
of working the ingredients with the
fingers warms the shortening so that
it absorbs the flour, thus eliminatirg

all airspace. To prevent this, the dry

ingredients, utensils and water for
pastry always should be cold.
‘“When the flour and shortening

are mixed, add-just enough cold wa-
ter to make a paste that cleans the
bowl. ‘Remember that too much we-
ter makes pastry tough. Use bread
flour. Mix the paste lightly with a
knife, shape it into a flat ball, cover
the bowl, and set it aside in a cold
place for several hours. Standing thus
permits the moisture to act on the
glute in the ‘flour, bringing out ils
elasticity so that the paste is easily
rolled into a thin sheet.

“Prepare the pie filling before roll-
ing the crust. If making a covered
pie, divide the paste into two balls,
one for the lower crust and one for
the upper, and roll each section light-
ly, on a slightly flourad board, until
of a sizc to fit the Llin. . Place low-
er crust on the iingind roll the upper
crust before adding the filling, that
the under crust ‘may not become
soaked while it stands. Remember
that too heavy, or too much rolling
presses out the air nceded to make
he crust light.”

This year Colquitt believes that
528,000,000 should be derived from *
the three cent gasoline tax and the
automobile license tax. :In addition
to this the state will have ' around
$5.298,429 from federal aid.

The latest repbrt of the state h)gh-
way, commission stated there were
7,245.55 miles of state and federal
aid roads in Texas with nearly $28;-
000,000 spent on them since 1924.
One third of this sum came from the
federal e,overnment

A comparison of taxes in Texas
with other states showed that Texas
pays 17% cents per horsé powcr plus
40 cents to 75 cents per 100 pounds
on licenses. Some of the other states
investigated by Colauitt’s compmittee
are Alabama whose tax is based on
horsercwer, $11.25 to $30; Ark-
ansas, $15 to $150; California, $3
registration fee; Colorado, 1-2 cf one
per cent; Kan':as, on weight, '$8 plus
50 cents per 100 pounds.

Many of the states have the gaso-
line tax which was put into effect in
Texas last year. The size of the tax
in other states is A)auoma, two cents;
California, two cents; Kansas, two
cents; Colorado, two cnnts New Mex-
ico, five cents; Mmsl ssippi, four cents
Alkancas, tne cents;  Oklahoma,
three cents, and Texas, three cents.
One fourth of the gasoline tax i
used fer the upkeep of the wada in
Texas.

“The estimated revenues in Te\as
from the gasoline tax and the license
tax will be $28,000,000. If we esti-
mate on every Jm'hon cars,” the sur-
i vey read, ‘in the state at an average
[of $800, *he t\vo forms of faxation
would be egual to three and one-half
percent on the average value. If we
‘ogtimate the average value of cars
at 4700 the tax would bz equal to
four per cent. The average tax in
the larger cities of Texas, wherc most
of the automobiles are, is three and
one-halt per cent to four per cent for
ad valorem purposes, state, city and
county taxes, inclusive.”
