Twe influential members of the
Texas house are expected to try for
Senator Bailey's place. They are

Bognham of Beeville.

Bob Barker of San Antonie, form-
erly of Fert Worth, is considercd like-
ly to succeed Howerton. MHe an-
nounced last session that if Howerton
were not in the race, he would be.
Barker was clerk of the senate fin-
ance committee and, after the ses-

- sion, executive secretary of the state

1ax survey committee. Before going
inta the senate staff he had been
chief clerk of the house.

Asleep On Job

. Politicians are still gasping to
think how a $4,500 a' year job has
been vacant since June 23, 1927.

It is the post of chief of the
utilities division of the state rail-
road commission. The former oc-
cupant Denny Parker, gave it up at
that timé to become head of the
gas and oil division.

The job is one to be filled by
the three members of the Railroad
Commission and the avpointment
will be so made. Courtesy and
custom, however, gives the szlec-
tion to Railroad Commissioner Lon
Smith. Of course he must make a
selection the others approve. This,
follows a' rotation courtesy under
Jwhich Cdémmissioner Terrell had
the designation of Mark Marshall
as head of the Motorbus Division

and Chairman Gilmore the desigaa-
tion of Parker.

That the job has been vacant all
the time does not mean that no
one has been after it. Pat Daugh-
erty, who succeeded Boyd Gate-
wood as private secretary to Gov-
ernor Moody, was an applicant for
the utilities post. He is a lawyer,
so would fill one of the require-
ments the duties of the place is
thought to demand. Tkhis is not a
legal requisite and the former oc-
cupant was not a lawyer. Really
to fill its various ramification it
takes a Herbert Hoover type of
lawyer, manager and engineer,
combined.

The true story of this crime, as it
eventually came to light after a dis-
heartening period of utter darkness
and confusion, revealed many strange
and bizarre ramifications, many dark'
recesses of mans’ unexplored nature,
and the uncanny subtlety of a hum-
an mindisharpened by desperate and
tragic despair. . :

Margaret Odell was a: product of
the bohemian demimonde of Broad-
way—a scintillant figure who seem-
ed somehow to typify the gaudy and
spurious, romance of transient gaiety.
For nearly two years before her
death she had been the most conspic-
uous and, in a sense, popular figure
of the city’s night life.

Her notoriety was due in part to
certain legendary tales of her affairs
with one or two obscure potentates
in the Backwashes of Europe. She

I kept a fairly complota record of
the cases in which Vance participa:.-
ed, little thinking that I would ever
be privileged to make them public:

Vance went abroad to live, declaring
he would never return to America.

A curious set of circumstinces was
accountable for the way in which
Vance was shouldered with this new
investigation. Markham for weeks

M;u'garet Odell had received the
sobriquet of Canary as a result of a
part she had played in an elaborate
ballet of the “Follies,” in which each
girl had been gowned to represent a
variety of bird. To her had fallen
the role of canary; and her costume
oi‘: white-and-yellow satin, together
with her mass of shining gold hair
and pink-and-white complexion, had
distinguished her in the eyes of the
§pectators as a creature of outstand-
ing charm. Before a fortnight had
passed—so eulogistic were her press
notices, and so unerringly did the
audience single her out for applause
—the “Bird Ballet” was changed to
the “Canary Ballet” and Miss Odall
was promoted to the rank of what
might charitably be called premierc
danseuse, at the same time having a
solo waltz and a song* interpclated
for the special display of her charms
and talents.

She had quitted the ‘Follies” at
the close of the season, and during
her subsequent spectacular career in
the haunts of Broadway’s night life
she had been popularly and familiar-
ly called the Canary. Thus it hap-
pened that when her dead body was
found, brutally strangled, in her
apartment, the crime immediately be-
came known, and was always there-
after referred to, as the Canary
murder.

My own participation in the in-
vestigation of the Canary murder
case—or rather my role of Boswei-
lian spectator—consituted one of the
most memorable experiences of my
life. At the time of Margaret Odell’s
murder John F.-X. Markham was dis-
trict attorney of New York, having
taken office the preceding January.
I need hardly remind you that dur-
ing the four years of his incumbency
he distinguished himself by his almost
uncanny success as a criminal investi-
gator. The praise which was con-
stantly accorded him, however, was
highly distasteful to him; for, being
a man with a keen sense of honor, he
instinctively shrank from accepting
credit for achievements not wholly
his own. The truth is that Markham
played only a subsidiary part in the
majority of his most famous crimirial
cases. The credit for their actual sc-
lution belonged to one of Markham's
very close friends who refused, at
the time, to permit the faects to be
made public.

This man was a young social aris:
tocrat, whom, for purposes of an-
onymity, I have chosen to call Philo
Vance.

