AMERICAN INVESTMENTS ABROAD TOTAL

MORE THAN 25 BIL

LIONS, REPORT SHOWS

NEW YORK.—The stupendous
sum of $25,600,000,000 represents
the approximate value of American
investments abroad, including war
debts, the foreign policy association
announced in giving out a detailed
compilation made by Dr. Max Wink-
ler, vice president of Berton, Gris-
com & Co., investment bankers.

At the beginning of the year Amer-
ican investments abroad, not includ-
ing the so-called political obligations
of the United Statess government,
represented an approximate total of
$14,500,000,000. With the war debts
the value of such investments abroad
. reaches the amazing total of approxi-
mately $25,600,000,000, as compared
with about $18 000 000 000 or $20,-
000,000,000 for Great Brxtaln when
Brltlsh forelgn investments were = at
their peak.

‘“During the 12 months of 1927,”
said the report, ‘‘American foreign
‘investments, exclusive of refunding
operations, ' aggregated $2,071,954,-
100. This figure is materially larger
than the amount given by . other
agencies. The apparent discrepancy
is explained. by the fact that Dr.
Winkler’s. figures include not only
publicly offered loans, but also issues
placed privately as well as the pur-
chase by Americans of foreign in-
ternal securities and the purchase of
properties abroad not involving the
sale of securities. It also includes
loans and advances to foreign gov-
ernments, states, municipalities and
corporations running for one year or
more.

““In commenting on the figures for
1927, Dr. Winkler says:

“Examination of . the relatively
large amount of foreign issues held
by many of our investment and fi-
nance companies will readily indicate
that our total, large though it may
seem, represents a minimum rather
than a maximum of our foreign in-
vestments during the past year. An

interesting feature of our foreign fi-
" nancing during 1927 was the marked
reduction in German financing
amounting to $285,287,700, as com-
pared with $417,361,600. The in-
troduction by Germany of a 10 per
cent coupon tax together with the
controversy over the relation of Ger-
man commercial loans to treaty obli-
cations is no doubt responsible for
the fall in American investments in
Germany during 1927.”

“Dr. Winkler does not discern any
('mt:u]ment of Amencan foreign fi-
nnn(’mg in the near future. He states

Peign investments were scattered all
over the five continents the field is
by no means  exhausted; 1928 and
subsequent years may witness further
expansion with corporation financing
assuming a much more important part
than heretofore. American  dollars
are in demand everywhere and there
seems no discrimination anywhere
against them even though there may
be a certain prejudice: against our
nationals.’

“At the present time, American in-
vestments -in Kurope exceed those in
any other part of the world. Canada
and South America, however, are be-

coming close competitors. The geo-
graphical” distribution of our total

foreign investments at the close of
1927 was as follows:

cording to W. T. Wheeler, "’ genera!
manager of the Highway Club. Be.
cause of the fact that some mnews-
papers’ in Texas misunderstood the
eaning and application of the pro-

vposed bond issue, Mr.. Wheeler \s-
sued the followmg statement:
As announced March, 1927, the "

Highway club of Texas is advocatmg
a $100 000,000 gevolving highway
bond issue, to be redeemed with the
gasoline tax. As the bonds are sold
and used in highway construction,
the amount of revenue récewed from :
the gasoline tax will retire a certainy
amount of bonds each year. There-
fore, as the bonds are used and re-
tired the fund becomes’ revolving,
which might mean that $900,000,000
may be used, but at no time w1ll the
obligation’ of the state exceed $109,-
000,000.

The Highway club realizes that a
$£100,000,000 highway bond issue for
the state would not get anywhere but
by making it a revolving fund, it
simply means that we will continuel
to turn the fund over and over, to be
used " exclusively for the construc-
tion of highways, until the designat-
ed system has been' connected up
with the most durable type.
The better type of highway con-
struction calls for less maintenance,
and inasmuch as we are already pay-
ing a 3c gasoline tax, it should lessen,
the ad valorem tax, for the reason
that the highway department wouid
connect up the roads, without being
compelled to wait on county bond is-
sues. - Under no circumstances, do
we advocate a statewide bond issue
to be taken care of with an ad va-
forem tax. Another important fea-
ture of the statewide revolving ftmd
bond issue is that it will probably rc-
quire an amendment to tht Constitu-
tion in which a ‘specific gasoline tax
or an automitive license fee will be
set aside for the redemptlon of the
bonds, thereby assuring the motor
travehng‘ public of no increase in
gasoline tax or automotive license
fee, as the case may be. These being

AUSTIN, Feb. 28.—An eight days
trip for the inspection of chemical
and refining plants in South Texas
has been arranged for the 15 senior
students in chemical engineering at
the University of Texas, according to

| Dr. E. P. Schoch, professor of chem-

ical engineering and head of the bu-
reau of industrial chemistry of the
university.

The students, 15 in number, will
ieave Austin March 26 and will re-
turn the following Sunday, according
to Dr. Schooh who will accompany
them and give lectures along the way.
The trip is an annual event and is
made’ with the idea of giving the
chemistry student practical, first hand
information as to what will be ex-
pected of him after he has graduated
and is looking for employment.

Houston; Beaumont and Port Arx-
thur will be the principal cities visit-
ed. - The plants to be visited during
the eight days are co-operating in
everyway to make the visit profitable
to the students, Dr. Schoch said. The
itinerary of the tour and the plants
to be visited are: Monday morning,
the class will visit the Texas Chem-
ical company in Houston and see the
processes involved in the manufac-
ture of sulphuric acid, nitric aecid,
hydrochloric acid and bone charcoal.
