From Citizens Bank.

W. W. Housewright, active vice 
president of the Citizens State bank, 
Ranger, since its organization in Oc­
tober, 1925, yesterday tendered his 
resignation of the position and the 
board of directors today accepted the 
resignation, the members expressing 
their regret at losing his services.

Mr. Housewright asked that his 
resignation take effect April 1, or as 
soon thereafter as possible. He 
stated that his failing health made it 
necessary for him to enter other busi­
ness that would not be so confining 
as his present occupation requires.

Housewright came to Ranger in 
April, 1924, and when the Citizens 
State bank was organized in October, 
1925, he was made active vice presi­
dent and has served in that capacity 
since that time. Prior to that time 
he was active vice president of the 
Ranger State bank and disposed of 
his stock in that institution in 
August, 1925. He has been in the 
banking business for 24 years.

He has been active in every organ­
ization and movement in Ranger and 
is rated as one of Ranger’s staunch­
est citizens. He is a member of the 
Rotary club, the American Legion, 
the Country club, the Retail Mer­
chants association, and the Masonic 
lodge. He has been one of the out­
standing advocates of the Boy Scout 
movement and was responsible for its 
organization in Ranger.

Mr. Housewright will move in the 
near future to Edinburg, in the Rio 
Grande valley, where he will enter 
the mercantile business.

The retiring vice president has 
been one of the consistent workers in 
making the Citizens State bank one 
of the best banking institutions to be 
found anywhere. During the years 
that the directors and officers have 
been working to build up the bank 
he has given all of his time and 
thought in an effort to manage the 
bank as conservatively and yet as 
impartially as possible.

Mr. Housewright expressed regret 
at leaving the bank and Ranger. “ In 
severing my relations with the bank 
I do so with considerable regret,”  he 
said. “ I intend going into the dry 
goods business where my work will 
not be so confining. My health has 
been failing for the past three years 
and I feel a change of this nature 
will be of great benefit to me.”

“ It is with the regret of the entire 
board that we accept the resignation 
o f Mr. Housewright. A vote of 
thankk was given Mr. Housewright 
for his faithful service,”  Mr. Conway, 
chairman of the board of directors 
said this morning.

Mr. Housewright will dispose of his 
bank stock and his property here and 
will move to the valley territory in 
the near future.

Mr. Conway stated there would not 
be any change in the personnel of 
the bank staff, except that Hall 
Walker would have active manage­
ment of the bank’s affairs.

Pestilence— the inevitable feature of 
flood-swept cities— brought new fear 
today to the stricken Santa Clara 
river valley.

While searchers continued their 
hunt in the debris and mud for more 
bodies, health authorities moved 
swiftly to avert the spread of disease 
over the flood-swept region.

With 300 bodies already recovered 
the death list was expected to mount 
still higher today. Relief parties to­
day will go for the first time into 
the more remote sections of the val­
ley Avhere the toll taken by the St, 
Francis dam disaster is unknown.

This photo, transmitted over telephoto wires by INEA Service shows the wreckage of the St. Francis dam, 45 miles 
north of Los Angeles, just after the gigantic reservoir had spent its deadly force on the valley below, where more 
than 300 persons were drowned. The dam was a massive' concrete structure, 185 feet high, built across San 
Francisquito canyon. Under normal conditions it backed tip a lake of water containing more than twelve bil­
lion gallons of water. A cloudburst in the mountains sent such a torrent against the dam that it collapsed, al­
most without warning. The picture shows the center section still standing, but both ends of the dam, which was 
1250 feet long, were washed away.

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Winning a War
Some of the big events in world 

history go almost unnoticed at the 
time they take place. Often it is not 
until long afterward that people gen­
erally realize the importance of what 
has happened.

For example: Between 1910 and 
1928 British and American doctors 
did something that probably will 
prove more important to the Far 
East, in years to come, than the. 
world war itself; yet their exploit got 
almost no space in the press, and 
went almost unnoticed except among 
scientific circles.

The deed that is referred to is the 
discovery of an apparently sure cure 
for leprosy, scourge of the Orient.

