The police, whose stool pigeon he
was, charge now that he killed at
least 22, but Haarmann sitting in
solitary confinement in the town jail
of Hindenburg’s home-town, swears
it ‘“was only 14.” Beyond that, he
will not go. He refuses details of his
operations and of the strange blood-
lust that caused him to lure youths to
his den in the shadow of police head-
quarters . at Hanover and there
slaughter them by tearing open their
throats, vampire-like, and sucking

5 their blood.

Nor will he tell the police any-
thing to help them clear up the mys-
tery of how he succeeded in a period
of three years to slaughter so many
victims without ever being suspected
of such gross crimes. The police now
recall that he had been held pre-
viously because some of his male
acquaintances disappeared mysteri-
ously, but they were unable to pin
anything onto him. And it was only)
a short time ago that the Leine be-
gan giving up its dead, which finally
opened the eyes of the police about
their stool pigeon Haarmann.

Sold Flesh as hieat.

. They swooped down on his ‘den,
used as an old clothes shop and meat
market and found some indications
of his murderous pursuits; likewise!
made the revolting discovery that
Haarmann, like the famous Berlin
butcher-murderer, Grossmann, may
have sold some of his victims’ flesh
as meat.

Further digging brought to light
the charatcer of Haarmann’s activ-
ities. ~The Leine was drained and
yielded up many bags of incriminat-
ing bones—mute evidence of Haar-
mann’s murderous lust.

The police then unraveled a bit of
the complicated story. Haarmann
and an accomplice lured youths to
den with promises of money, some-
times also telling them that they could
be entertained by his mythical “beau-
tiful 14-year-old daughter.”

Haarmann operated chiefly around
the Hanover railroad station.

He had a false police document
permitting him entrance to the build-
ing at all hours of the day ‘and
night. = Here he found unemployed
youths who had no homes, and be-
sought them to share his quarters.

.Most of the homeless needéd no
urging. They went willingly with
the vampire, who gave them to eat
and offered them a bed wherein to
sleep.

But as they slept, Haarmann kill-
ed them, opening the jugular vein
with his fang-like teeth. Then he
chopped- up. the. bodies and threw,
them, in sacks, into. the Leine.

Let Out of Asylum

That Haarmann escaped the hand
of the law so long has caused a storm
of public anger in Hanover. ,Haar-
mann, it develops, was at one time
in an insane asylum but was let out
again despite the fact that the au-

‘| thorities then established that he was

not ‘“accountable” for any deeds he
might commit. The public rage is
the deeper since it has developed that
ﬂaarmann was permitted to engage
in a number of shady deals simply
because he helped the police with his
stool-pigeon activities. :

The affair has even taken on 'a
political aspect. Efforts are being
made to ‘‘get” District = President
Noske (former war minister) be-
cause of the link between the au-
thorities and the vamnire.

Haarmann is a tall, gorilla-like
man. He . comes of a respectable

i family, who wanted to place him in

the army. But'it developed soon
that he was mentally and physically
unfit for the officer career. There-
fore he sunk rapidly into the depths
of vice and degeneracy, going from
theft and swindling to murder in
its crassest forms.

When the case comes to trial, ex-
perts will be called in, and, under
the German law, Haarmann, despite
the horribleness of his crimes, will
be leniently -handled, if it is proven
that he is a victim of a degeneracy
complex which he could not master.

PLANTERS USING WHIPS .
TO FIGHT GRASSHOPPERS

e

LITTLE ROCK, Ark. — (United
Press)—Planters in Arkansas are
using large groups of negroes w;th
leech whips ‘to drive dqstructlve
grasshoppers from their fields, ac-
cording to H. K, Thatcher, of the
College of Agriculture, University of
Arkansas. :

J. D. Bethea, county agent, Little
River county, has wired that grass-
hoppers, .coming from Oklahoma, are
eating up many acres of the cotton
crop in his county, cutting all the
leaves and part of the stem of the
cotton. W. M, Galbright, Foreman,
has 200 acres infected. Some corn
is being damaged, also. The method
recommended by the department of
entomology, College of Agriculture,
University of Arkansas—which may
be obtained upon request—is being
used.  “In some places the hedge
rows sprinkled with kerosene and th’e;
hoppers = driven _ into the hedge,
Thatcher says. ‘“Reports are that the
hoppers were killed instantly. We
are planning a Systematic campaign
against the pest.”

OLYMPIC GAMES
ARE DEFENDED
BY THOMPSON

ot

(United rress Statt Corresponden’)

NEW YORK, Aug. 7.—Returning
from the Olympic games, that fine|
old sportsman, Colonel Robert II.!
Thompson, president of the Ameri-
can Olympic committee, decries at-
tacks upon the interrational contests.

“T look upon the Paris Olympiad as
the greatest achievement 1} sport
ever known,” he said, deploring the,
fact that the question of the adv.s-
ability of holding the games should
ever be raised.

It will be recalled that at the con-
clusion of the meeting in Paris many
critics, sport writers and athletes ex-|
pressed the opinion that the Oylmpici
games were breeding discord.. They
cited unfortunate and unpleasant in-|
cidents at Colombes, Argenteuil and
| Les Tourelles in which, let it be said
without fear or contradiction, poor
sportsmanship was shown by French
spectators.

To these critics, Colonel Thomp-
son’-replies that it was mob spirit,
rot popular feeling, which was evi-
denced on those occasions. He re-
minds us that on occasions we have
the same thing in this country. Our
baseball games are often the scenes
‘of disgraceful rioting—one recalls
1a deplorable example of this at De-
troit during a game between the
Yarkees and the Tigers—while in
other branches of sport the specta-
tors have shown good sportsmanship.
Just: -as the city of Detroit would re-
sent having its good name blackened
by the actions of thoughtless fans, so
are the Frénch entitled to regret the
incidents at Paris, while not accept-
ing blame for them.

All the poor sportsmanship shown
at Paris was not confined to the
spectatérs by any means. There were
fights and bits and threats of mop-
bing and all manner of things that
crop up in the heat of athletic con-
flict. §

These unpleasant things are incon-
sequential,. viewed in retrospect, Col-
onel Thompson assures us. Every-
thing taken into consideration, he
says, France did quite well.

What is more important than find-
ing excusses for our hosts, however,

mind that our men and women gain-
ed muech from association with fel-
low athletes from all parts of the
world. :
One thing favored by Colonel
Thompson in common with other
critics of the Olympic games is im-
mediate Teduction "of. the program
to reasonable.limit, eliminating many!
of the events. Standardization of
the rules governing the others is an-
other necessity, he believes. = Com-
petitors frequiently were handicapped
by their absence of standardization.
Almost everyoné who came back
from Paris this summer favored re-
vision and reéduection. ‘
