scale.

e painters claim that they have a
1 ‘ union contract with Daly whereby
heis to pay the Ranger price for paint-
ers. 'Three and one-half days’ work were
done at the $10 price before the order
was issued setting forth the $8 price.

The contractor contends that he will
lose money at the higher rate. After going
into the terms of his contract with Walsh
& Burney, who are constructing the build-
ing, the painters’ unitn wired Daly at his
home in San Antonio that=it would pay
him $800 bonus and take his contracts
over. The telegram was dispatched Sun-
day night but had not been answered this
morning. :

It no settlement can be made with Daly,
the painters will refuse to work at the $8
price and if non-union men are put on

-the jobs all other union men who are
working on the buildings will be forced to
walk ofi.

In this event the ward school buildings
which are so necessary for the opening of
school and even in their present state will
probably delay the school opening several
days, will be out of use just as long as
the lockout lasts.

In view of this fact the Chamber of
Commerece sent a telegram to Daly set-
ting forth the possible delay to the use of
the school buildings and asked that he set-
tle the difference as soon as possible.

Jew York Store
- Gives Employes
~Self-Rule Plan

NEW YORK, Sept. 7.—The republi-
can form of government for employes, in-
troduced in certain industrial plants
throughout the country, has been adopted
by a large New York department store.

Employes of this store, numbering
1,700, have a voice in virtually all mat-
ters affecting their relations with the
management, | through . elective bodies
modeled after the bicamoral system of
representation prevailing in the govern-
ment of the United States.

The employes elect members of their
house of representatives and senate di-
rectly, while the executive department,
consisting of a cabinet of five, is named
by the corporation officials. The judic-
iary funections are carried out by a joint
justice committee from the legislative
bodies. All branches of the store govern-
ment derive their powers from a cob-
stitution somewhat similar to the con-
stitution of the nation.

Employes Tax Wages.

The fixing of wage and working con-
diions are included in the broad powers
of the house and senate, while the jus-
‘tice committee may bring about the ex-
pulsion of an employe from the concern,
or if they find a worker has heen un-
justly discharged, they can have him re-
instated. The acts of the legislature may
be vetoed by the cabinet, but this hgs
no beeu necessary as yet, it was said
by the officials of the concern.

Improvement of the service rendered
by the store to its customers in the end
of muea of the legislation enacted by
the workers, but the bettering of he mo-
rale of the force of employes also brings
Pmany bills to the floor of the houge and
senate, which' convenes onc day in each
week. ;

Conditions Bettered.

~_cash prizes for all suggestions put in

use and no suggestion is rejected until
an investigation has been made by the
committee. :

An increase in the ecarning power of
each employe is one of the purposes of
the new store government and eccnemy
dividends are paid on the saving in the
percentage of operating expense. A mer-
it system has been inaugurated by the
workers, grades for each employe being
made out monthly on a basiy of their
ability, experience and cooperative work.
An average grade is reached by balancing
those turned in for all workers by their
direct superiors—floor managers, buycrs,
assistant buyers and department heads.

“NOT SEEKING
BEST EVIDENCE”
SENATORS TOLI

CHICAGO, Sept.  T7.—The senatorial
committee investigating campaign expend-
itures of the Republican party “is not
seeking the best evidence” to prove Gov.

SERBS FORBID
RELIEF WORK IN
MONTENEGRO

LONDON, Sept. 7.—Charges that the

Serbian military forees have stopped 2
British and a Canadian mission from do-
ing relief work in Montenegro are made
by Alex Devine of Winchester in a state-
ment he has just issued.

Mr. Devine deseribes himself as a
friend of Montenegro whose only interest
in that country is that it shall have a
chance of determing its own fate—a
right that has been denied to Monte-
grins alone of all the recognized allied
nations, owing to the forcible , seizure
of their country by Serbian = troops,”
Mr. Devine denies the report that he is
a ‘“paid agent” of Nicholas, formerly
king of Montenegro.

Mr. Devine alleges that the British re-
lief mission was prevented. from entering
Montenegro by Serbian military forces
acting on orders from Belgrade and
under threats of viglence was compell-
ed to retire to a base in Italy.

People Terrified.

According to Mr. Devine, the Cana-
dain medical mission, headed by Colonehl
Burnham which had been operating in
Montenego for some time also has been
stopped. He states that Colonel Burn-
ham has appealed to the British foreign
secretary for protection, informing the
secretary that “the seriousness of the sit-
uation here, created by the Serbs, admits
no delay” and asking that the British
government ensure the gsafety of the
mission. Mr. Devine quotes Colonel
Burnham as accusing the Serbians of
siezing the boats and material of the mig
sion and of terrorizing his people. Mr
Devine says:

“When the veil is lifted from the Ipek
country there will be found a condition
of affairs which will come as a rude
shock to those who have put their con-
fidence and given their help to the Serbs.
The reign of terror ix complete, there
are not man® Montenegrins, and in, an-
other years there will be none left. The
entire country is mourning and it is no
longer possible for these people to exist,
many have lost their reason and all are
in_the direst destress. Montenegro is
being done to death.”

