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MIKE BOSLEY UNDER INVESTIGATION
C. OF C. TAKES UP 
D A L Y  PAINTERS 
DISPUTE ON PAY
Completion of Three School 

Buildings Delayed by 
Controversy.

In the controversy between the local 
painters union and Walter J. Daly, who 
has the contract i for the painting of the 
three ward school buildings and the 
Hodges & Neal building on Main street, 
the union claims that it has a contract 
with Daly for the Ranger scale of wages. 
This morning Mr. Daly who is here to 
try and settle the matter denied that 
any such contract existed and said that 
his eonract for the painting was based on 
an $8 scale, and was made before the 
Ranger union came into existence. He 
made his estimate on the scale that pre­
vailed in Fort Worth at the time he fig­
ured on the contracts here, he said.

An effort will be made this afternoon 
to settle the matter. A committee com­
posed of representatives of the union, 
and of the Chamber of Commerce and 
Mr. Daly, are threshing the matter out 
this afternoon and will try to reach an 
agreement.

Daly issued orders several days ago that 
no painters could work on >' the building 
except at a wage of $8 per day. Local 
paiters, whose union scale is $10, refused 
to work and it is thought unless an agree­
ment can be reached the school buildings 
so badly needed will be involved in a lock­
out.

DINED WITH VILLA; COST 
HIM FIVE THOUSAND

ATCHISON, Kan., Sept. 10.— It cost 
Karl' Haegelin. formerly a resident of 
Atchison, $5,000 to be a “ dinner guest.’ * 
of Francisco Villa, the Mexican ex-bandit 
leader, according to a letter from Mr. 
Haegelin, who is president of a brewing 
company at Sabinas, Coahuila, Mexico, 
by relatives here. At the time of Haege- 
lin’s experiences, reports of the “ kidnap­
ping’’ were carried in press dispatches. In 
his letter the brewer says it was really an 
“ invitation affair” and probably was Vil­
la’s last bandit act, as the following day 
lie surrendered to the federal forces.

After a corps of Villa’s men had raided 
the brewery and had been appeased by 
a diplomatic employe who gave the ban­
dits twenty pesos each, Haegelin says lie 
was informed of Villa's invitation to din­
ner. They virtually placed the brewer un­
der arrest and accompanied him to Vil­
la’s headquarters where he dined with the 
bandit chieftain, Villa carried the role of 
a most hospitable host, according to 
Haegelin’s letter, then in conclusion in­
formed his guest that he must write a 
check for 10,000 pesos, which Hagelin 
did.

The following day Haegelin requested 
Villa to return some mules which the 
bandits had driven away from the .brew­
ery. He complied with the request.

CANADA TO PLANT TREES 
IN CUT-OVER DISTRICTS

Bv ^Associated Press
OTTAWA, Out., Sept. 10.—Three mil­

lion pine and spruce trees have been 
planted in the cut-over and burned-over 
areas of wood pulp forests in Ontario this 
year, according to Dr. E. J. M. De- 
oheme, deputy minister of lands and for­
ests of the province. This is figured at 
the rate of two new trees for every three 
cut or burned down. This is the first step 
in a government campaign to l’e-establish 
the wood pulp forces on a productive basis 
as quickly as possible.

“To increase the supply of wood pulp,” 
said Dr. Deeheme, “ the government has 
made experiments which prove that jack 
pine and aspen can be used successfully 
in the manufacture of print paper. It is 
making an effort to induce manufacturers 
to utilize these trees. I am sure, in view 
of the world shortage of prjnt paper, the 
manufacturers will come to this in time. 
There are millions of tons of this kind 
of timber available in Canada and its use 
will add materially to the wood and pulp 
supply. The shortage at present, how­
ever, is due less to . lack of timber than 
to inadequate mill facilities.”

“The present shortage has led to vastly 
increased investments in the wood pulp 
industry. New mills are being built in 
northern Manitoba and British Columbia 
which will exploit immense new sources 
of wood pulp supply.

ter of Ranger, named- in his honor. 
The American Legion baud will play 
the funeral march as the cortege,

San Antonio, Texas. Three of his 
brothers also were in service, Mar­
tin. Fonzo and 'Evan.

MILAN LABOR MEN 
ARM AT BEHEST OF 

SOCIALIST WORKERS

MILAN, Sept. 10.— Members of the 
socialist group of the Italian parliament 
are leaders in a general confederation of 
labor here. Representatives of the feder­
ation of metal workers have conferred 
with delegates sent by the employers to 
the labor representatives.

