SAN JUAN, P. R., Sept. 9.— Dividends 
declared by the South Porto Rico Sugar 
company and the Fajardo Sugar company 
which, it was announced recently in New 
York, are not the only large sugar divi­
dends that are being declared this year.

The Santa Isabel Sugar company has 
declared a cash dividend of 100 per cent., 
which is probably the highest dividend 
that will be paid by any sugar company 
in Porto Rico this year.

that if they could not get help it evidently 
would fail, but not because the people 
did not want to give but because they 
would not be seen by the solicitors.

In defense of this statement it was 
pointed out that several industries over 
the city had appointed one of its em­
ployes to take contributions within its 
confines and in each case the amount 
raised was in tne neighborhood of $100

Among these was the employes of the 
postoffice, the Boston store and the Ran­
ger Times.

WINDS OF UPPER AIR 
TO BE REPORTED BY 

WEATHER BUREAU
NEW YORK, Sept. 9.—To comply 

with the demands created by increasing 
air travel, the United States weather bu­
reau at New York is now including in 
its daily report of weather conditions a 
statement as to wind direction and force 
in the upper regions. One such report re­
cently issued by James H. Scan* in charge 
of the New York office of the weather bu­
reau contained the following paragraphs:

“ Steamers departing today for Euro­
pean ports will have fresh t o , strong 
northeast to north winds and generally 
fail* weather to the Grand Banks.

“ The winds up to 10,000 feet are east­
erly, but shift abruptly to westerly above 
18,000 feet.”

These indicate that the importance of 
air travel has been recognized on a pari­
ty with sea travel. The data is obtained, 
he said through the army and navy au­
thorities at Mitchell Field and at Rocka- 
way beach, where daily observations are 
made by means of a barometer, wind 
gauges, etc., sent up attached to captive 
balloons.

El Paso Seeks
U.S. Recognition 
For Huerta Regime

By Associated Press
EL PASO, Sept. 9.— Coincident with 

efforts of the El Paso Chamber of Com­
merce to obtain recognition of the De la 
Huerta administration of Mexico by the 
United States, definite assurances of cce 
operation of the Mexican government 
with United States governmental depart­
ments have been given by Roberto Pes- 
queira, fiscal agent of the Mexican pro­
visional government.

The El Paso Chamber of Commerce 
movement looking to recognition of De 
la Huerta had its inception last week 
when resolutions endorsing his adminis­
tration and asking recognition of the Mex­
ican government were passed by the di­
rectors of the local organization. At the 
same time a resolution wTas passed prais­
ing Mr. Pesqueira for “ his splendid 
achievements as financial agent of the 
Mexican government.”

Copies of the resolution endorsing the 
De la Huerta government have been sent 
to tile principal chambers of comemrce of 
this country and Mexico, with a request 
that they join the movement for formal 
recognition, and a copy of the Pesqueira 
resolution has been sent to the govern­
ment at Mexico City.

Mexican Attitude Friendly.
The assurance of the Mexican govern­

ment’s intention to promote friendly com­
mercial relations with the United States 
were given by Mr. Pesqueira at a meet­
ing of the El Paso Chamber of Com­
merce.

Foremost among the promises made by 
the Mexican agent was one giving assur­
ance that his government would co-oper­
ate with the United States department 
of Agriculture in establishing a line of 
quarantine to protect American cotton 
growers from the menace of the pink boll 
weevil, said to be prevailent in the La­
guna cotton district around Torreon and 
in other cotton fields of Northern Mex­
ico. This oc-operation, Mr. Pespueira 
said is to be given through Fernando Ig- 
lesias Calderon, Mexican envoy in Wash­
ington who will act with the Rio Grande 
valley’s agricultural committee in Wash­
ington.

The quarantine line, Mr. Pesqueira in­
dicated, probably would be established 

orTTmiruatfuC City. In 
any event, stated, inspection safe­
guards will be established well below the 
boundary line.

The matter of passports also was given 
consideration by the Mexican agent, who 
assured residents of border cities that he 
would do everything possible toward hav­
ing the passport restrictions abolished 
on both sides of the line.

