Plenty of Money in Ryssia, in Many

Varieties—--But It Isn't Worth Much

f‘»Y BARBARA DEPORTE,
Special Correspondent International
News Service.

TLONDON, Sept. 13.—Imagine having
a belt of paper money two yards wide and
long enough to go around the earth twice

at the equator.

This helps to give some idea of the
amount of paper money issued by the
Bolsheviks during the first year and a
Lalf of their regime.

The Soviet government is now issuing
its money in notes of 5,000 and 10,000
roubles, because it has so greatly depre-
cited that about the only thing it is pos-
sible to purchase for 100 roubles is a
box of matches.

When it is remembered that the nomi-
nal value of 100 roubles is $50 some idea
can be gained of the tremendous deprecia-
tion that has taken place in Russian
money.

Money Troubles Pathetie.

Those who have recently arrived here
from Russia tell amusing, although, at
the same time, pathetie, stories about the
difficulties whieh the Russians are having
with money.

It sounds like a paradox, but it iy a
fact that there is altogether too much
money in Russia just now—and too many
different kinds.

One of the surprising facts is that the
nwost valuable of all Russian money at
the present time is the ‘note issued by
the government of the late czar. This
money still retains a fairly high value—
as compared with the other many iss:
+and is eagerly sought for and hidde
away when obtained.

The next §n value is the “Dumskiya,”
issued by the Duma right after the revo-
lution. - Following that is the “Kerenski,”’
issued by Kerenski. 'This money is very
insignificant, looking mowe like stamps
than real money, as it comes in large
perforated sheets of twenty notes, each
valued at five roubles. The people have
long since ceased tearing off one or two
notes when they make a purchase. They
hand out the whole sheet and speak of it
as a “yard of Kerenski.”

Money is being printed in Soviet Rus-
sia in six different cities, and each: day
three milliards worth of roubles are
printed. Hven this is not sufficient to
supply the many Soviet institdtions and
measures are now being taken to increase
the daily output to five milliards.

The Bolsheviks are.not at ‘all embar-
rassed by the enormous amount of money
with which they have flooded the coun-
try.
ing millions of roubles every day and the
consequent result is - that it is daily be-
coming more and more valueless.

Install Barter System.

At the last session of the central exec-
utive committee it was decided to take
measures toward the immediate establish-
ment of an exchange system whereby
goods would be exchanged for other goods
or labor, and thus completely abolish
money as a medium of barter altogether.

The various types of monies mentioned
do not by any means constitute all the
varieties now in circulation in Russia. In
the Don region is found the money issued
by Denekin, in- the Crimea, the notes
handed out by the short-lived Crimean
republie, in Siberia the ‘“‘promises to pay”
of Semenoff, Kolchak and Horvat, te-
gether with the “Ost-Rouble,” issued at
the time of the German occupation, and
the “Karbovanetz” and “Grivna,” issued
in the Ukraine, just to mention a few of
the varieties,

“Deliverers” Make Own Money.

Each regime as it came into being—
each temporary savior of the particular
region it was “delivering” at the time—
needed money. What was more simple
than te print some? After that it was a
very easy to put it into circulation for
the inhabitants could”either accept it in
payment for their goods, or see the goods
taken withont payment at all. It was
also very dangerous to even suggest that
the money might not be of any value
later and would very likely result in the
critic decorating a tree at-the end of a
rope or facing a firing party.
