NEW YORK, Sept. 21.—The New
York customs house 18 today under the
heaviest guard in its history because of
the warning received yesterday that an
attetapt would be made today to blow up
the great government structure.

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JUDGESCATHES
DIVORCE EVIL,
COMMENDS LAW

Right of 'Remarriage After
Divorce Should Be
Denied.
By Associated Press

NEW YORK, Sept. 21.—Prohibition
of remarriage of divorcees during the life
of either party is the only effective way
to cure the divorce evil, declares Supreme
Court Justice Russell Benedict,- in an
opinion handed down today after criticis-
ing 1919 legislation for shortening from
five to three years the period after which
an application for permission to remarry
might be made. Judge Benedict asserted
that “lawmakers might as well authorize
the consent of the injured spouse before
granting such an application.”

“Many years of  experience on the
benc¢h has proven to me that a lareg pro-
portion of divorce actions would never
have been brought into court if the plain-
tiff were prohibited from contracting new
alliances, arrangements for which fre-
quently aré made prior to the inception
of the suit,” Justice Benedict declared.

Big German Motor *
Plant Fudged on |
War Profit Return

BERLIN, Sept. 21.—A special
commiss¢>)n appointed by the for-
mer ministry of war to audit the
books of the Daimler Motor Works
has issued a report which charges
the firm with concealing profits ex-
ceeding 96,000,000 marks.

It is stated that the annual bal-
ance sheets of the firm during the
four years of war production failed
to include more than 81,000,000
marks  profit, which is more than
tenfold the amount of its capital.

The report states that on the eve

of Germany’s big spring offensive

in 1918 the Daimler company, which
was one of the country’s chief sup-
pliers of war materials, threatened
to shut down its plant unless the
ministry of war awarded it a liberal
price and increases.

The plant was then placed under
military supervision and its diree-
tors removed from office, but the
commission reports, Captain Gross,
who was supposed to supervise the
military control, was elected into the
company’s directorate and entrusted
with' the management of the plant.

Gains accruing from such operations
are to be employed in the purchase for
deposit in the national treasury of all
sold from Brazilian mines, thet exporta-
tion of which will continue
hibited ; in the purchase of minted or bar
Jold of whatever origin, for the same
rurpose, and 'in the amortization of the
lomestic and foreign debt by securing
bonds at a lower quotation.
