City Tax I_tz—v;ce May Be
Raised to Provide Im-
provement Fund.

Drastic measures will be used, if nec-
essary by the city commission to have all
obstructions removed from the creek that
flows through the city. This action was
decided upon at a meeting yesterday af-
ternoon and the city secretary instruected
to notify all persons who were obstruct-
ing its flow by fences, footbridges. accum-
ulated rubbish, or otherwise to have such
obstructions removed in ten days or fines
would be imposed.

The commission also decided to meet
next Friday morning and prepare a budget
for the coming year and set the tax rate
on the city’s assessed valuation. It is ex-
pected that this work will consume an en-
tire day and that the tax rate will be the
raised from the present rate, $1.50 on the
$100 valuation. While only estimates can
be made the commision is of the opinion
that ‘the rate for the coming year will be
between $2 and $2.25 on the $100 valua-
tion. This will not include the school
tax, which is 50 cents.

Provide Ample Funds.

It is the intention of the commission to
formulate a budget that will provide the
city with ample funds for the up-keep of
the administration. It is thought it will
be much better to add a few cents to the
tax rate than to have the city constantly
cramped for funds as it has been during
the past few months.

The commission also voiced itself yester-
day as being of the opinion that the peo-
.ple had rather have their taxes raised a
few cents and keep improvements econ-
stantly under way than to have civic im-
provements cease,

As quickly as money is made available
pians will be considered for the betterment
of streets and alleys over the city as well
as many other needs.

The resolution prohobiting the obstruct-
jon of the creek, was adopted Dbecause
when heavy raing come and it is swol-
len the obstructions force the stream to
spread until it does much damage to ad-
jacent property owners and to streets.
With the obsructions removed it is believ-
ed that only the very heaviest floods will
provide enough storm water to cause the
stream overflow as it has in the past.
The ecastside has been waterbound by sev-
eral rains recently.

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BRITISHERS CRITICIZE
WAR ADMINISTRATION

LONDON, Sept. 16.—British ‘papers
are printing almost daily exampies of

what they term the waste of public funds.
A report just issued by the commiftee of
public accounts sheds fresh light on the
subjeet. Nearly $8,500,000 was involved,
it appears, in the government’s plan to
finance the Russian General Alexieff just
before the Bolshevik revolution brought
about his collapse. Part of the plan was
to set up a Cossack state bank in Siberia,

and for that purpose $2,500,000 was
loaned to a Russian financier. But the

bank was never set up and the committee
wants to know what became of the money.
The ministry of munitions paid $12,250,-
000 for a plant begun in 1917 and which,
when the war ended, was only half fin-
ished, ~ For this outlay, the ('nmmittoo!
points out, the country received no benefit
whatever except through the “‘stimulus to
the steel trade.”

Waste of nearly $500,000 is charged by
the committee to the admiralty on a
scheme for establishing schools to train
boys in pneumatic rivering.

- The:Gulf Coast crop, it was point-
ed out, matures fully #x weeks to two
months ahead of that in most other dis-
tricts of the state, which would dllow
a large force of pickers to complete pick-
ing in the coast district in ample time to
move to other sections.

'The :depreciation in
their value was what first caused him
to work out:his scheme which, he says,
is nearly perfected. ITe laments the pres-
ent low price of the bonds' which has
caused loss to patriotic investors when
circumstances forced them to sell.

The below:par condition mikes it pos-
sible for speculators to buy up bonds at
good “l‘educt'ioni, Bryan points out. They

receive a good rate of interest on the ac-|

tual investment, he says, and lated, when
the bonds go to par, as it is believed
they will, the speculators will receive a
substantial “unearned inerement.”

The rise and fall of liberty bond prices,
Bryan asserts, is due to the fluctuations
of interest rates in financial cireles., A
stiffening of -rates: by the reserve banks,
sends the low-interest liberty bonds down
in the market. When money gets
and rates go down. liberty bounds prob-
ably will go up again, he Says.

It is upon these principles that Bryan

bases his plan to place liberty bonds at

par and keep them there. Under his
plan, liberty bonds never would be sold
either at a premium or discount. The
margin of discotint ov of premium always
makes unearned increment for someone,
and . the unearned: inctement is wrong, he
declares.
Refunding Interest Proposed.

