According to. the venerable grand
sheikh whose name ‘is Abu Fadl,
meaning “father ‘of courtesy” every
effort is going to be to secure the
attendance at the meeting of Emir
Abdel Krim, who is now fighting the
French “and Spanish, Sultan TIbn
Saud, king of ‘the Hejaz and Nejd.
the sultan. of Morocco, the Amir of
Afghanistan, the king of Persia and
many.other Moslem notables.

“The conference,” he explained in
an exclusive interview with the
United Press, “will be entirely a re-
ligious affair. It has heen consider-
ed mecessary ‘to eall it owing to the
vacancy created by the action of the
Turks in expelling the .caliph from
Constantinople and banishing the
caliphate from Turkey. The caliphate
is the keystone:of the arch of Islam
and it is absolutely necessary that
this keystone be restored.”

The grand shikh’s lean, lined face
and his flowing white beard—he is 83
years old—combined with his cou-
teous manners which bear out his
name, make him a remarkable pic-
ture of venerable «dignity. Al Azhar
university, over which he presides,
was founded in 970 A. D.:and has
ever since been the great center of
learning in the world of Islam.

Police Discover
Ingenious Scheme
For Melting Coins

" By United Press.
ROTTERDAM.—An ingenious
schemeé to get around French regula--
tions against melting down gold coins
has been exposed here by the arrest
of a Belgian agent of a French groun
which was doing a flourishing busi-
ness by buying gold coins 4nd selling
gold bars-at a handsome profit.:
The Dutch police discovered in .a
warehouse here five large smelting
ovens, complete burnishing and gal-
vanizing plant and a large quantity
of ‘gold, silver ~and . copper. * The
Belgian said he had simply been melt-
ing metals, but police suspicion was
aroused by the galvanizing machines
and after further investigation the
Belgian was obliged to make a com-
plete declaration of his‘business.
He melted down silver and copper
and made bars which he plated with
gold. These he sent to Paris. by air
transport as' gold bars solely for the
purpose of obtaining the relative cus-
toms declarations as evidence of gold
consignments. : g brst
In France it ig illegal to sequester
gold coins, a measure designed to
keep the gold inyv' circulation, but
thousands of “frugal French families,
suspicious of the sliding exchange,
have been hoarding gold: ever sinee
the war. Banks are forbidden to pay
more for a gold coin than the’ face
value, or twenty franes, ‘but at pres
ent a louis is worth in Frenech eur-
rency over a hundred franes more
than that. P o
The French group now being un-
covered made a practice’ of ‘buying
gold coins from people who wanted |
ready money, paying much more than
the banks would pay, but not the
face value of the gold. Indigent
hoarders were glad to sell because
their coins were lying idle and the
law prevented their shipment out: of
the country. . But by melting the
voins into bars, and presenting them
as shipnients from abroad, the group
got the full value for the gold. To
do this they needed duly approved
customs declarations, and hence the
Rotterdam branch of the business.

Agriculture
Is In Need Of

Good Salesman

By WILLIAM E. HALLBERG,
United Press Staff Correspondent.

CHICAGO, April 15.—The talk
about a corn surplus is a “bugaboo,” |
the belief that the farmer needs the
helping hand of more laws is a fal-
lacy, and the only solution to:the ag-
ricultural problem  is salesmanship,
according to Samuel R. Guard, direc-
tor of the Sears-Roebuck Agricul-
tural foundation.

Guard challenges the: conclusions
of some agricultural leaders in a com-
prehensive . study of the agricultural
situation in the United States. Him-
self a son of the soil, a graduate of
the Ohio State Agricultural college,
for 15 years a farm magazine editor
and more lately press director of the
American. Farm Bureau federation,
he has prepared his study from a
broad viewpoint. ;

Asserting ‘“there is no corn sur-
plus,” Guard advances the suggestion
that ‘‘what we need is more markets

' TAYLOR, April 1°.—A simple
test. to determine the percentage of
fertile cotton seeds was told farmers
here recently by Prof. W. N. Elam of
the Department of Vocational Agvi-
‘culture in the Taylor High School.
. ““A test ¢an be made in five or six
days,” ‘he said.” ‘A simple and very
effective method, is to take a wet tow
sack, spread it out and place on it
100 seed taken ‘at random from the
quantity: of seed to be tested. Roll
the ‘sack up and keep it in a warm
place, In a few days all the live

seed will germinate. . It is necessary |

to® keep the saeck damp throughout
the test. The number of seed that
‘grow will of course be the per cent-
age of' germination.

to the foreground again by the dis-!
cussions of  Dr. G. Dallas Hanna of |
the California Academy of Sciences.
. He brought forth a theory that
duringthe Moicene period, some. 5,-
000,000 ‘to 10,000,000 years ago.
such a continent did exist, barely of?
the shores of California.

He believes, for example, that the
Farallones, the Channel Islands and
others off the coast might have been
part of the other continent, and not
originally part of America.

The high /Sierras one time were
perhaps the westermost shoreline of
‘America, Dr. Hanna said. There was
a mighty earthquake, slowly rising
and sinking, and during the course
of its progress one continent emerg-
ed from the old ocean and another
sank into a new one.

‘“During the Mocene epoch,” Dr.
Hanna said. “There-aceumulated in
what is now @alifornia enormous
thicknesses of sediments composed
very largely of the skeltons of mi-
croscopical organisms. Some of these
deposits measured are more than 8,-
000 feet thick.
