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COOLIDGE STANDS BY PROHIBITION ORDER

KM  LEGAL

Government Is Invited 
By States To Come 
To Aid Enformecent

By United Press.
WASHINGTON, May 25.— Presi­

dent Coolidge failed to see how the 
recent executive order allowing state, 
county and municipal officers to be 
appointed federal prohibition agents 
is an infringement upon state’s rights 
Or constitutional government, his 
spokesman declared today.

“ The president feels that the state 
has not only invited federal enforce­
ment of the prohibition act, but has 
demanded the federal government to 
enter the state boundary to carry out 
enforcement.

The president has been informed 
by the treasury department that the 
order was not meant to allow states 
to cross the state boundaries in pur­
suit of liquor law violators. The de­
partment would not counsel such an 
action, the officer said.

Attorney General Sargent has 
given it as his opinion that the order 
is legal.

Mr. Sargent declared the eight­
eenth amendment contemplated con­
current action between the states in 
enforcement of prohibition.

Coincident with the publication of 
the attorney general’s ruling, the 
order wa’Ŝ asKattffd again in the sen­
ate, this time by Senator Robinson, 
the democratic leader, who said Pres­
ident Coolidge had committeed a 
“ colossal blunder” in issuing it.

“ The executive order,” he said, “ is 
in my opinion the worst • blow, un­
doubtedly not intended as such, that 
has been struck against the cause of 
prohibition.”

TELLS STORY 
OF BATHTUB

REBAPTISM BY IMMERSION 
IS BIG QUESTION BEFORE 
THE NORTHERN BAPTISTS

WASHINGTON, May 25.— One of 

the important issues to come before 
the Northern Baptist Convention 
starting today here is consideration 
of a proposed amendment which seeks 
to exclude from the fellowship of the 
denomination those churches which 
receive members from other evan­
gelical denominations without re- 
baptism by immersion.

This proposed amendment worded 
apparently to define what constitutes 
a Baptist church, was in reality aim­
ed to exclude the Park Avenue Bap­
tist Church of New York City and 
its pastor, the Rev. Harry Emerson 
Fosdiek, who accepted the call of the 
church, on condition that open church’ 
membership be practiced.

Will Be Opposed
The amendment will likely meet 

with determined opposition. If ac­
cepted, it would exclude this New 
York church and many other churches 
in various parts of the country which 
have -practiced some form of open 
membership for years.

The law committee, to which the 
amendment was .referred after the 
Seattle convention last year, has re­
ported that the proposed amendment 
would be illegal since it would in­
validate the agreement entered into 
some years ago between the denomi­
nation and the Frhe Baptists, whose 
custom was the admission of unim­
mersed members. However, a minor­
ity report of the law committee will 
likely be made holding the legality 
of the amendment.

An attempt has been made recent­
ly to bring the opposing sides to­
gether in a compromise amendment, 
which would not exclude these open- 
membership churches. How success­
ful it will be remains to be seen. Op­

position to it from some leaders has 
already been voiced. The proposed 
amendment lias in support of it some 
of the extreme conservative leaders, 
who see in it a means to exclude 
from the fellowship of the conven­
tion the more liberal churches and 
pastors, including the Park avenue 
church and its pastor, Dr. Fosdiek, 
who is a leading modernist.

Hitherto each local church has ex­
ercised supreme authority over mat­
ters of this kind, and to have the 
convention legislate on the matter 
will mean a radical change from the 
traditional policy, with liberal lead­
ers supporting the traditional prac­
tice. The outcome wjll be awaited 
with much interest.

W ork Featured
An exhibit, featuring the entire 

work at home and abroad which the 
Northern Baptist Convention carries 
on, will he one of the interesting af­
fairs in connection with the conven­
tion." The entire first floor of this 
building will be used for this pur­
pose.

Two hundred missionaries will 
be entertained among the 4,000 ex­
pected delegates.

TOKYO, Japan, May 25.—A. thou­

sand persons are missing from a near-j 
by agricultural district, and the de­
struction of a section of railroad by 
lava floods is preveting relief trains 
from reaching the stricken areas to­
day.

One hundred and fifty persons are 
known to have been killed, dispatches 
say, and firemen searching the ruins 
have recovered 59 bodies. More than 
300 were injured and almost 4,000 
have been rendered homeless in the 
areat stricken by the activity of vol­
canoes long dormant throughout 
northern Japan.

The volcanoes suddenly burst into 
activity and are spreading havoc 
throughout that section of the coun­
try.

The mountains that are showing 
activity are Tokaehi and Iwo in Hok­
kaido.

