Standard Oil
Quits Alaska;
Efforts Futile

By United Press.

SAN FRANCISCO, April ".—Five
years of hard work and almost super-
human effort and the expenditure of
hundreds of thousands of dollars in a
studenpous  “wildeatting”’ scheme
have fziled to find oil in Alaska.

he Standard Oil company of Cali-
fornia has decided to abandon its
Cold Bay experiments on the ‘Alaska
peninsula, where a well was sunk 5,-
034 feet without any results.

The crew is noW engaged in pull-
ing up the equipment and preparing
to ship it back to ‘San Iraheisco.
Thus will- end one of the most stub-
born fights ever made to overcome
the obstacle of nature in Searching
for oil.

It was about five years ago that the
California Oil company sent geolo-
gists  to examine the reported oil
structures on the Alaskan peninsula.
Surface indications premised much,
and accordingly, in 1922, a vessel was
chartered  to transport machinery,

supplies and a crew to the selected
place. :
The party of 40 ,men landed at

Kanatak, an Indian gillage about 275
miles west of Sewdrd and opposite
Kadiak island, on the Shelikof straits.

From Kanatak a wogan road was
built through the Aleutlan mountains
fop LT mlles, requiring months in the
making. Two places the road wound
over mountains 5,000 feet high, and

Actual drilling began the latter part
of that month. In the first year the
well was sunk to a depth of 1,200
feet through  solid sandstone. The
mest difficult drilling conditions were
encountered. Whecms in California
some of the 5,000-foot wells have
been sunk in i'xve months, it required
i almost three vears to reach that
depth through the formation at Cold
l Bay. Now the well is to be plugged
up and abandoned forever.
