Recent General 
English Strike 
Aided Air Travel

By United Press.
LONDON, June 1C.— Air travel 

from London to points on the con­
tinent this year is averaging double 
the volume of business of last year.

One explanation of the remark­
able increase is found in the general 
strike. When land transport was 
tied up the airways enjoyed a boom, 
and there are indications that the ef­
fect will be permanent.

The strike enabled many travelers 
to “ discover” the airways. The speed 
and comfort with which they travel­
ed has apparently converted them to 
the air.

At the height of the season last 
year about 1,000 passengers a week 
passed through Croydon, the London 
air station This year the traffic is 
averaging about 2,000 weekly.

New routes have been opened and 
the various companies have increased 
their fleets. French, Belgian, Dutch 
and German machines are flying 
regularly to Croydon as well as the 
movements of British planes, A 
route has been opened linking Lon­
don and Marseilles. This service, 
which brings Marseilles within about 
nine hours of London, is part of an 
ambitious scheme to link Elngland 
with Rome, Brindisi, Athens, and the 
northern Coast of Africa, via Mar­
seilles.

Pepper told how he had set up 
headquarters through his workers in 
various sections of the state. He de­
clared, “ I did not rely on paid work­
ers, but upon my friends and I want 
to recognize now the great obligations 
1 owe them.”

I THE BATTLE OF THE KEGS
On the fifth of January, 1778,

; there occurred at Philadelphia an in- 
j cident which not only brought upon 
I the heads of the British forces under 
Sir William Howe, then in possession 

I of that city, a great deal of didicule 
j  but also served to rock the thirteen 
•United Colonies with such mirth that 
| a song composed in commemoration 
of the occasion soon spread with 

| great celerity throughout the Contin- 
I ental Army, was sung at all public 
! gatehrings to the tune of “ Moggie 
l Law,der.”

This episode was the didiculous 
j Battle of the Kegs which came about 
J when a string of kegs, fitted out by 
■' the inventive ankee, David Bushnell,
| with a charge of explosive and a 
I clockwork to fire the same, were 
cast adrift in the Delaware River 
just above the British ships at anchor 
off Philadelphia. :

i Owing to the congestion of the ice 
! in the river the wooden mines, for 
! such they were, failed to reach their 
j destination in time, and began blow- 
! Ing up before they reached the sides 
j of the enemy’s vessels.
I It is related in the Pennsylvania 
| Ledger, that “ a barrel of an odd ap- 
j npearance came floating down the 
! Delaware, opposite the town, and at­
tracted the attention of some boys, 
vvhowent in pursuit of it, and had 
scarcely got possession of it, when it 
blew up, and either killed or injured 
one or more of them.”

The explosion of the mined kegs 
greatly alarmed the British seamen, 
the soldiery on shore and the in­
habitants of the town. Rumors 
spread like wild-fire through the city 
that the rebels had found a new way 
of ferrying themselves down the riv­
er and that “ these kegs were filled 
with armed rebels, who were to issue 
forth in the dead of night, and take 
the city by surprise, asserting that 
they had seen the points of their 
bayonets through the bung-holes of 
the kegs. Others asserted they were 
constructed by magic art; would, of 
themselves, ascend the wharves in 
the night time, and roll all flaming  ̂

j  through the streets of the city, de 
j stroying everything in their way.”

with the persistent pest.
“ The bedbug in a home is not neces- 

sairly an indication of neglect or care 
lessness, for the insect may gain ac­
cess in spite of reasonable precau­
tions,”  he advises through the Agri­
culture Department. “ The pest mi­
grates from one house to another, 
comes in baskets of laundry, satchels! 
of travelers and many other ways.” i

Uncle Sam describes the bedbug asj 
a pest “ gorged with the blood of his| 
victim, who lieth up in his lair fromj 
daylight to candlelight only to swoop j 
down upon his helpless sleeping prey) 
during the midnight watches.”

There are certain natural enemies! 
of the insect but they are as obnox-j 
ious to the housewives as the bed­
bug. Uncle Sam, therefore, advises i 
remedies to kill the pest.

Fumigating the infested house orj 
rooms with hydrocyanic-acid gas is. 
the most effecient remedy for the 
bedbug. Fumes of sulphur are also a 
very efficient means of control.

Insect powders are of little value, 
largely from the difficulty of getting 
them into crevices and other places 
of concealment of the insect. Liberal 
applications pf benzine or kerosene 
with small brushes or feather into all 
crevices of beds, furniture or walls 
where the insects may have concealed 
themselves helps to control the men­
ace.
