By IINCOI.N QUARBERG,
HOLLYWOOD.—The world war,
more than any other theme, is pass-
ing into moton picture history.

For more than seven years after
the conflict ended the movie pro-
ducers fought shy of war pictures,
holding the great military drama was
staged on too great a scale and
against too large a panorama ever to
be adequately handled on the screen.

It was Leahy’s alleged sur-
prise attack on the editor which re-|
sulted in the accidental killing of
Lassetter, who attempted to inter-'
vene and enterted the line of fire.'

Previously, he
had been sentenced to a year in pris-
on and fined $4,000 on criminal libel
charge, Governor J. F. Hinkle issued
a pardon, characterizing the proceed-
ings as a “blot on the state.”

It is a most curious kind of an
animal which the Smithsonian-

Chrysler Expedition in Tanganyika
Territory in far away East Africa,
will try to bring back to the Na-
tional Zoological Park in Washing-
ton. This expedition which was sent
out by the Smithsonian Institution
in Washin:gton is after 100 species
of live, wild animals including some
Very rare ones.

¢ l-t aard-vark looks more like a
plg han any ther common animal

and has long-clawed feet. It usually
weighs about 800 pounds and lives
in a hole in the ground.

The aard-vark detests daylight
and never rambles in the open ex-
veept at night. That is the reason he
_is seldom seen.

Arthur Loveridge, of the Museum
of Comparative Zoology, a member
«of the Smithsonian-Chrysler . Expe-
dition, was deputy game warden in
Tanganyika Territory for four years

and tells how hLe spmted an aard-
' vark in Tanganyika one bright night
and how he set eight natives to dig
the creature out. They started at

seven in the morning and worked
in relays until foar in the after-
noon. -~ For hours the aark-vark
worked faster than the natives. Dur-
ing that time they had excavated a
furrow some 20 feet in length and
varying in depth from 6 to 10, feet..
They finally captured the animal.
The aard-vark lives principally
on white ants, and the inability of
zoological parks to provide such a
diet is.one of the reasons why the
animal is not to be seen in any
American zoo. The National Zoo
hopes to have one when the Smith-
sonian-Chrysler expedition returns.
