The slaying, officers believe,
grew out of evidence young Ham-
ilton is said to have supplied in a
liquor investigation, His state-
ment, “I told them I got it from
you, " led officers to believe he
had informed on the stranger.

Informed pecan men have long
been aware that Texas is far be-

chards which return a large an-
nual income. The open forum on
this matter at the Brownwood
meeting is expected to be the first
step in establishing an extra value,
of pecan lands as a basis for
loans, thus directly and indirectly
affecting -all c1tucm of the state.
Invitations have been sent to more
than 200 banks within 100 miles
of Brownwood asking them to
have a representative present to
take part in the deliberations.

1900 has diverted thousands ofi
pounds sterling from the till of the
“pub.” The great.increase in sport

The home of whisky has also
felt the changing trend of the
times. The consumption of spirits
in Scotland was 8,623,092 gallons
in 1900; 6,709,343 in 1913, and
year. England’s
consumption of spirits in 1900 was
32,239,522 gallons.

fell to 10 412,921 last year, and is
still decreasmo

Beer has followed “hard liquor”’
on the downward trail. England
consumed 31,810,877 bulk barrels

Those silly beasts
simply refuse to pay any atten-
tion to a car, whether its standing
still or whizzing past them. The
only way to scare them with a car
is to try to camouflage it with
bushes or leaves.

VOTING FACTS
IN OLD TEXAS

I'm

Poll tox receipts issued in Texas
this year as certificates of regis-
tration for voting, number 1,189,-
604, an increase of 50,278 over the
last gubernatorial election in 1926
and a decrease of 2050 under the
rezistration in the last presiden-
tial election. The qualified voters
this year, including those exempt
from poll tax payment, number
1,568,044.

The poll tax was paid this year
by only 48.2 per cent of those eli-
gible to qualify. Based on a 1Z-
year comparison, however, that is
considered normal.

Registration in Texas begins and
ends with payment of poll tax on
or before Jan. 31 of election year,
generally throughout the State,
but since there may be special acts
applying to certain towns or coun-
tries, it is strongly urged that
those who would vote in the pres-
idential election, Nov. 6 find out
from their local officials their in-
dividual status as a voter and act
accordingly-
