SEEK MEANS 10
STOP DEPLETION
IN OYSTER BEDS

Government Officials
Task of Conserving
Seafood.

BY HERBERT LITTLE
United Press .Staff Correspondent

WASHINGTON.—The oyster is
confronted with the fate that has
overcome the dodo, for the ocean
beds : upon which this edible mol-
lusk spawns are being depleted.
The government is working on
the problem through the Bureau of
Fisheries; and the Shelifish Com-
missioners will take occasion on
September 7 and 8 to learn a les-
son in seafoed conservation. The
associatien will hold its annual
meeting on these dates at Woods
Hole, :Mass., where the bureau
maintains an experimental osyter
station.

Dr. Lewis Radcliffe, deputy com-
missioner of the bureau, told the
United Press today that the annual
catch of the entire Atlantic coast
is close to the equivalent of the
Cheasapeake Bav cath back in
1880-—about 17,000,000 bushels,

In this half century, however, the
price has risen so much that the
total price paid the fishermen tor
their catch is approximately the
same as in 1880.

In recent years, the bureau has
conducted surveys of oyster beds
in Massachusetts, North and South
Carolina, Albama, Mississippi and
Texas, to devise conservation meas-
ures.

Means are also being sought te
combat the drill, a pest blamed for
much of the Chesapeake Bay orys-
ter depletion.

A curious development in the
bureau’s work was the recent sur-
vey of Florida waters to determine
if pearl osysters could be grown
successfully: The bureau found
that Black Water Sound, Palmsa-
cola Bay, and Largo Sound, near
Key Largo and Tampa, were suit-
table for experiments in artificial
pearl culture.

The shellfish commissioners also
will discuss problems concerning
the economically important indus-
tries of producing lobsters, scal-
lops, clam, shrimps and other sea-
foods.

A. and were one of the few teams
in the country who finished with
a record marred by neither a de-
feat nor a tie game. Both of the

teams were among the high point’ §&
scorers of the country, the Aggies

finishing last fall with a total of
262 points to their opponents’ 32
and the Gents closing with 259
points to their opponents’ 37.

This year both teams are again
among the high scorers, the Aggies
leading the Southwest conference
with a total of '111 points and
none for their opponents while
the\ Gentlemen have scored 113
points to their opponents’ 12. Dan-
iel Baker college is credited with
scoring all of the points which
have been made against the Cen-
tenary eleven.

The Aggies have won victories
over the Trinity Tigers, South-
western Pirates, and Sewanee, de-
feating the first two teams, 21-0
and smothering the team from the
mountains last Saturday with a
69-0 score. The Gentlemen are
also credited with three victories
and no defeats in their early
games. They won their opening
game with the Sam Houston
Teachers, 47-0, and defeated the
Southwestern Louisianans 46-0, in
their second affray. The third
game was not so easily won, how-
ever, but a belated rally enabled
them to down the Daniel Baker
gridsters, 20 to 12.

Last year the Gentlemen play-
ed three teams that the Aggies
met in the Southwest conference
race. DBoth the Aggies and the
Gents were victorious over the S.
M. U. Mustangs and the Rice
Owls, but the Aggies failed to
cross the T. C. -U. goal line and
the game resulted in a scoreless
tie while the Gentlemen were. able
to nose out a 7-3 victory, the
smallest score the Centenary team
made during the -"season. The
Gents” downed the Mustangs,
21-12, while the Aggies ran wild
and piled up a 89-13 score, but
the Gentlemen made the better
showing against the Owls, whom
they defeated, 83-7, while the Ag-
gies came off with a 14-0 victory.
The Centenary eleven scored a 9-6
victory over the Baylor Bears for
their ‘fourth vietory over a South-
west conference eleven.

Both elevens boast the strong-
est backfields in many years, the
Aggies opening the season with
five lettermen contending for po-
sitions in the backfield, while the
Gentlemen still have the Smith-

Commissioner Krisel rapped
loudly on the judicial bench.

“you’d rather pay a $5 fine?”

No! No! Cooper would not pay.
A hard omelet is not edible. Ac-
cordingly, he was fined $5, with
the privilege of ‘going to jail for
two days instead.

If, for a moment he faltered, he
did not show it. Still proclaim-
ing the holy principle of the soft
omelet he marched proudly out of
the court room to serve his jail
sentence, a prisoner for a prin-
ciple.

LACK OF SIGHT
AN ADVANTAGE,
REPORTER SAYS

By United Press

BOISE, Idlaho.—Bramwell Peck
news reporter on the Cache Valley
Herald, Logan, Utah, has been
blind for 15 years. Yet, each day,
he covers a downtown news run,
recognizes: the people hef'wishes ‘10
interview by the sound of their
re-
turns alone to his office to write
the stories he gathers ot a type-
writer.

Peck walks through crowds with
ease, crosses traffic-streets with
confidence, depending solely on
his hearing for safety.

His employer, Leslie T. Foy,
owner of the Herald, describes him
as one of his most cfficient men.
Foy found Peck doing publicity
work in Idaho and watched him
lonz enough to satisfy himself

that the man was a good reporter.

Foy points out many instances
of seemingly uncanny faculties
Peck has developed to replace his
sight. Peck’s typewritten coppy is
orderly and free from errors, his
employer says.

Telling of his work, Peck said,
“Miy memory serves me well. A
good deal of my work is done over
the telephone. I believe I can re-
member every telephone number I
have ever called.

“In the morning,” he continu-
ed, ‘it is convenient to call many
persons to get the trend of the
news . Afterwards I go on the
streets, stepping into this place or
that, finding out through conver-
sation what local and personal
items are available.”

Peck tells of his day’s work with
a simplicity that seems to place
him on the ordinary level, al-
though to persons with perfect
vision he is considered a marvel.

“It is my opinion,” Peck - said,
“that I have an advantage. I can
ask questions without appearing
ridiculous and since I do not see,
people are always ready to ex-
plain even the most minute detail.
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A CHARACTERISTIC detail of
the evening mode is the skirt
