CONFESSES

“ Got Tired of Taking Care 
of Kids,” 12-Year- 

Old Says.

DALLAS, Dec. 7.— A 12-year- 

old negro boy who acted as nurse 
to younger n ^ ro  children told As­
sistant District Attorney King hew 
lie poisoned one of the children, 
attempted to poison the mother 
and planned to poison another 
child.

The statement was mane Fimay 
after the boy ' had been in the 
county jail more than a month, 
during which he refused to talk.

Theo Parker, the child who was 
poisoned, died at a hospital about 
six weeks ago from the effects of 
poison which Earl Smith, the_ 12- 
year-old negro, said he adminis­
tered.

Lucile Parker, 57, mother of 
Theo, had to start work about six 
months ago to support her chil- 
dieri, and friends told her she 
could trust Earl to take care of 
the children, Theo, and May Hel­
en, less than a year old.

Earl Smith soon became tired 
of this. About six weeks ago he 
found a bottle of poison in the 
kitchen. While he was feeding 
oatmeal to 3-year-old. Theo, Earl 
gave the child a spoonful of poison 
right after a spoonful of oatmeal. 
The child screamed and Earl ran, 
he said. The next day, Theo died.

The mother started to prepare 
some cocoa the next morning and 
she noticed the powder was damp. 
She examined it and found it was 
saturated with poison. Until Fri­
day Earl refused to make any 
statement concerning the death of 
Theo or his attempt to poison to 
Theo’s mother. When he told his 
story he declared, “ I just got tired 
o f taking care of those kids.”____

IS DEAD
Resignation Was to Become 

Effective at End of 
the Year.

BALTIMORE, Md., Dec. 7.— 

On the eve of his retirement from 
the active railroad field in which 
he had been a prominent figure 
for years, Edward J. Pearson, 
president of the New York, New 
Haven & Hartford railroad, died 
today at Johns Hopkins hospital.

He was 66 years old and was to 
have resigned from the presidency 
of the big eastern line on Dec. 31.

A cerebral hemorrhage was 
given as the cause of death.

It was learned Mrs. Pearson had 
left New Haven shortly before 10 
a. m. in a private electric train, 
en route to Baltmore. The com­
bination private car and electric 
locomotive was given the right- 
of-way in order to speed the wife 
of the dead executive here.

Pearson began his railroad ca- 
; reer in 1881 as an engineer with 
| the Missouri-Pacific system in the 
i  West and only two weeks ago, ow- 
;ing to failing health, presented his 
j resignation to the board of direct­
ors of the system. His resigna­
tion was accepted but was not to 
become effective until the end of 
this year. No successor had been 
appointed.

Camera­
men photographed him and Boy 
Scouts lit the way with torches to 
waiting autos. He walked with a 
firm step, leaning lightly on the 
arm of an attendance.

Honor System Will 
Be Abandoned Soon
AUSTIN, Dec. 7.— The honor 

system at the University of Texas 
will be abandoned effective Jan. 
3 after having been in force since 
1883. The vote to abolish it was 
cast last night at an executive ses­
sion of the students’ assembly. • 

The faculty and board of re­
gents are requested to arrange 
other measures of supervising ex­
aminations in the future. A com­
mittee of five students and four 
faculty members was suggested.

Three civil suits which had 
their origin in Eastland coun­
ty courts, were acted upon by 
the Supreme Court of Texas, 
according to its weekly report 
made Wednesday afternoon.

Probably the most impor­
tant decision handed down, 
was that in which the judg­
ment of the court of civil ap*- 
peals was reversed, and that 
of the district court affirmed, 
in the suit of the Magnolia 
Petroleum Company, versus 
E. T. Connellee, Eastland.

The court held that where sep­
arate povision is made, in an oil 
and gas lease contract, for pay­
ment of a certain sum for gaso­
line manufactured from casing­
head gas, the one-eight royalty 
provided for oil and gas production 
can not be enforced against such 
gasoline production.

The court decision held that the 
lease contract specifically recogn­
ized casing gas as a product dis­
tinct from the other oil and gas 
subject to one-eigbt royalty, and 
that the contract clearly provided 
separate payment on the basis of 
this distinction.

