been admitted to membership in
the Association of American Uni-
versities, according to word here
this week to President E. M. Waits.
The action was taken at a recent
~ meeting of the association in St.
Louis.

“The Association of American
Universities is the highest ranking
and standardized agency in the ed-
ucational world,” said President
Waits; making the announcement.
“T. C. U’s membership means that
the school has reached a level of
scholastic attainment that is equal
to that of the other great univer-
sities of the United States, and
that its credits will be accepted
anywhere.”’

Requirements for membership
in the association have to do with
the number and qualifications of
the instructors, operating income
of the school, requirement for
graduation, size of the library and
laboratories, preparation of stu-
dents for advanced study.

The outstanding American citi-
zen to. write the boys, of Our
Heroes’ class ‘at the First Metho-
dist church, Ranger, was Liecuten-
ant James Dyer, who will receive
from President ' Coolidge at the
white house this week the Herpert
‘Schiff trophy.

[FIREMAN NEAR
DEATH AFTER
TRAIN CRAM

Engineers in Headon Col-
lision Killed, Others
Are Injured.

By United Press.

DALHART, Dec. 10.—Dave
Lynch, fireman on the passenger
train which crashed head on in-
to a freight near here early
Sunday morning, died at the
Dalhart hospital this morning,
bringing the crash toll to three
dead.

D. W. 'Robinsen, passenger
train engineer and T. W. Moles-
worth, freight train engineer,
were killed cutright. Three oth-
er trainmen, injured in the col-
lision, are improved today and
expect to be out of the hospital
in a few days.

Two wrecking crews and a
small army of laborers cleared
the track of wreckage today and
regular traffic was resumed.

DALHART, Tex., Dec. 10.—
Confused orders were believed to
have caused the headon collision
yesterday of No. 2 southbound
passenger train and fast freight of
the Fort Worth and Denver City
railroad in which two engineers
were killed. ©One fireman ~was
fatally injured, four passengers
were injured and several trainmen
were hurt.

The two engines, both traveling
at a high rate of speed, telescop-
ed each other for six feet. Then
a gasoline tank car, third from the
freight engine, exploded and burst

into flames. - Fourteen - freight
cars, the baggage and mail car,
and special car of the Matador

Land & Cattle Co., of ‘Matador,
Tex., were destroyed by the fire.

The dead were D. W. Robinson
of Childress, engineer of the pas-
senger train and T. W. Molesworth
of Amarillo, engineer of the
freight train. 'D. J. Lynch fire-
man of the passenger train, was
believed to be fatally injured,
Several other trainmen were pain-
fully injured.

Railroad men said the freight
had been told to take the side
track ‘but the crew had misread
the orders and had failed to do so.

Engineer Molesworth was ‘pin-
ned beneath the cab and acetylene
torches had to be used to extri-
cate his body. The intense heat of
the burning wreckage handicap-
ed rescuers and many of the sur-
vivors were saved after compan-
ions had stripped their burning
clothes from their bodies.

Eastland will get a four-

cent reduction in its insur-
ance key rate, as a result of
the purchase of a new service
fire truck by the city com-
missioners Saturday morn-
ing.

Joseph M. Weaver, chair-
man of the board, announced
Saturday night that a new
Mack truck had been pur-
chased at a cost of $13,000,
and would be added to the
city fire department.

The new equipment is the latest
product of the company. It con-
sists of a_1,000 foot hose bed, a
750 gallon water pump, and 255
feet of ladder service.

The truck was purchased on a
six-year payment plan, and deliv-
ery will be made in ninety days.

For the first time in its his-
tory, Eastland will have a ladder
truck, of sufficient reach to bat-
tie blazes in four and five-story
buildings.

Heretofore, the department has
