WHOPPING BIG ONION
GROWN AT RISING STAR

Special to the Times.
RISING STAR, Nov. 17.— When it 

comes to raising the whopper white on­
ion, Uncle Jim Richardson of this sec­
tion has it over any of the Rio Grande 
valley growers, accorcing to George T. 
Barnes, secretary of the local chamber 
of commerce. Uncle Jim raises them this 
way: He sowed the seed in the fall and 
raised the ground on the north side of 
the bed to protect them from the most 
severe cold. He fertilized the bed well 
and the qualify of onion he raised is 
not often grown anywhere else. The 
secretary informs all farmers desirous 
of getting seed of thi* big onion to come 
to his office. He adds that onions can 
be profitably grown and successfully 
marketed at Rising Star, especially be­
cause of the large crowds of oil men 
who demand them.

The Rev. Charles J. McCarthy, 
state missionary o f  the Knights o f 
Columbus, from  the University o f 
Dallas, spoke last night in all the J 
moving picture theaters o f  the city in 
behalf o f  the Red Cross roll call. Rev. 
Mr. McCarthy was with the A. E. F. 
in France and he knows the work the 
order did there. He will speak again 
tonight.

More than 1,000 folks o f  Ranger 
last night at the end o f the second 
day o f  the fourth roll call had be­
come members o f the American Red 
Cross. The objective has been set at 
6,000 members.

It is believed by leaders that this 
number can be secured by Thanksgiv­
ing day, Nov. 25, if more women 
workers can be secured.

The results that have been secui*ed 
in the past tw o days are credited to 
six or seven women who have worked 
all day and part o f  the night since 
the roll call began.

At Least $6,000.
To carry forward the work that is 

planned fo r  Ranger by the Red Cross 
during the com ing year at least $6,- 
000 will have to be sc '"red  through

memberships and donations. This 
money will be used to pay a public 
health nurse fo r  the city and help 
defray the expenses o f  the executive 
secretary o f  the county. The eounty 
secretary cares fo r  the compensation, 
insurance and health o f  ex-soldiers. 
She unwinds the governm ent red tape 
and sees that ex-service men or their 
widov/s get their rights from  the gov­
ernment. This work is done without 
charge to the applicant. During the 
past year literally hundreds o f  such 
cases have been handled in Ranger.

The public health nurse visits the 
schools and guards against epidemics. 
Lessons in hygiene are given. Fam i­
lies are visited and where necessary 
instructions are given how to care 
for  disease or its prevention. The Red 
Cross in Ranger fills a real need.

To secure the 6,000 membership in 
the organization leaders say that the 
city adult population must come in 
almost 100 per cent. All business 
houses where a 100 per cent member­
ship has been secured are given cards 
to hang in their windows stating the 
fact. Many such cards are beginning 
to appear.

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AVOID PAYROLL jTurning Post at 
ROBBERIES BY j Pine and iarslon  

USE OF CHECK I to Protect Children
Large Business Concern Plans 

to Operate Without 
Currency.

ROCHESTER, Nov. 17.— A large 
business house having headquarters in 
thh> city has undertarccn to conduct its 
affairs entirely without the use of mon­
ey. Instead of currency, it intends to 
use checks, trade acceptances and travel 
cheeks to make payments of every kind, 
including its payroll. As the concern 
deals with more than S00,000 individual 
customers the result of the experiment 
will be watched with interest.

The company’s reason for adopting this 
method is given as an e.ffort to demon­
strate a means of ending the epidemic of 
payroll robberies and to show 'that mod­
ern business may bo conducted most ef­
ficiently without the use of ‘small change’ 
thus leaving the nation’s money where it 
belongs, in the banks, to serve as the 
basis of credit."

