ALLIED PLAN TO
SEIZE GERMAN MOTORS |§
LEADS TO PROTEST

BERLIN, Nov. 12.-—The alleged in-
tention of the council of ambassadors to
confiscate high speed Diesel. motors in
Germany, whether they are in a fin-
ished state and in use or in the process
of construction, is to be made the sub-
ject of a diplomatic inquiry.

This inqguiry feollows the recent visit
of an entente commission to the big
Augsburg industrial plant for the pur-
pose of requisitionimg motors which are
dosequently to be dismantled or de-
stroyed on the ground that they are
suitable. for submarines amd therefor
war material. i

A message from Munich stated that
workers on. these motors. were coming to | §
Berlin to protest against seizure of the . §
Diesel stationary motors not usable for |
U-boat purposes.

A semiofficial statement says that§
the inhibition of the manufacture of
the motors used. for legitimate purpose
would mean a heavy loss to German in-
dustry and result in a large number of
workers being out of employment.
