AH Suspected Dogs in Strawn

Six children rang­
ing from 4 to 9 years of age took the 
first series of Pasteur treatments at 
the Terrell laboratories this morning 
funder the direction of Dr. Shackel­
ford, city health officer. A seventh is 
being treated by Dr. Lauderdale. Carl 
Cooper, garageman, who carried the 
dog to Austin alive for examination 
after he had been bitten twice, is re­
maining there for treatment. The 
local treatment was held up yester- ( 
day awaiting the arrival of the serum 
from Fort Worth, which was rushed 
here last night on the Sunshine Spe­
cial.

Pistols Kept Busy,
Fifteen or 20 dogs suspected of 

having come in contact with the in­
jected puppy or who were requested 
killed by their owners were shot by 
the police during the day. Calls were 
received at police headquarters all 
during the day from residents, asking 
for officers to shoot dogs. Other 
residents manifested an equal eager­
ness to save their pets from slaughter 
and dogs that had heretofore roamed 
at will over the neighborhood and city 
were tied hard and fast or penned 
up. In several instances women and 
children greeted callers at their 
homes with their dogs clasped tightly 
in their arms.

The city authorities stated that pre* 
cautionary measures must continue to 
prevent a spread of rabies throughout 
the city and all owners are warned 
that their dogs must be kept up and 
not allowed to run the streets. It is 
also required that all dogs over three 
anoriths old have city licenses, as pro­
vided for under the city ordinances.

GAS SHIPPED

The first solid train load of 
gasoline ever sent east by the 
Chestnut & Smith corporation 
left here Sunday for Philadelphia.

FARMERS ASK BLANTON 
TO DEBATE CALLAWAY

WASHINGTON, Aug. 23.— The 
soldiers’ bouns bill, after reposing in 
a senate pigeon hole for nearly a 
year, was out on the senate floor to­
day with every indication that it 
would be passed and sent to confer­
ence with the house within a week.

Whether President Harding will 
veto or sign the measure remained 
uncertain. Debate was scheduled to 
open with a strong defense of a 
bonus for the soldiers by Senator Mc- 
fCumbe'r, chairman of the ^finance 
committee, and an attack on it by 
Senator Borah.

Borah, “ anchorman” of the oppo­
sition, is confident that if the Presi­
dent vetoes the measure he will be 
sustained. The senator claims that 
at least 37 senators, or five more 
than is necessary to prevent overrid­
ing a veto, will vote against the 
measure.

Demanded by Justice.
Passing of the soldiers’ bonus res­

olution at this session of congress is 
demanded by every principle of f i­
nancial justice and every principle of 
political honor, Chaiiunan McCumber 
declared in opening his address on 
the amended house bill* with a back­
pay service provision in lieu of the 
original proposal for a cash bonus.

McCumber stated that the purpose 
of the measure was to equalize in a 
measure the pay of the men called to 
the colors with that received by those 
who stayed at home.

He stated that the government 
could meet every dollar this hill will 
call for without additional taxesbeing 
levied and without in the slightest de­
gree affecting the refunding of any 
short time obligations.

McCumber argued that the funds 
necessary for the financing of the 
bonus legislation could he obtained 
from the refunding of foreign debts.

GORMAN, Aug. 23.—Seventy-one 
farmers of the Carbon and Gorman 
communities have addressed two com­
munications to Congressman Thomas 
L. Blanton demanding that he defend 
■his record in office in a joint debate 
with Oscar Callaway.

Forty farmers of the Carbon vi­
cinity offer to defray Blanton’s ex­
penses if he will come to Eastland 
county and meet Callaway. The farm- ' 
«rs of both communities have hereto- j 
•fore looked upon Blanton as their 
friend, the Congressman is told, but 
he is advised that unless he is willing i 
to defend his record, they will look 
upon him as an enemy. Blanton is 
reminded that in his race against; 
J udge Smith he declared that a public i 
official should be able to defend his j 
record and that he has previously i 
boasted that he would meet any of 
his opponents on the stump.

PARIS, Aug. 23.— A miracle for 
which Lourdes, in some quarters, is 
given credit, is reported from Macon.

A pilgrim train bound for Lourdes 
was waiting in the station at Dijon 
and several pilgrims had crossed the 
tracks to the refreshment room when 
the whistle called them back. Among 
them was a paralyzed man who could 
only move with difficulty even with 
the aid of two crutches. As he was 
between the rails on his way back 
an express train was seen to be en­
tering the station. A cry of horror 
went up from those who saw his dan­
gerous position, but the man who had 
hobbled half way across with his 
crutches, now put them under his 
arm and ran for safety, escaping 
what seemed certain death.

Desperate Felons 
Howl for Peaches 
In New Jersey Pen

TRENTON, N. L , Aug. 23.— Six 
hundred convicts, denied extra peach­
es for dessert during New Jersey’s 
“ peach week,” howled and stormed 
in their cells early today, threaten­
ing to smash their way to freedom.

