Charged under grand jury indictment with receiving and 
concealing stolen oil well casing, Phillip Glasser of Ranger was 
assessed two years in the penitentiary, the jury rendering a ver­
dict this morning after being out all night. The case has been, 
on trial for several days. Glasser is on trial today irt a com­
panion case. In each instance the pipe alleged to have been 
stolen was the property of the Texas Pacific Coal & Oil com­
pany, and involved an amount placed at $6,000.

Glasser was arrested during last 
July for the thefts for which he is 
now facing trial. To make sure that 
the absence of witnesses would not 
prevent the testimony in the cases be­
ing placed before the jury at the trial, 
sworn statements were taken from 
all witnesses at the time of the exam­
ining trial.

This move was an action of former 
Assistant County Attorney W. L. 
Curtis, who said at the time that the 
statements would be accepted by the 
court as evidence if the witnesses 
failed to appear. At that time the 
gist of the evidence of Deviers as 
given above was made a part of the 
record of the proceedings of the ex­
amining trial.

Late yesterday afternoon A. Deviers, 
state’s witness, took the stand and 
testified as follows;

Deviers Testimony.
“ I met Glasser at Ranger at the 

junk shop of Sanders, Sundack & 
Glasser, and offered to sell him some 
pipe. We talked the matter over and 
he said he was buying only ‘wet 
pipe.’ I told him I cbuld get some 
for him. He understood’ thbt ‘wet’ 
pipe meant stolen pipe. I told him I 
could sell him1 sixty-four joints of 
pipe for $2,500. He offered to give 
only $1,500. Then we agreed that if 
I would find the pipe he would ship 
it out and after paying all the ex­
penses we would go fifty-fifty on the 
proceeds.

“ I had the pipe spotted on the Mad. 
den lease. Sundack, a partner of 
Glasser, went out with me in a Ford 
out of their garage, to look the place 
over where the pipe was located. 
When we came back and reported to 
Glasser, agreed to find the hauler. 
He and Mr. Carlock came to me at 
the Ranger cafe and we made ar­
rangements for Carlock to haul the 
pipe. I told the drivers where to go. 
On the day the pipe was tgken from 
the Madden lease I directed the 
teams and went on ahead to see that 
everything was all right. After the 
pipe was loaded they brought it 
through Ranger and loaded it on the 
car and Glasser had it billed out to
H. B. Sanders, a man whom I never 
knew, who was supposed to live at 
Tulsa, Okla.

“ The arrangement was that Glas­
ser was to go on immediately to Tul­
sa with the bill of lading and receive 
the car of pipe billed to H. B. San­
ders. While we were loading the 
pipe on the ear Glasser went to the 
police station to see if anybody had 
reported that the pipe was missing.

TO BE ORGANIZED 

IN NEW YORK
NEW YORK, Nov. 11.— The Ku- 

Klux Klan is to be organized in New 
York. This news is contained in a 
letter received by a local man who 
wrote for information about the so­
ciety. This communication was writ­
ten from! the “ Imperial Palace of the 
Invisible Empire of the Knights of 
the KuKlux Klan, Atlanta, Ga.,” and 
was signed by Edward Young Clarke, 

• “ Imperial Kleagle.”
“ We expect to start an organiza­

tion of work in New York state in 
November’,”  the writer said. “ We 
have in mind about 800 men in New 
York city whom we expect to honor 
by bringing into the initial organiza­
tion in New York city. We are re­
ceiving letter from Maine, Illinois, 
Missouri and California for us to send 
organizers to those places to begin 
Work,”

Men of southern origin are the 
only ones who would be eligible to 
join what the “ K. K. K.” terms the 
“ most sublime lineage in all history.”

Attached to the letter was a ques­
tionnaire which the applicant for 
membership was supposed to fill out 
and return to the “ Kligrapp of the 
Great Wizard of the Invisible Em­
pire” at the Silvey building in At­
lanta. The “ necessary interroga­
tories,” as they were termed, were 
numerous, including queries as to 
age, occupation, birthplace, race, ed­
ucation, religion and questions like 
*‘Do you believe in the principles of 
pure Americanism?” and “ Do you 
believe in white supremacy in poli­
tics?”

“ White supremacy” is said by col­
ored leaders here to be the l’eal rea­
son! back of the revival of the Ku­
Klux Klan and a parade in Jackson­
ville, Fla., Saturday night was de­
clared really an attempt to frighten 
the negro voters who certain -white 
factions feel, are growing to be toe 
much of a political power. More 
colored women than white women 
registex*ed in Jacksonville.

