Lumber Concerns
Not Under Order

TALLAS, Feb. 10 UP — Floyd
McGowh, chairman of the Eighth
Regional War Labor Board, an-
pounced yesterday that retall
lumber establishments in Texas,
Louisiana and Oklahoma which
employ eight or fewer persons
have been withdrawn from pro-
visions of general order No. 4.

Has Recentl

“Meclining dn a comfortable
chair with a smile on his {ace,
appearing much younger than his
well-spent 96 years of active life,
W. C. Brooks, the last living
member of that grand old aggre-
gation of confederale veterans in
Howard county, could almost be
classified as a living historical
novel. )

His memorids date back to
beautiful ante-bellum homes,
light-hearted beautiful belles and
dashing youths before the impact
of war; to the the days when
steamboat and barge travel on
the Missippl furnished the prin-
cipal means of transportation;
when slaves were bartered like
sacks of potatoes; when cotton
was king.

Mr. Brooks’ memories include
visions of brothers and friends In
blue and gray lining up a few
hundred yards apart for a charge
with drawn sword and pistol, or
firing musket and cannon at
short range.

An orphan at the age of 13
with his older brothers in the
confederale army, Brooks wvol-
unieered his services':and was
used as a drummer boy for two
yoars after which he fought
until his regiment, the 63rd Ok-
lahoma, caplained by Jim Arm-
strong, was captured at Blake-
ley, Ala., and Imprisonsd on
Ship island for the duration of
the war, where they were sub-
Jected to the indignity of negro
guards.

After the war, he made his way

up the Mississippl to Vicksburg,
then went overland to Jackson
and on to Selma, Alabama and
then by boat to Montgomery and
on home.
“ He recalls vividly days when
the men were so nearly starved
they would steal what food they
could find. Once hq stole a tur-
key, and after his captain had it
eooked and brought to  his tent,
Mr. Brooks Rlipped in and shared
the bird with the officer.

Three of his brothers served
in the Bouthern army, ome he-
ing killed in acilon, another
dying at home while on sick
leave, and " another, though
wounded, staying on to be with

Lee whem the general rren-
dered under an apple near
Appor attox. The men took

apples from the free as souven-
lers.

At the age of 16, he came to
Texas as a cowhoy and drove
cattle up the old Chisholm trail
to Abilene, Kans. For security
reasons, ranchers spaced their
herds a few miles apart golng up
the trail, and men from rival out-
fits gol together for friendly
poker games,

Indians ralded homes on moon-
light nights, stealing seftler's
horses and somtimes thelr stock,
Mr. Brooks recalls.

A rancher and farmer most
of his life, Brooks was caught
fn the 1918 drouth with a miee
horse ranch and had-io sell his
stock for wani of grass.

He bought a farm north of
Big Spring and has lived there
sizce, For many years he play-
ed the violin for cowboy dances.

When Brooks first came to
‘“West Texas the only building be-
tween Big Spring and Lubbock
was Slaughter's ranch house. The
South Plains was a haven for
herds of antelope, and many
wolves, badgers and prairie
chickens roamed at large. The
territory was also thickly popu-
lated with rattlesnakes,

He married Emma TRay and
the couple had four children K.
and Allen Brooks and Mrs, Nix of
Big Spring and Mrs. N. G. Wat-
kins of Beeville, Texas. He has
one step dapghter, Mrs. J. M.
Warren, living In Big Spring.

He still enjoys visils with his
friends In his home and listening
1o his radio. He is a captain of
Texas confederate veterans Lo
which post he was appointed ®ev-
eral years ago. He passed his
96th birthday last August 8.

death toll of the order of 2,000.-
000, and the third in which it was
on a scale cgmparable to that of

the first World War."

Explaining the composition of
the 27,000 American military
death losses, the slatisticlans say
that the figure, whihe is based on

officinl reports, Includes deaths
among the wounded, and an allow-
ance for probable deaths among
those now listed as missing. It
does not include, however, deaths
of Americans In axis prison

camps, of which several thousand
have been reporied..

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Over 8,000 Jap
Bodies Clutfer
Up Marshalls

U. 8. PACIFIC FLEET HEAD-
QUARTERS, Pearl Harbor, Feb. 8
(—The most powerful American
fleet ever thrown Into battle, an
airforce which drove the enemy

from the skies and deadly mccurate
artillery fire struck with such eo-
ordinated fury in the Marshalls
invasion that only 288 invaders
were slain—against at least 8,1221
Japanese,

,Even Including 82 Americans
missing, that made It more than
20 Nipponese killed for each one
of ours. That Tatle is the more
remarkable considering that this
opening blow ai the Marshalls
was struck at Kwajaleln atoll in
the center and thai the Japanese
had been lliere for 25 years.

Adm. Chester W. Nimitz, an-
nouncing the figures yestérday, re-
ported 1,148 Americans were
wounded. The number of Jap-
anese taken prisoner also was dh-
usually large, 264.

The first observer fo reiura
from the ‘invasion soeme, Com-
mander Kimmins, sald the fire
was so deadly ‘that the ground
iroops had little to do but mop
up.

At the southern end of the atoll,
on the administrative and air base
of Kwajalein Island, Willlam L.

Ready For FDR

WASHINGTON, Feb. 7 (#) —
Congress was set for final appro-
val today of the $2,315,000,000
second wartime revenues act and
probably will get it to the White
House before nightfall.

If President Roosevelt signs
the legialation, which he has crit-
icized as ‘‘unrealistic” because it
represents only about one-fifth
the amo nt he asked for, it will
bring higher taxes starting March
1 on liquor, furs, Jewelry and
amusements. There have been re-
ports the president would let it
become law without his signature,

work by congress, it provides:
