MONTENEGRINS STILL 
MOURN K0SS0V0 DEFEAT, 

FIVE CENTURIES AGO

PODGOItITZA, Montenegro. Nov. 20. 
No people are received in Montenegro 
with such general confidence and such 
frank welcome as Americans. A United 
States passport furnishes an all-suffi­
cient entry to any part of the country. 
The people have a touching belief in the 
disinterestedness of Americans in trik- 
ing contrast to the aloofness and suspi­
cion with which they greet other fore­
igners. This is due largely to the gen­
erous attitude of the United States to­
ward ’Montenegro during the war and 
to the widespread relief work done by 
Americans.

The Montenegrins, who are almost ox- 
slusively of the Greek Orthodox church, 
are Serbian fugitives from the Turks. 
They speak the Serbian tongue; but in­
stead of deeming themselves on a par 
with other Serbians, they believe they 
are a sort of Serbian aristocracy.

Walking Arsenals.
The Montenegrins as a rule are ex­

tremely poor and live in thatched lints. 
The men generally carry quite an arse­
nal of weapons in their girdles, which 
they regard as tlieir most precious pos­
session. Even (lie priests carry rifles. 
The women, though often beautiful, per­
form most of the menial tasks and soon 
lose their good looks. Large families 
are the rule.

The poopl care melancholy and t'atalisth 
and believe, in vampires, fairies, witches 
and ghosts. They believe that disease is 
brought by evil spirits. To keep out 
these spirits or "jinni.” they always 
dose their windows tightly at night.

With the exception of a few fertile val­
leys, Montengro is a mass of jagged, gray 
rocks, with little patches of earth that 
have been patiently gathered by th 
peasants from the roadways and valleys 
and carried to sheltered nooks. Thos< 
little plots are jealously guarded and 
carefully cultivated. They produce only 
a few handfuls of grain, yet entire fami­
lies depend upon them for sustenance.

The men are brave, proud, court com
id honest. Patriotism is a passion with 

them. They regard personal valor as 
the highest virtue. They show their sol­
idarity with the new kingdom of Groats. 
Nlovns and Serbs by the mourning 
which they still wear in commemoration 
of Kossovo, the fatal battle, in which 
Serbian independence was stamped out 
by the Turks for five centuries.

Both men and women wear a crimson 
cap with a broad border of black silk, as 
a token of mourning for their defeat.

Irish Atrocities 
Committed by Each 

in Guise of Other
Sinn Feiners Wear British Uni­

forms and Vice Versa,
It Is Charged.

DUBLIN. Nov. 29.— Sinn Fein Vol­

unteers and the British soldiers and 
police are each accused of masquerading 
in the clothes of the other. Conse­
quently it has become very difficult to 
ascertain the true facts and fix the re­
sponsibility for many of the reported 
outrages in Ireland.

Men have presented themselves at 
houses in British uniforms and their 
deeds have been attributed to govern­
ment agents. But official denial has 
been issued and the charge has boon 
made that the men were masquerading in 
uniforms captured in one of the numer­
ous raids on troops or police.

The same kind of story comes from the i 
Sinn Fein side. sMen claiming to be Vol­
unteers are alleged to be government 
agents in disguise. This is complicat­
ed enough, but the difficulty is in­
creased by the fact that criminals appear 
to be impartially personating both Volun­
teers and soldiers and using the incidents 
of the conflict as opportunity for looting’ 

An instance arose the other day in 
the Dublin, police courts in which a man 
was charged with committing various 
burglaries and it was shown that he had 
offered some of the stolen property back 
to the owner if payment were made him 
as a Sinn Fein Volunteer instrumental in 
recovering it.

Dr. G. M. 'Collins yesterday tendered 
his resignation as pastor of the First 
Presbyterian church here, to take effect 
.Ian. 1, in order that he may take charge 
of the financial campaign for the Rey­
nolds Presbyterian orphanage, located al 
AJbany. - This orphanage, which started 
five years ago with five inmates, has 
grown until it now harbors 150. It has 
in that period accumulated considerable 
property, including a large farm and a 
twenty-acre tract adjoining the Albany 
city limits, it has been supported by 
the Abilene presbytery, but recently it 
v as taken over by the Texas synod of 
the Presbyterian church in order that its 
usefulness might be increased. Dr. Col­
lins will have charge of a campaign for 
$150,000, with which it is proposed to 
build two permanent dormitories to re­
place the one recently burned, and a din­
ing hall. The brick school building is at 
present being used to house the children, 
and school work is being done in shacks. 
It is proposed by the synod to make this 
one of the most complete charitable in­
stitutions in Texas.

