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HIGHWAY SUICIDE.
While New Year’s day is the o ffi­

cial day for making resolutions, any 
day is good enough for resolving to 
attend to business.

The most serious business facing 
Eastland county today is the road 
situation. As the Cisco News aptly 
points out:

The county has been awarded 
approximately $200,000 from 
the federal road fund to be ap­
plied on the construction of the 
Bankhead highway through this 
county from Ranger to Cisco. 
Recently the state highway com­
mission awarded the county an­
other $200,000 for this high­
way on condition that an equal 
amount of the county’s bonds 
are placed in escrow in a bank 
outside of the county, and that 
the road is constructed accord­
ing to the specifications and 
under the supervision of the 
federal and state engineers. 
These bonds, so we are in­
formed, must be free from in­
volving litigation before they 
can be placed in escrow. That 
is where the hitch comes. The 
county treasurer refuses to sign 
an affidavit to the effect that 
such is the case. As to the cor­
rectness of the county treasur­
er’s position that is a point on 
which wTe are not qualified to 
pass.

The state highway department 
of Texas and the federal gov­
ernment are not interested in 
our squabbles in Eastland coun­
ty. They have no time to fool 
with us or any other county in 
a similar mess when there is a 
crying need for their money and 
their services in counties whei’e 
there is work to be done and 
willing workers to work with 
them in the building of high­
ways. Especially is this true in 
this particular interest when 
there is another leg of the Bank- 
head highway asking both the 
state and federal governments 
for aid.

From Fort Worth to Abilene 
the Bankhead highway has two 
prongs. One is by way of Strawn, 
Ranger, Eastland, Cisco, Baird 
and Abilene and the other by the 
way of Mineral Wells, Brecken- 
ridge and Albany. With every­
thing else equal the lower route 
by way of Eastland county 
would be much more preferable. 
As citizens of Eastland county 
there is no use for us to think 
for one minute that the state 
highway department and the 
federal government are going to 
wait our own good pleasure in 
completing the Bankhead high­
way through this section. They 
will probably go right ahead on 
the northern route and let us 
bump over our half-finished 
roads to our hearts content.

This is a serious situation, 
more serious than many of us 
dream. We have the oppor­
tunity to get a paved highway 
through the county, a distance 
of twenty miles, a highway that 
will cost nearly a million dollars 
to build and we will have to pay 
for only half of it. Are we go­
ing to sit here quietly and let 
this pass? Let’s leave person­
alities and prejudices out of 
this matter and do something 
constructive.
Now this is a matter which cannot 

afford to wait. Time will settle it, 
undoubtedly, but time’s settlement 
will not be at all to the best inter­
ests of Eastland county.

Individual citizens cannot settle it, 
but civic bodies can, if they will in­
sist that action be taken.

There is an element in the county 
which greets road expenditures with 
suspicion. This element has by court 
action virtually prevented further 
bond sales, but probably is just as

anxious for road work to pi’oceed as 
anyone else. It would seem, how­
ever, that the citizens’ committee 
would agree to exempt this portion 
of the highway program from legal 
entanglements, if the bond money is 
safeguarded. Presumably, the county 
officials would be willing to agree 
to safeguards that any considerable 
group of citizens would demand. Cer­
tainly it is their duty to the county 
to do so, if necessary for this work to 
proceed.

That, then, is the situation that 
demands concerted action from the 
citizens through their civic bodies. 
What are they going to do about it. 
Are they going to sit quietly and let 
this highway pass Eastland county 
by?

In his address before the delegates 
of the Anti-Saloon league convention 
Prohibition Commissioner Haynes lec­
tured the public for not taking the 
prohibition more seriously. He is 
quoted as saying:

“ Some seem to have the opinion 
that the government is not serious, 
that the law is a joke, and that peo­
ple prefer a laugh to the law. It is 
a strange sense of humor when we 
laugh at the constitution.”

