Joe Davenport; 36, proprietor of 
the Waxahachie Amusement com­
pany and brother of City Commis­
sioner A. Davenport of Ranger, was 
instantly killed yesterday afternoon 
about 4 o’clock when his Marmon 
car overturned on the Howard road 
•near Waxahachie. , Ray Adamson, lo­
cal agent of the Pierce Oil company, 
also an occupant of the car, was in­
ternally injured and his recovery is 
doubtful.

Davenport’s neck was broken when 
the car overturned and caught fire. 
Passersby, however, extinguished the 
flames and removed the men from 
beneath.

According to the message received 
last night by Commissioner Daven­
port, his brother and Mr. Adamson 
were hurrying to a certain section to 
secure oil leases and were supposed 
to have been driving fast. Commis­
sioner Davenport left at 12:28 this 
morning for Waxahachie.

Joe Davenport moved from Weath­
erford to Waxahachie about eight 
years ago and purchased the Empire 
theatre there. Later the theatre 
was ' consolidated with others under 
the name of the Waxahachie Amuse­
ment company. He visited Ranger 
many times during the early days of 
the boom.

Mr. Davenport is survived by his 
wife, his brother and his father.

Adamson, whose chest is said to 
have been crushed in the accident, 
was taken to Waxahachie. He has 
a wife and several children.

HOSPITAL BOND 
ISSUE DOES TO

IN MEXIA FIELD
MEXIA, Jan. 4.— There are now 

510 derricks in the Mexia district, 
according to a late coulnt. Of this 
number 167 are waiting on tools be­
fore drilling can be started.

The shortage of tools, however, 
promises to be relieved within a short 
time as a late report shows that there 
are 2,000 acres of cil field equip­
ment en route to this place. All 
railroads in a radius of 100 miles of 
Mexia are congested with shipments 
of material into the field and ship­
ments of crude oil out from the field. 
There are thirty loading racks in the 
field now. Loading racks along the 
T. & B. V. railroad form almost a 
•solid line from here to Tehuacana.

The Humble has built or is build­
ing 100 steel storage tanks of the 
55,000-barrel type and the Magnolia 
is building 100 of the same type. 
The Humphries-Mexia company has 
built or is building 104 of this type 
of storage tank and the Sinclair com­
pany is building seventy-five tanks 
of 80,000 barrels capacity each.

BRIAND WANTS 
ALLIANCE WITH
GREAT BRITAIN

CANNES, France, Jan. 4.—Pre­

mier Briand and M. Loucheur, at the 
head of the French delegation to the 
allied supreme council, arrived here 
today and M. Briand will probably 
hold the first of a series of confer­
ences with Lloyd George today.

Formation of plans to prevent 
Europe’s complete economic disrup­
tion and to prevent the entente from 
falling apart are the important tasks 
at the present conference.

M. Briand has been quoted as fav­
oring an alliance between France and 
England as the best solution of 
European problems.

The final official steps for the is­
suance of $35,000 in bonds for the 
City-County hospital as approved by 
the Ranger voters last month were 
taken at the meeting of the city com­
mission yesterday afternocta with 
the canvass of election returns and 
the unanimous passage of an ordi­
nance directing that the bonds be is­
sued.

The papers will be sent at once to 
the office of the state attorney gen­
eral for approval of the procedure. 
Following such approval the bonds 
will be printed and bids advertised 
for. From all present indications 
there will be active bidding for the 
bonds, City Secretary George Hem- 
mingson having already received 
several inquiries from bond houses 
over the county. City officials 
could not say how long before bids 
could be advertised for, as this will 
depend* on the time consumed by the 
attorney general’s office in going 
over the records and in the printing 
of the bonds.

Under the ordinance passed yester­
day, the issue will be twenty-year 
serial bonds with interest payments 
falling due on Jan. 2G and July 20 
of each year. The first bonds are 
redeemable five years from the date 
of issuance at the rate of $2,000 a 
year for ten years and $3,000 a 
year for the remaining five years. 
Because of the fact that the greater 
part of the city’s indebtedness will 
be retired before the hospital bonds 
fall due they will not raise the tax 
rate or will hardly be felt by the 
taxpayers, it is pointed out, while 
the benefit to be derived from the 
establishment of such a hospital here 
would be wide reaching.

It is understood unofficially that 
the $30,000 voted by the commis- 
tioners’ court of Eastland county as 
the county’s portioia in the $60,000 
institution wjll be forthcoming when 
needed. The contract has already 
been let and the ground purchased 
by the city, just off West Pine street.

NOTHING WILL 
STOP HIGHWAY, 
STARNES SAYS

County Judge Issues Statement 
From Dallas After Confer­

ring W ith State Engineer.

