The Retail Merchants’ association
will discontinue receiving applica-
tions for scrip after Monday, Jan. 9,
in ‘order to expedite the work of fil-
ing proofs of claim in the ligquida-
tion of the Farmers & Merchants
bank by the state banking commis-
sioner, Secretary Burt announced
this morning.

All persons who have made appli-
cations, however, and received their
serip will be allowed to inerease the
amount issued against their accounts
up to 75 per cent at any time they
desire, as their applications will have
alréady heen passed upon and the
further issuance of serip will in no
way interfere with the filing of the
proofs of claim.

Feb. 15 has been designated by the
state banking commissioner as the lim-
it for the filing of claims against the
bank. Proofs of claim blanks and
statements ‘are now being issued by
the liquidating agent here to per-
sons who have not assigned their ac-
counts over to the Retail Merchants’
assoeiation for scrip. In the latter
case the association will attend to
the colleetions from Jthe guaranty
fund and pay in cash to the assignees
the balance’ of each individual ac-
count.

SHIPMENT OF
DOPE SEIZED
BY OFFICERS

A parcel post shipment of nar-
cotics was seized by the police this
morning in possession of a well
known local character as the latter
left the postoffice building with the
package of morphine, cocaine and
‘“needles” under his arm. The man
‘was brought to police headquarters,
Wwhere he is being held pending the
arrival of a federal agent from Fort
Worth. He readily admitted to the
contents of the package but claimed
that the drugs were for use in treat-
ing stock.

The arrival of the drug shipment
here was learned by the police sev-
eral days ‘ago, When the receiver
here made efforts to raise funds to
pay the $66 C. O. D. charges.

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APPROPRIATION
BILLS TRIMMED
NINE PER CENT

WASHINGTON, Jan. 5—Despite in-

formal requests from the administra-
tion urging close following by con-
gress of . the estimates submitted by
the new budget bureau, the treasury
department appropriation bill reported
today by the house appropriations
committee disclosed a eut of approx-
imately 9 per cent. The measure is
the first of the regular supply bills.

The bill as reported carried a total
of $118,610.95 for expenses of the
treasury, $12,696,827.38 less than the
dudget amount ‘and $12,770,951 less
than the total for the current fiscal
year. The measure probably will be
taken up on the fioor tomorrow.

For enforcement of prohibition $9,-

This expression of confidence in
the Times’ power to right all wrongs
is complimentary, to be sure, and it
is true that the power of publicity
can oftentimes bring about the reduc-
tion of prices and other readjust-
ments, ;

. But on the other hand, this is a
power that must be used with discre-
tion, lest injustices be done those
against whom a campaign is waged.
There may be contributing causes to
higher prices here than elsewhere
that are not recognized by the gen-
eral public. These causes may be
remedial; then again they may not
be. It is entirely possible that the
cause is well to the rear of the eco-
nomie structure and that®men against
whom complaint is made are caught
in the grip of circumstances and can-
mot remain in business if prices are
lowered.

However, it 'is a fact that prices
here for various services and com-
modities are higher than in neighbor-
ing towns. They are higher than in
Mexia and other towns now in the
boom stage, it is said, and it would
seem that those most concerned
should take steps to get in line. Vol-
ume of business is generally the ac-
cepted method of making [profits,
rather than big profits on smaller
sales.

DARWIN WRONG
ABOUT ORIGIY,
SAYS SCIENTIST

TORONTO, Jan. 5.—Prof. William
Bateson, world famous English biolo-
gist, threw a bombshell into the con-
vention of the American Association
for the Advancement of Science here

by declaring that it was impossible
‘for scientists any longer to agree
with Charles Darwin’s theory of the
‘origin of species.

He declared that while forty years
ago the Darwin theory was accepted
without question, today scientists had
come tio a point where they were un-
able to offer any explanation of the
genesis of species.

Professor Bateson admitted that’
his words marked him down as an
agnostic, but maintained there was
nothing left for the scientist of to-
day but agniosticism or, as he called
it, “obscurantism.”

He said, however, that the doubt
‘of Darwin’s correctness extended on-
ly to the great scientist’s theory of
genesis and by no means included

i

‘I'that concerning the general truth of

‘the principle of evolution.

' He declared that obscurantism—
a plain donfession of ignorance of
the manner of the beginnings of
species—will come to the scientist’s
rescue, filling in the breach opened
to the ‘“‘enemies of science,” through
tearing down the Darwinian theory.

SOLAR SYSTE
OUT OF ORDER,
SCIENTIST SAYS

SWARTHMORE, Pa., Jan. 5.—
“Something is wrong with the solar
system,” Dr. Ernst W. Brown, head
of the mathematics department of
Yale university, told members of the
American Astronomical society in
session at Swarthmore college.

“Either the earth’s rate of rotation
| is slowing or the moon is moving
faster.”

This conclusion was reached by
Professor Brown when he observed
that days were becoming longer.

- This fact, long suspected and now
verified beyond reasonable doubt,
the Yale mathematician declared,
amounted to less than one thousandth
.of a second a year, he declared, but
it was decidedly annoying to men of
science, who based their calculations
on the regularity of the various units
of the solar system.

Invention of the microscope and
the telescope, chief instruments . of
the 'observatory, were discussed by
William Romain Newbold, professor
of philosophy at the University of
Pennsylvania. By deciphering the
Voynich manuscript of Roger Bacon,
he declared, he had found unmistak-
able evidence that Bacon, in the
Thirteenth century, possessed a lens
and mirror, and had learned the
theory of microscopes and telescopes
from Robert Crosseteste, bishop of
| Lincoln.

Dr. John Dee, Queen Elizabeth’s
private physician and astrologer, and
Leonard Diggs, another Englishman,
who lived about 1571, had crude tele-
scopes, according to Professor New-
bold.

Taking advantage of the assemb-
ling of more than sixty astronomers,
members of the naval observatory
staff requested information about S
Pyxidis,”” also known as ‘“Variable
Star 090024.”

DRY AGENTS POISONED
* I TESTS OF BOOZE

SAN FRANCISCO, Jan. 5.—Four
United States prohibition enforce-
ment agents have beén poisoned in
the last three weeks from illicit
brandy which they consumed in the
course of duty, but none was made
seriously ill, it is announced from
the office of E. Forrest Mitchell,
district prohibition enforcement of-
ficer.

It was necessary for William C.
Jordan and Frank Strohm, two of
the agents, to'go to hospitals. D. H.
Rinckel and John O’Toole, the other
agents who were poisoned, are recov-
ering at their homes.

“It is sometimes necessary for the
agents to drink this. poisoned liquor
in order to get evidence against the
distiller or seller,” Thomas A. Brown
assistant enforcement officer said.
“Sometimes the agents carry anti-
dotes to counteract the effect of the
stuff they are compelled to . drink.
The .symptoms of the poisoning are
a general lagsitude, a loss of appe-
tite and a desire to rest.”