Vance had many amazing gifts and.
capabilities. "He was an art collect-
or in a small way, a fine amateur
pianist, and a profound student of
aesthetics and psychology. Although
an American, he had largely been
educated in Europe, and still retain-
ed a slight English accent and inro-
nation. He had a liberal independ-
ent income, and spent considerable
time fulfilling the social obligations
which devolved on him as a result of
family connectiong; but he was neith-

convictions- against certain under-
world offenders whom the police had
turned over to him for prosecution.
As a result of prohibition a new anid
dangerous, and wholly undesirabie,
kind of night life had sprung up in
New York. A large number of well-

backs, Markham decided to pigeon-
hole the other affairs of his office
and take a hand personally in the in-
tolerable criminal conditions that had
arisen.

On the day following his decision,
Markham and Vance and I were =it-
ting in a secluded corner of the
lounge-room of the Stuyvesant ciub.
We often came together there, for
we were all members of the club, ard
Markham frequently used it as a
kind of unofficial up-town headquar -
ters.

“It’s bad enough to have half the
people in this city under the impres-
sion that the district attorney’s of-
fice is a kind of high-class | collec-
tion agency,” he remarked that night,
without being necessitated to turn
detective because I'm not given 'suf-.
ficient evidence or the right kind of
evidence, with which to secure con
victions.”

Vance looked up with a slow
smile and regarded him quizzically.

“The difficulty would seem to be,”
he returned, with an indolent drawl,
“that the police labor under the no-
tion that evidence which would con-
vince a man of ordin’ry intelligence,
would also convince a court of law.
A silly notion, don’t y’ know. Law-
yers don’t really want evidence; t}le){
want erudiate technicalities. Anrd
the average policeman’s brain is too
forthright to cope with the pedantic
c¢emands of jurisprudence.”

NEW ORLEANS.—A station for
the collection of virus or the only
known dependable snake bite remedy,
will be in operatlon in New Orleans

ca Jr., of the Louisiana conservation '
ment of Dr. William Scheppegrell, of |
the American Snake Anti-Venim in-
stitute.

The task of the southern branch
of the -association will be to collect
some 15,000 snakes—rattlers, cotton-
mouths and othew poisonous reptiles.
During the . spring -and summer
months experts . will extract . virus
from them for distribution in south-
ern states to be used in treating per-
sons and livestock bitten by venom-
ous reptiles.

The laboratory where the virus ex-
tracting will be done is located at the
Audubon zoo here and when the
work starts the public will be permit-

Scheppegrell said.

The average death rate among per-
sons bitten by rattlesnakes who are
not where they can secure the anti-
venom treatment is 35 per cent, the
doctor said.

Horses are used in the work of pro-
ducing the serum, Dr. Scheppegrell
revealed.

“At the Glen Olden laboratories 60
picked horses are used in the process.
First, an inappreciable amount of the
verus is injected into the horse, and

10 months, until the horse is able to
take an injection of virus which
would be 10 times as large as the

amount which would kill any other
horse. At the end of the tenth month
the blood of the horse is mixed in a,
20 per cent solution with glycenne
and several other . liquids,: -and ‘the
venim is ready for injection, after
certain samtary processes, under the
skin of the human snake bite victim.”
The snake bite antidote will keep
from three to five years, depending
on the temperature of the place in
which it is housed.

TOKIO.—A lasting monument to
the generosity of the American pzo-
ple in coming to the aid of stricken
Japan following the great earthquake
of 1923 is nearing completion in the
slums of Tokio.

It is the Fraternity Memorial hos-
pital, situated in one of the poorer
wards of the capital overlooking the
Sumida river.

The hospital is one . of two me-
morials to the great tragedy which
shocked the world five years ago. In
the spirit of the west, it is dedicated
to the living.
east, the other memorial, the Temple
of the Dead, is dedicated to those
who perished in the great earthquake
and the fires in Tokio and Yokohama
which followed it.

Both menuments are of enduring
concrete and both are on the banks

The ¥ratnerity hospital is being
constructed from the unexpected bal-
ance of $20,000,000 raised by the
American Red Cross and the govern-
ment when the extent of the Jap-
anese disaster became known. The
balance amounted to some yen 7,000,-
000, $3,500,000 of which yen 3,000,-
000 was set aside to construct and
endow a hospital in Tokio as a last-
ing monument to Americans’ gen-
erosity. About yen 1,500,000 was ap-
propriated for a similar hospital in
Yokohama. : :

Articles of incorporation for the
Tokio hospital were taken out in
April, 1924, and the building now is
almost completed, it has heen careful-
ly planned and is cauipped in' the
most modern style with accommoda-
tions for some 500 bed patients and
large dispersaries and consulting
rooms for out-patients. As far as
possible the hospital will be free to