Leprosy has been a plague since 
Biblical times. Everyone who has 
gone to Sunday school can recall the 
horror in which the ancient Israelites 
held the disease. Lepers were driven 
out of the cities and towns and com­
pelled to subsist miserably in rocky 
caves. They were unclean” ; no one, 
on pain of death, could have anything 
to do with them. The disease was 
incurable; it condemned the sufferer 
to untold agony and a lingering death 
worse than even the ingenious east-, 
ern emperors could devise in their! 
torture chambers.

Now, however, Sir Leonard Rogers, 
British scientist, declares that new 
developments in the use of hydnocar- 
pus oil in treating the disease make 
it possible to cure practically all ex­
cept advanced cases. He believes 
that eventually leprosy will disappear 
from British and American posses­
sions everywhere.

In the United States the disease is 
extremely rare, of course. But in the 
Orient it is common. Some believe 
there are 1,000,000 cases in India 
alone. If Sir Leonard is right, and 
leprosy can be wiped out, it will be 
one of the greatest things for th eFar 
East than ever happened.

Citizens of Olden, after swearing 

by the story of the horned toad that 
slept for 31 years in the corner stone 
of the Eastland county courthouse, 
decided they would have one of iheir 
own.

tion of naval armaments, but because 
of the failure of the tripartite naval 
conference of last summer Washing­
ton has small hope that much prog­
ress can be made in that direction.

The American delegates will be on 
guard against any attempt by France 
or some other country to have the 
commission include a nation’s _ com­
mercial or industrial resources in the 
definition of “ war potentials.” 
France has sought approval of this 
definition at previous sessions on the 
plea that the entire range of a na­
tion’s resources is potentially avail­
able for war purposes and should be 
included when considering that na­
tion’s armaments. Following this 
sort of reasoning, a country like the 
United States, whose resources are 
studpendous', would have to content 
itself with an exceedingly small 
standing army and organized reserve 
force, while a country with relatively 
fewer resources would be entitled to 
a much larger army.

Clemenceau Asks 
Only One Thing, 

To Re Left Alone

PARIS, March 15.— There is 
only one thing that seems to please 
Georges Clemenceau, wartime pre­
mier of France. That is to be left 
alone. The “ Tiger” was talking 
the other day with a policeman 
who happens to come from his 
home town in the Vendee. The 
policeman’s brother was a candi­
date for the municipal council and 
Clemenceau promised ta go and 
ask him for a little service if he 
was elected. To the policeman’s 
incredulous reply the “ Tiger” re­
torted :

“ Oh, I know what I’m doing. A 
little while ago I sent a woman to 
see the prefect. The prefect clerk 
said to her: ‘Well, madame, who 
is this person Clemenceau?’ That 
shows I have been forgotten. 
That’s about the only real victory 
I have achieved in my life.”

Guatemala Limits 
Rebel Chief’s Right 

To Take Presidency
By United Press.

GUATEMALA CITY, March 15.—  
Guatemala’s new constitution, which 
became effective today, prohibits the 
re-election of presidents within 12 
years after the expiration of their 
first term.

The regulations governing presi­
dential re-election are the most ad­
vanced of any Latin-American repub­
lic, the framers of this new constitu­
tion having preferred to make dras­
tic rules .rather than to risk turning 
control of the state over to a self- 
perpetuating regime.

Another constitutional principle 
adopted establishes the nation’s own­
ership of subsoil oils or minerals, and 
prohibits the alienation of such nat­
ural wealth. Others amplify the 
state’s functions as potector of indi­
vidual rights, authoribing it to engage 
actively in work tending to foster na­
tional and private wealth, to fight il­
literacy, promote sanitation, and set­
tle labor troubles.

Holding prisoners without com­
munication with their friends is for­
bidden, and the greatest latitude is 
declared for rights of habeas corpus.

Making into a fundamental law 
one of the most important of stipu­
lations of the 1923 Washington con­
ference, the new constitution forbids 
the head of a revolutionary move­
ment, coup d’ etat or other armed up­
rising from becoming president dur­
ing the presidential term in which 
order was disturbed, or the following 
term.

Those who have held high military 
command or been secretary of state 
in the “ de facto” regime are also pro­
hibited from being presidential can­
didates, as in the vice president or 
First designate. Finally, the secre­
tary of state serving at election time 
or six months before-hand, cannot j 
be elected president.

Monopolies and priveleges of all 
kinds are abolished. Concessions for 
new industries cannot exceed a pe­
riod of 10 years, and congress has ef­
fective control on all matters refer­
ring to concessions, international 
loans or the national budget.