HISTORY AND SCIENCE
REFUTE EXISTENCE OF
PETE ISLAND TREASURE

GALVESTON, Sept. 7.—Searchers af-
ter buried silver on the mainland opposite
Pete Island, eighteen miles southeast of
Corpus Christi, Texas, probably are
doomed to disappointment, in the opinion
of Dr. J. O. Dyer, a local writer on his-
torical and scientific subjects. The rush
of treasure seekers began with the dis-
covery recently of twenty-five skeletons,
popularly believed to be those of -members
of the crew of a Spanish treasure shin
which foundered off the Texas coast
early in the cighteenth century. No rec-
ord is abailable of any such wreck.

The “life” of a skeleton buried in the
sands of the beaches of the coastal coun-
try, Dr. Dyer points out, is not over forty
yvears,

He says also that treasuré ships from
Mexico to Spain were discontinued after
1820, partly because of the activities of
Jean Laffitte’s fleet of buccaneers.

Even before that time the Spaniards
tried to avoid excessive losses from storms
and [Lafitte’s fleet of buccaneering wves-
sels and fifty -Spaniards transported less
than twenty tons of silver bullion to the
vessel. Then. the current rate in Mexico
was approximately $10 a troy pound. The
most valuable of all Lafitte's prizesy the
Sevilla, carried only $150,000 in spécie.

Lafitte’s captured  treasure, acmi"di’ng
to ‘the records extant, was buried
three caches. T'wo of these were located
on Galveston Island and the third on a
small island to the east, which wa§ com-
pletely washed away during a storm in
1829. ;

There have been mary reports of  the
discovery on this coast of caches of coin
or chests from tradifig ships. containing
from $3,000 to $1%,000. i

BRAZIL ISSUES BONDS T0
BUILD WORKERS’ HOUSES

RIO JANEIRO, Sept. 7.—Both fed-
eral and municipal governments are about
to take action to relieve the shortage of
houses here.

In the chamber of deputies a bill has
been introduced . providing for a special
bond issue of $50,000,000 for the con-
straction of houses for working families.
In the municipal council a measure was
presented providing that all the workers’
houses built in the next two years be
free from the usual municipal taxes.

The federal bill proposes the construc-
tion, under the municipal administration,
of 20,000 houses in various districts of
the capital wherever nationally or muniei-
pally owned ground is available. It is in-
tended that the houses shall be sold to
heads of working families, payment be-
ing spread over a period of twenty years.
In addition, the bill provides for the con-
struction of two huge apartment houses,
for families and for bachelors, respective-
ly, with common kitchens and other com-
munal installations, the rent being placed
at a very low figure.

Deering, in the. Republican primaries, is
opposed 'to Bertrand G. Melntire of Nor-
way, whom Milliken defeated tweo years
ago by 5,015 votes.

Both parties and gubernatorial candi-
dates have made the l.eague of Nations
a fighting issue.

How
can I bleached it? The old-fashioned
way of placing it wet in the sun does
not even seem to help it”
Answer—Buy Javelle water at any
drug store. 'To ever pail of clear wat-
er add 1 to 2 cups of Javelle water (do
not boil) Plunge the linen into this
mixture, after washing it clean, and
leave it .in for 3 or 4 minutes, then take
it out and wash it in hot asopy water.
Repeat this process if necessary.

Bound Buttonholes Made on the Mach-
ine—First dectide how frar apart you
want them to be and cut a strip of
drilling (or whatever material you wish
to use) o that width. Bind both ends
of this material. Then cut across this
strip in little strips one-half inch wid-
er than the buttonhole. Set the bound
edges ‘together, two by two, and stitch
down both sides, finasty covering the
edges with binding. The buttonhole
strip iy now ready to sew on the _opron.
Farmer’'s Wife—‘“We live near a rail-
road and sometimes one of our cows gets
killed by a train. How ecan I use the
beef, so that it will not be t total loss?
Answer—Canned Beef—Cut the -meéat
into slices which can be easily handled
and roast or boil it slowly for 30 min-
utes.

Canned Corned » Beef—Dissolve rock
salt in water until will float a raw po-
tato, then plunge in the meat, weight
it down, cover the crock and let stand
from two to four days—according to
the degree of saltness you like. At the
end of this period of corning, take the
beef out, ‘soak it for 2 hours in clear
water to freshen it (chinging the water
once) then boil it slowly for 30 minutes.
Plunge it into cold water, removing.
gristle, bone and excessive fat; cut the
meat into small pieces, pack it closely
into jars, put rubbers and caps into pos-
ition anl sterilize for 4 hours in your
washboiler,

30,000 Teachers
Needed by Texas
- Public Schools

AUSTIN, Sept. 7.—DMore than 30,000
teachers will be needed in Texas public
schools during the coming term, accord-
ing to the state superintendent of publice
instruction, and with the long-term
schools epening about the middle of this
month, the teacher situation is no better
than it was last year when 2,000 schools
closed because of lack of teachers.

Reports to the state department of edu-
cation show that city schools are fairly
well supplied with teachers, but rural
schools are having considerable difficulty
in finding the instructors needed.

The average salary -of Texas teachers
last year was \\x\’()ﬁ Rural teachers
aveeraged $i , while urban teachers
averaged according to figures
comprled by ihu department of education.

With the scholastic apportionment in-
cereased from $8.50 to$14.50 per capita,
officials of the department declare that
considerable more money will be available
to apply to teachers’ salaries.

The effect of Tow salaries is shown by
the ‘faet that in 1915 .thers were 7,777
male teachers in Texas, while. last year
there were only 5,229 male teachers in the
state’s publie schoals.