It has been reported for several days 
that workers who have taken over in­
dustrial plants here have been arming 
themselves. It is not known where they 
secured military supplies, said to include, 
rifles, helmets, searchlights, hand gre­
nades and machine guns. The labor men 
go through military drills each morning 
under supervision of a former officer of 
the Italian army. The military organi­
zation is in charge of a rabid revolu­
tionist named Schiavello, who has be­
come a sort of commander in chief.

OPENS IN QUAKE
ZONE OF ITALY

ROME, Sept. 10.—A volcanic crater 
has suddenly opened at the top of Pizzo 
D’Ucello, a mountain 5,845 feet high, 
about nine miles northeast of Spezia, lo­
cated on what appears to be the north­
west corner of the district shaken by 
Tuesday’s earthquake. A telegram from 
Spezia says that the crater is emitting 
smoke and sulphuric fumes. Scientists 
attribute the volcanic outbreak to the 
earthquake.

GERMAN EXPERTS EXPLAIN
BERLIN, Sept. 10.—Attendants at the 

Seismographic station at Jena suggest 
that the possible cause of the Italian 
earthquake is the sinking of the earth 
along mountains bordering the gulf of 
Genoa. Experts say that the disturbance 
indicates stupendous caving zones in the 
earth’s surface.

According to the confession, this was to be Bosley’s 
share of the gambling game haul.

One of the robbers who was arrested at the Moore hotel 
in connection with the cabaret holdup has been identified, 
officers say, as Charley Mims of Fort Worth, who is known to

have killed two men and is now; 
under bond for shooting a man 
named Robinson.

Robinson is also the name Mims gave 
as being that of his companion in the rob­
bery yesterday.

Robinson was shot because he had 
“ squealed” to the police about Mims as 
being implicated in a former killing in 
that city, it is said. Information re­
ceived this morning from Fort Worth is 
that the gun man has been missing from 
Fort Worth for several days. ,

Barnes followed, not seeing the men 
until he got to the Rogers garage on Rusk 
street. Near the garage he was told that 
the men had run down he garage alley. 
He stepped inside the alley entrance and 
saAv the men behind the truck with their 
pistols in their hands. The deputy 
sheriff said at this point he Avheeled to 
run to the Rusk street entrance Avhen 
one of the men fired, hitting him in the 
neck.

Shot Doaati.
In spite of the wound, he Avent to the 

front entrance, where his leg A v a s  shot out 
from under him. The officer said that 
by the time he reached the front of the 
place many people Avere in the way and 
he did not dare use his gun. After he 
had failed from the shot in the ankle 
three more sho>w were fired at him.

He declared r  .£ the men AArere only ten 
feet away from him and had a fair chancel 
to kill him.

Alleged Gunman Talks.

yesterday afternoon to Justice of the 
Peace McFatter and Attorney Ourtis said 
that he came from Fort Worth to Breck- 
enridge several days ago. A day later he 
wen back to Fort Worth, returning yes­
terday morning. After reaching Ranger, 
he declared that he met the other man, 
who he called Robinson.

He and this man got “ ginned up,” he 
said, went across to Pine street and made 
some one in there buy them drinks with 
their guns. Later he said they left and 
both he and his companion shot at John 
Barnes.

BUDAPEST, Sept. 10.—“ The peoples 
f Europe are in a (lark, deep pit and they 

must work themselves out of it,” says

Roland Hegedus. hank director and lec­
turer At the Budapest university.

“The United States is richer than she 
knows, but she cannot reconstruct Europe 
by loans. All the nations of Europe are 
beset with a succession of political and 
economic problems that are well nigh in- 
solvable.

“ Russia is the key to the situation and 
until some sort of consistent government 
is established there, we can hope for lit­
tle here.

“ What the United States can do, per­
haps, is to work to secure free trade with 
these Central European countries. None 
of us can do any business with tariff fron­
tiers. /

Armies Eat Up Incomes.
“ I believe the papn ey situation 

will force a revision of the peace treaties. 
All these little nations are living from 
hand to mouth, printing up money to keep 
going. Poland is hardly a year old and 
she already has a national debt of 130,- 
000.000.000 marks, with a 40,000.000,000 
deficit. The same is more or less true of 
Czechoslovakia, of Hungary and of al 
of us. The armies are eating up half our 
incomes, yet each neighbor is afraid to 
disarm because of possible attacks from 
neighbors.

“ With this paper money carnival, Cen­
tral Europe can not trade with countries 
having better moneys, such as Spain 
Holland and Switzerland. This situation 
also applies to Italy and France.

“Meanwhile our civilization is going by 
tiie board. Because of the exchange, our 
universities and reading people cannot af­
ford to subscribe for science or law pub 
lioations of England or the United States.

“ For the same reason our educated but 
impoverished classes can not go abroad 
to find work, provided they could secure 
passports.