Mr. Pesqueira also announced that he 
had been instructed by President De la 
Huerta to say that when El Paso busi­
ness men make their trade excursion into 
Mexico in October they will be guests of 
the Mexican government. This, it was ex­
plained, meant that the Mexican railways 
will handle free of charge, the excursion 
train of the El Paso party, and that en- 
tainment for them would be prepared 
along the itinerary.

Mr. Pesqueira left for a trip to Wash­
ington jmd New York shortly after the 
Chamber of Commerce meeting which he 
addressed but stated that he would re­
turn to El Paso in time to accompany 
the El Pasoans on their trade trip.

LONDON, Sept. 9.— A reporter for a 
Ldndon newspaper who considers him­
self an epicure has just finished an ex­
tensive study of London restaurants and 
reached the conclusion that English res­
taurant cooknig has degenerated to an ex- 
ten almost unbelievable.

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Lover's Faithlessness Drives Noted 
Woman Spy to Insanity and Death

International News Service.
LONDON. Sept. 9.—Lizzie Wertheim 

one of the most striking figures of the 
espionage service during the war, and 
Germany’s chief woman spy in Great 
Britain, is dead. Broken-hearted and in­
sane, she passed away in the criminal 
lunatic asylum at Broadmoor, England.

A world of romance lies behind the an­
nouncement of the death of this notor­
ious female spy. She was the companion 
and accomplice of Reginald Rowland, a 
handsome young German spy, who was ex­
ecuted at the Tower of London in 1915. 
Possessed of an attractive and vivacious- 
personality, beautŷ , good taste—in short, 
she had all the attributes of the woman 
spy of romance.

Born in Poland in 1882 of wealthy par 
entagp, who were naturalized German sub­
jects, she first dabbled in espionage be- 
•ause she thought it was a nice and ex­
citing thing to do. Soon the fascination 
of the “ I” service overcame any scruples 
die3 might have had, and she became one 
of the most daring spies of the German 
service, her cleverness and linguistic abil­
ity bringing her to the top of her precar­
ious profession.

Rowland, with the aid of this clever 
woman, made a desperate attempt to 
bring off one of the most sensational

,and daring coups of the war. They 
might have succeeded but for the zealous­
ness of the woman in serving the man 
she loved, which) led to fatal incaution 
and the one slip which spells disaster 
to any member of the espionage service.

It was at a little flat in Hammer­
smith during the early part of the war 
that Lizzie Wertheim first met Rowland. 
The acquaintance, which grew rapidly un­
der the exigencies of their woi'k, was, how­
ever, destined to lead to the Tower of 
London and Broadmoor instead of to the 
altar, and inglorious death at the hands 
of the firing squad and in a criminal in­
sane asylum instead of post-war conjugal 
bliss.

Rowland had been sent to England 
from Wilhelmstrasse to learn the secrets 
>f the British Grand Fleet. He had a 
letter to Lizzie Wertheim ordering her to 
assist him. The plot consisted of an at­
tempt to gain the confidence of the Brit­
ish naval officers.

Their headquarters were in Lizzie 
Wertheim’s handsomely appointed flat in 
the fashionable West End of London. 
The woman, wTith her attractions, was a 
pawn in the game. Together the two 
(pies frequented1 the fashionable hotels 
and restaurants and mixed freely with the 
guests.

They also made frequent trips in their 
high-powered car to Rosyth and other 
ports and mixed with the crews of various 
battleships to obtain news of the move­
ments of the ships.

Then the woman was sent north to 
find out what was going on at Scapa 
Flow. In order to get the information 
quickly and be able to return to London 
and her lover soon she became indiscreet 
and lived too luxuriously and entertained 
too lavishly to escape the attention of 
the police, who were already aware of 
spies, as Rowland and Wertheim had al­
ready been able to send considerable naval 
information from London.

In her anxiety to get the information 
which she had, despite all efforts, been 
unable to obtain so far, she asked a too 
pertinent question about the dreadnaughts 
and destroyers which were stationed there.

And the Scotland Yard took a hand, 
and Lizzie Wertheim and Rowland were 
arrested almost simultaneously, despite 
the intervening space, as Lizzie’s letters 
to her fiance had been traced. They both 
protested their innocence, which Lizzie 
maintained until her sweetheart broke 
down under severe cross-examination at 
Scotland Yard and betrayed his mission.