“Tt is proposed in some cireles to re-
fund all the liberty bonds at a higher rate
of interest;”? said Bryan; “ as a means of
bringing the bonds to par.  No-doubt the
bonds will advance to par if the interest
rate is made high enough. But a suffic-
iently high rate at this time. when money
rates are stiff, will be so- high that the
bonds will go to a premium when the gen-
eral rates get easier.

Bryan pointed out that when meney. i

As a eonsequence, the purchasing power
of an income of stated amount is greatly
reduced. When the money is ‘‘tight” or
tstiff’”” as to rates, money is scarce and
prices are low. With low interest and
easy money, the liberty bond rate would

be low, to keep the bonds frém  going
above par.: The low rate would reduce

the actual amount of smcome. * With tight
money: and high interest, the liberty bond

rate would be high; to keep the bonds
from going above par.

“No wonder they pronounce it ‘Dough- |
ville’,” Mortimer Schiff is credited with !
saying, as he watched the croupiers pull-
ing in great flocks of thousand-franc
notes at the Casino. -

On the banner day of the season, the
day of the Grand Prix, more than $110,-
000 passed over the bacecarat tables
alone, and the croupiers and money
changers received more than $20,000 in
tips. No figures were available for the
rooms where “la boule” and other games
of chance were played, but it is estimated
that for the entire season only a little
less than $10,000.000 was played.

Thousands of Americans and Jinglish-
men left their tributes at the Casino ta-
bles, but this year French multimillion-
aires were some of the heaviest players.
M. Vagliano, a French shipbuilder, is
eredited with winning over $200,000, and
James Hennesy, the French cognac king
and racehorse owner, is said to have come
away about $150,000 “ahead of the
game.”

FINDS HIS ‘BABY’
BROTHER AFTER A

FIFTY-YEAR HUNT-

International News Service.
RIFLE, Colo., $ept. 16—"The truth is
often stranger than fiction is again exem-
plified in the story of Arthur A, Watts

\| well-to-do rancher of Rifle, who has just

returned here after a ten days’ visit with
his brother, Warren 8. Clark, of Des
Moines, following a separation of over
the older

“baby' brother.

In 1862 the mother of the Clark broth-
ers died at the family 'home in Bureau
county, Hl., when Arthur was 6 years
old and Warren 12. At about-the same
time a Mrs. Watts, living in a nearby
village, lost her infant son in death. Mad-
ison Clark, father of the two boys, real-|

| izing that he was unable to care for the

younger one, readily consented to the
bereaved mother, Mrs. Watts, taking Ar-
thur to rear.

The understanding was that Arthur
was to grow up at the Watts home, and
at 21 he was to receive a horse and sad-
dle and $500 in money. But fate inter-
vened, and he never received the money,
and was never more tol know his own
father.

Shortly after Mrs. Clark’s death, the
Watts family moved to Kansas, taking
Arthur Clark with them. They located
at Holton. In the meantime the Clarks
moved: to Ottumwa, Towa, Arthur Clark's
father lost track of the Watts family, an
casy matter in thosé€ days of slow com-
munication.

When Madison Clark, the father, died
some years later, relatives were unable
to find any trace of Arthur Clark.

It was not until after young Clark had
become a grown man and married that
he learned his name was not Watts. On
her deathbed Mrs. Watts summoned Ar-
thur and told him the truth so far as she
could, but was unable to advise him of
the whereabouts of his kinsfolk.

Eventudlly Arthur **Watts” located in
Rifle, reared a family and has four mar-
ried daughters and one son living. He
became a successful stockman and it now
develops that frequently he has taken
shipments of livestock and carloads of
fruit from his ranch to the very county
in Towa where his own relatives were
located without knowledge of their pres-
ence there. %

During these years Warren Clark had
been vainly searching for his ‘“baby”
brother. Only a few weeks ago eame the
first definite clue to connect Arthur Clark
with the Watts family. This clue led to
the tracing of the Watts family to Hol-
ton, Kan.. and Arthur :-3Vatts” was fin-
ally found living here in.Rifle.

Arthur Watts was overjoyed to learn
that his bmth_or was still living. He had
only a vague recollection of ever having
seen Warren. When Arthur learned that
his brother was dangerously ill in a hos-
pital in Hutchinson, Kan., he hurried to
the long lost brother’s bedside, where he
spent ten days. When Warren recov-
ers sufficiently to travel he is coming to
Rifle .to get acquainted with his pumer-
ous nieces and nephews that he bas nevgr
seen.

Steps are now being taken by Arthur
“Watts” to have his name changed back
to the family name of Clark.