Rivers of lava poured from the 
peaks covering an area of eight 
square miles. The first reports said 
that at least 300 homes were de­
stroyed.

The catastrophe is the worst since 
the earthquake. More damage has 
been done by these* volcanoes than by 
the earthquake. Land covered with 
lava can neevr be made to produce 
anything. The stricken area was 
largely fiven up to agriculture.

15,000 WOMEN ATTENDING 
CONVENTION OF GENERAL 

FEDERATION CONVENTION

ATLANTIC CITY, May 25.— Fif­
teen thousand women from every sec­
tion of the United States and from 
many foreign countries thronged the 
boardwalk and the great hotels here 
today for the foripal opening tonight 
of the eighteenth biennial convention 
of the General Federation of Wom­
en’s Clubs.

The convention will continue 
through Friday, June 4, with “ The 
American Home” selected in advance 
as its keynote and a reaffirmation 
of the Federation’s support of prohi­
bition enforcement and campaign 
against child labor scheduled as its | 
major business.

Welcomed! .
At the formal opening tonight the 

delegates will be welcomed by New, 
Jersey and Pennsylvania in greet-j 
ings voiced by Mrs. John B. Hamme 
and Mrs. Clayton D. Lee, presidents, j 
respectively, of the Pennsylvania and j 
New Jersey federations. Thereafter: 
for more than a week every day will j 
he taken up by the sessions, commit­
tee meetings and reports of the most 
crowded convention program in the 
federation’s history.

Hoover To Speak
Among outstanding speakers sched­

uled to address the convention were 
Secretary of Commerce Hoover, Wil-j 
liam Green, President of the*Ameri- 
can Federation of Labor, Governor 
Gifford Pinchot of Pennsylvania, 
Grace Abbott, head of the Children’s 
Bureau, General Peppino Garibaldi, 
Bishop, James E. Freeman of the Na­
tional Cathedral at Washington, Min­
nie Maddern Fiske and Princess Can- 
taeuzene.

The primary feature of the conven­
tion, according to the plans of lead­
ers, is to be the emphasis laid on the 
need for improving the time and la­
bor saving equipment of the aver­
age American home. During the 
past few months the federation has 
conducted a country-wide survey ,f 
the type equipment in hundreds of 
thousands of American homes, both 
in the city and in the country. The 
convention is expected to adopt a 
program for home betterment' in the 
light of conditions revealed by this 
survey.

Overwhelmingly Dry
According to leading delegates the 

convention is “ overwhelmingly dry,”  
and little opposition is expected to 
the proposal to put the federation on 
record in support of drastic prohibi­
tion enforcement. One of the first 
resolutions to be introduced, dry 
delegates said today, will be an emer­
gency. measure calling upon the or­
ganization’s 40,000 clubs to enter at 
one-, upon a “ Know Your Courts ‘ 
campaign as a first stop toward co 
operating with the newly created di­
vision of law observance in the fed­
eration’s department of legislation. 
In a second resolution dry leaders ex­
pect the convention to go on record 
“ renewing its unequivocal stand for 
loyal and uncompromising support of 
the 18th Amendment and the Vol­
stead Act.”

Reaffirmation of faith in the re­
cently defeated Child Labor Amend­
ment is also expected with adoption 
of plans to continue the educational 
campaign in each sfate interpreta­
tive of the amendment.

O il Is Obtained  At 
4 73 Feet;  Ranger  
Me r c h a n t  In Play

Opening up a great stretch of 
country to “ grassroots” development, 
the rank wildcat of J. M. White, H. 
C. Heath and associates of Ranger is 
a 10-barrel well at 437 feet.

The new producer is two miles 
South of Mingus and is seven miles 
from the nearest well, an 8,000,000- 
foot gasser at 500 feet.

The well was drilled in eight days 
and another will be started at once. 
Mr. White and his associates have a 
block of 600 acres and the comple­
tion of the wildcat producer should 
mean the opening up of a new ridh 
shallow field in the Ranger district.

While a production of 10 barrels a 
aay may not sound large to the lay­
man accustomed to thinking in terms 
of 3,200-foot wells, that is a splendid 
yield for a well that costs as little to 
drill and requires as scant a time 
to complete as does a 500-foot well 
and the Putnam and Moran fields, 
where the pay is found at a similar 
depth, have witnessed deals involving 
as high as $300,000 for 40 acres.

Great interest was shown in the 
well, the drilling in being witnessed 
by a large group including not only 
the _ owners but oil. men from cities 
as far away as Wichit^ Falls.