The district court judgement 
denied Connellee and others their 
claim to one-eighth royalties on 
gasoline made from casing head 
gas produced on poperty which had 
been leased to the company. The 
contract provided that Connellee 
and his associates should receive 
$25 annually for the gasoline from 
each casinghead gas well. The 
judgement was reversed by the 
court of Civil appeals.

Government Offers 
Certificates to the 
Sum of $200,000,000

DALLAS, Dec. 7.— The treas­
ury is today announcing its regu­
lar December financing which 
takes the form of an offering of 
treasury certificates of indebted­
ness in two series, both dated and 
bearing interest from December 
15, 1928 at the rate of four and 
one quarter percent, one series 
being for nine months maturing 
September 15, 1929 and the other 
series being for twelve months 
and maturing December 15, 1929, 
it is announced by Federal Bank 
Governor Talley.

The amount of the nine months 
offering is two hundred million or1 
thereabouts attd the amount of 
the twelve months offering is 
three hundred million or there­
abouts. The treasury will accept 
in payment for the new certifi­
cates at par treasury certificates 
of indebtedness of series TD 1928, 
TD 2, 1928, and TD 3 1928, all 
maturing December 15, 1928 for 
which payment is to be tendered 
in certificates of indebtedness ma­
turing December 15, L928 will, be 
allotted in full up to the amount 
of the respective offerings.

About five hundred seventy mil­
lion of treasury certificates of in­
debtedness become payable in De­
cember, 1928, also about ninety- 
five million in interest payments 
on the public debt becomes pay­
able on December 15. This offer­
ing together with cash on hand 
will provide for the treasury’s re­
quirements up to March 15, 1929.

WHY WE ARE PROSPEROUS.
Why is the United States pros­

perous, anyway? Just what are 
the things that have made us the 
greatest industrial nation on 
earth?

The report of the secretary of 
commerce, just issued, sheds some 
interesting light on the problem. 
A summary of it helps one to un­
derstand just what has been and is 
taking place in this country.

To begin with,*the report points 
out that while American popula­
tion has increased by 55 per cent 
in the past 30 years, there has 
been the following increase in the 
output of our basic industries: 
mining, 280 per cent; agriculture, 
55 per cent; railroad transporta­
tion, 200 per cent; factory output, 
180 per cent.

Yet the proportion of workers 
in those pursuits, compared with j 
the total population, is actually, 
lower now than it was 30 years 
ago. Indeed, during the past seven' 
or eight years there has been a 
steady decline in the number of 
men employed in these four basic 1 
trades. Furthermore, average 
hours of work have declined 15 
per cent since 1900.

The answer, of course, is added, 
efficiency, with a resulting in­
crease in individual output. The 
American worker today produces 
55 per cent more than he did 30 
years ago— and does it in less 
less time.

Since the proportion of workers 
in these trades is declining, it fol­
lows that there must be a new 
opening somewhere in our occupa­
tions. The report shows that the 
automobile has given employment 
to 3,000,000 people in lines wholly 
outside, of the factories— as sales­
men, bus, truck and taxi drivers, 
repairmen and th£ like. Further­
more, high schools and colleges are 
accommodating many more young 
people than ever before. There are 
now 5,000,000 in such institu­
tions.

The report closes by striking at 
a myth often repeated these days.

“ The present high prosperity of 
the United States,”  it says, “ is in 
no sense due to the world war. At 
its foundation lie the rich re­
sources of the country, not taxed 
by an excessive population, and in 
the energy, intelligence, thrift and 
industry of the people.”

All of this is highly cheering. 
Our industrial development, ob­
viously, is bringing us to some­
thing entirely new. The depart­
ment's report helps us to under­
stand just how it is happening.

agus, canned pimento, lettuce, 
French dressing.

Soften gelatine \n cold water. 
Dissolve in boiling water. Combine 
grated cheese with cream which 
has been whipped until firm. Add 
salt, pepper, paprika, nuts and 
olives and mix well. Add dis­
solved gelatine, mix and turn into 
one large mold or individual molds. 
Let stand until chilled and unmold. 
Serve on a bed of lettuce in a bor­
der of asparagus tips. Garnish 
with strips of pimento and pout 
French dressing over the whole.