The announcement says oven carfares, 
hotel bills and railroad fares for the 
company’s force of several hundred sales­
men, and other sundries are to be paid 
by checks. All petty items even to one- 
cent postage stamps will be paid hence­

forth  by check and “ no currency of any 
imount or denomination is to be carried 

"in any form ns company property.”
To meet the payroll of its factory, the 

company has offered to employes either 
a regular pay check or the option of re­
ceiving on pay day a deposit slip show­
ing that his earnings for the week have 
been deposited to his credit in a local 
bank. This plan is expected by the lut.se 
to prove popular with the thrifty class 
of employees and to tncrease the volume 
of bank deposits. Executive employes 
who have no banking account have been 
advised to start one at once.

A concrete turning post will bo placed 
at Pine and Mars ton streets to protect 
school children from automobiles that .

TOYS FOR AMERICAN KIDDIES 
COST $100,000,000THIS YEAR

NEW YORK, Nov. 17.— Many strange 
now toys which- fill the show windows of 
toy shops and stores throughout the 
United States, as Christinas approaches, 
prove that the boys and girls of America 
are a force which cannot be overlooked— 
even as a business proposition.

The failure of the toy supply from for­
eign shores, especially from Germany and 
Austria, during the war caused such a 
demand for means of entertainment and 
instruction for Young America that Amer­
ican genius came promptly to the res­
cue. The result is that this year there 
will be a greater variety of toys than 
ever before, and they will be better toys

This year there will be $100,000,000 
worth of toys sold in the United States, 
and more than $<S0,000,000 worth of 
them are being made in the United 
States— an almost entirely new indus­
try, so far as this country is concerned.

And it is predicted by the men who 
have become leaders in this new busi­
ness that its importance for this country 
is only beginning and that next year will 
see an increase o fat least. 30 per cent 
over the production of this year.

Before the war most of America’s toys 
were purchased in foreign markets, but 
today the situation has changed and 
American manufacturers are competing 
in many instances in countries which for­
merly undersold the American producer 
here even after the articles were brought 
over the ocean at big cost.,

A few years ago. when the supply was 
cut off by the war, the American man­
ufacturer turned to the development of 
the industry because of larger profits. 
Machinery was invented which permit­
ted the manufacturer to turn out large 
quantities and the product was stand­
ardized, which also aided in greater pro­
duction.

Toy Industry Grows.
“The American toy industry may be 

reckoned today as one of the substantial 
and growing enterprises of the country,” 
said W. O. Cole-man, a director of the 
Toy Makers’ association of the United 
States.

“The manufacturer has turned his in­
genuity toward the invention of new 
types of toys; toys that are miniature 
replicas in many instances of the scien­
tific and mechanical triumphs of the day. 
No other country has ever developed so 
many entertaining, instructive and edu­
cation toys as have been placed on the 
market in this country during the past 
five years.

This is particularly true of mechani­
cal toys. New types of motors have 
been invented for the immature automo­
biles, airplanes, submarines and trains 
that are being manufactured by the mil­
lions this year. And American toy man­
ufacturing is still in its infancy.

“The toy industry abroad, particularly 
in Germany, the greatest toy country, 
and in Japan, is essentially a home in­
dustry, with the imperfectiou and lack 
of standardization which this implies. 
Ahe American industry is a machine in­
dustry, with the product scientifically 
standardized and manufactured at a cost 
which, under present conditions, cannot 
be duplicated abroad.

•‘Bor example, the concern of which 
T am president produces 6,000 complete 
mechanical trains daily, which are 
stamped out. on ninety punch presses. 
There are approximately 300,000.000 toy 
balloons produced in tills country an­
nually. and a factory is now in course 
of construction which will manufacture 
1,000,000 balloons a week.

Not a Seasonal Indus'fy.
“The toy industry in the United States 

is no longer a seasonal one, nor does it 
endeavor merely to produce novelties. 
Many articles of an educational nature 
arc, classed under the heading of toys. 
There is the pushmobile, for example, 
the. kiddie ears, coaster wagon, children’s 
books, games, tool boxes and kindergar­
ten accessories, Dolls are, of course, 
manufactured in tremendous quantities 
and diverse styles,' and, although it U 
not generally realized, doll accessories, 
wardrobes, etc., form a huge industry 
also.