Extra deputies were rushed to the 
state prison after the inmates had 
shown their desperation by refusing 
to be cowed by drawn revolvers turn­
ed upon them by 110 officers and 
troopers at exercise late yesterday.

Shouts of the prisoners terrified 
persons in the vicinity of the prison 
and doors were double locked and 
windows barred last night in fear of 
a delivery that would set free a horde 
of infuriated convicts.

The trouble started when the men 
were given half of one peach apiece 
at the start of the week, in which 
everyone was urged to buy and eat 
as many peaches as possible.

DUBLIN, Aug. 23.— Fighting at 
the head of his staff officers against 
Irish rebels who ambushed his car on 
the road from Bandon to Macroon 
late yesterday, Michael Collins, Irish 
leader, fell mortally wounded at the 
moment of victory. As he lay dying 
in the dust, his smoking revolver 
still clutched in his hand, Collins 
raised his head and mumured, “ For­
give them.” These were his last 
words. As he died the rebels were 
beaten off.

For Half an hour against over­
whelming odds, the fiery leader of 
the free states and seven staff of­
ficers who .were with him, fought o ff 
their assailants. At least three of the 
rebels were wounded. They were be­
ing slowly driven back and it seemed 
that Collins, hero of a hundred es­
capes, had once more come through, 
when a rebel’s bullet struck him and 
he fell, dying almost instantly.

The- body of the slain leader was 
brought back to Dublin by water. 
The sorrow-striken capital prepared 
to receive it with all honor.

BROTHER IN CHICAGO.

W ar Seoretary Makes Predic­
tion as New York Agreement 

Appears Hopeless.

LONGFORD, Ire., Aug. 23.— The 

most pitiful figure in sorrowing Ire­
land today, weeping, but with pride 
shining through her tears, was Kitty 
Kiernan, financee of murdered Mich­
ael Collins.

The assassins’ bullets which cut 
short the brilliant free state leader’s 
career as a soldier and statesman 
shattered the heart romance of his 
life, upon which he had turned his 
back “ until the fight is won.”

Girl Braves Dangers.
The girl, who hastened alone 

through long stretches of woods filled 
with British soldiers to warn CollinS, 
then the “ phantom rebel” of impend­
ing capture, was the one he had chos­
en for his bride. They decided they 
could not marry until “ Mickey’s work 
for Ireland was accomplished.”  With 
the signing of the peace treaty they 
were to wed, but the defection of 
DeValera and the Ulster border war 
caused three more postponements of 
their marriage.

The romance of. the couple was on 
every Irish lip and in every Irish

heart. Kitty, known throughout the 
country for her beauty, was every­
where with Collins during his cam­
paigning days. She was a popular 
and familiar figure at the meetings 
of the Sinn Fein parliament and of 
the free state government, always in 
the front row of the ladies’ gallery 
when “ Mike had the,, floor.”

Meeting Is Romantic.
They met under the most romantic 

circumstances during the fight with 
Great Britain. Collins, dodging here 
and there, appearing and re-appear­
ing like the phantom they dubbed 
him, swore never to be taken alive. 
Wheq touring Kitty’s country as 
head of the republican armies mili­
tary intelligence, Collins slept in a 
lonely cabin miles deep in the heart 
of the woods. British spies learned 
of his whereabouts arid the “ black 
and tans” prepared to attack him.

Kitty, who knew of Collins only as 
the mythical rebel hero, risked her 
life to penetrate the British cordon 
and warn him. ’They fled together 
and escaped just ahead of the troops.

After the truce Michael returned 
to claim her as his promised bride.

DEMOSTHENES RISES 
FROM ANCIENT GRAVE
SPOKANE, Wash., Aug. 23—  

Demosthenes lived in 384 B. C., 
or something like that, and 
spoke a language now reputed 
to be dead; but he is neverthe­
less a very live issue in the cam­
paign for congress of Fred Shea.

The trouble arose when Shea 
accused Demosthenes of being a 
traitor to his country and called 
the ancient orator a “ damn dirty 
Greek.” The Spokane Greek 
colony, through its leaders, im­
mediately demanded a retrac­
tion. Shea emphatically refused 
to retract and told the Greek 
citizens to study up .on Greek 
history.

A mass meeting to bring about 
closer relations between the mer­
chants of the city and the buying 
public in the interest of the “ Buy In 
Ranger” move, is suggested in the 
latest contribution to the Retail Mer­
chants’ association’s essay contest on 
the subject. A mass meeting or pub­
lic debate on this question, it is 
pointed out, would “ enlighten the 
people and awake them to their duty 
to “ Buy In Ranger.”

The writer feels that it will be im­
possible for the merchants “ to sell 
like the mail order houses unless the 
manufacturers will agree to reduce 
their prices. She blames the manu­
facturers for the high prices, and sug­
gest that Rangerites do as the early 
colonists, who refused to buy British 
goods which were priced to undersell 
the American Products.