“ The Ku-Klux Klan is the most 
dangerous tendency in American life 
today and ought to be stamped out 
by local, state and federal authority,’ 
says James Welden Johnson, fielc 
secretary of the National Associatior 
for the Advancement of Colored Peo­
ple, 70 Fifth avenue, which has had 
investigators in the south gathering 
information on this subject. “ The 
avowed purpose of the Invisible Em­
pire is ‘keep the negro from the 
rights of common citizenship, even if 
threats of bloodshed have to be re­
sorted to’.”

Fenton Johnson, 231 West 139th 
street, leader of the Reconciliation 
Movement, said:

“ The spirit of the Ku-Klux Klan is 
contrary to the spirit of the American 
people-—contrary to the wishes of our 
forefMhei's and of the great emanci­
pator. Steps should be taken to 
eliminiateAhis obstacle in the path of 
a better economic, industrial and po­
litical relationship between the peo­
ples.”

Advertisements seeking new mem­
bers for the klan have recently ap­
peared in the Atlanta Constitution 
and in Charlotte (N. C.) Sunday 
Observer. They feature a skull and 
crossbones under the heading “ Au- 
Kee, Loyal Order of Klansmen, In­
corporated, a Social, Fraternal, Mili­
tary, Patriotic and Protective Or­
ganization.”  These ads read: “ $10 to 
join for thirty days, then $50; dues 
$8 per year.”  Explaining the pur­
poses of the society, the ads say: 
“We are an all-southern order for 
southern men of the white race, or­
ganized for the protection of our 
homes, property and country, and 
for the preservation of this govern­
ment which our forefathers founded.”

“ Each and every member of our 
local range,”  said the Charlotte ad, 
“ from twenty-one to thirtyeigbt may 
come into our military department 
and receive drilling free of charge. 
These men will constitute a body of 
men organized to uphold law and 
order, and will be ic:ady to respond 
to calls of our state, country and 
city authorities to suppress riots and 
mob violence.”

The writer passed a monument recently dedicated to soldiers and sailors, and 
on a bronze tablet was an inscription narrating deeds of valor. The montiment of 
granite will outlast many generations and thbse whose achievements it commemo­
rates will be old and gone long before th e monument is marked by time. But is 
art the only appreciation that a grateful p eople should give? Could anything be 
more incongruous than soldiers and sailor s standing in despair in the shadows of 
the very monuments lifted to commemorate their deeds? Here is a soldier who 
does to his body what the high explosives of the enemies failed to do— he destroys 
it,-—and yonder is another who feels the sting of our neglect and, discouraged, 
also chooses death. The records increase alarmingly and are to increase. Is the 
Government these men fought to sustain unable to sustain them?

If our statesmanship was strong enough to plan and execute great 
military maneuvers that resuited in winning a world war, is that statesmanship too 
supine to set in motion the forces that will hearten these men to turn with enthus­
iasm to peaceful pursuits? They answered the crisis in the soul of the Nation. 
Should we not meet the crisis in their own souls? The needs of a single soldier who 
knew how to fight better for his country than he does for himself should stir us to 
action. It is a distinct loss of dignity to a city or to a state that one, upon whom the 
Nation leaned heavily when it was menaced, must now stand alone until he falls.

Two years ago, Buddy, on November 11th, where were you? If you were in 
France it was a great day, wasn’t it? When the big guns stopped shooting and when 
the danger from gas and shrapnel was over we felt better, didn’t we?

NOT WHOLLY BAD.
Ranger is not the wickedest and most 

corrupt city in the world. It is not 
probable that Colonel Hamon intended 
that his statement to that effect should 
be taken literally. But that Ranger har­
bors bold and vicious and criminal men 
and women goes without question. The 
number of holdups and attempted hold­
ups is exaggerated by rumor, but more 
of them actually happen than any law- 
abiding community should tolerate. The 
number of drunks who nightly take the 
•est- cure at the city lockup ,is prima 
ado evidence that intoxicating liquors 

pare sold here, and the further fact that 
most of these men are picked up while 
enjoying themselves on the streets, and 
have no bottle in their possession is 
ample proof that they have not been do­
ing business with bootleggers who sneak 
through alleys and deliver their wares 
on the sly. The places where liquor can 
be obtained are matters of common 
knowledge; the places where gambling 
can be found are also matters of com­
mon knowledge, although this knowledge 
may not be of a nature that would con­
stitute proof in a court of law.

At that, except for hold-ups and like 
criminal and premeditated violence, the 
vice conditions in Ranger are probably 
riot as bad as they were thirty years ago 
in almost any town in Texas. There 
were good people in those days, and they 
numbered more than nine-tenths of the 
population. If this were not true, we of 
the present generation would all be moral 
degenerates.