Civic Worker.
Dr. Collins has been in Ranger since 

Nov. 1, 1919. coming here direct from 
service with the Y. M. C, A. at Bor­
deaux and Toulouse, France. Prior to 
the war he was pastor of the Denton 
church. During the year lie has been 
in Hanger he has taken a prominent 
place in all phases of community activ­
ity as well as religious work.

He was an active team worker durii_0 
the Chamber of Commerce drive and led 
the sing-sings at the daily luncheons. It 
was through this work that he gained the 
especial regard of Ranger business men. 
He is now chairman of the chamber’s en­
tertainment committee.

TTd there is no chance of revision be­
fore the end of the present year.

The income tax, admittedly, is a pro­
per method of prorating the expense of 
conducting the government, or part of it.
That it is sadly in need of revision is 
also admitted. For one thing, it is scal­
ed on the normal value of the dollar, 
when income, decidedly is not. The sin­
gle man who makes $2,000 today is not 
as well able to pay a tax on his income 
as he was on $1,000 three years ago, and 
the same is true of the married man.
A doubled income means that most per­
sons are breaking even, Some of them 
have more dollars, but less money.

Then again, it does not seem right that 
salaries and wages should be taxed at 
as high a rate as income from invest­
ments. It is a penalty placed on efforts 
to accumulate.

Also, oil incomes should not be confis­
cated, as is now the case. Uncle Sam 
should bear iu mind that a well that is 
producing a thousand or ten thousand 
barrels today is not going to do so next 
year. But he proceeds on tljp theory that 
anything that produces returns is abso­
lutely permanent.

Ou the whole, the income tax, as at 
present drawn and administered, places 
a decided handicap on accumulation of 
property.

OIL MEN DISCUSS 
PROBLEMS AT MEET 

IN WASHINGTON
Men in charge of the American Pe­

troleum institute deserve commendation 
on the manner in which they arranged 
the program of the institute’s annual 
meeting, held in Washington last week. 
It was one of the most notable meetings 
of oil men in the history of the industry 
and matters of vita! interest were dis­
cussed by individuals well qualified for 
such assignments. The news agencies 
carried interesting reports of the differ­
ent sessions and in this way the public 
at large was enlightened as to the pres­
ent status and future outlook of the pe­
troleum business.

In past years comparatively small in­
terest was taken in oil matters by tiie 
general public, but oil has now become 
a universal necessity and people who use 
it for various purposes include practical­
ly the entire population of the country 
As a sequence to such discussions as 
those in Washington, the public is en­
lightened as to the questions of supply 
and consumption, probable resources of 
the oil fields of this continent and those 
of the Old World, and kindred matters. 
The difficulties encountered by the Amer­
ican oil man in his efforts to maintain a 
steady trade are made known and there­
by the falsity of prejudiced statements 
against the industry are exposed. In at­
tacking oil interests because of gasoline 
price, the idea uppermost in such atacks 
seems to be that oil should be almost as 
cheap as water.

Through forums such as the American 
Petroleum Institute, the facts can be 
made known, so that all consumers of 
oil may be correctly informed.

Many important phases of the oil sit­
uation were brought our, in the Washing­
ton meeting, including the menance of 
foreign monopoly, due to international 
agreements whereby foreign oil fields are 
to be controlled in the future by non- 
American, if not anti-American combina­
tions. The fact was emphasized that or­
ganized efforts, are being made in coming 
years to wrest from America the oil 
prestige which has been acquired by it. 
Another matter was tiie necessity of ad­
opting new programs for the expansion of 
American oil activities abroad. And the 
prospects of depleted American supplies 
from home fields were made known.

While there is still great quantities of 
oil to ue urawn from American territory, 
the vast consumption of the commodity 
promises to force a continuance of in­
tensive drilling. This means that the 
flood tide of home producton may di­
minish at a period near at hand— much 
nearer perhaps, than the average optim­
istic oil man may realize. And in order 
to provide for this contingency the al­
ternative of American operations in fields 
in foreign countries become imperative.

Thse matters were given attention at 
the institute’s annual meeting and the 
necessity of the “ open door” policy in 
international oil operations was elucidat­
ed in convincing terms.

In ali regards, it was a meeting of 
genuine importance to the oil industry 
of the United states,—Gil and Gas Jour­
nal.