Side by side with this rebuke, on 
the same printed page, was a pub­
lished report in which Commissioner 
Haynes exonerated a party of his en­
forcement agents who entered a pri­
vate residence in Savannah without a 
warrant to search the place, in vio­
lation of the fourth amendment to the 
constitution. His excuse was that the 
officers merely passed through the 
residence in order to reach another 
building, to search which they had a 
warrant. Naturally the question 
arises whether it is more offensive to 
laugh at the constitution than to vio­
late it.

But Major Haynes is wrong in his 
assumption that any considerable 
number of citizens laugh at the law. 
On the contrary, it is not a laughing- 
matter. They may laugh at the way 
in which it is administered and the 
bold manner in which the sacred con­
stitutional guarantees are disregard­
ed, but not at the statute or the eigh­
teenth amendment.

The American people as a whole 
have a very deep respect for law, even 
for those laws which are oppressive 
and subversive of their rights, and 
it is not incumbent upon the prohi­
bition commissioner to lecture them 
on their shortcomings. A prohibition 
agent in Pittsburg recently was haul­
ed over the coals for a speech in 
which he criticized the federal courts 
for not imposing more severe sen­
tences upon Volstead law violators, 
but even he did not impugn the mor­
als of the public.

As the outcome of the Pittsburg 
incident an order was issued instruct­
ing prohibition agents to attend to 
their official duties and stop making 
speeches before public meetings. That 
was a wise order, and it is unfortunate 
that it applies only to the subordinate 
officers of the prohibition unit.— 
Washington Post.

ABOLITION OF MANY NUISANCE 
TAXES IS UNCLE SAM’S NEW YEAR 

GIFT TO 1 0 0 ,0 0 0 ,0 0 0  PEOPLE

WASHINGTON, Jan. 2.—Changes 
in federal taxes voted by congress last 
month came into full force yesterday. 
Here’s how they will affect you:

When you ride on a railroad train 
or an inland or coastwise steamer 
you no longer have to pay the gov­
ernment eight per cent of the amount 
of your fare and eight per cent of 
the cost of your seat, berth or state­
room.

When you ship freight you will 
not be assessed an extra three per 
cent of the cost. Likewise you can 
send packages by express or parcels 
post without having to give up a 
“ war tax.”

No Drug Store Tax.
When you visit the corner drug 

store for a bottle of proprietary med­
icine, a tube of tooth paste, a toilet 
preparation or the like you will es­
cape the vexatious stamp taxes.

When you go to a soda fountain 
you no longer will find Uncle Sam 
holding out his hand for si penny on 
each ten cents or fraction that you 
pay the clerk for a drink or a plate 
of ice cream.

If you want to sport a pair of 
shoes costing more than $10 or a 
shirt costing more than $3 you will 
mot have to lay out a tax. These 
and all of the other so-called luxury 
taxes on clothing, as well as those 
on umbrellas, parasols, sun shades, 
picture frames, trunks, valises, pock- 
etbooks, etc., go into the discard to­
morrow.

If you live in a place that still 
can boast of a 10-cent movie show 
,or other place of amusement you 
will not be assessed a penny tax. If 
the charge exceeds ten cents, how­
ever, you will continue to pay a war 
levy at the present rates of a cent 
for each 10 cents or fraction.

their income tax during the new 
year, the extent being , $8 for each 
dependent as a result of the increase 
from $200 to $400 in, the exemption 
on account of dependents.

If you are married and your net 
income in 1921 was $5,000 or less, 
however, you will get a still further 
reduction in taxes as the normal ex­
emption for married men in this 
class has been increased from $2,000 
to $2,500. Single men are given no 
additional exemption and can deduct 
only $1,000 from their net income.

Whether you are single or mar­
ried, if you made a gain from the 
sale of capital assets, such as a build­
ing or stocks or bonds, you can pay 
the tax (o,n this gain at the corpora­
tion income rate of 12 1-2 per cent, 
instead of at the surtax rate if you 
so elect.