EASTLAND, Jan. 4.— Nothing
will be allowed to interfere with the 
construction of the twenty miles of 
Bankhead highway between Ranger 
and Cisco, according to a telephone 
message received here this morning 
from Judge Starnes in Dallas. The 
statement authorized by Judge Star­
nes follows:

“ The Cisco to Ranger road will be 
built in spite of Stubblefield et al. 
When it was found that Stubblefield 
and others were not only blocking 
the road work over the coulnty gen­
erally, but were also blocking the 
Bankhead highway between Cisco and 
'Ranger, an effort was made to set­
tle the difficulty but without suc­
cess. It was then decided to build 
the road anyway. , Judge Starnes 
conferred yesterday with State 
Highway Engineer Windrow and ten­
tative plans were made that will re­
sult in the construction, of the road. 
The state highway engineer and the 
state highway commission are co­
operating to the fullest extent with 
the 'commissioners’ court to pull the 
county out of his unhappy difficulty.”

No “ Best Saloons in W est Tex­

TREASURER REFUSES TO 
PAY HIGHWAY EMPLOYES 

FROM COMMON ROAD FUND
EASTLAND, Jan. 4. —  County 

Treasurer Ed Pritchard has refused 
to honor seventeen vouchers for sal­
aries of county highway employes, 
drawn on the common road and 
bridge fund under an order passed 
Monday by the commiission'e^s’ 
court. Pritchard contends that the 
salary accounts, which aggregate 
$2,897.86, should be properly paid 
out of the $4,500,000 bond issue, as 
heretofore. It is understood that 
employes of the department have 
been paid in scrip for several months.

The December payroll of the de­
partment includes the salary of a 
chief engineer at $666 per month; 
an office engineer at $250 a month; 
resident engineers at $250.and $240 
a month; two resident engineers at 
$235 a month each; a right of way 
man at $200 a month; an office man 
at $225 a month; four rock checkers 
at salaries ranging from $4.10 a 
month to $76; two rodmen at $125 
a month each; one rodman at $80 a 
month; an instrument man at $100.60 
and another at $7.50.'

The minutes of the commissioners’ 
meeting show that Commissioner 
Henry Stubblefield, who was absent, 
objected to the order when the min­
utes were read to him.

GOVERNOR W ONT STOP 
SAN ANTONIO HANGING

AUSTIN, Jan. 4.— George Mc­
Kinley Grace, negro, under sentence 
of death at San Antonio, and whose 
execution was set for next Friday, 
must pay the penalty for his crime. 
Governor Neff having announced 
late Tuesday that he had declined to 
interfere in the case. Grace was 
given the death penalty on convic­
tion of criminal assault on a white 
woman. The governor said he could 
find no reason to interfere with the 
decree of the court.

“ It is not my intention to inter­
fere in any way with the administra­
tion of the law in regard to the ver­
dict of the jury and the decree of 
the court in assessing the death pen­
alty in the George McKinley Grace 
case at San Antonio,” said Gover­
nor Neff. t

OKLAHOMA JAIL EMPTIED.

MINE WORKERS 
MAKE THREAT OF 
BIG COAL STRIKE

INDIANAPOLIS, Ind., Jan. 4.— A 

new threat of a strike of bituminous 
coal miners of America was seen 
here today when the preliminary 
wage conference between the opera­
tors and miners was canceled by the 
United Mine Workers.

President John L. Lewis declared 
that certain operators in the Penn­
sylvania and Ohio, who have forced 
calling o ff the conference by refus­
ing to attend, would be compelled to 
meet the miners “ in due time by 
circumstances.”

The meeting was scheduled to be 
held in Pittsburgh this week. Mine 
operators in Illinois and Indiana had 
conditionally accepted the proposal 
to attend the conference.

FARM BUREAU MEETS.
DALLAS, Jan. 4.— The general 

cotton situation was under discus­
sion here today at the second annual 
meeting of the Texas Farm Bureau 
federation, attended by directors of 
the American cotton growers and 
representative farmers from Texas, 
Oklahoma, Arkansas, Alabama and 
other southern states.

Permanent location of the head- 
ciuarters, temporarily situated at 
Dallas, probably will be decided be­
fore the convention ends tonight.

With the closing of what has been 
described as the “ most complete sa­
loon in West Texas” and various oth­
er refreshment establishments over 
the city in the last few days by the 
police, the price of corn liquor yes­
terday leaped to $100 a pint and hov­
ered there while T. A. Bendy, pro­
hibition agent of Eastland sought the 
heretofore plentiful bootleg liquor in 
every crack and cranny of the city. 
Possibly the high cost of liquor has 
dropped since Bendy’s search.