Government employes, except those j 
in university work, cannot be elected 
to congress; and army officers are 
also barred unless they are working 
under the orders of the executive or 
the judiciary. Soldiers are not al­
lowed to vote.

Maximum independence has been 
given to the judiciary. Articles for­
bidding re-election of the president | 
can only be amended by a two-thirds 
vote in two consecutive legislatures, 
and no amendment can be made ef­
fective until six years after its adop­
tion.

Hungarians Unveil 
Statue Of Kossuth, 

Nations Big Patriot
NEW YORK, March 15.— Thou­

sands of persons witnessed the un­
veiling of the statue of Louis Kos­
suth, Hungarian patriot and states­
man, today on Riverside Drive.

Ceremonies in connection with the 
unveiling were among the most color­
ful and impressive in the history of 
New York. A roar of applause rose 
from the thousands of spectators: as 
two beautiful Hunragian girls, one 
representing Hungary and one the 
United States, pulled cords which per­
mitted the concealing drapes to fall 
aside and reveal the heroic figure of 
the great Hungarian.

A chorus of one thousand voices 
sang the American and Hungarian 
national anthem, and the Kossuth 
song of the Hungarian peasants.

After the singing, the $35,000 
statue— a masterpiece by the Hun­
garian sculptor, John Hovai— was 
presented to the city of New York 
by a representative of Hungary. 
Mayor James J. Walker of New 
York, in accepting the gift on behalf 
of the city, thanked, the Hungarian 
nation and the Hungarian residents 
of the United .States.

In the program of speaking, which 
included prominent Hungarians and 
Americans, emphasis was placed up­
on the similarity of political ideals, 
in the two countries. Kossuth was 
compared with Washington and Lin­
coln as a champion of liberty, and 
was extolled as the founder of modern 
Hungary.

Tonight a banquet for more than 
1,000 persons will be held in the ball­
room of the Hotel Commodore to 
celebrate the unveiling. Prominent 
Hungarian and American statesmen 
will he among the speakers.

'Tbmktrrow la, festive march, 'will, 
be made from the Battery to the 
City Hall to commemorate the ar­
rival in the United States of Louis 
Kossuth on December 4, 1851. The 
march will include the Hungarian 
delegation and the thousands of dele­
gates from various parts of the 
United States whef attended today’s 
ceremonies. At the city had Mayor 
Walker will receive the processional.

On March 17, at 12:30 p. m., the

Hungarian Chamber of Commerce o£, 
the United States will be host to the j 
Budapest Chamber of Commerce and 
the delegation from Hungary. At 9 
p. m., a hall will be given in the Man­
hattan Opera House.

On March 18, after a monster con­
cert at the Century theatre, the Hun­
garian delegation will depart for 
Washington where it will be received 
on March 19 by President Calvin 
Coolidge of the United States.

The pressure of public opinion may 
force the Amateur Athletic Union to 
relent and permit Lloyd Hahn to go 
abroad in advance of the American 
Olympic team.

Such a course is being urged by 
sportsmen, not only in this country 
but in Europe. Men who hope to 
compete against the Nebraskan in 
the Olympic games are urging that 
he be given every opportunity to be- 

icome acclimated so that he can give 
his best at Amsterdam.

| This is an example of sporting 
i spirit worthy of the Olympic ideal. 
But the A. A. U. does not see it that 
way.

Hahns wishes no particular favors 
but would like to practice under con­
ditions similar to those he will en­
counter at Amsterdam, conditions to 
which Dr. Peltzer, Douglas Lowe, 
Seraphim Martin, Paavo Nurmi and 
others are accustomed.

Before saliing for home, Dr. Pe!t-> 
zer urged that the Nebraskan be 
sent abroad. English runners, talk­
ing on the subject, have expressed 
the hope that Hahn will be afforded 
every opportunity in the way of 
training.

Sportsmen respect other sports­
men, and are interested in seeing the 
best man win. That phrase is not 
always the bunk. The best athletes 
of Europe would regret the defeat 
of Hahn at Amsterdam if it occur­
red solely because the B. A. A. run­
ner was not accustomed to the Hol­
land climate.

The 800 metres run at the Olympic 
Games promises to be the greatest in 
the history of that event, and 800 
metre runs always have been among 
the high spots of all Olympiads.