“These conditions are not altogether 
the, results of a big war, but of a bad 
peace, which has fallen harder on Hun­
gary than any other country. God made 
her the center of a geographical unit and 
the peace frontiers ruin not only uev, 
Hungary but the parts taken away.”

Mrs. Sheehy-Skeffington (recently elect­
ed judge of the newly constituted Su­
preme court of the Irish republic), says 
she will administer justice by confidence 
and not through fear.

on Ocean Wave
Hv Associated Press

WASHINGTON, Sept. 10.—More than 
18,000 merchant marine officers have' been 
graduated from the shipping board's 
training schools since their establish men) 
three years ago arm Yli’ pcr cent, of the 
graduates have been licensed for service 
at st a, records of the board’s recruiting 
service show.

Officers for lire government owned mer­
chant marine are trained at Camp Samrf. 
Va., San Francisco and Seattle. Four 
wooden ships1 operate on the Atlantic 
coats as combination training ships and 
cargo carriers. Each has a capacity of 
200 apprentices and 1,200 tons .of cargo.

On the Pacific coast one wooden ship 
carrying 1,800 tons of cargo and II 
apprentices and a new 1,800 ton steel 
vessel with space for 148 apprentices op­
erate on the triangular run between Se­
attle, the Hawaiian Islands and San 
Francisco.

To Enlarge Work.
Extension and development of its sys­

tem of training Americans to command 
the craft of the merchant marine is 
planned by the -shipping board. It is 
suggested that shore station be main­
tained where men from all sections of 
the country can be assembled and given 
instruction in seamanship, boat drill and 
other preliminary work.

The men would then be sent to the sea 
in modern steel freight ships which would 
be utilized as~eoiiibinationCargo carriers 
arid'training vessels, carrying about 125 
apprentices. It is planned" to place these 
ship* in a trade which would insure a 
voyage out and return in about sixty 
days, four vessels on the Atlantic and two 
ou the Pacific.

Free Education. /
Concurrently with the sea training the 

recruiting service plans the establish­
ment at colleges and universities near 
the principal American ports of' a mari­
time commerce course which would in­
clude accounting, business correspond­
ence, business principles, economics, ele­
ments of statistics, markets, transporta­
tion, principles of foreign trade, exports 
and imports, languages, railroad and 
maritime rates, business administration, 
business law, admiralty law, advertising, 
ship operation and other basic subjects.

The year would be divided into four 
three-month periods, the first one or two 
quarters to be spent in college work and 
the subsequent quarters in practice un­
der competent supervision in the offices of 
steamship companies and on board ships. 
The men would be paid for their services 
while employed in offices anU on vessels 
and thus would be able to obtain their 
education without financial cost to them.

It would be sought to so arrange the 
course as to extend over a period of four 
years with a degree upon completion. 
Shipping board officials believe this would 
build up and leave many other well 
trained men in all branches of maritime 
commerce.
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Coal Shortage

N-OT—TO—AMERICANIZE
ENGLISH DRUG STORES

LONDON, Sept. 10.— George M. Gales, 
who has become by a dramatic stroke the 
foremost drug purveyor in the world, is at 
present in London. He is president of the 
Liggett company, which operates the 
largest chain of drug stores in America, 
and is vice president of the United Drug 
company, the largest manufacturing com­
pany in the States. Recently he has be­
come the managing director of the Boots 
Pure Drug company.

Mr. Gales is alert in movement and has 
keen eyes sot in a strong face. He is the 
typical American business nuir. in appear­
ance and his every action expresses en­
ergy and determination.

“Business is my hobby,” said Mr. 
Gales recently. “ I derive more pleasure 
from work than from anything else.”

“ We have no desire to Americanize 
the business of the Boots Pure Drug com­
pany, or to Anglicize the business in the 
United States, it is our intention that 
each country shall assimilate the best 
ideas of the other.

“ These great drug companies have not 
beeu amalgamated, but we have formed 
an alliance, with the object of more 
economical working. The total capital 
is between $100,000,000 and $125,000,000 
and the employes in England and the 
United States will number 80,000 to 
40,000.

“The two concerns will be run on busi­
ness lines in accordance with the trade 
traditions of the individual country. 
There is a belief that our American ideas 
of a drug store are far more comprehen­
sive than those prevailing in England. 
This is largely fallacious, because 80 per 
cent of the products that we sell are ex­
actly the same as the goods sold in Eng­
land.

“ 1 hope to arrange for an interchange 
of managers, but not entirely of ideas. 
( inly such methods as are suitable will 
be introduced. I (do not think, for in­
stance, that we should provide the soda 
water fountains here.”