After a sensational trial at the central 
criminal court here in September, 1915, 
Lizzie was sentenced to ten years’ penal 
servitude for collecting information about 
the British fleet, and Rowland was also 
found guilty and sentenced to be shot 
in the Tower of London.

Rowland broke down completely on the 
execution and swore that he w'as a dupe 
of the.woman and merely acted as a tool 
for her. His end was inglorious, as no 
one placed any faith in the cowardly state­
ments of a man who would save his own 
kin at the expense of one who loved him, 

and he had to be carried to the execu­
tion shed and shot, as ne refused to walk.

When the news of Rowland’s dastardly 
deed reached Lizzie in Aylesbury convict 
jail she became delirious and later insane. 
She was transferred to the Broadmooor 
asylum, but she never recovered.

If Kid Gleason leads the White Sox to 

another pennant this season the baseball 
fans to a man will doff their chapeaux to 
him. And he’ll have it coming. Oh, boys 
what a sorry mess of a ball club lie had 
when the final game of the world’s series 
ended last fa ll!

Gleason did wonderful work with the 
outfit in the 1919 American league cam­
paign. IJis pitching staff most of the 
season consisted of Lefty Williams and 
Eddie Cicotte. Gleason handled these 
two winners with consummate skill, and 
with what assistance young Dick Kerr 
gave him, hurled the team to the pennant.

It's history that both these stars ap­
parently collapsed in the world’s series 
and the whole team became demoralised 
behind them. ‘Conny gave Gleason no 
new hurling stars over the winter. Glea­
son; set himself to the task of rounding 
his same squad into shape. He brought 
Urban Faber back into his real form. 
Faber about broke even in' the victories 
and defeats last year. Williams and Ci­
cotte hit their 1919 stride and Dick Kerr 
has stepped along with Cicotte in victo­
ries, with the advantage of the experience 
last year’s pitching under the Gleason 
charge gave him.

The batteries and fielding strength of 
the White Sox has ranked high all along 
— on paper— but there were slumps that 
Gleason had to shake the team out of.

Gleason was born at Camden, N. J., 
Oct. 26, 1865, and in 1886 broke into 
professioiial baseball at Williamsport, Pa. 
Two years later he broke into the big 
show with the Philadelphia Nationals. He 
was a pitcher then. He stayed with the 
Phillies until the 1892 campaign, when 
he became a member of the St. Louis 
club when that outfit joined the National 
league. He joined the famous old Balti­
more Orioles in 1894, and after pitching 
one year for them became a second base- 
man for the second year. . In 1896 he 
went to the Giants and played there with 
them five seasons. Between then and the

Nations League 
Is 'Camouflage/ 

Say Socialists
CHICAGO, Sept. 9.—The big issue in 

the Socialist campaign this fall is, as 
usual, private ownership of the means of 
production. Otto Branstetter, national 
secretary and campaign manager of the 
Socialist party, said here today, discuss­
ing the Socialist campaign.

The League of Nations issue was 
viewed by the Socialists as “ largely cam­
ouflage,” he said. The party felt that 
the league question bad been introduced 
by the old pra> V o  largely to cloud the 
issues and keep the people’s attention 
off domestic issues.

Eugene V. Debs, the Socialist presi­
dential candidate, in prison at Atlanta, 
Ga.. was not advising in the conduct of 
the campaign to any extent. Use was 
being made in party literature of what 
he said to Socialists visiting him.

The chief speaker in the campaign is 
the vice presidential candidate, Seymour 
Stedman, of Chicago, reinforced by forty 
speakers or more under the nag^nal or­
ganization. He has completed a tour of 
the southwest and on Sept. 1 started fob 
the Pacific coast. After making a round 
of the central states he plans to go east 
about Oct. 1 for the balance of the cam­
paign.

Secretary Branstetter said the party 
expected to be on the ballot ip practi­
cally every state where it has previously 
had a vote of any consequence. It does 
not expect at this time to get on the bal­
lot in Vermont. Louisiana, New Mexico, 
Sou"’ Dakota, Idaho and possibly in sev­
eral ^dier states in the South and West.

Three “ Big” States,.
The three big states this fall from the 

Sociali 4 standpoint, Branstetter said, are 
New York. Wisconsin and Oklahoma. He 
said the party expected to poll a larger 
vote in these states than ever before.