INTERESTED 
IN SHOALS

DETROIT, Mich., May 25.— Henry 
Ford is still interested ill the develop­
ment of the great power fertilizer 
project at Muscle Shoals.

The multi-millionaire manufactur­
er served notice of this in an edi­
torial in the June 5 issue of his Dear­
born Independent which has been 
made available to the United Press.

The editorial attacked “ the power 
trust, the Chilean nitrate trust and 
the aluminum trust in {lie United 
States,”  charging that they have de­
liberately tried to sabofage ck-velop- 
ment of Muscle Shoals "through a 
bid for Ahe project. designed to de­
feat the economic production of fer­
tilizer and to enable the power in­
terests ard fertilizer interests to 
maintain their “ gross overcharges.”

Captioning his editorial “ farmers 
not fooled, but buncoed,”  the article 
asserts by inference that Ford will 
press his famous bid. After the op­
nosing trusts had sought to show that 
Muscle Shoals was “ not worth a 
nickel,”  it declares, the Ford bid 
proved differently and established an 
irreducible value to the property 
which it had not had before.

GALVESTON, May 25.— “ Oil is 
found in Texas from Amarillo in one 
corner to Orange in the other; from 
the Rio Grande Valley in the South­
west to Panola County in the South­
east. The geologists who are 
thoroughly familiar with the geology 
of this state, by reason of years of 
study, believe that there are 151,- 
000,000 acres of land in Texas with­
in which it is possible to discover oil 
fields. This area represents 87 per 
cent of the area of the state.”

So declared W. S. Parish, president 
of the American Petroleum Institute 
and head of the Humble Oil & Re­
fining Company, in an address to­
day before the Texas State Bankers 
convention.

“ This does not mean,”  he continued 
“ that the whole 87 per cent will pro­
duce oil, for only a smull part of it 
will produce, but it does mean that 
the whole 87 per cent is prospective 
and, within this area, at widely-spac­
ed intervals perhaps, oil fields will be 
found. The important fact here is 
the large percentage of our people 
— farmers, landowners and others 
who are interested in seeing this 
whole area tested and developed for 
its possible production. Every citi­
zen of Texas is a potential partner in 
'the oil industry. We have an em­
pire of oil developed and to be de­
veloped.”

Magnitude
The magnitude of the oil industry 

in Texas was emphasized by the 
speaker wh:> declared that the total 
tonnage, of petroleum and its pro­
ducts in the state was six times as 
large as that of cotton or wheat and 
five times larger than the shipments 
of livestock, including all animal pro­
ducts. Four hundred thousand peo­
ple in Texas are directly dependent 
upon the oil industry for their liv­
ing, lie said.

With practically nothing invested 
in oil in 1901, the industry now rep­
resents an investment of a billion and 
a quarter dollars, or one-seventh of 
the entire oil investment of the Unit­
ed States. He said, in part:

Competition
“ Competition in the acquisition of 

leases, the drilling of wells and ob­
taining of production in this state 
and in this industry is very keen. 
Today the four largest companies in 
this state are producing only about 
one-third of the oil, the other . two- 
thirds being produced by hundreds 
of companies and individuals. The 
facts must convince any unprejudiced 
mind that there is no business con­
ducted today that is as highly com­
petitive as the oil business.

“ Gasoline today is the most im­
portant commodity of commerce that 
is selling on a pre-war basis of value. 
A pound of cotton, a bushel of wheat, 
a bushel of corn, a thousand feet of 
lumber will all buy more gasoline to­
day than they would before the war.

Collecting Agency
“ The industry today serves the 

government as a collecting agency, 
Which without compensation and at 
its own expense collects a sales tax 
-—the so-called gasoline tax-—a serv­
ice unique and new in our history. 
In Texas alone this industry collects 
for the state as sales tax on gasoline 
of approximately four million dollars 
a year. The industry pays in direct 
and valorem taxes at the same rate

and in the same proportion that all 
property and industry pays. In ad­
dition to all of this the industry pays 
to the state on every barrel of oil 
produced a gross production tax 
which totals $7,250,000 annualhr it 
is entirely true and safe to say that 
the industry by reason of these spe­
cial taxes, not only in Texas, but 
throughout the whole United States, 
is being taxed more and at a higher 
percentage than any other industry. 
The oil business in its total taxes is 
paying well in excess of 40 per cent 
of the total taxes paid to our state, 
and the taxes paid by the oil in­
dustry today to the state government 
equal the total taxes received by the 
state from all sources ten years ago.