Citizens of Ann Arbor, Mich.,

Scores of rooming-house keep­
ers, they assert, who for years 
have made all or part of their in­
come by renting rooms to stu­
dents, will be deprived of their in­
come if the dormitory is built.

It is easy to understand this 
point of view, and to sympathize 
with it; yet it is impossible not to 
feel that the petitioners are acting 
against the university’s best inter­
ests. The welfare of the students 
is the first consideration; and 
most educators agree that stu­
dents get along better when housed 
in regular dormitories than when 
scattered through a group of pri­
vate houses. No college or uni­
versity could ever house its stu­
dents properly if the wishes of the 
rooming-house proprietors were 
the prime consideration.

Sunday School Lesson for Sunday
PAUL GOES TO ROME 

By Rev. H. W. Wrye
Acts 28:11-24, 30, 31.

GOLDEN TEXT-H'I LC't 
ashamed of the gospel of Christ: 
for it is the power of God unto 
salvation, to every one that be- 
lieveth. Rom. 1:16.

INTRODUCTION 
Some three years before the 

time of this lesson, while at Cor­
inth, Paul wrote the Roman let­
ter and indicated his “ heart’s de­
sire and prayer to God,” that he 
might visit the church there and 
impart some spiritual gift to the 
members (Rom.

in our last lesson, by almost con­
verting king Agfippa to Chirst 
and eternal salvation. Very soon 
after that, the apostle began the 
long voage to Rome. The answer 
to his prayers, and the promise 
of God was about to be accom­
plished. The record of that stormy 
journey across the Mediterranean 
has been preserved eighteen hun­
dred years to show that God will 
keep His promise, and how a man 
that sincerily believes with all his 
heart in Christ will undergo all

Confers With The Jews 
Felix, Festus and Agrippa, hav­

ing pronounced Paul innocent, and 
the officers that accompanied him 
on that tempestuous voyage, was 
convinced that the rulers were 
light in their conclusion. There­
fore, the apostle had privileges 
that allowed him to confer with the 
public on subjects that were very 
near and dear to his heart, viz; the 
gospel of Christ, and the salvation 
of men. He called for the chief 
Jews of the city, and explained 
why he was a prisoner. He ad­
dressed them as brethern, and thus 
set himself in a favorable light. 
Notwithstanding the appLaJ. tb 
Caeser, bore a suspicious look to 
Jews, implying treachery to his 
own copnti'y, and Paul was careful 
to explain that he had no charge 
against his nation. Vengeance 
finds no place in the heart of a 
real Christian. Paul practiced 
what he preached (see Rom. 12:17- 
21). His appeal to Caeser was for 
protection against mob violence, 
for he “had done nothing against 
the people, on the customs of our 
fathers” . He concluded with the

declaration, “because of the hope ! 
of Israel I am bound with this 
chain.” It was this loyalty to his 
ancestral faith that brought Paul 
bound from Jerusalem to Rome. 
The faith that freed his heart fet­
tered his hands, and this contradic­
tion is sometimes wrought in our 
lives.

A Sect Everywhere Spoken 
Against

The Jews answered that they 
had received no letters or reports 
against him, but that they desired 
to hear him, saying: “ for as con­
cerning this sect, we know that 
everywhere it is spoken against." 
Christians were declared to be “the 
enemies of mankind,” and they 
wer'e charged wit the most ridi­
culous things imaginable. Rome 
rang with rumors against Chris­
tians, and three years later when 
Nero, to sheild himself, chargea 
Christians with having set fire to 
the city, the infuriated populance 
saw Chirstians thrown to wild

beasts in the arena and burned as 
torches in Nero’s gardens with 
shouts of frenzied delights, 
“Everywhere spoken against” was 
thus the report that met Paul.

An Appointment To Preach 
The Jews appointed a day to 

hear what he had to say about this 
“ sect” which he represented, and 
many came to his lodging. He ex­
plained to them that the law oi 
Moses and the prophets were ful­
filled in Christ. As to- the pro­
phets, their predictions were ful­
filled in the person, preaching, mir­
acles, passion, and death of Jesus