"Department stores, hardware stores, 
corner stationery shops and small notion 
dealers now handle toys as a part of their 
business. Large production by mass 
methods resulted in intensive sales cam­
paigns undertaken' by American methods.

“ When the bulk of toys was imported 
the importer sold to jobbers or direct to 
retailers but it Was a seasonal trade re­
stricted almost entirely to the Christ­
mas holidays.

“The American manufacturer is making 
and delivering toys all the year round. 
He is co-operating with educational in­
stitution:: in producing devices which 
will p.iu in he, instruction of children 
and develop the particular bent of youth 
toward some science or profession.

“ No foreign manufacturer could do 
this, for behind the success of the toy 
industry lies an understanding of the 
psychology of American youth, and a

certain practical instinct which makes 
the manufacturer of toys desire to make a 
product 'which is not only entertaining, 
but serves some useful purpose.

“ The American toy is no longer an 
experiment. The toy industry grasped 
the opportunity which was offered it, 
with the result that the approximate re­
tail value of the product has increased 
from $20,000,000 in 1913 to ..nearly 
$100,000,000 in 1920. American toys are 
now being sold in nearly every country in 
the world, from India to Argentina and 
from Belgium td Java.

BRITISH GAIN SHIP 
TONNAGE AS AMERICA 

SHOWS BIG DECLINE
International News Service.

LONDON, Nov. 16.— British tonnage 
in shipbuilding is increasing whilst Amer­
ican tonnage decreases, according to a 
report issued by the American Chamber 
of Commerce in London.

Reduced building in American ship- 
! ping is given as the reason for the an- 
j nounced decrease in that country. The 
| total number of vessels built in Britisn 
| yards during the three months of July,
| to September was 96;, with a gross ton­

nage of 3,731,000 tons. The total for all 
other countries combined —  including 
America but excluding Germany—was 
3,834,073 gross tons.

America has vessels under construc­
tion at the present rime amounting to 
1.772,000 gross tons as against 3,500,- 
000 tons a year ago. In the . ‘March 
quarter of last year over 4,500,000 tons 
was actually under construction. In the 
eighteen months ending September of 
this year this tonnage has been reduced 
by 58 per cent, whilst in the same per­
iod there Was in Great Britain an in­
crease of 65 per cent.

available storage by the larger companies 
could possibly affect the current price 
of crude is declared by refinery men to 
be without sound, basis and a conclu­
sion reached without regard for the enor­
mous consumption of the product.

As a matter of fact, very little time has 
elapsed between the date the oil is taken 
from the ground and the date of its eon- 
sumption in one form or another. One 
large eastern refinery, one of the largest 
in the country, reports it can sell all the 
refined products it has to dispose of to 

I the .owners of large business blocks, ho­
tels and apartment houses in a neighbor­
ing city. There is no question of a source 
of orders and consequently no reason for 
the oil not moving because of lack of de­
mand. There are, however, fluctuations 
in demand sufficient to necessitate a rea­
sonable. reserve supply, and this coupled 
with the. reserve needed to care for 
slumps in production/ is a matter taken 
cere of with storage bil.

Stabilization is the aim of the large 
companies, and any advance or decline 
in the price of their product can be 
traced to sound economic causes, it was 
said.

Am estimate of the quantity of oil in 
storage would be difficult to arrive at 
and probably inaccurate. Available 
storage of the Texas Pipe Line accord­
ing to a report, was 2,109,383 barrels, a 
gain of more than 000,000 barrels as com- 

j pared with .Tan. 1.

The failure of the Texas company's j 
Maxwell well, northwest of the White- ’ 
aides well of Ross, (loss & Fletcher in j 
the Sipe Springs pool, to make oil after ;