Consistent Advertising.
The need of a consistent rather 

than a spasmodic advertising policy 
is seen by another writer, who de­
clares that if he was a Ranger mer­
chant he would keep the name of his 
shop before the public regularly and 
not on special occasions only.

“ The generally accepted policy of 
the Ranger merchants is to sit quiet 
until people forget that h^ is in 
town, and then after making uncom­
plimentary remarks as to what a 
shame it" is that his old customers 
pass him by, he will stage a big cut 
price sale and buy a page or so in 
the paper, spread circulars around 
and boost business for a few days 
Then when he has finally brought his 
name before the buying public, he 
seems to think that his purpose is ac­
complished and sits down again. This 
very thing goes in cycles of about 45 
to 60 days with the average Ranger 
merchant.

“ Is it any wonder that the people 
will buy out of town the same mer­
chandise that he has to sell during 
the time he is letting them forget 
that he is in existence? It is not. The 
mail order houses do 'not let their 
customers forget— their advertising 
policy is not spasmodic. They get 
their catalogues and supplements out 
with a regularity comparable to that 
of the moon’s journey around the 
earth.

Tell ’Em Every Day.
“ If I were a merchant and paid 

$150 to advertise a special sale each 
month and then cut prices $200 and 
paid extra clerks $200, I would take 
that $450 and spend it getting my 
name before the buying public. Then 
when a man tore his pants beyond 
repair he would know that I had 
pants to sell, because I had been tell­
ing him every day and would not 
have to wait and pick up a circular 
off the sidewalk to learn who was 
having a sale.”

The essay contest on the “ Buy In 
Ranger ,”  in which all are urged to 
express their ’ views on the subject 
will close Friday. AH contestants 
must have their essays at the office 
of the Retail Merchants’ association 
on that day to be eligible for the $10, 
$5 and $2.50 offered in prizes. The 
contest is open to everyone.

WASHINGTON, Aug. 23.—After

Heads of the western lines entered 
the conference full o f optimism, as 
they have entered each of the preced­
ing conferences.

Virtually and unreservedly . these 
western leaders want the strike set­
tled, expressing willingness to make 
any practical concessions which will 
relieve their roads of the growing 
shortage of rolling stock with a bum­
per crop nearly upon them and coal 
mining already resumed.

ACCEPTANCE DOUBTFUL

NEW YORK, Aug. 23— Railroad 
executives, meeting here today to con­
sider proposals for settlement of the 
shopmen’s strike submitted last week, 
by the “ running trades”  as medi­
ators, adjourned at 12:15 this after­
noon until 2:30, after a discussion 
lasting more than two hours.

How­
ever, persons were bitten by dogs, 
and forthwith there was a frantic 
rush for “ mad stones,”  whose healing 
touch was reputed to be a certain 
cure for the poison. Most of the per­
sons thus treated recovered, which in 
that age added certainty to the be­
lief that the mad stone was a cure. 
Nowadays, a science says there was 
no cure, because there was nothing to 
cure, as few so-called mad dogs were 
really mad, and points out that some 
victims died after the mad stone had 
been applied. These, science argues, 
were the persons really bitten by hy­
drophobia-infected animals; those who 
were “ cured” were not in danger, 
anyway.

Whatever the efficiency of the mad 
stone, it is certain that it was never 
great enough to allay the fear of hy­
drophobia, whereas in the last twenty 
years, the Pasteur treatment has done 
that thing. The bite of a mad dog is 
now regarded, not as a cause for 
alarm, but merely as a source of in­
convenience and expense. It is un­
pleasant to be bitten by any sort of 
a dog, but if proper treatment is ob­
tained promptly, there is no need to 
fear. .

Ranger, then, should not be overly 
worried over the j>resent mad dog 
scare. It is a regrettable incident, 
but measures now being taken prob­
ably will prevent its recurrence. 
Suspected dogs have been killed. Ail 
others have been ordered kept up, 
where they cannot be a menace even 
if they should develop rabies. That 
is as it should be, because there is 
no sense in encouraging a menace 
which is painful to contemplate, ev­
en if not dangerous.

At the same time, any person who 
may be bitten by an animal should 
take prompt steps to determine if 
that animal is infected and should ap­
ply to competent medical men for 
treatment.

If those things are done, there is 
no need for a mad dog scare.

NEW BUILDING 
AT BULLOCK IS 

SCHOOL MODEL
The new building now under con­

struction by the Bullock school dis­
trict, just at the end of the paving on 
the Caddo road, is rapidly nearing 
completion and will be i-eady for use 
before school opens on Sept. 15, trus­
tees said yesterday. It is a two-room 
structure, substantially built of wood, 
with heavy concrete foundation, erect­
ed at a cost of $3,500.

U. S. SKIPPER HELD 
FOR SAILOR’S MURDER

NEW YORK, Aug. 23.—The story 
of an alleged brutal murder of a 
pantryman on board the shipping 
board steamship President Van Bur- 
en on June 24, as recounted to the 
American consul in London by a 
group of college students who had 
worked their way over on the ship, 
led to the arraignment of Capt.