This fact is not brought forward in de­
fense of conditions which now exist in 
this city. That was a different era.when 
civilization was yet lacking in many laws 
which are designed to check the turbulent 
and the vicious in their assaults on the 
social order. It is mentioned only to 
bring attention tt» the fact that violence 
in a community does not mean that the 
community is wholly violent and vicious. 
More than ninety per cent of the inhab­
itants of Ranger are just as moral, just 
as conscientious, just as righteous and 
scrupulous as the inhabitants of any 
other city. The respectable element has 
no more been corrupted by the vicious 
than the vicious have been reformed by 
a good example. But the comparatively 
small number of the vicious cast the 
great majority of the citizenry into bad 
repute.

The gambler and the liquor vendors 
are bloodsuckers, who add nothing to the 
wealth of a community. They make hi­
jackers and thieves of. normally honest 
men byjstripping them of their all. They 
provide places' where the confirmed gun­
men may get a line oil victims who may 
be tapped with profit.

Aside from Mr. Ilamon's attitude with 
respect to his rail: oad. shops, it is high 
time that Ranger rids itself of these 
gentry. We can have a live town and a 
liberal town, a to.vn where the worker 
can amuse himseif and trade with profit, 
without the aid of the cheaters and the 
poisoners of man’s mind and body, and 
their satelites.

The future of Ranger as a commercial 
center is assured by events of the past 
six months. The price of lumber and 
possibly other building materials has 
dropped. Many men are now assured 
that this will be their permanent home 
if conditions are made such that they 
can bring their families here without 
having indecencies flirted in their faces.

And when their families come, they 
will want to live in houses, not shacks. 
Drive out the vicious element, and the 
coming spring will witness 1 lie greatest 
building activity that Ranger lias yet 
known.

His ire is particularly aroused by what 
lie terms •‘seductive representations” on 
navy advertising posters, which have in­
fluenced ambitious youths from 15 up­
ward to run away from home and join 
tlie navy and then decide they want out, 
resulting in the department’s turning a 
disapproving eye upon the frantic moth­
ers who beseech their son’s release from j 
service. Such mothers, the congressman 
says, are told that if they insist, their 
sons will be released from the service, 
but on a dishonorable discharge and with­
out travel allowance to return them the 
hundreds of miles fo tiitir homes.

He objects to the added expense, which 
he figures will increase the navy fuel 
bill by 70 per cent,' and is also likely to 
raise the price of coal to domestic con­
sumers. Be believes that a “ vain dis­
play” of fighting craft will arouse sus­
picion and jealousy in the countries visit­
ed, thus causing still further, expendi­
tures for armament, and an increased tax 
Ixi tien.

In other words, for all reasons our 
congressman wants the trip canceled. 
In some ways Mr. Blanton is right. This 
is no time for taxes to be increased. It 
is no time for the price of commodities to 
be increased. The voyage would proba­
bly not enhance the efficiency of the 
navy any more than would ordinary 
training.

But from other viewpoints, there is 
some merit in the navy’s stand. A navy 
requires trained men, and they cannot be 
trained by correspondence nor by a chalk 
talk after war is declared. If we are to 
have a navy worthy of the task of first 
line defense with which it is intrusted, 
it must have the men to train.

LONDON, Nov. 13— Rome is again be­

The ration which bargained long be­
fore (lit ring the war on the side of 
demociacy and idealism is the first to 
turn proselyte for the greatest experi­
ment in idealism born of the war.

Italy, officially, through her diplomatic 
agents in all 'countries, has turned mis­
sionary lor the cause of the League of 
Nations. To make her evangelistic work 
more i.itellig ait,' she is making each of 
her diplomatic missionaries a collector of 
information regarding sentiment about 
the 1 ague in all parts of the world, this 
inform i t ion to be forwarded to a new­
ly established "department for the Lea­
gue of Nut'ons” in the Italian foreign 
office.

Count b'for a, the minister of for­
eign affairs has issued to ail diplomatic 
agents of h'.s government a copy of the 
league covenant and an accompanying 
1 tier of instructions, the most striking 
clauses of which follow ;

Need for Solidarity.
The states who contributed to the cre­

ation of the League of Nations, while 
thoroughly real'zing its imperfections, 
counted above ail upon the moral co-op­
eration of these peoples, who, inspired by 
a true sense of justice, are conscious of 
the necessity for solidarity in interna­
tional relations, if it is to be carried in­
to effect The further consolidation and 
development of this spirit will therefore 

| be decisive ,for the fate of the League 
of Nations; the decisions of the league 
can only prove efficacious if the sense 
of international justice should prevail; 
the more widely the sphere of activity 
of the League of Nations is extended 
throughout the world by the admission of 
new states, the more Will its authority be 
assured.