If your income is such as to put 
you in the surtax paying class you 
will pay in 1922 at the old war rates, 
but in 1923 you will pay at the new 
rates, which become effective tomor­
row, and which provide for some re­
duction all along the line with the 
maximum at 50 per cent of $200,000 
instead of 65 per cent of $1,000,000 
or more.

Excess Tax Repealed.
The excess profits tax is repealed, 

effective tomorrow, but the result 
will not be reflected in federal rev­
enues until the calendar year ,of 1923 
as next year this tax will be paid 
on the basis of the profits made in 
1921. Likewise corporations will not 
begin paying at the increased normal 
income tax rate until 1923.

Taxes imposed under existing law 
which will be retained are: Those
on telegraph, telephone, cable and 
radio messages; tobacco, cigars, cig­
arettes and snuff; admissions and 
dues; estates; automobile trucks and 
wagons, other automobiles and motor­
cycles, and parts and accessories 
therefore, cameras, photographic 
films and plates (other than moving 
picture films). Firearms, shells and 
cartridges, hunting and bowie knives, 
dirk knives and daggers, sword canes, 
stillettoes, and brass and metallic 
knuckles, smoking articles and auto­
matic slot-device vending machines 
and weighing machines; jewelry and 
articles made of precious metals, ex­
cept eyeglasses atnd spectacles.
• Special taxes retained are those 
on brokers, pawnbrokers, ship brok­
ers, customhouse brokers. Proprie­
tors of theatres, museums, concert 
halls, circusesf, bowling alleys and 
billiard rooms, shooting galleries, rid­
ing academies; manufacturers of to­
bacco, cigars and cigarettes; persons 
renting automobiles for hire; on the 
use of boats, and on the employment 
of child labor.

Stamp taxes retained are those im­
posed upon bonds of indebtedness; 
capital stock issues; capital stock 
sales or transfer; produce, sales of 
on exchanges, drafts or checks (pay­
able otherwise than .on sight or de­
mand) ; promissory notes, convey­
ances; entry of goods at the custom 
house; entry for withdrawal of goods 
from the customs house; passage tick­
ets, powers of attorney; playing- 
cards and foreign insurance poli­
cies.

ABOLITION OF

NEXT CRUSADE
Prohibition Enforcers Do Not 

Believe It Is at All
Necessary.

NEW YORK, Jan. 2.—Abolition of 
fermented wines fob sacramental pur­
poses is under consideration of the 
prohibition department, Ralph A. 
Day, federal prohibition director for 
the state, states. The department, he 
said, was working on the theory that 
fermented wines for sacramental pur­
poses was not necessary.

“ We are planning doing away with 
sacramental wine for all faiths,” Mr. 
Day declared.

Director Day’s announcement was 
made after he had issued a statement 
revealing plans to regulate the with­
drawal of wine by rabbis for religious 
uses, to which attention had been di­
rected in a letter from Louis Marshal, 
president of the American Jewish 
committee, to the internal revenue 
commissioner at Washington.

It is expected that conferences will 
be held with Catholic and Episcopal 
clergymen, who would be affected by 
the contemplated regulation.

Substitute Grape Juice.
The proposed plan of the federal 

prohibition authorities, which is re­
ported to have received the tentative 
approval of Commissioner Roy A. 
Haynes, contemplates the substitu­
tion of specially prepared fruit juices 
for the fermented wine now used.

High officials of the Roman Catho­
lic and Episcopal churches decline to 
comment on Mr. Day’s statement.

Withdrawal of wine tq which rabbis 
are entitled for sacramental purposes, 
will be permitted on recommendation 
of four chief rabbis pending any re­
vision of regulations, Mr. Day an­
nounced. He said that much thought 
had been given to the subject and 
that it was one of the most difficult 
problems in administering the law.