The peak price was offered Bendy 
by Chief of Police Luther Davenport 
for every pint of conn, liquor that the 
prohibition agent could find in any 
of the former alleged bootlegging 
establishments of Ranger. Bendy 
failed to collect. According to 
his statement in Eastland, “ Ran­
ger has the lid on.” He found 
one gallon of corn in an put- 
house on the outskirts of the city, 
600 gallons of mash in a pasture 
eight miles north of the city and ar­
rested J. C. Ames with a cargo of 
nine bottles of liquor just outside the 
city limits, he stated, but these hauls 
were out of bounds.

Fermanent, Chief Says.
“ Ranger is closed and going to 

stay closed as long as I am chief of 
police,”  Chief Davenport declared 
last night. “ We are going to keep a 
sharp watch and go after the boot­
leggers every time they start up,”  the 
chief explained, after he had beera. 
prevailed on to make a statement in 
regard to the report that the lid is on. 
Chief Davenport stated that his de­
partment had been at work laying 
plans for some time. The people of 
Ranger, he said demanded a clean 
town and should have cne and ex­
plained that he did not wish to ap­
pear in the attitude of taking credit 
for the change, as the police depart­
ment had simply done its duty in the 
matter and had accomplished what 
it had been planning. Both Chief 
Davenport and Assistant Chief Rey­
nolds declared that they wished it 
distinctly understood that the lid is 
on permanently and that the closings 
are net temporary.

Police Praised.
Commissioner C. O. Terrell highly 

praised the officers for their work at 
the city commission meeting yester­
day afternoon and stated that Chief 
Davenport was due a vote of thanks 
from the commission.

While the drouth notice was defin­
itely sounded an Monday over the 
city, Rangerites did not fully realize 
the change until Tuesday, when a 
sign reading “ going into bankruptcy,” 
appeared on the door of an uptown 
establishment formerly the Jbone of 
contenticmi at numerous commission 
meetings. Other places on the east 
side were also reported closed tight 
and certain rooming houses where 
“ corn” had formerly been a profit­
able side line were also reported dry.

Prohibition Agent T. A. Bendy, ar­
rived in Ranger yesterday; in the 
wake of the drouth and started out 
with a list of places thought to be 
selling liquor. His search over the 
city is said to have convinced him 
that Ranger was really closed, ac­
cording to his statement on return­
ing to Eastland.

, Driver Gets Surprised.
J. C. Ames was arrested on the j 

South Ranger road about two and a ! 
half mil-es from the city limits, Bendy 
stated, charged with transporting liq­
uor, following his arrival at a country 
store with an alleged cargo of nine 
bottles of whisky in* a Ford truck. 
Despite his expressions of surprise 
that there was liquor in his truck he 
was taken to Eastland by the prohi 
agent. He was released last night 
to return to Ranger, Bendy said this 
morning on his promise to catch the 
1 o’clock train today for Abilene with 
bondsmen, where he was to be met 
by Bendy and takam before the Unit­
ed States commissioner.

The 600 gallons of mash was found 
in a pasture just off the Brecken- 
ridge road in Stephens county, eight 
miles north of the city, Bendy said. 
The mash, which was stored in a 
large galvanized tank, was destroyed. 
No arrest was made.

The gallon of corn liquor said to 
have been found by the agent in the 
Ranger outskirts was located in an 
outhouse in the rear of a vacant 
building, he stated.

POWERS GIVEN 
18 MONTHS TO 

SCRAP SHIPS
W ill Be Allowed to Keep 

Three for Target Practice 
and Barracks.

WASHINGTON, Jan. 4.— Three 
major accomplishments on the path 
towards an agreement on the limita­
tion of naval armament program 
were registered today in the arms 
conference. These were:

1. An agreement on the methods 
by which the sixty-eight dread- 
naughts of the naval powers will be 
scrapped.

2. Ain* agreement by the naval ex­
perts upon vital details iof the re­
placement program.

France had instructions to accept j 
in principle the Root resolution ban­
ning the use of submarine against 
merchantmen.

The United Press learned from the 
.highest source the details of the ship 
scrapping program.

Junking Program.
1. All of the sixty-eight capital 

ships to be scrapped under the agree­
ment between the United States, 
Great Britain and Japan must be 
rendered incapable >of warlike pur­
poses within sixteen months from the 
time the naval treaty goes into ef­
fect, and must be entirely scrapped 
within four years from that date.

2. The old ships to be replaced 
after they have been in. service twen­
ty years under the agreement, are to 
be rendered incapable of warlike pur­
poses within six months, and are to 
be entirely scrapped within eighteen 
months after the completion of the 
construction of the replacement ton­
nage.

The ships are to be scraped by the 
various powers im whatever way they 
desire, within certain prescribed 
limitations. Also within limitations, 
the powers will be allowed to keep 
some of the ships for other than nav­
al purposes, if they have been ren­
dered completely incapable for war 
use.