There was the famous race, in 
1908, when old Mel Sheppard was in 
his prime and won for the United 
States in 1 :52 4-5. Then at Stock­
holm, four years later, Ted Mere­
dith, a schoolboy, upset things , by 
racing to victory.

England’s great runners, A. G 
Hill and D. G. A. Lowe, then came

to the fore, and the 800 metres run 
ceased to be an American event. Hi11 
won at Antwerp in 1920 and Lowe 
at Paris in the 1924 games.

This year, there will be Hahn, who 
recently set a new world’s record for 
the half mile; Dr. Peltzer, who holds 
the world’s record of 1:51 3-5 for 
the 800 metres; Seraphim Martin, 
the strapping young Frenchman; 
Lowe and a host of others.

On his showing against the watch, 
the American could take the measure 
of all that great field. Time trials 
seldom win Olympic races, howevei, 
since the competition is so stern 
that more is required than mere 
speed of limb. Hahn has the heart 
as well.

The Frenchman, Martin, if prop­
erly coached, would make a lot of 
trouble for the best of them. He 
has the speed and courage, lacking 
only the finesse which a good coach 
could impart.

It may be that if Hahn is allowed 
to go abroad in sufficient time to 
prepare adequately for the test, the 
Nebraskan will take his place along 
with Sheppard, J. D. Lightbody, and 
Poul Pilgrim, whose names are syn­
onymous with American victories "ini 
the middle distance Olympic events.

Rail Line Being Laid 
Into Frozen Region 

Of Northern Canada
By United Press.

THE PAS, Manitoba, March 15.—  
The Canadian winter has generally 
been considered anything but an ally 
of those engaged in railway, or kin­
dred works of construction. How­
ever, the contractors laying the steel 
into the Film Flon area, a mineral 
legion adjacent to The Pas in whose 
development the Harry Payne Whit­
ney interests of New York have a 
controlling share, are. making a bene­
fit rather than a hardship out of the 
frigid conditions prevailing in the 
north.

The first part of the 84 miles of 
line to be constructed and in opera­
tion by December 31 next is largely 
composed of muskeg, according to the 
recent report made by C. S. Gzo- 
wski, chief engineers of the construc­
tion department of the Canadian Na­
tional Railways. At the present time

this country is frozen over. After 
the spring break-up it will become 
sofe and virtually impassable for 
heavy traffic.

Accordingly the engineers on the 
location realizing this, working un­
der pressure night and day. cover­
ing the snow-bound territory by 
snowmobile, dog team and snowshoe, 
cleared the right of way for the first 
50 miles. Over this they laid the 
track on the surface of the ground, 
blocking the low spots with timber 
ana ties. This is only possible be­
cause .of the extreme solidity of ti e 
ground.

It is expected that by March 20 
the steel will be laid to Mile 50.

Graves of Heroes Of 
War Of 1812 To Give

Wav To River Levees
By United Press.

NEW ORLEANS, March 15.— The 
graves of more than 200 war heroes 
in Chalmette National cemetery, just 
south of New Orleans, must be dis­
turbed after the occupants have slept 
peacefully since 1912. The removal 
of the dead, all in the “ unknown sol­
dier” section is made necessary by 
the recent decision of the Mississippi 
river engineers that an additional 
levee must be constructed through 
a part of the hallowed burial 
grounds to protect two southern 
Louisiana parishes from possible 
danger from high waters.

Investigation and soundings taken 
by engineers disclosed that the river 
bank was saving and that these give- 
ways were undermining the old levee. 
The new levee was determined upon 
as a double, precaution against the 
recurrence of flood stages on the 
Mississippi.

The soldiers were killed in the bat­
tle of Chalmette when the Americans 
defeated General Pakenham’s forces 
and thus stopped the British in­
vasion of the southland.

On the majority of grave markers 
appear only numbers, corresponding 
with a similar number in old army 
records. These numerals aid ceme­
tery officials in keeping track of 
graves. Now and then a last name 
or the abbreviation of a state appears 
on a marker, indicating that the oc­
cupant of the grave was at least part­
ly identified before burial.

Chalmette cemetery is a show 
place. Its lanes and driveways, 
shaded by huge oaks and magnolias, 
attract tourists from all over the 
country.