LISBON. Sept. 10.—A coal shortage is 
being keenly felt in Portugal owing. to 
the absence of any good coal producing 
districts in this country. •

All coal for industries was imported 
chiefly from Cardiff and Newrasth and 
since that has ceased and orders placed 
in the United States have been canceled, 
the situation threatens to become serious 
and people are looking forward with 
alarm to the ^coining winter. Abnormal 
conditions exist as a result; all restau­
rants, cafes and places of amusement 
must close promptly at midnight and ex­
ternal illuminations are prohibited.

Depends On Imparts.
There is but little coal produced in 

Portugal, which has been entirely depend­
ent on imported coal. For domestic pur­
poses charcoal is chiefly used all over 
the country in small earthenware stoves 
specially made for its use. Now, how­
ever, even that has disappeared as the 
price of fuel rose1 to such an extent that 
the government was obliged to enforce 
fixed prices. In consequence, although 
there is plenty of charcoal, farmers are 
not sending it to the market, hoping to 
obtain ever-increasing prices for wood.

In the meantime all Portugal is suf­
fering from utter absence of coal and peo­
ple are obliged to buy wood when it is 
obtainable. Middle-class and poor people 
burn sawdust in small iron stoves ex-

ITALIAN BANK FORMED 
TO HELP EX-COMBATANTS
ROME, Sept. 10.—King Victor Eman­

uel, during au audience granted recently 
to John H. Fahey, former president of the 
Chamber of Commerce of the United 
States, and to Alfred Dennis, commercial 
attache to the American embassy, spoke 
at some length about a new bank which 
was recently founded in Itafy.

It is called the Banca Nazionale del 
Reduce, (The National Bank of War 
Survivors) and its special object is to 
give credit to all ex-combatants, helping 
them to start afresh in business; assist­
ing also their widows and orphans, or 
the parents and sisters of those who died 
riurinir the conflict., to all of whom is 
also given a discount of one per cent on 
all operations.

The king, himself, took a personal in­
terest in the development of the new bank 
and invested 50,u00 lire in its shares, 
which he presented to another war insti­
tution, that of the orpnans of fallen sol­
diers.

The king is anxious that the new bank 
should become a link between Italy and 
Italian war survivor? who liv0 abroad, of 
whom there are over 350,000 in America 
alone and an ever greater number in 
Argentina and Brazil.

RECIPES FOR RELISHES.
I receive so many letters from read­

ers Requesting recipes for relishes that I 
have become convinced that the average 
housekeeper is a very thrifty person. For 
most of these letters say, in effect: “ Cold 
meat is helped out so much by a relish 
that I can serve it. sliced for dinner in­
stead of a hot meal— while, without the 
relish, it would seem fit to serve only for 
lunch or supper.” The following relish 
recipes may be helpful :

Spiced Sweet Tomato Relish.—Two 
quarts peeled and sliced tomatoes, 1 quart 
brown sugar, and mixed ground spices to 
suit the individual taste. Allow these in­
gredients to stand well mixed together 
for 3 hours in a preserving kettle, then 
boil down Ou a slow fire until about the 
consistency of jam. When cold, seal with 
paraffin.

Beet Relish.— Four cups chopped beets, 
1 cup chopped onion, 1 cup chopped red 
pepper, 2 cups chopped cabbage, 1-2 cup 
sugar, 2 cups vinegar, 1 tablespoon salt, 3, 
tablespoons white mustard seeds. 1 table­
spoon eelpry seed. Cook the beets in boil­
ing water until the skins loosen, then re­
move the skins and put the beets through 
the food chopper. Put the other vegetable 
also through the food chopper, then 
measure thefn. Place the chopped ingredi­
ents in a preserving kettle, add the sugar, 
seasoning and vinegar and let all boil un­
til the vegetables are tender. Put into 
hot, sterilized jars and seal.

Wild Grape Relish.— Three and one- 
half pounds wild grapes, 1 1-2 pounds 
granulated sugar, 3-4 teaspoon ground 
cinnamon, 1-2 teaspoon allspice, 1-2 tea­
spoon cloves, 1-2 cup vinegar, 1-2 cup wa­
ter. Wash and stem the grapes and put 
them in a double bo>lcr, cooking them un­
til their skins pop. Remove skins and 
press through a sieve fine enough to hold 
the seeds. Put skins with water in a 
saueepan and boil until tender; add the 
drained pulp and all other ingredients 
and let cook slowly until thick. Fill into 
hot, sterilized jars and seal.