A large part of the party membership 
outside of the foreign language federa­
tions has come back, the Socialist execu­
tive reported, referring to the split last' 
fall which resulted in the formation of 
the Communist party and the Communist 
Labor party.

No policy of concentration in sections 
where Socialist sentiment is strong will 
be carried on by national headquarters, 
according to the party secretary. He 
said that the national office was mailing, 
the campaign as general as it could, leav­
ing concentration to the state organiza­
tions, which could undoubtedly carry on. 
such a policy in New York, Oklahoma 
and Wisconsin.

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STREET CLEANING METHODS.

Ranger’s fireboys proved Tuesday after­
noon that a stream of water vigorously 
applied to the pavement will cleanse away 
the mud with which it is garnished. 
Tuesday evening’s heavy rain proved the 
same taring. The dirt is washed into the 
gutters, where it collects in shovel-full 
lots. If taken up by Ranger’s city pris­
oners, silk shifted or otherwise, while still 
in a plastic condition because of damp­
ness, it can easily be loaded, onto wagons 
and hauled away. Washing has proved 
to be easier and more effective than hav­
ing a shovel gang cover the entire area.

Why shouldn't 
the citizens see that it is made worth 
while for the fire boys to continue their 
part of the task? True, they might con­
tinue the work without being paid for it, 
but useful labor deserves some reward.

It 
can also be seen by all persons sitting on 
the west side of the day trains.

There is a simple reason for this near- 
lake and that reason is only half a block 
away. It is a small pile of gravel, worth 
possibly two dollars, which blocks the 
gutter in front of an unfinished building 
on Commerce street. A willing worker 
could remove it in fifteen minutes.

The Times takes the liberty of sug­
gesting to the owner of this bit of build­
ing material that it would be of civic 
benefit if he will have it removed, and 
allow flood waters to drain away. We 
believe he will gladly do this when it is 
called to his attention.

AN EDUCATIONAL NEED.

The failure of the Democratic state 
convention to definitely declare in favor 
of the West Texas Agricultural and Me­
chanical college is of course a disappoint­
ment to its advocates.

tion iu favor of education cannot^be con­
strued otherwise than as an admission 
that the western district has only to prove 
its case.

There can be no objection, except on 
the part of those actuated by sectional 
interests, to the establishment of an A. 
& M. college in West Texas. Brazos 
county, wherein the present state A. & M. 
college is located, objected strongly to thp 
movement. Admittedly it is to that coun­
ty’s self-interest to have the entire state 
paying tribute to Bryan. But from the 
standpoint of general usefulness, statis­
tics prove that the college does not alto­
gether fill the bill. Eighty-four per cent 
of its students live within 150 miles of 
Bryan. The nearer to that city the 
censer the representation. Only 10 per 
cent, including students from other states 
and foreign countries, live at a greater 
distance. This one fact proves that the 
college is not of the same value to all 
parts of the state.

There is still another and more power­
ful reason why West Texas should have 
a school of its own. That reason is tlis 
vast difference in agricultural methods 
and crops. The A. & M. College of Tex­
as is located in the heavy rainfall area

GEOLOGIST URGES*
OIL MEN TO KEEP 

GAS PRESSURE UP
Unless gas conservation is practiced 

rigidly in the North Central Texas fields 
it may in the future be necessary to use 
compressed aid to force oil out of the 
sand and rck into the well hole and thus 
bring it within reach of pump suction, ac­
cording to H. H, Adams, geologist of 
Ranger.

Even if operators are reluctant to con­
serve gas because of its own worth', they 
should husband t for the pressure it gives 
oil in facilitating production, lie said. In 
some of the older fields compressed air is 
now in use, he declares.

Even vacuum, he said is a poor sub­
stitute for gas pressure because of the 
fact that only a small percentage of the 
pressure of natural gas can he brought to 
bear by artificial means. Gas going to 
waste in the oil fields cannot be replaced, 
he emphasized, and urged that operators 
be keenly alive to the consequences of gas 
wastage.

| said to Judge Bonin solicitously when he 
! last appeared before the judge. “ Don’t 
| you think you will be able to take a va­
cation tin's year?”