“ If this action is to be effective it 
must be based upon a broad knowledge 
of the new institution, both on the part 
of the governing Casses and the masses. 
Criticisms of diverse nature have been 
made against the present organization 
of the league and the details of its cov­
enant ; on the one hand there has been 
considerably scepticism ever since it 
came into being, while on the other hand, 
exaggerated praises have been bestowed 
on its functions and objectives. The dif­
fusion of exact knowledge of what the 
League of Nations is will be valuable 
for restraining different and sceptical 
censors as w ell'as superficial and irre­
sponsible eulogists.

Higher Degree of Law.
“ It is necessary to instill the firm con­

viction that the new institution, which 
has been invoked for centuries by the 
Italian philosophical and legal doctrine, 
represents a higher degree of the evolu­
tion of law based on a higher unity than 
that of the state.

"A sound understanding of the league’s 
important and complex mission should 
take the pla^e of the very vague and 
widely diffused impression that the lea­
gue is nothing more than a sterile prod-' 
uc-t of Utopian inspiration. Since Italy is 
a member of this federation and since 
its government intends to collaborate 
earnestly in its activities, it is our duty 
to promote this knowledge.”

All YY arsaw knew her story and there 
were many moist eyes that gazed at 
tue plain white painted pine board cof­
fin containing the girl-soldier as it was 
borne through the streets on the shoul­
ders of her fighting comrades, all girls 
from the women's battalion.

Was a Y et.
Sergeant Sophie was a veteran of Bo­

land s great war, which in the minds 
of most Poles, began when the world war 
ended in November. 1918. She was 22 
years of age and was one of the original' 
members of the women’s battalion which 
was formed late in 1938 for the purpose 
of defending Lemberg against the 
Ukrainians She was wounded three 
times, first at Lemberg, again at Y'ilna 
and last while leading her company 
against the Russians at Block.

She typified the spirit of Boland to­
day. There are GOO like her in the wo­
men’s battalion. Officers in the army 
from Pilsudski down admit that the 
mere existence of this battalion exer­
cised a wonderful effect upon the popu­
lar imagination, upon recruiting and 
even upon the soldiers in the recent 
heavy fighting.

FATE OF LEAGUE NOW 
HINGES ON MORAL 
SUPPORT. SAYS ITALY

LONDON, Nov. II .—The fate of the 
league of nations depends upon the moral 
co-operation of those peoples who, in­
spired by a true sense of justice, are 
conscious of the necessity for solidarity 
in international relations. Count \ Sforza, 
Italian minister of foreign affairs, lias 
written in a circular letter to Italian 
diplomatic agents abroad.

In liis* instructions to Italian diplo­
matic agents. Count Sforza expressed 
his ideas on the league, speaking of the 
realization of its imperfections by the 
states which contributed to its forma­
tion and of the necessity for the admis­
sion of states not yet members in order 
that the league’s authority can be as­
sured and its structure perfected.

As a result of bitter criticism and loud 
praise of the league, there has been 
considerable scepticism of the new in­

stitution. wrote Count Sforza, therefore 
making the diffusion of exact knowledge 
of what the league of nations really is 
the more valuable for restraining diffi­
dent and sceptical censors as well as 
superficial and irresponsible l*ulc>gists. 
He continued:

“ It is necessary to instil the firm 
conviction that the new institution, 
which has been invoked for centuries by 
the Italian philosophical and legal doc­
trine, represents a higher degree of the 
evolution of law based on a higher unity 
than that of the state. The creation 
of a league of nations aims at securing 
the integrity of its members and main­
taining international peace. It does not 
therefore exclude the hypothesis of war ; 
it excludes it as the supreme right of 
the strongest, as the supreme appeal 
to violence, as an event abandoned to 
the caprices and vicissitudes of fortune; 
it admits it, on the contrary, as an af­
firmation of the moral power of right 
for re-integrating the cohimunity of 
states broken by the disturbances of in­
ternational peace, and thus its function 
comes to correspond to the penal func­
tion of each state wihtin its own bon­
ders.”

Italian diplomatic agents abroad are 
informed that it is the duty of Italy 
to promote knowledge of the league. 
They are requested to report all mani­
festations regarding tiie league to the 
special department for the league of na­
tions in the Italian foreign office.