Practices Differ.
“ The great divergence of the prac­

tices of the schools of religious 
thought,” Mr. Day’s statement said, 
“makes a general regulation most dif­
ficult. One branch does not use sac­
ramental wine in their services and 
even among orthodox there are a very 
large number who use unfermented 
wine made of raisins and grapes.

“ The best thought of the Jewish 
worshipers is now engaged in formu­
lating recommendations to be sub­
mitted to the commissioner through 
this office, which it is hoped will re* 
suit in regulations that will prevent 
the withdrawal of wine for sacra­
mental purposes by those not entitled 
to do so. But pending any revision 
of the regulations, this office has de­
cided to accept the recommendation 
of four chief rabbis as to those rabbis 
who are entitled to withdraw wine for 
sacramental purposes.”

LONDON, England, Jan. 2.—Leon 
Trotsky, Russian war minister, has 
been expelled from the Jewish church, 
on complaint of his father, according 
to the Berlin correspondent of the 
Daily Express today.

The charge brought by the father, 
Moses Bromstein, reads:

“ Leon has foresworn his fore­
fathers’ creed, has proved to be an 
enemy to Judiasm, and has become a 
curse to humanity.”

Bromstein, when asked for proof 
by the chief rabbi of the church where 
the services were held, declared that 
every member of the community, from 
Russia throughout the world, stood 
as a witness to the fact, which he de­
clared was accepted. He continued 
that he wanted his son expelled from 
the community of Jews.

“I want him damned, cursed 
with the curse of damnation, 
which since the beginning of the 
world has been spoken against 
the enemies of God—the curse 
from which there is no redemp­
tion on earth, in heaven or in 
hell,’’the father said.
The rabbi read seven prayers, 

seven curses,, and then blew out seven 
candles, damning the accused for all 
eternity.

Trotsky’s aged mother, a witness 
to her son’s damnation, shrieked, 
fainted and fell to the floor.

EX-PRIME MINISTER
OF FINLAND JAILED

FITCHBURG, Mass., Jan. 2.— Os­
car I. Tokoi, former premier of Fin­
land, was arrested here on a federal 
warrant charging him with being an 
alien anarchist and an undesirable 
citizen.

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CLAIMS BRITISH 
WANT SUBS FOR 
OIL FIELD HUNT

Vast Underwater Deposits of 
Petroleum Can Be Located,

Is Belief.

By HENRY WOODHOUSE.
UASHINGTON, Jan. 2.—The puz­

zling insistence on the part of the 
British delegation to their demands 
for the abolition of the submarine and 
their equal insistence to their propos­
als to forbid construction of subma­
rines of great size is increased by the 
fact that the British are planning ex­
tensive underwater mining, exploring 
for underwater petroleum fields, lo­
cating sunken vessels, and other un­
derwater work in which submarines 
are to be used.

The British admiralty war staff, in 
their report of the survey of the oil 
fields of Persia, and on the map 
showing the locations of the oil fields, 
show six oil fields on the Persian gulf, 
four of them being capable of tapping 
only by using submarines and divers.

My investigation o f the British oil 
monopoly plans has shown that the 
British petroleum department is lo­
cating submarine oil fields and that, 
in fact, the officials of the petroleum 
department are aware of the fact, and 
they recognize the fact that these sub­
marine oil fields are the only possible 
obstacle to the British government 
(achieving complete world-wide monop­
oly of oil resources. It is known that 
approximately 50,000,000 square miles 
of ocean floor is at depths of only 
from 50 to 200 feet, and many exten­
sive petroleum deposits have been dis­
covered.

Enormous Field.
As the land surface of the earth 

covers only 56,255,000 square miles, it 
will be seen that the ocean floor is 
comparatively shallow water where 
oil field may be found is approximate­
ly as large as the total land surface 
qf the earth.

When found that the British ad­
miralty listed submarine fields as 
available, over two years ago, I be­
gan an extensive study of the subject 
to ascertain to what extent subma­
rines could be used to open up to 
mankind the vast stores of petroleum, 
coal, gold, platinum, diamonds, cop­
per and other minerals that may ex­
ist under 140,295,000 square miles of 
the earth’s water surface. I soon 
found that the possibilities were stu­
pendous.