Three for Non-War Uses.
In addition to these provisions, 

each of the powers is to be allowed 
to keep three of these capital ships 
for limited naval service. These ships 
are one battleship or battle cruiser, 
stripped of armor and machinery, 
but with two guiKi turrets and firing 
control left, to be used for target 
practice; one battleship or battle 
cruise, stripped of all armor, to be 
used as a target, such as the old bat­
tleship Iowa was recently used; cne 
more capital ship, likewise stripped 
of armor and machinery, to be used 
as a naval barracks.

The new plan allows a longer time 
for scrapping than did the original 
Hughes program, which called on the 
three powers to have their navies 
Stripped down to the required limit 
three months after making of the 
agreement.

Among thirty prominent persons 
indicted were Thomas Reidy, of 
Washington, former acting chief of 
the department of justice o f New 
York; Harold L. Hart, former state 
prohibition enforcement chief here; 
William A. Orr, formerly secretary 
to Governor Whitman; Thomas S. 
Duffy, Tammany Hall politician from 
the Bronx, and Owen Murphy.

The indictments charge “ violation 
of federal statute by maintaining a 
conspiracy to release liquor in excess 
of that provided for by legal per­
mits.”

COUNTRY 75 PER CENT DRY,
ANTI-SALOON LEAGUE SAYS

CHICAGO, Jan. 4.— Prohibition is 

effective in at least 75 per cent of 
the United States.

Outside of the larger cities, from 
85 to 90 per cent of the country is 
dry.

This is the situation after two 
years of national prohibition as pic­
tured by Bishop Thomas Nicholson, 
president of the Anti-Saloon league 
of America, in an interview with the 
United Press today.

“ Prohibition is rapidly gaining in 
the United States,”  said Bishop 
■Nicholson. According to the bishop, 
reports from all parts of the country 
since prohibition became effective in­
dicate large increases in bank de­
posits and savings, shorter delinquent 
tax lists and large decreases in ar­
rests for drunkenness.

ESCAPED CONVICT IS 
RECAPTURED IN FLIGHT 

AFTER BANK ROBBERY

WASHINGTON. Jan. 4 — Rufus 

P. Hubbard of New York, formerly 
employed by the American graves 
registration service in preparing 
bodies of American soldiers for ship­
ment, today told the senate commit­
tee investigating Senator Watson’s 
charges that American soldiers had 
leen illegally hanged in France that 
on three bodies disinterred he had 
found a rope around the neck and 
a black cap over the head of each.

Called as the first witness at the 
resumption of hearings, Hubbard de­
clared thern was nothing in the cof­
fins by which the bodies could be 
identified. Identification was made 
by marks on the outside of the cof­
fins but the black caps were not re­
moved before they were shipned to 
the United States for burial, Hubbard 
testified. He said that lie thought 
two of the bodies were those of ne­
groes and one was a white man.

Thinks It’s Disgrace.
“ I think it is a disgrace that those 

bodies were sent to the parents with­
out the black caps being removed,” 
Hubbard said. “ There was too much 
hurry in the registration service and 
many sad mistakes in identity were1 
made.”

“ There were no tags on the bodies 
of the three soldiers?” Senator Over­
man inquired.

“ I did not see one,”  Hubbard re­
plied.

“ Were bodies that were not prop- 
ly identified returned to the United 
States?” Senator Brandegee asked.

“ They were,” the witness replied.
Women in Tears.

Many women in the crowded room 
who had lost sons overseas leaned 
forward, some with tears, as Hub­
bard recited a long record of “ care­
lessness.”

Hubbard said that he had pro­
tested to Major Dunner against al­
lowing the bodies of the three hanged 
men to lie on the ground overnight, 
in the rain.

“ How did you get the noose o ff? ” 
Senator Watson asked.

“ It slipped off over their heads.”
“ If you took off the noose, why 

not the black cap?”
“ I wasn’t ordered to take off the 

caps,”  Hubbard replied.

TWO MORE SHOT.

WASHINGTON, Jan. 4.— Alleged 
cold-blooded shooting of two Ameri­
can soldiers in France, one by a pri­
vate at the direction of an officer, 
and the other by a lieutenant, was 
described today by Polk Golden of 
Newman, Ga., former soldier, before 
the senate investigating committee. 
Goiden swore he witnessed the shoot­
ing.

One of the soldiers, Golden 
charged, was shot by a guard at an 
officer’s command because he started 
for a spring to get a drink of water. 
He had gone without a drink for 
twenty-four hours, Golden said. The 
other soldier, the witness testified, 
was shot down by a lieutenant be­
cause he straggled behind in a march.

ably will bring the total of expendi­
tures for the last six months up to 
$600,000, or $100,000 a month, or 
more than $3,000 per day, from 
which it may be estimated that be­
tween 500 and 1,000 men have been 
steadily employed.