Green Tomato Relish.— i^even pounds 
“Teen tomatoes. 5 pounds white sugar, 1 
cup seeded raisins cut in halves, 1 tea­
spoon whole cloves, 1 lemon sliced. Quar­
ter the tomatoes and put them into the 
sugar melted in 1 cup of water. Add the 
raisins, cloves and lemon. Cook until the 
tomatoes begin to curl. Skim them out and 
cook the juice into a thick sirup. Pour 
the sirup over the tomatoes and seal in 
Hit, sterilized jars.

Beet-Cabbage Relish— One pint cooked 
and peeled beets chopped, 1 pint raw cab­
bage chopped, 1-2 cup horseradish, 1-3 cup 
granulated sugar. 1-2 tablespoon salt. 
Cover with vinegar. Do not cook.

NEW YORK, Sept. 10.— When the 
Walker bill legalizing boxing in the state 
of New York was passed there was an 
agonized squawk from a, certain coterie 
of fighters and their managers, who at­
tempted to point out. to the legislature 
that bouts to a decision would have a bad 
effect on boxing because it would keep 
champions from deforming their titles in 
New York— despite the fact that in this 
city more persons will go to see a bout 
than in any otherfl They complained 
that states which have no-decision laws 
would profit.

Whether they were looking at the mat­
ter from the proper angle is best judged 
by these facts:

The governor appointed his boxing 
commssion about a month ago and since 
that time Jack Dempsey, world’s heavy­
weight champion, has signed an agree-

merit calling for his appearance against 
Bill Brennan in a New York ring.

Benny Leonard, world’s lightweight 
champion, has signed articles with Eddie 
Fitzsimmons. They will go fifteen rounds 
to a decision the night of Sept. 17 at 
Madison Square Garden under the ehap- 
eronage of Tex Rickard.

Battling Levinski and Georges Carpen­
tier, light heavyweight champions respect­
ively,' of Europe and the United States, 
are matched to box fifteen rounds to a 
decision the afternoon of Oct. 12 before 
the International Sporting Club at Eb­
bets Field, Brooklyn.

No other bouts have been announced. 
Naturally promoters were eager to have 
champions appear in action for New 
York's public first, and they "went after 
the champions. Jack Kearns, manager 
of Dempsey, sought the match with Bren­
nan. Rickard had absolutely no trouble, 
in getting Leonard’s signature to a &et 
of articles Falling on the lightweight king 
to meet anyone Rickard should select. 
And Fitzsimmons jumped at the chance to 
get the match.

Carpentier is unused to the no-decision 
thing, which has been giving boxing a 
black eye in this country. Levinsky is, 
but he readily agreed to the fifteen rounds 
to a decision when r.lxe International 
Sporting club bid for the match. This 
match was made while Carpentier was 
in the United States on his theatrical 
tour. It was held in abeyance, with 
Jack Curley the matchmaker, while Car­
pentier took his wife home and visited 
his. parents.

Then the howl of managers of fighters 
and the fighters themselves who really 
fear decisions is turned to milk and hon­
ey. Any boxer who consistently ignores 
New York from this time on will be 
known to tlie boxing public as a gent 
who doesn’t care to risk his laurels in 
a decision bout.

There is only one thing regrettable 
about the New York law. It does de­
tract from New Jersey. Twelve-round 
bouts are permitted in that state, but no 
decisions can be given. The poor hand­
ling of bouts in that state by a few clubs 
has already sickened the New York fight- 
loving public, so little real loss will be 
felt. It will work, however, toward keep­
ing champions out of New Jersey rings. 
They can make more money in the New 
YorkV rings,, even if it is certain that they 
must train hard and fight hard in order 
to avoid their just desserts.

Acute Suffering Still Exists
Among Middle C lasses k  Europe, 

Says J o b  R. Mott, of Y. M. C. A,
NEW YORK, Sent. 10 — “ Infinite suf­

fering and acute hardship—especially 
among the middle classes— still exists in 
Central Europe, and American relief and 
social welfare work abroad should be con­
tinued,” John R. Mott, international gen­
eral secretary of the Y. M. C. A., told 
the International News Service today. 
Mr. Mott has just returned from a four 
months’ comprehensive tour of Europe.

“ Tn Austria, Poland and Czecho-Slo- 
vakia there is acute hardship." Mr. Mott 
said. “From Finland to the Mediterran­
ean. all Central Europe is suffering from 
a lack of opportunity to work, lack of 
food, clothing and the necessities of life.

“The rich, however, are able to man­
age fairly well without undue hardship, 
as are the lower classes, who get high 
wages when they do work. But the middle 
classes are in a difficult position, having 
little work and no money.

“The general viewpoint in America 
seems to be that we have helped Europe 
enough. That is why I Went abroad. I 
wanted to find out just how the European 
peoples were situated, and whether we 
could cut off further aid without doing 
harm. The opinion here was that we

might pauperize Europe by continuing un­
necessary aid.