It was* as fine a bit of irony as ever 
delivered by Landru, as last summer 
Judge Bonin after six months’ examina­
tion of the alleged bluobeard gave up in 
despair and went to the country for four 
weeks.

In the lobbies of the courthouse the 
other day Landru. accompanied by his 
lawyers, met Madame Bessarabo, who is 
being examined by Judge Bonin concern­
ing the disappearance of her husband and 
the subsequent finding of his body in a 
trunk at the Nancy railway station. The 
lawyers introduced them.

PROJECTED RAILROAD  
WOULD CONNECT CHILE 

W ITH  AM AZON RIVER
SANTIAGO, Chile, Sept. 0.— Construc­

tion of a railway which would connect 
the Pacific ocean with the Amazon river, 
serving the republics of Ecuador, Colom­
bia and Arenezula on the north and Peru, 
Bolivia and Brazil on the south, is in­
volved in a concession which has been au- 
thorized by the Ecuadorean government. 
Authority for construction of the railway, 
was, according to a Chilean weekly, ob­
tained from the government at Quito by 
Ignacio Leon, former Chilean diplomat, 
for a syndicate capitalized at $25,000,- 
000,' members of which include ’ many 
prominent Chileans.

The route would start from Port Bo­
livia on the Pacific an̂ l run to Port Bor- 
za 011 the Amazon. The proposed railway, 
in addition to serving a zone bordering 011 
what is said to be among the best petro­
leum bearing districts in Peru, would af­
ford a means of connecting the four large 
and isolated provinces of southern Ecua­
dor. with 50®,000 inhabitants, with the 
rest of the country.

Here s Adventure! Eignt bays 
on a Derelict; Without Food,

Deck Awash and Sharks About
HONOLULU, T. II.. Sept. 0.—Captain 

Emil Piltz, 69-year-old skipper of Hono­
lulu, with two boys, William Leithead 
and John Guin, drifted on their water­
logged sevhooner, Annie E. for eight days, 
the last four of which were without food.

To add to their mental anguish three 
large sharks followed the slowly drifting- 
schooner, with its decks awash, evidently 
waiting the moment when the craft would 
go to pieces and throw the survivors into 
the sea.

The wreck of the Annie E., which was 
on her way from Honolulu to the Mb- 
lnikona ooasti of the Island of Hawaii 
with lumber and gasoline, is Captain 
Piltz’s third adventure in four years on 
water-logged eraft.

Passes Honolulu Harbor.
The schooner, according to her skipper, 

started leaking at midnight of August 9. 
the pumps refused to work and within a 
few hours her decks were awash. Twenty- 
four hours later she drifted opposite the 
entrance to Honolulu harbor, but it was 
night and her plight was not noticed. 
The ocean currents carried her west­
ward and the captain sent three of his 
crew ashore in a small boat to seek help 
while he and the two boys, stayed by the 
ship.

When the small boat .reached Honolulu, 
airplanes from Luke Field went in search 
of the schooner, while tugs from Hono­

lulu scoured the ocean as far as the coast 
of Molokai without sighting the derelict.

The search was practically abandoned 
when a wireless from the army transport 
Madawaska. enroute to the Orient, said 
that a derelict had been sighted approx­
imately 150 miles west of Honolulu. The 
lighthouse tender Ivukui steamed for the 
locality and found the castaways. As the 
Annie E. was going to pieces it was im­
possible to take her in tow and she was 
burned as a menace to navigation.

Ships Refuse Assistance.
Captain Piltz declared that two ships, 

including the Madawaska, sighted him 
without offering assistance. The name 
of the other vessel he did not know. He 
said the Madawaska saw signal flares he 
was burning shorty before dawn on Aug. 
15, hove to, approached within a mile of 
the schooner, circled about and theu pro­
ceeded on her way.
‘ The marine committee of the Honolulu 

Chamber of Commerce has decided to in­
vestigate the action of Captain W. C. 
Johnson of the Madawaska in not going 
to the rescue of the Annie E. Honolulu 
legal authorities say, however, that while 
the master of a merchant craft may be 
prosecuted for not gc,ng to the aid of 
another vessel in distress, the law does 
not apply to captains of govermnej^| 
ships.