Having known the Lake family for 
a number of years on account of the 
pioneer work of Christopher J. Lake 
and Simon Lake in aviation, as well 
as in submarines, I took the matter 
up with the Lakes, and they told me 
that they had made experiments with 
their own submarines and had ascer­
tained that submarine mining was 
feasible with present day submarines 
to depths of from 50 to 200 feet.

A trip which I made across the con­
tinent and along the Pacific coast 
from Vancouver to San Diego, then 
back to San Francisco, enabled me to 
survey the work already being done 
in drilling and operating oil wells in 
shallow water on the Pacific sea­
board, and convinced me that present- 
day submarines would make it pos­
sible to tap oil fields existing at 
depths of from twenty to fifty feet.

Wealth in Ocean.
I found in my investigation that 

several hundred marine disasters in 
the past half century have dotted the 
bottom of the ocean with rich car­
goes, mostly at low depths, due to the 
fact that most ships wreck near the 
coasts. I found that the British were 
planning submarine salvaging on a 
wide scale, and, I followed with inter­
est the success of the British admi­
ralty in salvaging bullion, said to 
amount to $10,000,000, from the 
steamship Laurentic, formerly of the 
White Star line, converted into an 
auxiliary cruiser, which was sunk by 
a U-boat in January, 1917, off the 
north coast of Ireland. The vessel 
lies in water considered too deep for 
divers working from salvage ships, 
and authorities were of opinion that 
the salvaging could be simplified by 
employing submarines. The bullion 
on board was stated to amount to 
$20,000,000, only half of which was 
located by divers. A submarine would 
have greatly simplified the divers’ 
work.

Lake Interviewed.
Scores of submarine salvaging 

plans are under way, and a British 
subject, Colonel K. M. Foss, called on 
Mr. Lake at Bridgeport over a year 
ago to study the possibility of using 
submarines for, deep-sea pearl oyster 
recovery, deep-sea food-product fish­
ing, having heard that Mr. Lake had 
successfully used a submarine to re­
cover coal from a sunken cargo.

I also learned of great submarine 
diamond deposits which are to be 
mined with the aid of submarines and 
of various other discoveries and plans 
that make the vast ocean floor look 
as alluring as Stevenson’s treas­
ure island.

We confined our studies entirely to

‘NO MAN EVER WON 
ALL MEN VAMPED INTO WEDLOCK

That’s Inside Dope From Doctor Whose Record Entitles Him 
to Know; Lay Off Blondes, Is Word Alleged 

Bigamist Sends to World.

LOS ANGELES, Jan. 2.—“ No man 
ever wooed and won a woman. He 
may flatter himself and think he did. 
He may he egotistic enough to think 
that in some way he charmed them. 
But he’s wrong. The woman just 
nicked him. He was a sucker. He 
fell for her because she just made up 
her mind! to have him, and went after 
him. That’s me.

“ If a woman decides, for some mys­
terious reason, to pick on any man 
to get him to marry her, he’d better 
surrender and say, ‘good night.’ ‘ For 
she’ll get him.”

These are the conclusions of Dr. 
Leighton Bonner, alias Dr. R. L. Gen- 
treau, alias Dr. Robert Gentry, alleg­
ed bigamist and obtainer of money by 
false pretenses.

Fast Work.
The doctor is an amiable little man, 

32 years old, wears a dark suit and a 
black tie and is getting a little bald. 
He is credited with wooing and win­
ning four wives within a few months 
—three of them within a month and 
a half. But he declares that in every 
instance he was simply the vampee.

How does he do it?
“ I’m a sucker, just like any one 

else’,” says the doctor. “ I’m not say­
ing I married all the wives the au­
thorities allege I did, but I do say 
that I never won a woman in my life. 
If I got married to them it was be­
cause they just decided to vamp me 
and went and did it.”