And all without our knowledge.
Now that this big bond payment 

to Fleming & Stitzer has shown 
there has been sad wastage of tears 
shed over the stoppage of the road 
work and the men throwin. out of em­
ployment during these parlous times, 
it might be diverting if the people 
could be informed of what has been 
done with this money— where work 
has been done and how far toward 
completion the expenditure has 
brought the highway system and a 
few minor things like that.

Possibly Judge Starnes is in a po­
sition to make a statement giving an 
account of these things, although it 
is our understanding that he had 
thought the road program had been 
all tied up by litigation. However, 
that report must have been in er­
ror, as operations of this magnitude 
certainly could not go forward with­
out his knowledge.

Also, in line with the policy of 
giving the public information on pub­
lic affairs which the Times has here­
tofore advocated, it would be inter­
esting to know what has ever been 
done about the contract for the 
Bankhead highway, on, which bids 
were submitted a month ago, and if 
the Caddo road out of Ranger is a 
fair sample of the permanent high­
ways which the county is to have if 
the system should be completed.

If so, it might be well to pause a 
moment before spending the dollar 
or so now remaining of the bond is­
sue. For in six months of use, the 
surface has been worn from this road 
and ruts are forming. In a year, 
teamsters will be pulling trucks out 
of chug holes.

But then, the boinds only run for 
forty years.

NOT FOR BOXERS, 

FARREL S A Y S

NEW YORK, Jan. 4.— We have 

with us now the National Sports Al­
liance.

It’s a fancy name for the “boxers 
union.”

Formed to protect the poor hard- 
worked, under-paid boxers from the 

Ynachination of capitalistic promoters, 
it will seek enrollment in the Amer­
ican Federation of Labor.

The membership of the protective 
body includes nearly all the promi­
nent boxers and their managers and 
it is hoped eventually to snare a lot 
of fans in for a ten-dollar initiation 
fee and ten-dollar dues a year.

Elevate the Game.
The main idea, given to the public 

at least, is to elevate boxing to the 
place of “grand opry” and join all the 
fraternity into a big lovable associa­
tion, with everyone working for each 
other.

Should the “boxers union” get into 
the Federation of labor, some inter­
esting situations might arise.

It would be aggravating for Benny 
Leonard, whose manager, Billy Gib­
son, is the prime factor in the move­
ment, should have to turn down a 
$50,000 match because his opponent 
was a non-union blow-maker.

There probably would be a union 
champion and a non-union champion.

Sam Gompers might take it unto 
himself to pick the referee at fights, 
decide upon the number of rounds. He 
might refuse to allow a union fighter 
to go into the ring if the watch and 
bell of the timekeeper, if the posts 
and ropes of the ring and if the can­
vas cloth, resin, water bucket, 
sponges, etc., were not union made.

Sympathetic Strikes?
If the union street cleaners in 

Nome went out on a strike, it would 
be tough for the abused boxers to 
stop “ work” in sympathy.

If a boxers’ strike came in New 
York it would be something terrible 
for the wealthy champions to be 
forced to keep the poor preliminary 
boys in bread and butter until the 
strike was settled.

Even the sport writers might have 
to join the union before they could 
have the great privilege of putting 
the boxers in print—and how the 
boxers do hate publicity!

When the Alliance was first 
thought of the general impression 
went around that it was a body or­
ganized to “ get” Tex Rickard, but 
this can’t be! taken seriously since the 
name of Leo Flynn, Rickard’s right- 
hand man, against whom the man­
agers had their chief grievance, ap­
pears on the board of directors.

Of course, a boxers union is a 
joke. If the game is to be given such 
a great fine bath) it must be individu­
ally. Nothing can be done with a 
high sounding organization. If every 
boxer in the game conducted himself 
properly, if every manager refused to 
fix a set up, and if every fighter did 
his best in the ring there would be no 
need for a National Sports Alliance 
to turn the game into “ grand opry.”

OPERATIONS INCREASE 
IN ROCKDALE SHALLOW 

FIELD, SAYS C. F. DRAKE
C. F. Drake, formerly secretary of 

the Weatherford Chamber of Com­
merce, now holding the same posi­
tion at Rockdale, was in Ranger to­
day on business in connection with 
the oil fields near that town.

There are (now fourteen produc­
ing wells in the Rockdale-Minerva 
shallow field, Mr. Drake says, and 
thirty-five new wells have been con­
tracted for during the coming year. 
These wells find the sand at from 
500 to 700 feet and production rang­
es from ten to forty barrels per day 
on the pump. There is very little 
gas.