“ Generally speaking, the living we have 
to guard against is not ‘pauperization of 
the distressed areas of Europe,’ but in 
allowing several hundred thousand peo­
ple to starve, freeze or die thi« winter of 
scourges ^’hmh fatten on nn,T ill-nourished 
people. We have the situation in hand, 
so that we can stop aid to anv area when 
the time warrants. Help will not be eon- 
tinned a moment longer than necessary.

Mr. Mott said that he found in most 
European countries, especially among the 
uninformed, a growing exasperation with 
the United States, which, he said, has 
been more noticeable each year he has 
visited Europe.

He said the United States was best 
liked by Poland an Czecho-Slovalda to- 
dav among all European Nations.
) “ It seems strange that nearly two 
years after the armistice there should be 
half a million war prisoners.” Mr. Mott 
said. “But they comprise mainly Russians 
still in Germany and Austro-Hungarins 
still in Russia. Tt looks as though most 
of these prisoners would spend the win­
ter abroad. Neither Germany nor Rus­

sia is doing anything for their comfort.”
As to Europe’s general antipathy to­

ward America, Mr. Mott said he believed 
this was due to the general “ let down’ ’ 
which followed the strain of war.

“This attitude on Europe’s part is un­
just,” he said. “ Instead of the United 
States having deserted Europe, America 
ha scontinued to he most helpful, uplift­
ing, constructive and disinterested in so­
cial welfare and relief woik throughout 
Europe.

Asked his impressions on Europe’s at­
titude toward the League of Nations, Mr. 
Mott said most of the people abroad were 
leaving that matter to their leaders’ hands 
and were themselves interested in their 
own work of reconstruction.

"1 is not an issue,” he said. “ Only io 
Switzerland was there a discussion by the 
whole people on the league. And there it 
was done very thoroughly.

“ I do not think anything is to be lost 
by our country going into this matter to 
the hilt.

-No League of Nations will mean any­
thing without all the people of the vari­
ous nations comprising it knowing what it 
means. The league must be democratic.

"No question of organization will en­
dure in Europe today, 1 believe, unless il 
has a democratic backing.

“ I think our delay in ratifying the 
league covenant is not without its ad­
vantages.

“But if you could see the wastage or 
war as 1 have seen in in four months’ 
touring through France, Belgium, Ger­
many, Poland. GzeCho-Slovakia, Serbia 
and Greece, you would say that somy 
means is needed to prevent such calami­
ties to the human race.”

Balloon Races
_ NEW  YORK, Sept. 10.— The rn 

Nona! balloon race scheduled to start 
from  Birmingham, Ala., this month 
and the international contest fo r  bal­
loonists to start from  the same city in 
October are expected by Aero du b 
o fficia ls in charge o f the races to 
set new records. This hope is based 
upon the greater gas capacity o f the 
balloons and lessons of construction 
learned in the war.

The national event, due to start 
Sept. 25, will see fifteen  contender! 
lined up, each aspiring to be one o f 
three who •will defend the Gordon 
Bennett cup, which has been in 
Am erica since being lifted from  
France in 1913 by Ralph Upson o f 
Akron, Ohio.

Upson, present international title 
holder, made his entry as soon as 
the race was announced. Three bags 
have been entered by the army air 
service, one by the navy and an­
other by the army balloon school, 
Fort Omaha. The other ten ballons 
have been entered by civilians. The 
entry o f the balloon school will be 
piloted by A. Leo Stevens, who, with 
Professor David Tood o f Amherst 
college, won fam e last spring by an 
attempt to pick up radio-electric 
waves from  Mars through a receiving 
station 30,000 feet above the earth.

The second race, which is to start 
Oct. 13, will be the fourth occasion 
on which the United States has de­
fended the Gordon Bennett interna­
tional trophy since its foundation in 
1906. The entries, six in all. are • 
Italy, tw o; United States, three, and 
Belgium, one.

Although America is the title 
holder by virtue o f winning the last 
race, France has an unbeaten record 
fo r  distance, made in 1912 when 
Maurice Bienaime covered 1,361 
miles without touching land, besting 
the American record o f 1.172 miles, 
set in 1910 by Alan R. Hawley.

The balloon, “ Belgica,”  o f 2,000 
cubic meters capacity, has been en­
tered by the Aero Club o f Belgium. 
It will be piloted by Ernest Demuy- 

who contested in the race o f 
1912.

LETHBRIDGE, Alta., Sept. 10.— One 
million dollars is the estimated value of 
the grain crop of the Nobleford Founda­

DISPUTE ON PAY
Completion of Three School 

Buildings Delayed by 
Controversy.