Gentreau, as he prefers to call him­
self and is so booked at the Los 
Angeles county jail, following his re­
cent arrest in San Bernardino, sat in 
his cell and discussed love.

Cinch for Woman.
“ Love,”  he said, “ is something I 

know nothing about. There’s only 
one woman I still have a deep regard 
for, and that’s mainly, I guess, be­
cause she cares for me. If a woman 
shows affection for a man . he just 
can’t help falling in love with her. 
It’s a cinch for any woman.”

The little doctor, who wrould be in 
the “runt” class if stood up along­
side Fatty Arbuckle, is charged with:

1. Obtaining loans from Southern 
California banks aggregating $25,000 
in twenty-seven batches, all of which 
is said to have been obtained under 
false pretenses.

2. Harrying four wives within a 
short period without going through 
the formality of getting divorces. The 
government thinks the number may 
really be six wives.

3. Violating the Mann act by bring­
ing his latest “ wife,” Maybelle Hal­
verson Gentry, from St. Paul to Los 
Angeles for immoral purposes.

How many of these women he mar­
ried he would not say, but he con­
fessed to having married the Halver­
son woman and at least one ether: 
“ How many more, if any, I can’t say,” 
he stated. “ You wouldn’t ask a man 
to incriminate himself, would you?

“Yes, I’ve been divorced, but how 
often I can’t say either. But before 
the Halverson woman, all the women 
I ever had affairs with were bru­
nettes; she is sort of a half-blonde 
and half-brunette.

Brunettes Best.
“ And I’ll say that brunettes have 

blondes beaten every way. They are 
truer, more intelligent, more re­
sourceful, more modest and more con­
siderate than blondes, and know what 
real love is. Blondes are deceitful, 
cruel, irilttiodest, light-headed and 
think of nothing but one good time 
after another. They don’t care a cent 
for a man except for what he can 
give them. In fact, generally speak­
ing, the modern woman is a tinsel 
creature, all dance and good time, and 
piakes a mockery out of marriage and 
fills the dockets of our horrible di­
vorce courts.”

Then he paused a moment, this man 
who says he was for several years the 
head of a hospital in Calgary, Al­
berta.
; “ You know,” he continued, “ I am 
hot much of a ladies’ man. I’ve been 
busy at work as a physician ever 
since I graduated from medical school 
in 1912. But when I came down from 
Alberta—well, you know how a man 
feels when he gets back to civilization 
from the wilds. Every fluffy haired 
female T saw looked like a million dol­
lars to me, and I fell—once or twice, 
maybe.”

Another Story.
That’s what he says. But the gov­

ernment agents declare that—
After being paroled from the Ne­

braska state penitentiary on Jan. 1, 
1919, with but a few dollars in his 
pocket, he married pretty Edna How­
ard, a girl hardly out of her teens 
and daughter of a prosperous mer­
chant of Grand Island, Neb.

Deserting the girl in three days, it 
is alleged, he appeared seven days 
after that at Fergus Falls, Minn., as 
the bridegroom of Maybelle Halver­
son,

The authorities are working on the 
belief thorn were other marriages.

Miss Halverson says she was a 
school teacher. The doctor says she 
was not. She says she was disillusion­
ed by the debonair doctor, whose edu­

cation and age gave him the dignity 
she wanted in a husband.

Gentry says he is only 31 and he 
looks no older. He denies that she 
“ fell” for his education, claiming that 
she flirted with him on a train and 
vamped him.

He also denies that he ever ob­
tained money under false pretenses. 
He said all the claims he made to 
banks requesting, loans could be back­
ed up, and that, “ anyway, it’s my 
word against the banker’s word.”

He confessed that he knew the 
women mentioned by the authorities 
as his wives, but he would neither ad­
mit nor deny that he had married 
them.

“ Every woman has her own little 
ways,” he said, “ and if she thinks you 
are her man—the fellow she can wind 
around her finger—look out.”