Geology of the field is rapidly be­
coming defined, Mr. Drake said, it 
having been established that there 
is a geological fault, east of which 
there is no shallow production. The 
soil phrenologists believe, however, 
that deeper production will be found 
in the area to the east.

Most of the operators in that sec­
tion are small companies, Mr. Drake 
said, but two of the larger companies 
are now negotiating for large blocks 
of acreage.

Although Mr. Drake expects Rock­
dale to achieve a substantial growth 
from this pool, he does not anticipate 
a boom, as the smallness of the wells 
will prevent promotional fever.

Guider, alleged bigamist.

Before a gathering of relatives and 
friends that included Guider’s well- 
to-do parents and the mayor of 
Bluffton, Ohio, near Lima, his home 
town, Mrs. Scheckles suddenly an­
nounced she had something to say 
and then tearfully admitted she com­
mitted bigamy when she married the 
prisoner.

Had Three Children.
“ I married Guider when I already 

had a husband and three children,” 
she said. “ I left them in Maryland 
because he was cruel to me. I met 
Guider when I was down and out. He 
saved me from becoming a woman of 
the streets. I loved him, and he 
loved me. I couldn’t get a divorce be­
cause of my religion, and I told him 
so. But he was a man, and we loved. 
So we married.”

Augusta Trevor, 19, whom Guider 
married last week, pnly to lose her 
husband to the custody of the police 
two days later, toow the news calmly.

Guider was released, the prosecu­
tor deciding there was no case 
against him inasmuch as his mar­
riage to Mrs. Scheckles was illegal. 
And then, all doubt as to the legality 
of their wedding ceremony having- 
been cleared up, Guider and Augusta 
Trevor walked out of the courtroom 
arm in arm.

SELECT IMMIGRANTS 
AT EUROPEAN PORTS, 

CABINET MAN URGES
WASHINGTON, Jan. 4.—Secretary 

of Labor Davis favors an act of con­
gress whereby the status of the im­
migrant to the United States can be 
determined before he sails for this 
country.

The tragedies of families separated 
and hopes of a new-found freedom 
disappointed are daily cast up as 
flotsam and jetsam in the weltering 
tide of humanity that flows through 
the immigration station.

“ For the sake of humanity the 
standing of the immigrant ought to 
be determined before he leaves his 
own country,” said Secretary Davis. 
“ I sincerely hope that some system 
for selection on the other side may 
be worked out and a law for putting 
it in effect placed upon the statute 
books at an early date.”

The work of the immigration offi­
cials has been complicated by the new 
immigration law which provides that 
not more than a certain quota of im­
migrants from any one country shall 
be admitted within the year. Some 
thirteen countries, or groups of coun­
tries, already have their quota for the 
year exhausted—but still barred im­
migrants continue to come.

ABILENE THREATENED 
WITH WATER SHORTAGE

DANFORTH HAD BEST 
RECORD IN ‘ASSOCIATION’
Dave Danforth, with the eighth 

place Columbus team, was the leading 
pitcher of the year in the American 
association. He worked in 44 games, 
hurled 329 innings and allowed only 
97 earned runs, an average of 2.66 per 
game. Danforth won 25 games and 
was charged with 16 defeats, percent­
age .610. Ben Tincup, Louisville, 
playing most of the time in the out­
field, pitched and won nine games and 
did not lose a contest. He was sec­
ond to Danforth in the standing with 
earned run average of 2.84.

ABILENE, Jan. 4.—Every minute 
is being utilized in a feverish effort 
to win the race against a possible 
water famine in Abilene. Mayor Dal­
las Scarborough is said to be au­
thority for the statement that Abi­
lene will “hook” onto its new 15,000,- 
000,000 gallon lake in the Buffalo 
Gap mountains twenty-four hours be­
fore the present supply of Lake Lytle, 
near the city, has been exhausted.

About nineteen miles of pipe 
is to be laid between the mammoth 
lake and the city before the race shall 
have been won.

BARBERS IN CHINA 
SAY FIVE CENTS ISN’T 

ENOUGH FOR HAIRCUT

SHANGHAI, China, Jan. 4.—Five 
thousand Chinese barbers have de­
clared a strike in Shanghai.

They claim that 3 cents isn’t 
enough for a shave, and that 5 cents 
is far too little for a haircut, espe­
cially when one considers that the 
ear-cleaning process and facial mas­
sage are thrown in for good measure.

The Chinese community is aghast 
at the impudence of the barbers. 
Think of it—are dissatisfied!

“ What if the cost of rice has in­
creased?” asks Wong Fdng-tsz, 
’rickshaw coolie, as he surveys the 
matter with the proud assurance of 
one who knows his own relative social 
importance. “ Barbers—why, barbers 
receive $10 a month, and this is too 
much for them. Imagine barbers 
striking!”