In the controversy betweeit the local 
painters union and Walter .T. Daly, who 
has the contract for the painting of the 
three ward school buildings and the 
Hodges & Neal building on Main street, 
the union claims that it has a contract 
with Daly for the Ranger scale of wages. 
This morning Mr. Daly who is' here to 
try and settle the matter denied that 
any such contract existed and said that 
his conract for the painting was based on 
an .$8 scale, and was made Defore the 
Ranger union came into existence. He 
made his estimate on the scale that pre­
vailed in Fort Worth at the time he fig­
ured on the contracts here, he said.

An effort will be made this afternoon 
to settle the matter. A committee com­
posed of representatives of the union, 
and of the Chamber of Commerce and 
Mr. Daly, are threshing the matter out 
this afternoon and will try to reach an 
agreement.

Daly issued orders several days ago that 
no painters could work on ; the building 
except at a wage of $8 per day. Local 
paiters, whose union scale is $10, refused 
to work and it is thought unless an agree­
ment can be reached the school buildings 
so badly needed will be involved in a lock­
out.

DINED WITH VILLA; COST 
HIM FIVE THOUSAND

ATCHISON, Kan., Sept. 10.— It cost 
Kail Haegelin. formerly a resident of 
Atchison, $5,000 to be a “ dinner guest’ ’ 
of Francisco Villa, the Mexican ex-baudit 
leader, according to a letter from Mr. 
Haegelin, who is president of a brewing- 
company at Sabinas, Coalniila, Mexico, 
by relatives here. At the. time of Ilaege- 
lin’s experiences, reports of the “kidnap­
ping” were carried in press dispatches. In 
his letter the brewer says it was really an 
“ invitation affair” and probably was Vil­
la’s last bandit act. as the following day 
he surrendered to the federal forces.

After a corps of Villa’s men had raided 
the brewery and had been appeased by 
a diplomatic employe who gave the ban­
dits twenty pesos each, Haegelin says he 
was informed of Villa’s invitation to din­
ner. They virtually placed the brewer un­
der arrest and accompanied him to Vil­
la’s headquarters where he dined with the 
bandit chieftain, Villa carried the role oi 
a most hospitable host, according to 
Haegelin’s letter, then in conclusion in­
formed his guest that he must write a 
check for 10,000 pesos, which Hagelin 

•did.
The following day Haegelin requested 

Villa to return some lpules which the 
bandits had driven away, from the brew­
ery. He complied with the request.

CANADA TO PLANT TREES 
IN CUT-OVER DISTRICTS

By Associated Press
OTTAWA, Ont., Sept. 10.—Three mil­

lion pine and sprung trees have been 
planted in the cut-over and burned-over 
areas of wood pulp forests in Ontario this 
year, according to Dr. -E. J. M. De- 
cheme, deputy minister of lands and for­
ests of the province. This is figured at 
the rate of two new trees for every three 
cut or burned down. This is the first step 
in a government campaign to re-establish 
the wood pulp forces on a productive basis 
as quickly as possible.

“To increase the supply of wood pulp,” 
said Dr. Decheme, “ the government has 
made experiments which prove that jack 
pine and aspen can be used successfully 
in the manufacture of print paper. It is 
making an effort to induce manufacturers 
to utilize these trees. I am sure, in view 

1 of the world shortage of print paper, the 
I manufacturers will come to this in time. 
I There are millions of tons of this kind 
j of timber available in Canada and its use 
I will add materially to the wood and pulp 
' supply. The shortage at present, how­
ever, is due less to lack of timber than 
to inadequate mill facilities.”

“The present shortage has led to vastly 
increased investments in the wood pulp 
industry. New mills are being built in 
northern Manitoba and Bi’itish Columbia 
which will exploit immense new sources 
of wood pulp supply.

VAST VOLCANO 
OPENSIN QUAKE 

ZONE OF ITALY
ROME, Sept. 10.—A volcanic crater 

has suddenly opened at the top of Rizzo 
D’Ucello, a mountain 5,845 feet high, 
about nine miles northeast of Spezia, lo­
cated on what appears to he the north­
west corner of the district shaken by 
Tuesday's earthquake. A telegram from 
Spezia says that the crater is emitting 
smoke and sulphuric fumes. Scientists 
attribute the volcanic outbreak to the 
earthquake.

GERMAN EXPERTS EXPLAIN
BERLIN, Sept. 10.— Attendants at the 

Seismographic station at Jena suggest 
that the possible cause of the Italian 
earthquake is the sinking of the earth 
along mountains bordering the gulf of 
Genoa. Experts say that the disturbance 
indicates stupendous caving zones in the 
earth’s surface.

named Robinson.