Incense is being burned before the 
god of the barbers, Loh Yumshan, in 
the City Temple, and red candles are 
lighted before his shine by the bar­
bers, who are praying that their 
monthly income be augmented at 
least an additional 10 per cent.

The Chinese barber shop is a far 
cry from the tonsorial parlor of 
America. The majority of the bar­
bers work out of doors. Long rows 
of barbers are seen in the Temple 
courtyard, others in a busy city gate.

From Loh Yuinshan the Chinese 
barbers learned the art of shaving the 
head, scraping the face, plaiting the 
queues, cleaning the ears with small 
ivory spoons, wiping the eyelids and 
thumping and massaging the face and 
back.

J. Talcott of this city suffered a pain­
ful accident. While in the kitchen 
cooking she took up a kettle of boil­
ing water and fainted with the kettle 
in her hands.

The water scalded her right hand 
and right hip very badly, but im­
mediate med:cal attention aided her 
condition considerably.

WASHINGTON, Jan. 4.— House­
keepers often feel the need of some 
simple plan by which the foods used 
in their- families can be compared in 
kind and in amount with those really 
needed. This calls for a standard 
or model that may be used as a guide 
in the selection of foods for any fam­
ily at any season of the year and un­
der any market conditions.

The United States department of 
agriculture has just issued a new 
Farmers’ Bulletin, No. 1228, pre­
pared by Caroline L. Hunt. The sub­
ject of the bulletin is “ A Week's 
Food for an Average Family.”  It 
shows how all food materials are 
classed under five heads or groups, 
and how all foods, with the exception 
of the milk for young children, may 
be replaced by some other food or 
foods within the same group. The 
text gives suggestions for such sub­
stitutions, and a method for com­
paring the cost of similar foods. It 
shows also how to adapt the allow­
ances given in the sample food sup­
ply so as to meet the needs of fami­
lies larger or smaller than the aver­
age. The bulletin contains many il­
lustrations, useful tables, and menus. 
It may be obtained upon application 
to the United States department of 
agriculture.

Prison officials an­
nounced one criminal had been slain 
and the others recaptured.

Cutting their way out of the cells, 
the convicts leaped into the outer 
yard, when one became crippled. The 
alarm was spread while he was being 
taken in a wheelbarrow across the 
yard and others of his companions 
weye searching for a ladder with 
which to scale the outer wall.

The cripple and two others were 
caught immediately, but the two 
others were not recaptured until they 
were found this morning hiding in a 
packing box in a private office.

Investigation showed that the con­
victs had sawed through the bars of 
their cells. Then* mounting on one 
another’s shoulders, in the corridor, 
they sawed through the bars protect­
ing the skylight. With a rope made 
of blankets they climbed to the roof.

Making tlieir way to the roof of 
the old execution chamber, they 
leaped into the outer yard, one of 
them breaking his leg and hip.

Reluctant to abandon him, his fel­
low prisoners conducted a brief par­
ley and then placed him in the bar- 
row and wheeled him to the outer 
wall.

Forcing and entrance into a cabinet 
shop, two of the prisoners obtained 
a ladder. It was several feet too 
short.

While the convicts were looking for 
another ladder tne alarm was sound­
ed and guards appeared on the walls 
with rifles.

LEGION WILL FIGHT 
CUT IN DOCTORS’ PAY

NEW YORK, Jan. 4.— Despite the 
statement of Henry Ford that histo- j 
ry is all bushwah, the year just fad­
ing out saw some big strides made 
in many ways.

In women’s styles, the abbreviated 
skirt, female cigarettes, bare knees 
and wishbones and roll-top stockings 
came, saw, conquered and went out 
again. Due to the high cost of living 
skirts will be worn longer from now 
on.

Literature didn’t get very far. The 
Anti-Saloon League issued a pamph­
let entitled, “ The Yonkers Plan” 
which detailed mopping up methods, 
but bootleggers thought it was a joke- 
book; dramatic critics declared Babe 
Ruth a bad actor and censured Judge 
Landis for not increasing his fine; 
book reviewers declared the first 
hundred pages of “ The Outline of 
History’ were the hardest; H. L. 
Mencker declined to write a book on 
the benefits of prohibition; con­
gressman Herrick of Oklahoma start­
ed a beauty contest, winning great 
applause as a statesman; president 
Harding was awarded the aluminum 
pickle dish as a champion infinitive 
splitter; Babe Ruth started writing 
for the newspapers.