Robinson is also the name Mims gave 
as being that of his companion in the rob­
bery yesterday.

Robinsonx was shot because he had 
“ squealed” to the police about Mims as 
being implicated in a former killing in 
that city, it is said. Information re­
ceived this morning from Fort Worth is 
that tiie gun man has been missing from, 
Fort Worth for several days.

John Barnes Resting Well.
John Barnes, the deputy sheriff who 

was shot three times yesterday while 
pursuing the robbers is resting well to­
day and expects to be opt within a few 
days. None of the wounds are serious.

He shot, through the calf of o 
once througn the rignt leg neaFrhe" ankle, 
and again through the left jaw, directly 
under the ear.

After the supposed hold-ups were cap­
tured at the Moore hotel yesterday all 
the inmates, including its proprietor, Mrs. 
Etta Moore, were arrested and kept in 
the city jail all night with the exception 
of Hamilton and his wife, who were taken 
to Eastland last night with the alleged 
robbers. It was in Eastland that the 
Hamilton woman made the statements 
that led to Bosley’s arrest.

Bosley, she is quoted as saying, was 
reared with her husband and came to Ft. 
Worth several days ago, where, with the 
help of Hamilton, he planned the rob­
bery of the gambling game, which went 
through without a hitch. The thousand 
or more dollars which was found by the 
police while searching the Moore hotel 
was to be the detective’s “ split” and he 
had not gotten it yet, she is quoted as 
saying.

Bosley Claims “Frame-up.”
Bosley, in a statement made to W. L. 

Curtis, assistant county attqrney, ac­
counts for all the time he spent in Fort 
Worth and denies seeing Hamilton there 
or his wife or either of the men who 
were arrested yesterday. This statement, 
he says, can be verified by Mr. Davis 
and his wife of that city. Etta Moore 
declared that to her knowledge, Bosley 
had never been in her rooming house be- 
fore the time the prisoners were captur­
ed there yesterday.

Bosly himself says that he is being 
framed. The police department is non- 
eommital.

A girl whom Bosley lives with near the 
police station stated that the night of 
the gambling game robbery, the detec­
tive came home at 10 o’clock and did not 
go out again during the night. She said 
others in the neighborhood could sub­
stantiate the fact that he came home 
early in the night.

Bosley was placed in jail at .3 o’clock 
this morning but at 11 o’clock no charg 
had been filed against him.

John Barnes’ Account.
John Barnes gave a description of 

fight. He had been serving some p 
on Marston street and had starte’d 
vard Pine street when he met FlorenS 
Pippin and another girl who told him 
that a man in the cabaret with a gun was 
uaking everyone buy drinks.

Barnes started down Pine from Aus- 
in street. Before reaching the cabaret, 
lowever, he heard a shot and someone 
cold him that the robbers had shot Leon 
Wilson, also telling him that they had, 
walked down Pine street.

Barnes followed, not seeing the men 
until he got to the Rogers garage on Rusk 
street. Near the garage he was told that 
the men had run down he garage alley. 
He stepped inside the alley entrance and 
saw the men behind the truck with their 
pistols in their hands. The deputy 
sheriff said at this point he wheeled to 
run to the Rusk street entrance when 
one of the men fired, hitting him in the 
heck.

Shot Down.
In spite of the wound, he went to the 

front entrance, where his leg was shot out 
from under him. The officer said that 
by the time he reached the front of the 
place many people were in the way and 
hf; did not dare use his gun. After he 
had failed from the shot in the ankle 
three more shots were fired at him.

“ OCCUPATION TAX” THREE
TIMES RENT LN VIENNA

VIENNA, Sept. 10,—In its ef­
fort to find a solution of its finan­
cial difficulties the municipality of 
Vienna is resorting to taxations not 
approached in any country during 
the war. As a first step it has” 
raised the deposit of gas consumer 
from betewen 100 and 300 crowds 
to S,000 crowns per meter. No in­
terest is paid on this deposit.

The new schedule of taxes con­
templated a levy on practically ev­
ery daily activity. There will be a 
tax of 2 per cent on all salaries of 
employes to be paid by the employ­
ers. Hotel rooms are taxed 20 per 
cent; and a graded tax is levied on 
apartments to he paid by the occu­
pant. On apartments renting for 
3,000 crowns a mouth, the tax will 
be three times the rent. If more 
than one domestic servant is em­
ployed the employer must pay a high 
tax on each additional servant.

Ten per cent on the customer’s 
bill in a restaurant, an occupational 
tax for certain forms of semi-pro- 
fessLons and many kinds of new/ 

I business licenses are to be imposed.♦ . . .  ’