In science an intimate of Oshkosh 
invented an elliptical umbrella with 
the handle on one side; a New Yorker 
invented a one-man cockroach trap; 
Kansas City man invented a double- 
breasted sock; Edison invented a 
questionnaire; German discovered 
synthetic gold, but France sees it 
as a monarchist plot; genius discov­
ered a method of feeding a glass of 
gin to William Jennings Bryan; Lon­
don roster got his sex instincts mixed 
and laid eggs; another genius invent­
ed an alarm clock that wouldn’t ring.

As regards prohibition, moonshin­
ers and bootleggers unanimously 
agreed it is a great success and vigor­
ously opposed repeal of the Eigh­
teenth Amendment.

Business— very little.
The political situation has been 

interesting. Lloyd George decided 
to attend the Washington confer­
ence; then he decided he would not;

The An­
ti-Saloon league decreed possession 
of cloves merited capital punish­
ment; Oklahoma woman found mur­
der best vehicle for getting into the 
movies.

In sports there wasn’t very much 
doing. All American sport writers 
picked All American teams; boot­
leggers won thousands of running 
contests with the dry law; Dempsey 
staged a vaudeville act with Georges 
Carpentier, a Frenchman, at Jersey 
City July 2; a man lost his eye wait­
ing for a flapper to get on a street 
car.

There wasn’t much doing in mu­
sic, either. Richard Strauss, the Aus­
trian composer, announced he wrote 
his best piece while waiting for his 
wife to dress, but failed to explain 
what he did with the rest of the four 
hours; carousal owners and organ 
grinders installed new 'editions of 
“ The Last Rose of Summer,”  and 
“ Alice Ben Bolt.”

STREET LAMPS OF YELLOW-GREEN 
ADVOCATED TO CHECK CRIME

Noted Color Doctor Declares Red Grouchy Color, Blue Sooth­
ing to Jaded Nerves and Royal Purple an Ideal Color; 

Tells of Experiment in Color Radiation.

NEW YORK, Jan. 4.— Dr. William 
Hoyt Peck, whose strange experi­
ments with colors are attracting the 
attention of co-scientists throughout 
the country, tells an astonishing 
story of the manner in which color 
controls our lives.

The youthful, thoughtful - eyed 
technician, whose manner is the 
somewhat vague one of those who go 
adventuring on the long, long trail 
we know as “ Discovery,”  assured me 
that in all our business of living, 
there is no mood, no dispositional 
quirk, neither human action nor re­
action, not directly traceable to a 
color or combination of colors.

And most of these, according to 
his bewildering theory, are colors we 
never see!

His preliminary explanation had to 
do with the ten octaves of color ra­
diation, only three octaves of which 
are visible and which run on the 
one end of ultra violet and on the op­
posite to infra red.

More Kick in “ Red.”
He continued:
“ Colors we see are the primary 

ones, red, yellow-green and blue. All 
others are combinations of these.

Red is the stimulant— an intoxi­
cant more potent than pure alcohol; 
blue is powerful in quieting effect, 
but depressing if used too much.

“ Yellow-green is the color of light 
and of vision. It is 99 per cent visi­
ble against a 5 or 6 per cent visibil­
ity of blue and red.”

We sat in the projection room in 
the laboratory where Dr. Peck is car­
rying on his work, while I watched 
the result of his latest effort to har­
ness color; a number of experimental 
motion pictures in which each shade 
stood so sharply out against each 
other shade so naturally as to make 
the screen seem only a frame in 
which flesh-and-blood persons were 
moving about.

Red Deadly in Quantity.
While fashion pictures gave way 

to landscapes and these finally to 
dazzling carnival scenes Dr. Peck 
told me how colors work in every day 
life.

“ While red is like a tonic in rea­
sonable amount it is deadly in quan­
tity. It increases the heart action, 
speeds up the nervous system, pro­

duces what you might call illumina­
tion’ throughout the body.

“ But irritation is the result of too 
constant stimulation. The resuit is 
temper, quarreling, all of the evils of 
the nature from bad humor to crime.

“ If you’ll consider carefully you’ ll 
notice the short-tempered person who 
works or lives near you always has 
some red about. He wears a red tie 
or she wears a red hat. And ‘seeing 
red’ is more than a set of words.

“ But red is harmless when its ef­
fect is counteracted with blue. Con­
sequently if you are forced to be 
near a ‘red,’ see that your apparel is 
touched with enough blue, the color 
of quiet and peace, to tone down the 
stimulation.

Green, Dr. Peck said, is the normal 
color of light, and is the only one 
which does not have more or less ef­
fect upon the body.

Yellow-Green Wipes Out Crime.
“ If all the cities would light their 

streets with yellow-green lamps, 
there would be no more crime. For 
yellow-green produces the effect of 
great illumination, and no criminal 
will go about his dark work with the 
feeling of a light directly upon him. 
Yellow-green sets up a sense of light.
